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Unmasking the Laugh
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THE NERVOUS LAUGH. That awkward little “haha” you throw into your texts when you’re feeling unsure, trying to soften the vibe, or desperately trying to fill the silence. The problem is men know what a nervous laugh looks like, even in text form. And while they might not consciously think, “Oh no, she’s insecure,” their subconscious is clocking it. That “haha” you thought was harmless? It’s sending the message, “I’m not sure if I’m enough, so I’m cushioning everything I say with fake laughter.”

It’s time to break the habit, sis.

The Psychology of the Forced Laugh

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Emoji Etiquette
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When Less is Definitely More

EMOJIS ARE NOT THE devil. They’re cute, fun, and an easy way to sprinkle a little personality into your texts. But like glitter, a little goes a long way. Instead of: “Cool 😊.”

Try: “Cool, sounds good.” (No emoji needed—it’s clear and confident.)

The Emoji MVPs
