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I. The Jewish-Masonic Theater in Russia and America.
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Russia

In the last 2000 years, Jews have hated nothing in the world more than Orthodoxy, but, also, at the same time - the sects of Catholicism and Protestantism. St. Barsanuphius of Optina (1845-1913) was one of the first friends of God to speak about the Jewish plans for the 20th century. In the world (Tsarist Russia) St. Barsanuphius held a high military post and died a few years before the conquest of Russia by the Jewish “communists” in 1917 (for which he had warned people about). Let us quote his words from the “Diary of the Novice Nikolai Belyaev”, p. 156:

“For now, thank God, there are still large, rich Russian companies, we can still get, more or less, good teas. But Jews are sneaking in everywhere. Everywhere they shout “Vysotsky! Vysotsky!” And what is his tea? He adds tannins to the tea. His tea costs 2 rubles and 30 kopecks – it seems like it could be good, but I compared it with our own for 1 ruble and 60 kopecks (at Gubkin-Kuznetsov) – ours is much better. I wonder how it could compete with our big Russian companies in Moscow and St. Petersburg? It’s scary to think what they, the Jews, will feed us when they get the upper hand over us, the Russians? I won’t live to see it, but you will live to see such times, remember my words..."(emphasis made, hereinafter, are mine – author’s note)

So there can be no doubt that Russia in 1917 did not fall under the rule of "communists", but under the rule of Jews, for whom communism was a facade, a pretext for the massacre of hundreds of millions of Orthodox Christians and non-Christians (after all, it was then when Russia finally fell into a national apostasy). We know, not only from the works of the Orthodox author Lev Tikhomirov and the American Protestant Ted Pike, that the Jews do not believe in the faith left to them by Moses, but in their own secret interpretation of the Old Testament: the Talmud (something that Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has publicly admitted). The Jews also practice the sorcery called Kabbalah, in which ritual murder - especially of children and the Orthodox - plays a large role. Once they asked St. Paisius the Athonite about the Zionists ("Venerable Paisius the Athonite, Spiritual Counsels, Volume 2, Spiritual Awakening", p. 145). He replied:

"They want to rule the whole world. To achieve their goal, they use magic and Satanism. They look at the worship of Satan as a force that will help them carry out their plans. That is, they set out to rule the world with satanic power. They do not think of God at all."

Well studied today is the question of the martyrdom of St. Tsar Nicholas II and the other members of the Holy Royal Family – the Saints Alexandra, Tatiana, Maria, Anastasia, Olga and Alexei, at the hands of “Bolshevik” occultists on July 17, 1918. The successor of St. John (Maximovich) of Shanghai and San Francisco, Archbishop Anthony of San Francisco shares:

“From what has been said, it is absolutely clear that the act was a ritual, not a political murder, as can be seen from the Kabbalistic inscription on the wall in the basement of the Ipatiev House, where this truly satanic crime was committed. Just as Christ was crucified for the sins of the whole world on Golgotha, abandoned by all, so the Sovereign was sacrificed for the sins of all Russia, also abandoned by all.”

In "Great Russian Elders", part 2, on pages 194-195, in the life of St. Nektary (Tikhonov) we read:

“Optina was closed by the Bolsheviks on Thomas Sunday in 1923...After Father Nektarius left Optina, the Bolsheviks brought an occultist to his cell to discover, as they thought, treasures hidden there. It is known that they widely used occult powers for their purposes. It was night, a kerosene lamp was burning in the cell. The magician began his spells, and although the lamp continued to burn, a fog fell into the room. There was also a nun there (there were many nuns in Optina at that time). She took Father Nektarius’s prayer rope and made the sign of the cross with it. Immediately light came and the magician fell to the ground and began to writhe in an epileptic fit.”

A "Bolshevik" would not resort to magic, as it is not in his "faith", but a Jew would readily resort to witchcraft. However, Bolsheviks and communists, in the upper echelons of the Comintern, never existed, unlike the dominant number of Jews there.

The French historian Hervé Ryssen, in his documentary "The Jews, Communism and the Russian Revolution", shares a curious moments from the years in which Stalin slowly consolidated his power by executing Kamenev and Zinoviev in 1936:

“Zinoviev and Kamenev were, of course, sentenced to death and quickly led to the place of execution. Zinoviev shouted that Stalin had promised him to spare his life. [To] Stalin, who was always interested in the behavior of his enemies at the moment of their death, the scene was narrated by Pauker, the leader of his bodyguards. Jewish historian Simon Sebag-Montefiore writes: “Pauker, who was a Jew, had the habit of telling Jewish jokes to Stalin in a Yiddish accent. On that day he repeated Zinoviev’s pleas:

“For heaven’s sake, call Stalin!”

He parodied Zinoviev's prayers:

"Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one" (he quoted Deuteronomy 6:4 - author's note)

Stalin laughed so much that Pauker repeated his performance."

It is obvious that the “Bolsheviks” were quite far from any belief in communism.

But why would Jews, in particular, invent something like the communist idea? The answer is straightforward. Orthodox states are usually monarchies and have an Orthodox Tsar, and in sectarian Europe, at the end of the 19th century, there were still quite a few monarchical states and communism is an anti-religious and anti-monarchical movement. It is a system that was supposed to convince man, who had fallen away from God, that he could create a paradise on earth, without noticing that his new rulers only truly want to either enslave him or kill him. Lev Tikhomirov in “Religious and Philosophical Foundations of History” in the chapter on Kabbalah well explains the reason why Jews created and ran the communist movement, as well as why they are great defenders of democracy:

"This does not mean that Kabbalism, at any time, has put forward any political or social programs. There was nothing of the kind in it, just as there was none in occultism. Like occultism, Kabbalah has always been only a certain religious-philosophical worldview. If it has been reflected in socio-political spheres, it has only been by undermining the Christian-ecclesiastical worldview, and thus the system based on it, as well as those forms of discipline on which it was based. This intellectual-social movement, of which Kabbalah was a component in a religious-philosophical sense, undermining, together with Gnosticism, the foundations of the Christian system that had established itself in the Middle Ages, was in fact revolutionary, since it opposed the democratic idea to the social discipline of old Europe. The idea of democracy itself, with its internal logic, stood against the idea of hierarchy, and the idea of submission to the will of God was replaced by the idea of human autonomy. Therefore, the secret societies and movements in whose worldview Kabbalah found a place, together with Gnosticism and occultism, played a reforming and revolutionary role. Such was the role of Freemasonry.”
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
