INTRODUCTION TO NAKSHATRAS 


These constellations or the Nakshatras are considered one of the most important components in Vedic Astrology. Each Nakshatra is identified with a single or group of stars. These are also called lunar mansion in which the Moon stays for one day and then move to the next one. 

In astrology, the zodiac of 360 degrees has been divided into 12 astrological signs of 3o degrees. Each sign has been further categorised as moveable, fixed and dual on basis of their nature. Further, categorisation has been done on basis of the element as Fire, Earth, Air and Water.

Further, the Zodiac is divided into 27 Nakshatras 13 deg 20 mins each. Each Nakshatra is further divided into four Padas of 3 deg 20 mins. Pada of Nakshatra gives more focused and precise results rather than Nakshatra or Sign.

The calculation of Nakshatras begins with Ashwini Nakshatra at 0 degrees of Aries and ends at 30 degrees of Pisces covered by Revati Nakshatra. Abhijit is the 28th Nakshatra which is used only for Muhurat etc and we will not be discussing it here.


In earlier times, Krittika Nakshatra used to be taken as the beginning of a series of Nakshatra and given Number 1 in the series but due to the precession of equinoxes with the passage of time, Aswini Nakshatra is the first in the series now.

Nakshatras affect the characteristics of the planets placed in them, as the Signs do. The most important is the Birth Nakshatra, which is the Nakshatra in which the Moon is placed at the time of birth. The Moon travels through a Nakshatra in a day. Nakshatra is very important in Vedic astrology as the most popular Vimshotari Dasha, transit, muhurta, etc is taken from birth Nakshatra.

Vedic astrology worked on a Nakshatra-based system where the most popular Dasha System, Vimshottari Dasha is based on Nakshatra. Even other Dasha systems have been prevalent but the most popular has been Vimshottari and accordingly lords of Nakshatras have been mentioned based on that. The total Dasha period of Vimshottari Dasha is 120 years. Details are given in the table as under: -

These Nakshatras are broadly classified under three Gunas as Deva, human and Rakshas. These Guna define the temperament and behaviour of a person. Devata or Devine are charitable, spiritual and lesser interested in materialism. Rakshasa or Demons are dominant, self-will and more materialistic than spiritual. Manushya or Humans are evenly balanced between spiritual and materialistic.

Each Nakshatra has a Lord and Presiding Deity which is needed to be worshipped to remove the ill effects of that Nakshatra. Nakshatra draws the nature and events of life from its Presiding Deity so you need to understand the mythological story of that deity.

Each Nakshatra has a particular Nadi, Yoni, Guna and has an element associated with it. These define the nature, temperament and behavior of a person. Details of these are given in the table below.

Generally, in traditional astrology almost all the astrologers give importance to planets and their positions in the zodiac. It is not the planets posited that deliver good or bad results but their star lords or the lord of Nakshatra where the planet is posted is going to deliver the result. Hence, predictions based on Nakshatras give more precise and accurate results rather than predictions based on Signs as a sign covers 30 degrees, whereas Nakshatra covers 13 deg 20 mins and one pada of the same covers 3 deg 20 mins. So, deduction from 3 deg 20 mins span will be more accurate. Also, each Nakshatra has mythology and story behind it which further relates to the characteristics, qualities and effects.

So if you understand the mythology of a Nakshatra lord and the elements associated with it, you will be able to understand the Nakshatra and make predictions about him. Whichever house or sign this Nakshatra is placed or whatever planet is placed in the Nakshatra, those significations will be according to the characteristics of the Nakshatra.


MYTHOLOGY OF BHARANI NAKSHATRA 


We should understand the mythological story of the Nakshatra to understand about that because these stories are symbolic to hide the actual meaning for unworthy ones and to convey the meaning to only worthy ones. Rather than the literal meaning of the story, you should understand the logic behind these stories. Due to the nonexistence of written literature, knowledge was passed from Guru to his disciples via Verbal (Shruti) in forms of shlokas and stories.

That is the reason that despite the destruction and demolition of our libraries by Mughal and British invaders for centuries, some knowledge from our Vedas still exists in form of our religious literature like Upanishads, Ramayan and Mahabharat. You need to decipher the same to understand the meaning. A lot needs to be done by our future generations who will be able to use technology and bring out the meaning of these mythological stories.

Knowledge of the story of the Nakshatra is very important to understand the basic traits, behavior, and characteristics of a person born in that Nakshatra because he draws the inference from the mythological story of that Nakshatra.

Sometimes it is argued that Bharani Nakshatra is governed by Venus in the Vimshottari Nakshatra Dasa system, which was first presented by Rishi Parashara. As per this argument, connection with Venus solely applies to the Vimshottari based Nakshatra Dasa system and we should not assume that Venus is the supreme ruler or governing deity of this Nakshatra. Nakshatras are ruled by Devtas, and in the case of Bharani Nakshatra, Yama is the ruling deity. But after reading so many scriptures, I am of the view that Venus must be associated with this Nakshatra in one form or others. I invite the views of readers on this.

The Presiding Deity of this Nakshatra is Yama. Yama is the God of Death, Son of God Sun, associated with the Death warrant and the journey of a person after Death to upper lokas. References have been found in Surya Puran, Vishnu Puran, Garud Puran and various Vedas. Deciphering the stories as mentioned help to decipher about Yama and hence attributes of Bharani Nakshatras. Let us go through a few stories.


Birth of Yama

As per the Surya Puran, Yama was the son of God Sun and Sanjhana, daughter of the celestial architect Vishwakarma. Yami and Manu were his siblings, and all three were born at the same time. Sanjhana, unable to bear the radiance of the Sun, created a shadow self named Chaya to take her place. Unaware of Sanjhana's deception, God Sun fathered children with Chaya - Shani, Manu, and Tapti.

Chaya favored her own children over Sanjhana's offspring, causing Yama to feel resentful. In a fit of anger, he kicked Chaya in her stomach with his leg. Chaya in a fit of anger cursed his leg with sores and worms and thus weakening it.

Yama refused to believe that a mother can curse her own children so he complained to his father God Sun. God Sun made Chaya reveal the truth about Sanjhana's deception. To ease the curse on Yama's leg, Sun gave him a cock that could eat the worms and cure his discharge. Yama is called “Shirnapada”, or the one with a Shriveled foot. Sun also blessed Yama to be the keeper of justice.

This story influences the characteristics of a Bharani Nakshatra native. A native of this Nakshatra has a great zeal for justice and equality, however on the negative aspect, if an individual has a weak Bharani, it could lead to a feeling of dissatisfaction and unfairness towards one’s mother.

The story goes further about the birth of Ashwini Kumars due to the union of Sun and Sanjhana which I have covered in Ashwini Nakshatra.


Keywords here are two mothers, step treatment by mother, problem in one of the legs, crow, anger, fairness, justice 



Yama and Yami Story

In Rig Veda 10.10.1, an interesting dialogue is presented between Yami and Yama. Yami is the sister of Yama and was born out of God Sun and Sanjana. She expresses her desire for a child and requests sexual union with her brother, Yama. However, Yama, demonstrating remarkable restraint, refuses her advances and highlights how such an act is not considered appropriate for mortal men or women.
