Game 1: Rainbow Rice Sensory Bin



	Age Range:

	Ages 3-6




	Duration:

	20-30 minutes




	Difficulty:

	Easy




	Materials:

	Uncooked rice, food coloring, vinegar, plastic containers, scoops, funnels, small toys





Instructions:

1. Divide rice into several ziplock bags.

2. Add a few drops of food coloring and a teaspoon of vinegar to each bag.

3. Seal bags and shake until rice is evenly colored.

4. Spread rice on a tray to dry completely (about 2 hours).

5. Pour all colors into a large plastic bin or tray.

6. Add scoops, funnels, cups, and small toys for exploration.

Learning Benefits:Color recognition, fine motor skills, hand-eye coordination, imaginative play, sensory exploration

Parent Tip:Place a large sheet underneath for easy cleanup. Store rice in an airtight container for repeated use.

Game 2: DIY Playdough Station

	Materials:

	Flour, salt, cream of tartar, oil, food coloring, mixing bowls, cookie cutters, rolling pins





Instructions:

1. Mix 2 cups flour, 1 cup salt, 2 tablespoons cream of tartar in a bowl.

2. Add 2 tablespoons oil and 1.5 cups boiling water.

3. Stir until mixture forms a dough.

4. Knead until smooth and divide into portions.

5. Add different food coloring to each portion.

6. Provide tools for cutting, rolling, and shaping.

Learning Benefits:Fine motor development, creativity, color mixing, shape recognition, pre-writing skills

Game 3: Water Bead Exploration



	Age Range:

	Ages 4-6




	Duration:

	30-60 minutes




	Difficulty:

	Easy




	Materials:

	Water beads (hydrogel beads), large containers, scoops, strainers, waterproof toys





Instructions:

1. Soak water beads in water for 4-6 hours until fully expanded.

2. Drain excess water and place beads in a large container.

3. Add various tools for scooping, pouring, and sorting.

4. Let children explore the texture, bounciness, and transparency.

Learning Benefits:Scientific observation, sensory processing, fine motor skills, vocabulary development

Safety Note:Supervise closely - water beads should not be ingested. Best for children who no longer put things in their mouths.
