MISSION OBJECTIVE

Depart Singapore immediately and proceed to the South American Dust Belt. Intercept the KR-9 convoy operated by Kestrel Dynamics. Secure the cargo intact and deliver it to the client at the designated coordinates.

Convoy behaviour indicates low-level interference from an Atlas-derived optimisation module. Treat the chain as semi-sentient. If it begins to make decisions, assume hostile intent and take control.

SECONDARY OBJECTIVE


Maintain custody of the sealed crate aboard your aircraft.
It is part of the contract.
No, you were not informed earlier.
You are not to open it.
Deliver it alongside the convoy cargo. Handle with care.


KNOWN PARAMETERS


Autonomous Convoy Chain:
KR-9 hauliers operating on a closed-loop logistics AI. Predictable in theory; volatile in practice. Acceleration patterns are erratic—treat proximity as high-risk.



Escort Vehicles:
One obsolete hover-skimmer gunship—hackable.
One newer model—less hackable; expect countermeasures.



Atlas Interference:
Routing anomalies consistent with degraded Atlas logic threads. Anticipatory behaviour observed.



Terrain:
Dust Belt exposure zones—abandoned mines, fractured highways, and unstable soil prone to collapse without warning.



Operational Context:
Your departure window did not allow medical downtime. Ava’s injury is classified as “non-critical” by the client. Treat that as a directive, not a comfort.


CLIMATE CONDITIONS / AO WEATHER—SOUTH AMERICAN DUST BELT (FEBRUARY)


Short version:
Extreme heat. Low humidity. High particulate concentration.


Temperature & Visibility:

38–44°C daytime peaks.

Visibility fluctuates between moderate and severely impaired.

Heat distortion affects optics; dust affects everything else.


Dust Events:
“Red snow” particulate common—fine, iron-rich dust that settles on skin, armour, and equipment. Storms arrive quickly and dissipate slowly, carrying significant static charge.


Systems Impact:


Thermals: severe bloom during heat waves



LIDAR: corrupted returns from suspended particulates



Comms: intermittent—mid-range dropouts expected



Drone telemetry: unreliable in wind shear



Optics: micro-abrasion constant—use hydrophobic inserts


Tactical Notes:

Stay low during gust peaks.

Seal gear thoroughly—dust infiltration is total.

A metallic taste indicates airborne iron particulates.
