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My friend has a 14-year-old son that I'll hang out with sometimes to be a male figure in his life. She's a single mother who works long hours sometimes, and she gets worried that he'll get into trouble if he's not around the right people. Chris is a pretty good kid, but like a lot of teenagers, there are times when he does things he shouldn't do. A friend of his got a paintball gun for Christmas, and they shot at a couple cars. They were caught doing it; he's not known for doing bad things, so they let it slide and didn't call the police.

To try to keep them out of trouble and do something productive, I decided to do an activity that I do with my daughters on a regular basis: trivia competitions. I told the boys I'd pay them $500 each if they come over every Sunday for the next few months and do sports trivia that they'll get if they don't miss any weeks, plus they make money for each answer they get right. We wanted to keep them busy until they started playing their sports in the spring. I wasn't sure that they would be as excited and committed to it as my kids; for some people, trivia can be boring, or they give up if it's too hard. So, to try to keep them interested, I let them decide how they wanted to do it; they could go one-on-one the whole time or team up and go against other people. They wanted to team up; my 17-year-old daughter Ashley heard them say they'd beat whoever they went against. She's super competitive, and she wanted them to stay the whole time, so she baited them and said, "Brittany and I can beat them, and they'll probably quit after a couple weeks. They're not ready for your trivia, dad." That's all they need to hear. Todd said, "There's no way we're losing sports trivia to girls." So, the challenge was on, Chris and Todd vs. Ashley and Brittany.

Like I do with all the trivia with my kids, I turn it into books so other people can do these activities and learn as well. So, that's how this book was created. I already did a women's sports trivia in 2020, so the focus on this one was men's sports trivia.
