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The image below displays a recreated view of what it might have looked like before 3 p.m. that Friday. Caiaphas, the High Priest, would have been attending to his various duties, not suspecting the shocking things that were about to occur.
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Caption: Holy of Holies

Veil is about 60 feet tall.

It is about 30 feet wide.

It is about 1 to 4 inches thick.
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Caiaphas may have walked into the Holy Place containing the Table of Showbread, the Altar of Incense, and the Menorah. He may have stood before that 60-foot-tall Veil, recalling the previous fall when he was allowed to enter the sacred area known as the Holy of Holies. Just like with his predecessor, Aaron, the older brother of Moses, the High Priest was the only one who could enter that area. However, as stated in Leviticus 16:2, Aaron could only do this once a year, in the fall, on the Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur).
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Caption: Caiaphas served as High Priest from 18 to 36 AD.
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Caiaphas shuddered when he and the other priests read Leviticus 10:1-2. Tragically, two of Aaron's sons were killed by Holy Fire because they chose to disobey this Holy Ordinance.
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Leviticus 10:1 Aaron's sons Nadab and Abihu took their censers, put fire in them and added incense; and they offered unauthorized fire before the Lord, contrary to his command. 2 So fire came out from the presence of the Lord and consumed them, and they died before the Lord. (NIV)

The Holy of Holies and the Holy Place were entirely enclosed inside thick tent walls.
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This alarming incident alerted all the priests not to take this ruling lightly.

Aaron was the first High Priest to legally enter the sacred location of the Ark of the Covenant. 

During that forty-year sojourn in the wilderness, fully described in the Book of Leviticus, Chapter 16, High Priest Aaron would have walked through the gate along with his oldest son, Eleazar. They would have led the five animals to be sacrificed during this holy ritual.

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What is the purpose of the Day of Atonement or Yom Kippur in the Bible?

“The word for atonement refers broadly to reconciliation, but the word for cleansing more specifically identifies this reconciliation in terms of ritual purification. So, the Day of Atonement provided external, ceremonial purification for Israel as a nation in a special covenant relationship with God.”

“The Day of Atonement ceremony was performed by the High Priest alone. Five animals were required for it: 1 bull, 2 rams, and 2 goats (Leviticus 16:1-5). The bull was a sin offering for the sins of the priest and one of the goats was a sin offering for the sins of the people.”
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
