1.Stones 
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(Types of Stones Indicating the Presence of Treasure on Land)

1. Shining stones of golden color – with a slight metallic touch and a golden appearance in the sunlight. 

2. Triangular stones with three corners — traditionally considered a secret gate or a symbol of hiding secrets. 

3. Very heavy but normal-sized stones — unusually high in weight compared to their size. 

4. Stones with a faint tinge of blue or green — which may have the presence of iron or copper content. 

5. Stones with conch, discus, trident or other religious symbols embossed on them — natural or etched. 

6. Stones that are arranged in a particular direction — as if pointing to a path. 

7. Stones that are found repeatedly during excavation and stop abruptly after a depth.

8. Stone that's half inside the ground and half out — especially if it has marks on the surface. 

9. Stones with magnetic effects — those that have a compass or an iron needle bent. 

11. Round stones near a pond or cistern and have a smooth surface — a secret signal associated with the water system. 

12. The hollowness under the stone or the sound from inside — echoes produced when hit. 

13. Stones that change color in the rain – as if they get wet and give a brass-like appearance
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2. Plants
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(Plants and Plants that indicate a hidden treasure or metallic deposit in the soil)

1. Uneven land or circle under the old banyan tree or peepal tree — considered to be signs of ancient burial sites. 

2. Trees whose roots are spread in one direction — the possibility of a solid obstruction or structure under the ground. 

3. Trees that remain extremely green and vibrant even in dry land — the presence of water or metal deposits below. 

4. Unusual shine or metallic appearance on the leaves — especially copper, silver, or gold colours 

5. The growing of several rare plants simultaneously in the same place — indicating special magnetic or chemical activity in the land there. 

6. Old trees that have their bark oozing white sap or foam again — this is considered 'land sickness' in ancient traditions. 

7.  A metal rattling or tingling sound from the roots of the tree — a sign of objects lurking underneath. 

8. A particular symbol formed naturally on the trunk of a tree – such as a trident, swastika or linear symbol. 

9. Don't grow grass or other plants just under a particular tree — there's something under the ground that prevents organic growth. 

10. After the rain, light mist or steam is seen rising around the tree — heat or chemical reaction under the ground. 

A branch of a tree that is always tilted in one direction — indicating that there is an invisible gravity or pressure. 

12. A plant glows faintly at night or  gives the impression of phosphorescence — a sign of the presence of a rare metal. 
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3. Rocks
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(geographical, physical and symbolic characteristics of such rocks that indicate the presence of hidden treasures)

1. Rock with pits or round marks on its surface — marks of material tampered or buried by humans. 

2. A rock that, when viewed up close, forms symbols such as a conch, trident or footprint — in traditional belief these are considered secret gates or marked places. 

3. Rocks that resemble the shape of an animal (e.g. lion, elephant, tortoise) — these symbols were used to indicate secret structures. 

4.  An isolated rock standing in a particular place with a different color from the surrounding — a structure or metal trace buried underneath. 

5. A rock that makes repeated sounds when it passes by—this is considered a "sound signal." 

6. Marks such as artificial lines or joints in the middle of the rocks — may be signs of secret passages or chambers. 

7. Natural waterflow or seepage on the surface of the rock — indicating the presence of a stream or reservoir below, as well as possible structure. 

8. A rock that feels warm in the rain and cold in drought indicates metallic heat below. 

9. A rock that is very heavy or very light compared to other rocks — a sign of a hollow structure or special substance underneath. 

10. A 'rock resting in balance' on a mound — this could be a traditional 'mark stone' that indicates a tunnel or a reservoir below. 

11. A number or letter engraved on the top of the rock is considered to be the coded information of the treasure. 

12. An unusual smell or gas emanating from the bottom of a rock — a sign of a long-off composition or metal-related reaction. 
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4. Water sources
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(natural or artificial water sources that indicate the presence of treasure or buried metal)

1. A water body that never dries up even in summer — often over ancient underground waterways or structures. 

2. Abnormal color of water (blue, black or yellow) — may indicate leakage from a metallic mixture underneath or an archaic structure. 

3. Continuous bubbles coming out of a water source — indicating gas, metal or broken parts of a structure underneath. 

4. Wells, stepwells or cisterns whose water is sweet and distinctive when tasted — such structures are often on top of special constructions. 

5. Circular stone structures around a water source — indicating that something was or is hidden. 

6.  A platform or island-like part built in the middle of a pond or stepwell — the use of the center place to hide treasures has been an ancient tradition. 

7. Dried up water sources in which sudden reappearance of water — the result of downward movement or pressure changes, indicating the presence of tunnels or passages. 

8. Unusual vegetation or trees near a water body that are large in size — an indication of fossil or metallic deposits below. 

9. Wells that look normal on the surface but are much deeper — the presence of a tunnel or special structure is considered below. 

10.  The sound falling into the water source is of a different kind (echo, double sound) — it can be an indicator of hollow ground or a structure below. 

11. Floating on the surface of the water often without putting things like mud, wood or flowers — ancient religious symbols or artificial controls can indicate. 

A water source that is always clean and stable (no waves, no dirt) — this is considered a sign of a special energy field or protected secret places. 
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5. Wells
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(wells that exist ancient or present, which may contain indications of hidden treasures or buried objects)

1. Wells with inscriptions, signs, or symbols on their inner walls — these are often considered to be treasure protection or compasses. 

2. The depth of the well is much larger than relatively normal — there may be a hint of a tunnel or clandestine structure below. 

3.  The color of the well water is not normal but looks light yellow or copper-like — indicating the presence of metallic mixtures or objects hidden underneath. 

4. Wells that never dry up, even if the surrounding land is dry — this points to a water tunnel or protected structure below. 

5. Birds or animals are often seen peeping or moving around in the well — their behavior indicates the presence of energy or sound signals. 

6. Old wells that have not been used for years but remain intact — often built over secret passages or metal storages. 

7.  The stones near the well are placed in a particular order or in an angle — the underground may be a secret path or a direction point. 

8.  Geometric shapes (triangles, discusses,  swastikas, etc.) inscribed on the walls of the well — This may be part of the traditional sign language of treasure keeping. 

9. Uneven ground or ground level near the well — indicates a hidden structure or metal mine underneath. 

10.  The land between two old wells — especially if it lines up — was used in ancient times for secret tunnels. 

11. Wells that bubble frequently – can be a sign of gas or aerobic pressure changes from under the water, often from a hidden place. 

12.  The well has unusual shapes or metal studded on the parapet or lid — this can be a clear sign that something is preserved under the well. 
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6. Characteristics of Land and Surface
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(The texture, color, smell, touch and shape of the land sometimes become the key to hidden secrets)

1. Places where the soil is of a different color than usual — such as red, yellow, blue, or black soil can be a sign of particular depth or buried material. 

2. Where the ground is more hard to the normal touch while the surrounding is softer — this may be evidence of a stone wall, chamber or structure below. 

3. Places where there is a hollow sound when pressed on the ground — it indicates the presence of a buried empty space (vault, chamber).  

4. Uneven height or bulge (mound) in the surface — Bulges that appear to be human, such as a right angle, circumference, or girth, can be artificial constructions. 

5. Land that dries up despite repeated intake, or where water does not stagnate — there is a possibility of a drainage tunnel or dry cave below. 

6. A particular smell from the ground — such as the smell of metal, the smell of old wood or the smell of rot  — could all be due to the residue hidden underneath. 

7. Places where stones or rocks are quickly found when excavated — this is often the hallmark of structures concealed by pouring soil on top. 

8. Where grass does not grow frequently on the land or the place is always barren — it could be a sign of buried debris or radiation. 

9. Land that remains wet for a long time even after rains while the nearby land dries up — water-logging is the hallmark of a structure. 

10. Natural ridges or crevices on the surface that are in one direction — this can often be maps of structures or tunnels below.

7. Old ruins and structures
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(The silence of the ruins often tells deep-buried stories — which can also include whispers of treasures)

1. Uneven pairs of stones in the walls of ruins, or one of the stones being of a different color/size from all the others — that stone could be a sign of a secret door or concealment. 

2. An old structure where a corner or wall is unusually thick — there may be something concealed behind it, such as a basement or collection room. 

3. A small fence in the middle of ruins, which appears to have been left unattended — it may be a measure to cover or mark a specific site. 

4. A particular symbol, symbol, swastika, yantra, etc. on the floor — such marks are considered to be indicators of the direction or position of the treasure buried below. 

5. Old doors or windows that are visible but have no way in — there may be a secret room or tunnel hidden in the wall behind them. 

6. Where a part of the ruins falls frequently or sounds come from there — such places are traditionally associated with hidden passages or treasures. 

7. Structures with animal figures carved on pillars or walls (snakes, tortoises, lions, etc.) — These symbols were used as secret signs in ancient times. 

8. Ruins that have unusual light or sound phenomena at night — structures associated with magnetic or underground energy may be present. 

9. Constant moisture in a corner of the ruins — it could point to a secret water source or an underground tunnel. 

10. Ruins that look normal but the ground beneath them appears hollow (by sound test) — there may be a buried chamber or archive there. 
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8. Ancient Temples

(Ancient temple signs have historical, architectural, and mystical logic  behind them—they were not just shrines, but also structures with techniques of knowledge, protection, and secret storage.) The signs below can indicate the presence of a possible secret location or treasure under land. )

1. Buried part below the sanctum sanctorum – In many temples, underground cells were built just below the sanctum sanctorum, which were used for secret storage or to keep special worship materials. 

2. Odd number of stairs or sunken last rung — Such stairs may indicate that there is a tunnel, basement, or secret place underneath. 

3. A small dome or cavity built above the main door — This structure may be simple in appearance, but it may have hidden secret chambers or symbolic symbols inside. 

4. Inequality in height in the circumambulation path of the temple — especially where the ground is raised, there may be something buried underneath. 

5. Vague symbols or semi-oblique inscriptions carved on the walls — these signs may hide location, direction, or secret information. 

6. Ancient Peepal, Banyan or Bel trees in the temple courtyard – Often something is buried under these trees, especially if the place is untouched for a long time. 

7. Uneven statues or pillars on either side of the entrance — These structural disparities are often part of secret signs or door opening tactics. 

8. Closed or prohibited area behind the temple – where the general public is not allowed to go, there may be a special structure or path below. 

9.  Unusual structure of Shivalinga, Yantra or Rock — Special cavities or stone chests may be hidden under them. 

10.  Special sign near a water source such as a kund, lake or havan kund – If they have metallic vibrations, resonant sound or different color of water, then it can be a sign. 

11. Old repair signs in the temple where new bricks/stones have been installed – something may have been removed or pressed down. 
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9. Ancient Statues
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(An idol is not just a medium of worship, but it can also be a tangible expression of time, culture, and occult signs.) Especially in India, many ancient sculptures  point to the secrets of underground treasures or tunnels due to their location, structure and position. )

1. Unusual inclination or angle of the idol – If a statue is inclined away from the natural direction, it can point to a particular place or secret path in that direction. 

2. Vibration or hollowness under the idol – If the sound is different when the foot is lightly tapped at the base of the statue, then there may be a cell or tunnel under it. 

3. Many idols should not be inclined in the same direction at one place – their direction may indicate a particular piece of land where something is buried. 

4. Lack of steadiness of the eyes of the idol (mythical experience) – In the experience of many seekers, the eyes of the idols seem to be focusing in some direction, which points towards it. 

5. The footprint or base chakra of the idol is accompanied by unusual symbols – The instruments,  symbols or numbers engraved on them may be part of the mysterious secret map. 

6.  In the idols of Shivalinga, Vishnu,  Ganesha, etc.,  a particular line, torn part or joint – something may have been hidden by removing the stone there. 

7. The construction of the statue from rare metal or alloy – It can indicate that the particular place has been historically valuable or preserved. 

8. The presence of two or more idols which are not normally together, such as Narasimha and Tripurari in the same place, indicates that the structure has been built with an unusual purpose. 

9. Small containers, conch shells or Nandis placed near the idol may have holes or unevenness – there may be secret places within or below them. 

10. Difference in colour of soil or stone behind or around the idol – It can be a sign of excavation or pressure in the area where something has been buried. 

Special Korai (engraving) done on the eyes, forehead or navel of the idol – these can be indicator points, which can be found if the seeker reads carefully. 
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10. Caves
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(Caves are not just natural shelters or places of penance — caves were planned in many ancient regions of India.) They were not only centers of spiritual cultivation,  but also gateways to secret passages, hidden treasures, and enigmatic chambers. )

1.  The entrance to the cave is too narrow or uneven – it is often designed to protect a hidden part so that only knowledgeable people can get inside. 

2.  Symbols,  images or inscriptions on the inner walls of the cave – these can be signs that something is buried within or around, or indicate some secret passage. 

3. There should be more than one passage in the cave, one of which is closed or blocked – that path often leads to buried treasure or some mystery. 

4. Experiencing a strong wind sound or vibration inside the cave – This could mean that there is a hidden space or underground passage inside the cave. 

5. Sudden shutting down or starting of the source of water in the cave – It indicates the tunnels or underground drainage system buried inside the cave. 

6. Sudden fall of dust or sand from the roof or walls of the cave – It indicates some movement or buried area above. 

7. Excessive concentration of bats in the cave or their sudden escape – It could be a natural sign that there is something unusual inside. 

8. Unusual coldness or heat in a corner of the cave – It may be related to a secret place or metal collection. 

9.  Any stone,  statue or sign at a short distance from the entrance of the cave – was used to mark the cave and may be indicative. 

10.  The direction of sound echoing inside the cave is abnormal – it indicates hollowness or hidden part in the geographical structure there. 

11. The presence of a temple or idol in the cave without any village or settlement – this can be an indicator of the special importance and secret purpose of that place. 
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11. Tunnels
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(Tunnels were not just wartime escape routes — many tunnels in India were used to secretly transfer treasures, hide them for safety, and as private passages of rulers.) Even today, ancient beliefs associated with treasure are prevalent at the ends of many tunnels. )

1. Closed tunnels starting from the basements of old buildings – often built to access the treasure, which was closed over time. 

2.  The entrance to the tunnel which is not normally visible – hidden behind stones, bricks or statues, so that only the knowledgeable can get in. 

3. Feeling of air pressure or slight heat at a particular bend in the tunnel – indicates the presence of a hidden cavity or metallic material. 

4. Distinctive smell of rotting inside the tunnel – This could be a sign of old concealed clothes, metal or wooden trunks, etc. 

5. Unevenness from the direction of the echo in the tunnel – He indicates that there is hollowness in a place, which can be a secret chamber or a treasure. 

6. Sudden end of the wall at one end of the tunnel or different type of bricks – it shows the artificially created hidden part. 

7. Sudden temperature changes within the tunnel – There may indicate the presence of a collection of metallic materials or concealed jewelry. 

8.  Water leakage in the tunnel when there is no water source nearby – This means that underground structures are present inside, possibly to cool or protect the treasure. 

9.  Statues,  icons or inscriptions of the same size at both ends of the tunnel – these can be an indication of a path connecting a mystery. 

10. Frequent presence of snakes or other special creatures in the tunnel – According to traditional beliefs, snakes protect treasures, so it is considered a sign. 

11. Secret codes or symbols inscribed on the stones or pillars outside the tunnel – these were indicators which were made only to give information to special people. 
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12 Secret Door
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(Hidden entrances built to access treasures in ancient times)

1. Some gates in ancient structures were so skillfully hidden that the common man is deceived by looking at them. These gates were often behind the floor, wall, statue or platform. 

2. The system of opening secret gates was different — such as sliding stones, rotating stones, or special locks that opened with mantras or yantras. 

3. In some places, the ground shakes or makes a sound when specific pressure is applied — these vibrations indicate that there may be a passage or basement below. 

4. Light lines or raised signs may also appear on the wall or floor near the doorway — indicating the position of the door. 

5. Many times there are gates on the back or sides of old temples which were rarely opened and were known only to special people. 

6. There are stories of "seven closed doors" in some temples of South India, where the last door    is described to be opened only by 'sound' or 'word'. 

7. Some secret gates, once opened,  were automatically closed — so that anyone who access the treasure could not return. 

8. In folklore, there are times when it comes to gates that open only on a specific date or on the sum of a planet-constellation. 

9.  To protect the secret gates, 'Maran Yantra', Nag Kund or poisonous gases were also installed near or inside them. 

10. Traditional treasure seekers use special instruments, tantras, and experiential knowledge to identify these gates. 
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13 Pressed Flooring
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(Places where there is a possibility of hiding treasure under the floor — often these places look normal but can be identified by special signs or structures.) )

1. Some floors in ancient buildings appear to be made of ordinary stones or bricks, but one or more of them are pressed — underneath which may be a secret space. 

2. Many times a slight sound change or vibration is felt when walking on a buried floor, which indicates there is empty space under it. 

3.  The crafts or drawings made on these floors are different from other parts — such as special signs, lines or tantric shapes. 

4. Buried floors usually open in a particular direction — such as by lifting, sliding or twisting. 

5. Some floors require a hidden yantra or key in a nearby wall or statue to open them. 

6. There may be a slight difference in soil moisture, color, or temperature around buried floors — which signals to a trained person. 

7. In the courtyard of rural or old temples, there is a floor many times that no one has opened for years, but in folklore it is  called 'Dhansthan'. 

8. Some buried floors have the presence of chandeliers, worshippers, or symbolic objects — suggesting that there is a secret hidden there. 

9. Cleaning or construction work is often stopped in such places because, according to local belief, there may be treasure or powerful instruments hidden there. 

10.  The floor in front of old doors or platforms, where there is special worship, is considered to be a secret cellar. 

11. Many times, heavy objects, statues or altars are deliberately placed on top of the buried floor so that the place looks ordinary and no one opens it. 

12. Experienced seekers pour water,  oil or turmeric on the floor and also infer the mystery below from the speed of its flow and absorption. 
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14. Baori
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(Ancient structures that were built for water storage, but may have hidden signs or treasure potential in their construction)

1. Stepwells that have statues of gods and goddesses on their walls – especially the land below those idols are considered suspicious. 

2.  The last staircase of the stepwell leads to a tunnel or a narrow cave — this could have been a safe way to hide treasures in ancient times. 

3.  The color of the water of the stepwell should be darker or muddy than other stepwells – the color of the water may change due to the metal underneath. 

4.  The walls of the stepwell should be marked with symbols of triangles, swastikas, yantras, etc. — these signs give the direction of the secret energy center or hidden treasure. 

5. A stepwell constructed in a secluded or secluded corner of a village — often in such places treasures were preserved. 

6. If a particular tree (peepal, banyan) has been present near the stepwell since time immemorial — the places under these trees are especially noticeable. 

7.  A platform or platform near the stepwell that is no longer in use — there may be a suspicious structure hidden underneath. 

8. A stepwell whose shape is not normal but polygonal, octagonal or circular — there has been a tradition of hiding secrets in special shapes. 

9.  A direct stream of water is coming from between the stones inside the stepwell — this may be an indicator of a hidden water source or structure below. 

10. A stepwell that has been repeatedly excavated on the land around it or the soil is uneven — indicating that people have been suspicious of this place in the past. 
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15. Animal Behavior
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(In some places, the unusual behavior of animals indicates that there may be something mysterious or energetic hidden under the ground — such as a treasure, a yantra, or a secret cave  .) )

1. Many traditional explorers believe that if an animal sits in a particular place repeatedly, sniffs or scratches the ground, there might be something hidden. 

2. If a dog barks, stumbles, or frightened at a place — that place is not considered normal. 

3.  If a cow, bull or buffalo refuses to go to a place repeatedly, freezes there or starts panting loudly, then there may be something hidden under the ground. 

4.  If a snake or scorpion appears repeatedly in a particular place — especially in the morning and evening — it indicates that there is a center of energy or a hidden object. 

5. If the cat sits still for a long time looking at a platform, corner or courtyard or comes there continuously — it is also considered a sign. 

6. Some birds (e.g. crows, owls) if they sit in a particular place repeatedly or speak strangely at night, then there is a possibility of having special powers or secret objects. 

7. The old seekers examined the land with animals – especially dogs, goats or bulls – and inferred by observing their behavior. 

8. If the animal immediately runs away from a clean place after sniffing it or even defecates there, then this area is often considered to be energetic or worth hiding treasure with. 

9.  In old ruins or deserted sites, if animals instinctively fear or make noises, there may be some invisible or esoteric secret hidden. 

10.  It has been told in many folklore that the presence of invisible forces protecting treasures is already felt by animals. 
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16. Behavior of birds 
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(Unusual or routine behavior of birds in certain locations may indicate that there may be a mysterious element hidden under the ground — such as a secret tunnel, yantra, energy center, or treasure  .) )

1.  The frequent movement of crows to a particular place to speak, circling or cawing loudly is considered to be a traditional sign. 

2. If an owl hovers in a place day and night, or if it is constantly moving in the same direction, then there may be some invisible force or esoteric element. 

3.  If parrots, mynas or other speaking birds get scared or make strange noises at one place — that place is not considered normal. 

4. Birds gathering and flying in some places and then returning there again and again, it may be a sign that there is something hidden under that land. 

5. If a bird repeatedly pecks the ground or constantly sits on a platform, stone or statue, there may be something special. 

6. Birds like pigeons or sparrows refuse to leave a place and try to nest there — this is considered a potential warning. 

7. If birds are often found dead or injured at a site – then there may be the influence of invisible energies. 

8. Traditional treasure seekers first studied the direction and sound of the birds' flight. 

According to some empirical beliefs, if the birds speak at a specific time — such as before sunrise or after sunset — there may be some mystery in the place. 

10. Folklore and ancient writings mention that many times it has been possible to identify gods, yantras or places of energy through birds. 
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17. Behavior of Pests
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(The presence of hidden objects, metals, caves, or energetic structures beneath the ground floor can cause abnormal behavior of insects — this has been a traditional belief based on experience.) )

1. Termites constantly hovering over a particular location or creating piles of soil there may be a sign of some archaic or hidden structure there. 

2. If bees make a hive very close to the ground or hover in one place, then that land is not considered normal. 

3.  The repeated appearance of scorpions or venomous insects in the same place—that too without any natural cause—indicates some invisible energy or power. 

4. The large number of red or black ants emerging from a single point or their swarming there — traditionally indicating a metal, mineral or instrument beneath the spot. 

5. If leeches or mud-dwelling insects appear in dry land, there is a possibility of a hidden water source or underground tunnel. 

6. If certain types of moths or flying insects appear to fly in only one direction and come back in the same direction — there may be a magnetic distortion or energy center. 

7. Locusts often stay away from places where a heavy object or instrument is buried in the ground — if they suddenly disappear from an area, an investigation is considered appropriate. 

8. If bats or moths are seen roaming in very old places even during the day, then there is a possibility of an underground cave or an old structure. 

9. Some seekers used to inspect the land on special occasions based on the movement of insects and assess the possibility of treasures or secret gates. 

10. Ancient documents also mention 'insect testing', where geological secrets were obtained by reading the speed and direction of insects in the upper layer of the soil. 
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18. Pond
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(Stagnant water bodies that accumulate soil, metals and secrets over time — crucial to treasures)

1. Ponds that have islands or earthen mounds in the middle — often there may be tunnels or secret chambers underneath this island. 

2. Ponds where one side is always filled with water while the other part is dry — this may indicate the presence of an uneven drainage secret tunnel. 

3. There is an ancient temple or ruins on the banks of the pond – In this case, special attention should be paid to the land behind or below the temple. 

4. Some stones on the banks of the pond should have inscriptions or symbols inscribed — these signs can give information about the secret structure or property. 

5. Ponds where water sometimes changes color spontaneously or bubbles — this could be a sign of a metallic influence or a material buried underneath. 

6. Ponds that are located outside the village limits and are not used – such places have traditionally  been considered 'mysterious'. 

7. Uneven land near the pond, with traces of light excavation — indicating that it has ever been excavated or explored. 

8. Ponds in which a crater or ditch suddenly forms — the soil below may be weak and there may be a chamber or structure underneath it. 

9. Dense vegetation near the pond, especially hawthorn or poisonous plants — indicating that people 'avoid' the area, there may be something at the bottom. 

10. Ponds which have been built by a particular caste, group or king and have historical context — these places are more important from the point of view of treasure. 

19. Tunnels

(In the old eras, it was common to build underground tunnels to access treasures or avoid enemies.) Many times these tunnels were connected to places where nothing seems unusual to the normal eye in today's time. )

1.  Underground tunnels were built under many ancient buildings, forts, temples or stepwells which led to other villages, forts or forests. 

2. Tunnels were constructed in secret – most people were not aware of their existence, only the king, priest or chief seekers knew about it. 

3. Some tunnels were connected with special instruments, stones, or machine-driven locks to open only in case of an emergency. 

4. If a place looks normal from above, but the ground there appears to be hollow or the echo of footsteps is heard, then there is a possibility of a tunnel there. 

5. Animals running in the same direction repeatedly or being afraid of that place has also been considered as a sign of tunnels. 

6. Many tunnels were made to protect the treasure so that even if someone opened the door, it could not reach the treasure directly. 

7. There were times when there were nets inside the tunnels – such as moving stones, slippery ground or blind bends that blocked the way back. 

8. The length of many tunnels in old tales is said to be in miles, which connected two far-flung places, one the city temple and the other the village palace. 

9.  The soil above or near tunnels is often more moist, hot, or slippery than normal — this could be a sign. 

10. Seekers who identified tunnels in treasure hunts used special sound techniques, water testing, or spell-methods. 
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20. The Sound of Water
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(In some places, a mysterious sound or echo of water flowing under the ground is different from usual—  it could be a sign that there is a hidden cave, tunnel, or water-containing treasure.) )

1. If standing on dry ground and slamming your feet loudly makes an 'empty' or 'buzzing' sound from within, there may be a tunnel or stream below. 

2. Soft sounds like water coming from the ground at night or in solitude – such as the flow of a hidden water source – have been recorded at specific places. 

3. In some places, when the earth is found damp or damp during excavation, but there is no water source nearby, it may be a sign of a buried tunnel or a water-rich treasure. 

4. In folklore, the sound of water is also associated with an echo like 'metal pots clashing', which is a resonant sound effect near the treasure. 

5. Experienced seekers consider the possibility of treasure by conducting sound tests or vibration checks with traditional wooden sticks at such places. 

6. If the ground at a particular place remains slightly moist throughout the year and additional sound vibrations are felt there after the rain, then that place is worth checking. 

7. In the Tantra tradition, some seekers used to identify hidden paths or treasures through vibrations or the sound of water by chanting special mantras on the ground. 

8. The mysterious sound of water is considered to be an indicator of the presence of secret reservoirs, tunnels or treasures built in ancient times. 

9. In old temples or bastions, there were often water-driven systems or nets built under the ground, which made the sound of flowing water continuously. 

10. Even if there is no water source nearby, the sound of water comes from the ground — this place is definitely worth exploring. 
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21. Places where old coins or metals are found
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(Places where excavations or superficial inspections repeatedly find old coins, metal fragments, or artifact remains —  often have hidden possessions or historically rich areas.) )

1. If metal objects appear on the ground while ploughing a field or after rain, it may be a sign of the former presence of treasure. 

2. If the quantity of coins is high,  that place may have been part of an old route, trading center or a place of secret treasure. 

3. If the metals come out of a particular place in the depths repeatedly, there may be a large collection underneath that is reaching the layers above over time. 

In some places, metals are found only in a limited area — this indicates something hidden beneath that place. 

5. Some people in rural areas consider this type of search to be the "land of the gods", where the ancients may have suppressed something. 

6. If the metal objects are of copper, silver or alloy and have ancient script or motifs inscribed on them, then that place can be of great historical importance. 

7.  In folklore it is said that some old coins "call" — as they attract, and they can only be seen or found in a particular situation. 

8. Repeated metal detection in one place  indicates the presence of a large metal deposit or a treasure trove. 

9. If such coins are often found while playing by children, it is linked to the proverb "The buried treasure is calling" in the villages. 

10. Coins found near ancient war sites or trade routes may indicate that the vanquished may have buried their wealth in haste. 
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22. Village-God Place
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(Sacred places on the edge of villages, forests or deserted places where the village deity is worshipped – these places have also been centers of protection, mystery or secret collection in ancient times.) )

1. Village deity sites are usually located on the border of the village, where in the past objects were hidden for protection from travelers or attackers. 

2. Sometimes these sites are secluded, rough ground or under old trees, where there may be something buried under the soil. 

3. During excavations at such places, it is common to find metal plates, lamps, copper sheets, or other objects – indicating that something was buried here. 

4. According to some folklore, there was a tradition of burying treasures under or around the idol of the village-god so that he could protect it. 

5. Some seekers believe that the special vibration or smell of the grama-deity places  also gives the impression of hidden storage. 

6. Animals behave in special ways near the village gods – such as a bull or a dog roaming there frequently, or a rooster refusing to sit there. 

7. If the idol of the village deity falls frequently, or if there are sudden incidents at the site – then something is believed to be hidden there. 

8. In the old village customs, spelled locks or lines were drawn to protect such places, which were painful to cross. 

9. In the memory of the elders of the village, it happens many times that 'there was something under the deity at such and such place', but no one touches there due to fear. 

10. If an attempt is made to remove an object at such places and obstacles occur — such as a tool breaking, a snake sight or a sound — it indicates a mystery or security mechanism. 
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23.  Colour, smell or sound of soil
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(The soils in certain locations show different colours, odours, or differences in touch than normal —  signs may indicate the presence of objects planted, metal, wood, or organic matter.) )

1.  Changes in soils that are usually dark brown, red, or black — such as blue, yellow, or ashy — may be buried underneath. 

2.  If the soil of a particular place smells — such as strong rot, iron-like odor, or camphor-like smell — there may be a biological or chemical change. 

3. If there is a sudden pungent or sweet smell on digging the ground in an odorless place, then there is a possibility of some metal or machine being buried there. 

4. After the rains, if the soil of a place swells or shrinks in a different form than other places, then it may indicate some hidden structure. 

5.  If there is a hollow sound when you tap or hurt the dry ground — there may be a cellar, chest, or tunnel underneath. 

6. Animals or children are often seen sniffing or trying to dig up these types of places — this is a natural biomark. 

7. Traditional seekers smell the clay and sense the presence of copper, iron, silver, gold or other metals in it by experience. 

8.  If termites, ants or insects come out of the soil repeatedly in a particular place – then wood, paper, bone or other biological objects can be buried there. 

The  combined testing of smell,  colour and touch was the mainstay of 'soil inspection' by experienced people in olden times. 

10.  At some places, when you take the soil in hand, it seems heavier or lighter than normal — it is also a sign that some foreign element has been added to it. 
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24. Land along old paths or trade routes
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(The chances of finding ancient resthouses, secret stores,  or treasures hidden by robbers are high on the land around ancient trade routes or pilgrimage routes.) )

1.  The trees, inns, stepwells,  and shady places along the old paths were used for rest—valuables may have been buried there. 

2. Groups of merchants often carried large sums of money, metals, and articles, which were hidden underground for protection. 

3. Sometimes, in times of robbery or war, merchants chose to bury their possessions somewhere along the way and run away — such places are silent secrets. 

4. Old maps, temple records, or Janissaries contain descriptions of routes that are lost today — the land near them is worth investigating. 

5. Many routes had halts along the side — where iron pegs, horse footprints, or old burnt signs still leave signs. 

6. Near the intersections of trade routes, river ghats, and bridges there were often small temples, emblems, or platforms — which give secret signages. 

7. The land of the old paths contains more mixed soil, uneven stones or tiles than other areas — these are indicative of structures. 

8.  In folklore, there are stories of "sacks of gold" or "king's coins" being found near certain passages — these are searched on the basis. 

9. The old stepwells or wells built on these routes were not only used for water but also to hide treasures or documents. 

10.  Geological inequalities or indicators can be found in today's fields, plains or forests beneath which the trade route once flows. 

11. If the remains of rest houses or posts built around such passages are seen, there is a possibility of underground chambers or chests under or next to them. 

12. On some ancient passages special signs (such as hands, bows, oxen, etc.) were engraved which gave a secret indication of the surrounding wealth or treasure. 

13.  Weapons, postures  or symbols hidden in halting places on ex-servicemen routes still give unusual magnetic effects on the surface of the ground. 

Village elders often know oral histories about these routes – their guidance is at times decisive.

25. Remnants of buried idols

(Ancient statues or their ruins are often found in places where there was previously a temple, spiritual center, or symbolic architecture to protect treasures.) )

1. If a part of a stone statue — such as a head, hands, footprint or crown — is found during excavation in fields or open fields  , the location indicates ancient construction. 

2. Fragmented idols were often buried in the ground during old wars, attacks, or demolition of temples. 

3. In some places, venerable idols were safely buried to protect against the enemy — they may even have valuable metals or texts. 

4. Places where crooked stones are seen or the ground is not flat and there are raised figures in the middle – there is a possibility of the idols being buried. 

5. Places where the soil smells of iron or brass — there may be ancient metal-made statues. 

6. In some places, there is a special kind of echo or sound during the night – which can be a sign of empty space under the ground or the chamber of the statue. 

7. During religious rituals,  the tradition of installing idols underground has been there in some areas – remains can be found by excavations there. 

8.  Along with the idol, copperplates, tantric instruments, and invoked objects were often pressed for protection. 

9. If the idols of village gods or regional gods and goddesses are found in the soil, then there may be family treasures or defense tools under or near them. 

10. Many idols had a secret cellar or tunnel under them – which was opened only through a special action or instrument. 

11.  The ground at the site of ancient sculptures is found to be too cold, hard or vibrating — which indicates a hidden chamber. 

12. If tantric symbols (trident, swastika, lotus, etc.) are inscribed on the surrounding stones, then the idol site can be especially important. 

13. At times, objects found with the idol—such as gold ornaments, metal utensils, or havan materials—suggest that it has been a place of worship or storage. 

14. Animals behave abnormally near buried statues — especially snakes coming there  frequently is considered a sign. 
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26. Inscriptions or inscribed stones
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(In ancient times, inscriptions and inscriptions on stones indicate the position, direction, or religio-political events of the treasures.) These signs were given through esoteric language, symbols or images. )

1.  The numerals, pictures,  or symbols engraved on the stones could not be understood in ordinary language — they were often secret signs or mixtures of signs. 

2. Some inscriptions notice a particular king, war, temple construction, or charity—with whom the treasury was associated. 

3. Inscribed stones were kept hidden – like behind a wall, under a platform or buried in the ground. 

4. On some stones, words like 'wealth', 'gold', 'gupta', 'king' are found which indicate the direction or distance of the treasure. 

5.  Symbols such as triangle, circle, serpent, lotus, chakra are considered to be the standard of direction and level of treasure. 

6. Many inscriptions in South India are in Tamil or Brahmi script — they are translated to provide information related to the treasure. 

7.  Some records contain words such as 'Saptakosha', 'Ashtapatra' — which were used to count or type treasures. 

8. Tantric symbols such as yantras, mandalas or beetles are also inscribed on the rocks — they point to the place of cultivation or protective measures. 

9.  In places where such stones are found,  there may be a secret tunnel, cellar or chamber nearby. 

10. If there are some marks on the stone or wall or there are marks of repair, it indicates that something was hidden there. 

11. Some inscriptions inscribe time calculations, planetary constellations, or specific dates — which indicate permission for specific tasks (such as excavation of treasures) on that day. 

12. If the lines around these rocks appear to go in a particular direction – e.g. north-east, west, etc. – then they can show the direction of the treasure. 

13. Wealth was often hidden by making a secret groove or box behind large stones used in old forts or temples. 

14. Many times in villages, such records are found on the walls of pillars, platforms or stepwells which become the right guides when matched with folklore. 
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27. The land around the old battlegrounds
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(In places where historical wars were fought, treasures, arms,  or state money may have been hidden at the end of the war.) These sites deserve special attention. )

1. During wars, the money hidden by generals and kings near the battlefield was kept safe for bad times. 

2. After the death of the soldiers, their personal money or weapons were buried in the ground, which later took the form of treasure. 

3. Historical war sites are identified from old records, ruins of forts, weapons discoveries or folklore. 

4.  In some places, old arrows, swords, armour,  coins or metal objects are found during land excavation. 

5. The soldiers left after the war many times secretly hid the wealth or charity of the state near the battlefield, so that the enemy did not get it. 

6.  Unusual soil, blood spot-like marks,  or burnt remains found near such sites can become indicators. 

7. Special trees (e.g. peepal, banyan) are found near some war sites which are considered to be "witness trees" and near which property was hidden. 

8.  Tantric measures,  yantras or mantras were installed at these sites to protect the hidden treasures after the war. 

9. Sunken areas or unusually flat land under the ground indicate possible basements or craters. 

10. If there is a sudden sound, vibration or reaction to the metal at the location (such as from a metal detector), then there is a strong possibility of something being suppressed. 

11. Near some old havelis or forts, where the war was fought, tunnels are found that were built to transfer wealth. 

12.  Money, weapons,  or special documents are also hidden under the tombs or monuments found near the battlefield. 

13. Folklore often describes "where the king fell, his sword and box of jewels were pressed" — such stories indicate a particular place. 

14.  Among the battles discovered by archaeologists there are often battle scenes or statues of wounded warriors inscribed on stones — indicating the historicity of the place and the presence of treasures. 
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28. Old drainage routes
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(There may have been secret tunnels or hidden treasures around drainage routes built in ancient cities,  temples, or forts, as these routes were less guarded and suitable for clandestine movement.) )

Ancient drainage systems were sometimes used for hidden treasures or secret paths. 

2.  In temples, forts, and palaces, underground tunnels were also made along the direction of the flow of water. 

3.  To hide the drainage routes, they were covered with stones in such a way that they looked like normal floors. 

4. Many times, on the pretext of taking rainwater or bathing water outside, secret cellars were also built in these passages. 

5. Knowing the depth and direction of these drains, it can be estimated that they do not go towards any secret place. 

6. In some places excavations below the drainage routes have found metal vessels, copperplates, or coins. 

7.  The drainage routes found in old havelis and temples lead directly out of the city limits into a ditch or forest—there may have been treasure hidden. 

8.  Signs such as distinctive slopes, abrupt turns,  or stairs in these passages indicate the presence of secret rooms. 

9. Sometimes the sound of water running in the drains is unusual — indicating that there is a hollow part at the bottom. 

10.  In some places, specific signs or symbols are also found inside the drains, which may be secret signs. 

11.  The presence of ancient water tools (water charas or tunnel-funnels) in the drainage channels  indicates the technological advancement and security system of that place. 

12.  By studying the drainage plans of old cities, the direction of potential treasures can be estimated. 

13. Some seekers believe that the energy emanating from the waterway indicates the presence of some hidden gem, yantra or treasure. 

14. Finding statues of snakes or snakes in the drainage paths — can also be a tantric sign to preserve the place for safety. 
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29. Artificial piles built in rocky land
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(Sometimes, in ancient times, treasures or important objects were concealed and covered with piles of stones to make them look like natural structures — these piles are actually artificial structures.) )

1.  In many areas heaps of round,  square or intractably placed stones are found on such rocky or rocky land. 

2.  The texture,  direction and middle location of these piles differ from the normal natural process. 

3.  To hide the treasure, a pit was often dug and special stones were laid on it, which were 'heavy on top, hollow on the bottom'. 

4. In some piles the stones are in a particular color, shape, or texture — as if laid according to a plan. 

5. According to ancient knowledge, 'Navagraha Yantra', gemstones, or mantra proven tantric items were also kept under some artificial piles. 

6.  Feedback found in metal detectors around these stacks indicates the presence of a hidden metal. 

7. Sometimes other natural signs—such as distinctive trees, birds walking, or the smell of the ground—can also be seen near such piles. 

8.  The middle of some heaps is lighter or vibrating than other stones — indicating a hollow structure underneath. 

9. Many times in history, digging by villagers has yielded ancient coins, statues or handwritten copperplates from such heaps. 

10.  These stone piles built near old caves, temples or trade routes are even more suspicious. 

11. In some cultivation practices, these heaps  are considered to be 'hidden energy centers', where ascetics kept their creations hidden. 

Local folklore sometimes hints that 'there's something hidden under the stones on that hill' — don't ignore it. 

13. Sometimes these heaps are given the name of 'Pitru Parvat' or 'Yajna Shila' and their original purpose is hidden. 

14.  The echo in the sound near these piles at sunset or the uneven vibration of the earth is also an indication of the possibility of a latent cavity. 
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30. Flat mounds at high altitude
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(In ancient times, flat mounds were built at natural elevations to hide treasures, tombs, or secret dungeons – which look normal on the outside, but are hidden inside huge structures.) )

1. Many times natural mountains or high land were leveled and artificial mounds or platforms were built on top of it. 

2. The mounds are different from normal elevations — the flatness at the top and the regular slope at the edges indicate that they are artificial. 

3. Inside the mound are often hollow structures – in which secret tunnels, dungeons, tombs or treasures were hidden. 

4. In the local folklore, such mounds are known by names like 'Raja Ka Tila', 'Sadhu's Samadhi', or 'Ghost of Camps'. 

5.  The platforms or pillars built on top of some mounds were specially set up to give secret signals. 

6. After several excavations by archaeologists, ancient sculptures, tools, utensils and gems have been found from these mounds. 

7. Sound testing, ground vibration, or the use of electromagnetic devices can reveal hidden places under these dunes. 

8.  Change in the colour of the soil of these dunes after rains or water flowing in the same direction indicates that there may be something hidden underneath. 

9. Frequent movement of birds and animals over certain parts of the mound also indicates unusual movements. 

10. Some ancient texts and maps also describe such mounds – where a secret, treasure or divine object is hidden. 

11.  Special markings,  yantras or mandalas were engraved on the surface of some mounds which were visible and understood only by knowledgeable seekers. 

12. Sometimes such mounds become religious sites so that they cannot be excavated or tampered with — and the secret remains hidden. 

13. In modern times, small temples built on such mounds, peepal or neem trees, or tombs can also be secret signs. 

14. According to rural empirical beliefs, if the mound is raised with applause and echo, it can become hollow. 
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31. Unusual hard-soiled places
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(If a plot is excessively hard compared to a naturally soft or normal soil, it may indicate that there is an artificial structure, buried chamber or treasure hidden underneath.) )

1. When the soil in a limited area feels unusually hard or gravel compared to the rest, it may be a sign of a building buried underneath. 

2. Many times in ancient times, lime,  ashes or ash were added to the soil to make it deliberately hard so that the structure below was protected. 

3. It is very difficult to plough or shovel on some land — while the surrounding land is normal. 

4. If excavated at these hard places, layers of bricks, stones or stone slabs are often found below. 

5. According to rural experience, if water is poured on such land, it does not absorb quickly, which can be a sign of buried stones. 

6. Mud does not form on hard land even after rain — this is considered a practical test. 

7.  In some places the hardness of the land as well as the temperature is felt higher or lower than normal. 

8. Modern metal detectors or ground penetration radars can identify hidden elements under these locations. 

9. Traditional belief is that where the ground is as hard as a stone, either a tomb, a yantra, or a treasure is hidden. 

10. At such places, sometimes the roots of the trees also spread in a different direction than usual — this can also be an indirect sign. 

11. When animals shy away from sitting or lying on that ground, it also shows the abnormality there. 

12.  The soil above was coagulated by a special pressure process to cover some secret places — which  today can be considered as 'artificial compression'. 

13. In these places, stairs, gates or cellars have been found to open below after the removal of stones — this has been proved in many historical discoveries. 

14. If such land is near a mound or temple, then it is considered even stronger that there may be some secret element hidden there. 
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32. Old mud-covered staircases or platforms
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(Stairs or platforms leading up to ancient buildings, temples, cellars, or secret chambers   become covered with mud, dust, or vegetation over time — signs that there's a structure or secret underneath.) )

1. At times, the ground looks flat, but a little digging reveals orderly layers of bricks or stones underneath – which could be old steps. 

2.  Platforms were usually built near gods and goddesses, tombs, or ancient establishments — if they were found buried in mud, there may be a structure hidden underneath. 

3.  There are many places in the countryside where a few steps come out after a light digging, and there seems to be a way to go down. 

4. Hidden platforms are often of unusual shape or height — which look raised from normal ground but are not obvious. 

5.  It's hard to identify them when there's mud or moss on such stairs — but adding a little water can reveal their shape. 

6. Many times these platforms are related to temples, dharamshalas or the resting place of kings. 

7. In folklore, secret cells or treasures are said to be hidden under such platforms. 

8. Archaeologists estimate these buried pops based on ancient maps and the topography of the place. 

9. Rural experience shows that in some places growing trees or grass show rows with different textures on the sides of these stairs. 

10. If a layer of platform is removed and more layers are found at the bottom, it is considered to be a multilayer structure — possibly the roof of a basement. 

11. Some platforms were built to hide the mysterious passages leading down — gates or tunnels open when they are removed. 

12. The mud-covered pops usually catch the eye of the locals, but remain secret for years due to ignorance. 

13.  There are many examples where excavations of such platforms have resulted in the discovery of ancient currency, utensils, rocks, or copper plaques. 

14. Experienced seekers or tantrics have been identifying such buried pops with their special equipment and signals. 
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33. The land under old mango or banyan trees
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(Such huge and old trees, especially mango or banyan,  were used in ancient times to relax,  cultivate, or hide hidden material—the roots of these trees or the land beneath them can often be indicators of treasures or secrets.) )

1. Mango and banyan trees have a long lifespan — living for several hundred years — so the area beneath them can also be of historical importance. 

2. In olden times, merchants, saints, monks, or kings used to rest in the shade of these trees and sometimes bury the necessary things or valuables. 

3. The banyan tree's hanging roots and wide base give it a natural cover — making it easy to hide underneath. 

4. On such land, if the soil of a particular place is more loose or different in colour, it may be excavable. 

5. Many folklores state that yogis used to meditate under the old banyan and press treasures or tantric yantras there to keep their meditation place a secret. 

6. Under mango trees, especially if there are frequent lightning strikes, the area may indicate the presence of rare metals. 

7. Ancient wells, tombs or small stone platforms can also be found under these trees – indicating the speciality of that land. 

8. Stones or statues with special shapes are found near the roots of some trees, which indicate that something is buried there. 

9. If the ground under the tree is uneven or if a light digging reveals a stone surface, there may be a structure or chest hidden underneath. 

10.  Archaeological research has found that coins,  iron objects and treasures have been found under banyan and mango trees in many places. 

According to botany, some tree roots spread in an unusual direction if there is an artificial object underneath them — indicating that excavation can be done there. 

12. Experienced seekers and villagers consider these trees as 'Dev Vriksha' and feel a special sound or vibration under them. 

13. Sometimes the soil under such trees can be hot or cold, which can be a sign of some metal or energy present there. 

14. If animals behave strangely or hover repeatedly near such old trees, then that can also be a sign of something special hidden in the ground. 
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34. Dry River Shore
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(In ancient times,  rivers were the centres of trade, transport and settlements.) When a river dries up, its banks or bottoms may contain antiquities, treasures, or geological secrets. )

1. The banks of dry rivers used to be part of ancient trade routes,  so objects hidden by cartmen, merchants or soldiers could be found there. 

2. In olden times, secret cellars or small shelters were built along the river, which were hidden behind the water — can now be visible when they dry up. 

3. In some places, when special arrangements of stones (such as circles, squares,  etc.) are found in the bed of dry rivers, there may be a hidden structure or spatial energy center. 

4. If there is an unevenness in the soil along the river, such as an area that seems too soft or sunken, there may be some burial. 

5. Many folklores tell that when there was a danger, treasures or religious objects were thrown into the river or buried on the shore. 

6. Trees near dry rivers, especially neem, peepal or banyan, can also be indicators — there is a possibility of something buried under them. 

7. In the olden days, some temples or tantric sites were built on the banks of rivers — their remains or tunnels can be discovered in a dry river. 

8. If there is a buzzing metal sound or magnetic deviation on the banks of a dry river, it can be a sign of treasure buried underneath. 

9. Many times, ancient coins, metal vessels or instruments themselves appear in the river sand, especially after the monsoon. 

10.  Animals, especially dogs or bulls,  behave abnormally in such places — such as sniffing or digging in the same place repeatedly. 

11. If green vegetation is growing in any part of the barren land near a dry river, then there may be the presence of water source or metal below. 

12.  The places where the bend of the stream of the old rivers were considered safe to hide treasure — special searches should be made there. 

13. Some people also decide the direction of the treasure by studying the lines of dry rivers from an astrological or tantric point of view. 

14. Geological scans have also found caves or tunnels on or below dry river banks at times — pointing to ancient usage. 
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35. On the banks of the old creek
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(In ancient cities and settlements, drains were also constructed as drainage and secret routes.) Old creeks can be indicators of treasures, mysterious structures or buried secret instruments. )

1.  Secret drains were extracted from many old havelis, temples or forts through which treasures were hidden or transferred. 

2.  The land along the banks of the rivulets is often neglected, leaving the secret structures there undiscovered for a long time. 

3. If unusual structures are seen on the side of the drain – such as round stones, like closed doors – there may be a secret entrance below. 

4. Religious symbols such as idols, metal pieces or conch shells are often found buried near the old drains, which point to old tantric experiments there. 

5. Some passages under the drains were made in such a way that they led only to a specific direction or place — which could connect to a hidden basement. 

6. Frequent foaming,  unusual smell or warmth in the drain water in some places indicates the presence of any chemical or mineral material at the bottom. 

7. If animals behave abnormally along the banks of an old creek — such as not liking to go there or sit — there may be something buried there. 

8. Dispersion or magnetic deviation of special metals in old nullahs may also indicate the presence of treasures or rare objects there. 

9. Sometimes the soil along the drains is darker, smoother or heavier than other areas — this may indicate something buried underneath. 

10. Some folklore mentions that the old landlords or kings hid the treasures in drains or drainage passages at the time of disaster. 

11. If markings are found on stones on the banks of an old creek – such as triangles, circles, swastikas – they are considered secret signs. 

12.  If there has ever been a temple, peepal tree or samadhi on the banks of the drain at some place, then there may be a secret underground structure there. 

13. Despite having wet soil, if a place feels dry or something is pressed there repeatedly, then a secret chamber is possible there. 

14.  The probable location of the treasure can also be estimated by studying the direction and flow of old drains, especially in the old towns. 
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36. Unusable piece in the middle of a field
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(Land that farmers consider unfit for cultivation is often abandoned for mysterious reasons.)

1. Such pieces are often surrounded by fertile fields but appear to be barren or hard themselves. 

2. Many times there is a sound of hitting a metal like iron or stone while ploughing, which indicates the presence of a structure or object below. 

3. The moisture and colour of the soil varies from the surrounding ground – sometimes thicker, sometimes ashier. 

4. Old farmers avoid these crumbs – assuming there is an old construction or "hideout" there. 

5. According to folk beliefs, there may be a tradition of 'burial' at these places – such as objects of charity, treasures, bones or tantric rituals. 

6.  Sometimes, broken bricks, statues, old utensils,  or tiles are found on excavation of soil here. 

7.  At night, there is a strange behavior of animals here – like bulls or cows afraid to go there. 

8. Villagers say that such fragments do not sleep or have strange dreams — as if some invisible energy is at work. 

9. Even after rains, plants or grass do not grow on this land while there is greenery all around. 

10.  Such places can be detected by the first excavation tests such as sound-echo, ferromagnetic signal or tactile test. 

11. In ancient villages, such places are often later associated with some mysterious discovery (such as tunnels or fabricated objects). 
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37. Ancient trading square or market place
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(Places where trade or commerce took place in ancient times and are no longer deserted or in use)

1.  In many villages or towns, the places of the old haat-bazaars are now deserted, but valuable things may be buried under the ground. 

2. Secret places in the land were sometimes created by ancient traders to keep trade goods or currency safe. 

3. Many times, in the event of an invasion or emergency, the merchants would bury their money in the ground and run away. 

4.  It is common to find metals,  coins or sculpture remains in the land of old markets. 

5.  Strange vibrations, unusual sounds,  or magnetic deviations may also be experienced at such sites. 

6. Folklore often contains tales of 'Gada Khazana' associated with these markets. 

7. Such places are secretly mentioned in the sayings of regional elders or in traditional songs. 

8.  The stone platform or platform built on the side of the old chaupals or the business place indicate something hidden below. 

9.  The soils of places with regular trade activity at any point of time are relatively hard, flat and prone to human intervention. 

10. These sites can also be identified from historical maps and revenue records. 
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38. Stones or pillars in a straight line
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(Ancient signs or landmarks designed to hide something within the land)

1. If several stones or pillars are buried in a straight line in an open area, it indicates a purposeful composition rather than a natural one. 

2. These pillars were often set up to  indicate the direct direction of a tunnel, passage, or treasure within the ground. 

3. In some areas these stones were placed as a sign to mark the boundary of secret structures or on top of specific cells. 

4. Very often, invisible markings or ancient script are also found on the pillars which can only be seen by paying close attention. 

5. Many times, lightly tapping under these pillars gives a feeling of hollowness, echo or vibration. 

6. In some places, these lines are called 'serpent-line' or 'yantra-line', which are also related to tantra modes. 

7. According to village elders or seekers, these stones can also form energy circles to "protect something buried in the earth." 

8.  With the change of weather, changes in moisture, light or vibration have been observed on some of these pillars, indicating that something is under them. 

9. In some folklore, it is said that if these stones are removed in sequence, then the door or secret chamber buried below can be reached. 

10. These lines often point to an ancient temple, water source or rock site, which may have treasures or secrets associated with it. 

11. Archeology departments have found important remains or tunnels at many such sites which were found in the direction of these pillars. 
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39. A secluded land at the foot of a hill
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(Naturally hidden land where treasure was easy to hide)

1.  The flat land at the end of the slope of the hill was considered safe for treasure concealment in ancient times. 

2. Shrubs, thorny plants, or dense vines grow more on such land — making the place even more hidden. 

3.  Often the remains of old huts, stone structures or small broken idols are found in these places. 

4.  Water seeping down the hill keeps the land moist — which can make it possible to dig down or identify tunnels. 

5. Sometimes the soil here is softer or different in color than in other places, which indicates that there has been tampering. 

6. In regional traditions, these are called "Nagasthan", "Bhootsthala" or "Dev Baithagi" – where wealth is believed to be hidden. 

7.  In such places, the old seekers or tantrics used to meditate – by which the energy structures protected can still be activated. 

8. The greenery is different from the rest of the region in the monsoon – as if there is increased moisture due to some hidden energy or tunnel. 

9. The shadow of the hill always keeps the place dark and cool — hiding it from prying eyes. 

10. Folklore tells us that certain foothill mounds  create 'awakened wealth' – around which there are spontaneous signs. 

11. In old maps or oral tradition, these places are sometimes referred to as "secret chambers" or "treasure groves". 
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40. Land near old animal resting places (inns)
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(Places along commercial routes where traders kept their cattle for rest – these places were considered suitable for collection of money and secret storage)

1. Sarais located on the historic trade routes were the main center of stay for traders and pilgrims. 

2.  Merchants would temporarily bury their valuables, coins or metals in nearby land – especially in case of danger. 

3. Many inns have deep wells, small ponds, or platforms found near them – in which concealed passages or holes can be found. 

4.  The soil around these sites may be harder or a different color than usual — indicating a hidden object. 

5. Local villagers often experience unusual vibrations or signals from metal detectors in these areas. 

6. Special trees were planted around some ancient sarais, such as peepal or neem – beneath which there are changes in the land. 

7. It is described in folklore that some merchants did not return by hiding their money in the ground for fear of bad times. 

8.  Old coins, iron nails,  horseshoes or metal vessels are still found in pieces near the resting places. 

9.  The land near the inn often shows a haphazard deposit of old stones — which may have been done to cover the hidden reserves. 

10.  In old maps or revenue records, these places are referred to as "Banjara Vishram" or "Inn of the Goods Carriers". 

11. In the stories of the local elders, there is also mention of strange lights, sounds, or incidents at night at such places. 
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41. Hollow ground or uneven sounding places
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(Places where you experience a different sound or vibration than normal when walking on the ground or applying light pressure)

1. At many rural or historical sites in India, the ground is hollow from below, but the soil above appears flat. 

2. In olden times, cellars made of bricks or wood were built to keep the treasures safe, on which soil was later poured. 

3. Stepping on these places or hammering with a wooden stick makes a slightly hollow sound compared to the rest of the ground. 

4. Many experienced villagers use 'iron rods' or 'sticks' to identify such spots and observe the sound coming from below. 
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
