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Eight-year-old Jackson Le Moyne took a light but guarded step, planted his left foot into the grassy soil, shifted his weight, and swung his right leg toward a leather-covered object perched in the grass before him using his body like a pendulum.

Conrad Beaver, a new freshman quarterback from Philadelphia, held the ball in place.

Forty-thousand fans stopped screaming and, for the moment, breathing. Jackson's sole job was to kick the football through the 18-foot, six-inch wide yellow uprights, which sat forty-eight yards away at the back of the end zone in Veteran's Field, which would seal victory for his beloved University of South Moro.

The game was tied at 17 points each.

A stoic-faced Coach Jeremiah P. Monroe, his face was always stoic, stood like a statue on the sidelines with an unmistakable look of "Boy, you better not miss this" etched on his face.
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
