Wonderfully Made







    

    
      
    
        The Masterpiece of Accumulated Time

    



“I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made; your works are wonderful, I know that full well.” (Psalm 139:14, NIV)


Society treats aging as a problem to solve or a decline to manage. We look in the mirror and tally the losses: energy, mobility, or professional visibility. We measure our worth by a ruler that no longer fits.

But Psalm 139 offers a counter-narrative. When David declares, “I am fearfully and wonderfully made,” he’s not just talking about newborns; he’s speaking to the entirety of a human life held in God’s hands.

The Hebrew word for “wonderfully” (palah) means “set apart.” You are not a mass-produced item that has expired. You are a bespoke creation, intricately woven by the Master Artist.

In this new season, your value does not decrease because your speed has changed; it deepens because your texture has enriched. The lines on your face, the history in your hands, and the resilience in your spirit are not flaws; they are the brushstrokes of a life lived. You are God’s “very good” work (Genesis 1:31), not despite your years, but including them.


    
        Spotlight: Grandma Moses

    



Anna Mary Robertson Moses, better known as “Grandma Moses,” is often celebrated as a quaint folk art icon. But her real story is one of fierce resilience and identity reframing.

For decades, Anna was a farm wife, pouring her physical strength into labor and her creative energy into embroidery. However, in her mid-70s, a debilitating condition threatened to strip her of her purpose: profound arthritis made it impossible for her to hold a needle.

She could have accepted the “Deficiency Model”—believing her productive days were over. Instead, she pivoted. At 76, unable to embroider, she picked up a paintbrush because it was easier to hold.

She did not paint to pass the time; she painted to capture the beauty of the life she knew. She once said, “I look back on my life like a good day’s work, it was done, and I feel satisfied with it”. Her career as a painter did not begin until most people’s careers had ended. She produced over 1,500 paintings, continuing to work until she was 101.

Grandma Moses demonstrates that a shift in capacity is not an end to calling. Her identity was not “the woman who embroiders”; it was “the woman who creates.” When one tool was removed, she simply picked up another. She proved that the “wonderfully made” design of our lives includes the capacity to adapt, reinvent, and bloom in every season.


    
        Spiritual Skill: Narrative Reframing

    



How do we move from feeling “past our prime” to feeling “ready for what is next”? The psychological tool for this is Narrative Reframing.

Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (CBT) teaches that our emotions follow our thoughts (Beck, 2011). If your internal narrative is “I am diminishing,” you will feel grief and lethargy. If your narrative is “I am evolving,” you will feel agency and hope.

Research on aging and “neuroplasticity” confirms that the brain retains the ability to form new connections late into life, provided it is challenged and engaged (Park & Bischof, 2013). Reframing is the spiritual act of agreeing with God’s view of your life rather than culture’s view.

The Exercise: The “Asset” Shift. We often perform a “deficit audit” on ourselves (counting what we can no longer do). Today, we will perform an Asset Audit.


	Catch the Deficit Thought: Notice when you think, “I used to be able to…” or “I’m just a retired…”


	
Reframe to the Asset: Translate that loss into its corresponding accumulated gain.


	Deficit Thought: “I am not as fast or energetic as I used to be.”


	Asset Reframe: “I possess patience and strategic wisdom that I didn’t have at 30. I don’t need to run fast; I know the shortcuts.”


	Deficit Thought: “I lost my job title and my team.”


	Asset Reframe: “I have liberated my time and retained my leadership skills. I am now a free agent for God’s Kingdom.”









    
        Journal Prompt

    




	When you look in the mirror, what is the first thing you criticize? How would God describe that same feature as part of your story?


	Like Grandma Moses dropping the needle for the brush, what is one thing you can no longer do, and what is the “paintbrush” (the new tool or method) you might pick up instead?


	Write three “Asset Reframes” for your own life. (e.g., “I have less [X], but I have more [Y].”)





    
        Action Challenge

    



The Mirror Liturgy. This week, catch your reflection in the mirror once a day. Instead of scanning for flaws or signs of aging, look yourself in the eye and audibly speak this truth: “I am fearfully and wonderfully made. My story is not over; it is deepening.” This simple act disrupts the neural pathways of self-criticism and builds a new habit of self-acceptance.

Chosen and Called







    

    
      
    
        From Role to Royal Priesthood

    



“But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s special possession, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light.” (1 Peter 2:9, NIV)


In the marketplace, your value is often determined by your utility: What is your title? What is your output? Are you still an asset? Retirement can feel like a brutal demotion because the world stops asking these questions. The silence can feel like rejection.

But Peter offers a radical counter-narrative. He strips away the temporary labels of “employee,” “manager,” or “professional” and reveals your permanent, ontological status. You are not a “retiree” (a word defined by what you have stopped doing); you are a “Royal Priest” (a title defined by who you belong to).

In the Old Testament, the roles of King (Royalty) and Priest were strictly separated. But in Christ, you hold both.


	Royal: You carry the dignity and authority of the King’s daughter.


	Priesthood: You have direct access to God and a ministry to intercede for others.




This is not a demotion; it is a promotion. You have graduated from a career of temporal tasks to a vocation of eternal significance. The world may have “unselected” you from the workforce, but God has “chosen” you for His Kingdom’s high office. Your calling did not retire; it just elevated.


    
        Spotlight: Moses at 80

    



If anyone felt their “prime” was over, it was Moses. At 40, he was a prince of Egypt, full of ambition and power. But he failed, fled, and spent the next 40 years in the obscurity of the desert.

By the time he reached 80—an age when most are long retired—Moses was likely resigned to his identity as “just a shepherd.” He had no title, no influence, and seemingly no future. His résumé was a closed book.

But God operates on a different timeline. At the burning bush (Exodus 3), God did not ask for a young, energetic prince; He chose an 80-year-old shepherd. God interrupted Moses’s “retirement” not to ask for one last favor, but to launch the defining mission of his life.

Moses felt inadequate (“Who am I?”), but God’s response was never about Moses’s ability; it was about God’s proximity (“I will be with you”). Moses proved that in God’s economy, your greatest impact often begins after the world assumes you are done. You are chosen not for your past stamina, but for your present availability.


    
        Spiritual Skill: Identity Audit

    



When we retire, we often experience “Identity Constriction.” For decades, the “Work/Career” slice of our life pie was huge. When it vanishes, we feel empty.

The psychological antidote is increasing your Self-Complexity. Research by psychologist Patricia Linville (1987) shows that people who organize their self-concept into multiple, distinct roles (high self-complexity) are more resilient to stress and depression. If you are only a “retired teacher,” the loss of the classroom is devastating. If you are a “Child of God, Mentor, Intercessor, Neighbor, and Retired Teacher,” the loss is manageable because your other identities remain robust.

The Exercise: The Identity Pie Chart. This week, we will perform an Identity Audit to visualize the truth of who you are.


	Draw a Circle: This represents 100% of your identity.


	The Old Slice: Draw a slice for your past career. Notice it was never the whole pie. Erase “Manager/Teacher/Nurse” and rename it “Accumulated Wisdom.”


	
The Kingdom Slices: Now, intentionally carve out large slices for your spiritual identities that no one can take away. Label them:


	Royal Daughter (My status in God)


	Intercessor (My priestly work of prayer)


	Mentor (My role in passing wisdom)


	Steward (My management of time/resources)






	Visual Confirmation: Look at the chart. Your “Retired” status is just a thin line; your Kingdom Identity is the fullness of the circle.





    
        Journal Prompts

    




	If you could not introduce yourself by what you did professionally, how would you introduce yourself today?


	Like Moses, do you feel “past your prime” in any area? How does God’s choice of an 80-year-old leader challenge that feeling?


	Look at your “Identity Pie.” Which slice (e.g., Intercessor, Mentor) do you want to grow in this new season actively?





    
        Actional Challenge

    



The Royal Check-In. When asked, “What did you do before you retired?” answer briefly, then immediately pivot to your current identity. Example: “I used to be an accountant, but currently, I’m enjoying my work as a mentor and a gardener.” Practice verbalizing your current chosenness, not just your past utility.


    
        My Prayer

    



Lord, thank You that I am chosen, not cast aside. I trade the label of “retiree” for the mantle of “Royal Priest.” Help me to see that my identity is not a pie that has shrunk, but a life that is expanding into Your eternal purposes. Amen.

    

  

    
      

Week 3






A New Creation







    

    
      
    
        Your Past Does not Define Your Future

    



“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come: The old has gone, the new is here!” (2 Corinthians 5:17, NIV)


Retirement often triggers a “Life Review.” We look back and instinctively start an audit: the investments we missed, the relationships we neglected, the “old self” we wish we could change. This mental habit—replaying past failures—is what psychologists call rumination, and it is a primary driver of anxiety in later life.

Paul’s declaration in 2 Corinthians is a legal and ontological reality. To be “in Christ” is a change of location—from a bankrupt business to a thriving kingdom. The Greek “has come” (gegonen) implies a completed action with continuing results. You’re not a “fixer-upper” project; you’re a brand-new species.

The “old”—your past career, identity as a ‘worker,’ regrets—has lost its legal claim on you. The “new” is not just a reboot; it’s a total re-creation. You’re not simply “retired” (defined by what you stopped); you’re “re-created” (defined by what God is starting). Brain science confirms our minds can form new pathways until our final breath. Spiritually and neurologically, it’s never too late to become someone new.


    
        Spotlight: Corrie ten Boom at 53

    



Most people plan to slow down in their 50s. Corrie ten Boom’s life, however, did not truly begin until she was 53, after she emerged from the closest thing to hell on earth.

Before the war, she was a watchmaker, living a quiet, devout life in Haarlem. During WWII, she and her family hid Jews from the Nazis, an act of defiance that led to their arrest. She was sent to the Ravensbrück concentration camp, where she witnessed the death of her beloved sister, Betsie.

When she was released due to a clerical error in December 1944, she was 52 years old. She was homeless, bereaved, and traumatized. She could have easily let “The Victim” or “The Survivor” become her permanent identity. She could have spent her remaining years in bitter retirement, nursing her wounds.

Instead, she embraced the “New Creation.” At 53, she founded a rehabilitation center for war victims. Then she began traveling the world as a “Tramp for the Lord,” preaching forgiveness in more than 60 countries.

She once said, “There is no pit so deep, that God’s love is not deeper still” (ten Boom et al., 1971). Her most productive, impactful years—her “new” life—happened entirely after the age when most women consider their story written. She proved that your past, no matter how heavy, does not define your future; it merely prepares the soil for it.


    
        Spiritual Skill: Cognitive Restructuring (The Ledger Reset)

    



How do we stop the “mental audit” of our past regrets? We use a tool from Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (CBT) called Cognitive Restructuring, which we have adapted here as “The Ledger Reset.”

Psychologists have found that rumination (dwelling on past mistakes) creates a negative feedback loop in the brain (Nolen-Hoeksema et al., 2008). To break it, we must actively “close the account.”

In ancient accounting, when a debt was paid, the ledger was not just crossed out; it was often burned or nailed to a public post to signify it was void. Spiritually, Colossians 2:14 tells us Christ “canceled the charge... nailing it to the cross.” We must do the same mentally.

The Exercise: The “Paid in Full” Visualization


	Identify the Debt: Catch yourself when you think, “I should have...” or “I wish I hadn’t...” (e.g., “I should have spent more time with my kids,” “I wish I had not been so career-focused”).


	The Audit: Acknowledge it. “Yes, that was a deficit.”


	The Transfer: Visualize taking that specific regret and physically placing it onto the Cross.


	
The Reframe: Replace the thought of “Debt” with “Credit.”


	Old Thought: “I wasted years working too hard.”


	New Thought (Grace Reframe): “That debt is paid. I now have the freedom and wisdom to mentor others who are working too hard. My experience is now an asset for the Kingdom.”









    
        Journal Prompt

    




	If you were to write a title for the “Old” chapter of your life (pre-retirement) and a title for the “New” chapter (now), what would they be?


	Like Corrie ten Boom leaving the camp, what is one “old” identity or regret you need to leave at the gate of this new season?


	Practice the Ledger Reset: Write down one major regret, and then write out its “Grace Reframe.”





    
        Action Challenge

    



The Physical Reset Ritual. This week, write down your three biggest regrets or “old identities” on a piece of paper. Safely burn it or shred it. As you watch it disappear, say aloud: “The old has gone. I am a new creation, free to serve God without the weight of yesterday.”

Lord, thank You that my past resume or my past regrets do not define me. I step into this new season as a New Creation, leaving the old ledger behind to write a new story of grace with You. Amen.

A Beloved Child







    

    
      
    
        The Identity That Survives Success

    



“See what great love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of God! And that is what we are!” (1 John 3:1a, NIV)


For decades, we’ve lived by an unspoken equation: Performance + Recognition = Lovability. In the professional world, this works. Meet the quota, get the bonus. Solve the problem, get the praise.

But retirement breaks this calculator. When the daily feedback loop stops, a quiet panic sets in: If I’m not producing, am I still worthy? We relate to God as Manager, not as Father—anxiously waiting for our next performance review.

The Apostle John interrupts this anxiety with a command to “See” (idete). He invites us to stare at a reality that defies the world’s logic. The Father has “lavished” love upon us. The Greek word implies a gift given permanently, not a wage earned periodically.

You are not God’s employee, waiting for a pension check or approval. You are His daughter. An employee can be fired or retired; a child is forever. This week, we move from the exhausting hustle of earning to the restful confidence of belonging.


    
        Spotlight: Henri Nouwen’s Descent into Greatness

    



Henri Nouwen was a spiritual giant—a priest, a psychologist, and a brilliant academic who taught at Notre Dame, Yale, and Harvard. His résumé was impeccable, and his books were bestsellers. By worldly standards, he had “made it.”

But in his 50s, at the height of his career, Nouwen felt spiritually dry and anxious. He realized his identity was dangerously tied to his output. So he made a radical decision: he resigned from Harvard and moved to L’Arche Daybreak in Toronto, a community for people with severe intellectual disabilities.

There, his credentials meant nothing. The residents couldn’t read his books; they only cared if he’d help them eat or spend time with them. For the first time, Nouwen couldn’t use his intellect or achievements to “earn” love.

He admitted the transition was excruciating—it stripped him of his “performance self.” But in that vulnerability, he discovered his true name. He wrote, “Self-rejection is the greatest enemy of the spiritual life because it contradicts the sacred voice that calls us the ‘Beloved’“ (Nouwen, 1992).

Nouwen spent his final years not striving to be “Professor Nouwen,” but resting as “Henri, the Beloved.” He taught us that maturity isn’t climbing higher—it’s descending to the place where we simply let ourselves be loved.
