PREFACE

A herdsman would love to know how to build upon what he has, how to safeguard it, and how to pass it on to the next generation. He would not want to do all that hard work, only to have others come and take it freely. That is the nature of the human condition.

The carriers of the word, and those who spread it, have muddled and mixed it up, leaving a trail of confusion. The unholy are putting on holy cloaks, ordering God about, abusing the righteous, and blaming Satan for their upheavals — yet they do not invite Him when they are taking the spoils.

Since the Spirits work under God and are direct servants in the various Ministries of the Kingdom of God, they are in the Divine Kitchen, cooking up arrangements and determining what is to happen across the expanse of the Universe, based on the intelligence they gather.

They find the burden of punishing mankind for evil acts both worthless and painful. They therefore consider it essential and urgent to elaborate on the mechanics of the divine, and on how mankind can stay safe and maneuver through this difficult and testing world.

INTRODUCTION

What disturbs the peace when people have kept the peace? What causes some to disturb others' peace without any incitement? What causes the upright in society to have horrible lives? How is it that the horrible ones seem to have it all? How can God remain quiet — does He see the evil visited upon mankind in this world?

Then there is the matter of survival. People need to stay alive, for their own sake and for the sake of those who depend on them. Working through the many challenges of this world, survival becomes paramount, whether the means taken are good or bad. This is called the "Happy Shock Survival Phenomenon," which has brought many people in this world to their end — be it an end of peace, of health, of spiritual blessings, of freedom, of wealth, of livelihood, of good homes and families, of mobility, of mental stability, of existence itself, and so many other endings.

This is attributed to short-term happiness followed by consequences: some wanted a quick fix; others did not know any better; for others it was a matter of existence; and yet for others it was a matter of finding a temporary solution — for their own sake or for the sake of others.

Should the Divine World, however, set living beings free of all restrictions to act as they see fit?

The absence of restrictions and the existence of human rights are very good, but people reach a point where they misuse their freedoms and deny themselves and the world its peace — simply because they have come to feel untouchable. They do everything without shame: they cause skirmishes, use vulgarities, consume substances to excess, spit at others, damage other people's belongings including those of the natural world, undermine those who are better than them, speak inappropriately, talk ill of others, and show no awareness of their standing in society or of their level of maturity among those they are with.

Secondly, when a person turns into a lazybones, he or she starts thinking only of begging rather than seeking work, living extravagantly on whatever is obtained, and moving into other people's homes and treating them as their own instead of establishing their own residence. The slacker becomes uncaring, and in the end the little they have is taken away from them — all because of unchecked freedoms.

When a person becomes a loafer, they begin to dislike work and start thinking about their parents' or guardians' possessions, wanting those possessions for themselves. It does not stop there. The idler begins thinking in terms of inheritance from those they associate with, waiting for them to die. What follows is that when the idler sees that the parents, the carers, or the friends are not dying, he or she resorts to taking their lives, one by one. All of this is attributed to people having too much freedom, with no one in a position to put checks on them or reprimand them.

Thirdly, too much freedom brings people to become ill-disciplined and pigheaded. Once a person becomes pigheaded, even when given advice they do not take the warnings on board, because they undermine others and are disrespectful — and sadly, do not want to listen or to learn. A pigheaded person cannot learn or upgrade themselves, and that is why they develop flaring tempers, throw away opportunities through self-denial, and become spoilt through bad habits and other inappropriate ways.

The laws should therefore be adjusted to say: "To have freedom and rights does not give you the authority to spoil the peace of others." When it is said that a person should not be whipped, touched, or punished, this can only apply when they behave well. After behaving poorly, it means you have already brought upon yourself certain consequences — depending on the severity of the incident. Someone may be whipped, face the death penalty, have possessions confiscated as restitution, or face fines for losses caused.

The world was built on traditions where people had good comportment, gave others due respect, worked very hard, restored and took care of what they had, and where anything that was spoilt by anyone was treated as a very serious offense. That is the only way the world can regain the value it once had, and continue to develop as it once did.

The current generation enjoys the sweat of their forebears but proceeds to destroy all that had been achieved without consideration. For us to keep the world of value as it was, we must find ways to rekindle that spirit from within — working to make our nations great.

Unrestrained copying has brought wrong elements into other people's traditions. These elements come under the pretense of lending a hand and advising the young, and they use money to smuggle in bad habits such as sexual deviations, prostitution, derision, terrorism, killings, intoxication, the destabilizing of nations, and so many other things that well-founded cultures do not consider right or Godly.

For the world to continue to exist, there must be a limit on the speed at which it is moving. Just imagine a nation that spends fifty years building a city and everything within it, only for someone to appear out of nowhere and drop a bomb on it.

A nation prepares well for the next generation, and then a clique makes arrangements that prevent the present generation from having children. The question then arises: who will inhabit and care for what has been built and toiled for, if the present generation does not reproduce? A person spends forty or fifty years studying and doing research, finally becoming a professor — and then a callous criminal shoots the professor dead to steal his watch. It is an absurd situation.

Sad and absurd indeed, on the part of those who are passionate about what is right. But for those who do not care, God is imaginary, and being good is perceived as weakness. And yet, on the part of others, being morally and spiritually grounded is also deemed a lack of intellectual liberation.

When Messengers of God teach the word of God, they preach righteousness and disregard tradition — which is an accumulated body of knowledge passed down over generations, key to the existence of mankind — and this is unfortunately perceived as spiritual weakness and as a lust for earthly desires.

The traditionalists, who fill the much-needed gap of basic survival, generally revolve around the performance of rituals, the exercising of magical powers, and the practice of wizardry. They concentrate on individual concerns and the appeasing of ancestral spirits, and some even go further to show off how powerful they are — but they do not tell the world where the spirits they use come from, where that power originates, or who gave it to them.

Then there are the masqueraders: those who pretend to know God, repeat the words of the Prophets, elevate Prophets above God, go on pilgrimages, behave with fanaticism, perform wonders, cheat the vulnerable, levy the rich, live lavishly, acquire trophy wives or younger husbands, always speak ill of Satan, fight religious wars, make a public show of giving to the poor, love the accumulation of material possessions — and yet, no matter how much they denounce Satan, Satan keeps coming back.

Then there is the group of the 666, which prefers that mankind learn through experience — however, the consequences of their actions end up being grossly severe. In opposition stands the sacred Army of God, the 999, which is consecrated solely by God and His divine world, and is sent on various missions that are unknown and hardly understood by man.

Another group is that of the covert earthly-oriented spirits, which God assigned different duties to perform on earth and elsewhere in the universe. Some travel back and forth to places such as heaven and other planets, while others are permanent residents on earth. They say that since they were here on earth before mankind arrived, and since they were brought to carry out duties on behalf of God and the divine world, their word and direction are paramount when it comes to guiding mankind and other shadowy living forms.

They also say that the source of all problems is mankind's boastfulness, arrogance, and ignorance — which makes them dangerous to others, to the universe, and to humanity itself. To them, Man was brought into the world as a squatter, and yet ever since, Man has claimed to be God-sent, the owner of the world — forgetting that he is no different from a bird that nests in a tree without knowing where the tree came from or how it came to be.

Consequently, the divine world keeps shifting the boundaries of nature — turning regions into hurricane zones, flood zones, landslide zones, heat zones, drought zones, freezing zones, earthquake zones, war zones, and volcanic zones — making those areas uninhabitable for mankind as a re-awakening call.

The question that arises from mankind is: "So who is who? Because mankind is utterly confused."

As a Spiritual Agent who works as a Spiritual Key — one who does not claim to be righteous, but who is an expert in the spiritual world and who is doing work for God and the Divine World — I deliver to you this enlightenment as an eye-opener to the genesis of the problems that face mankind. I am Joshua Mukalazi Kizito, the Author, who has worked in collaboration with Kabona Nsimbi Bagonza — a true Messenger of God — in showing you how to connect with the light of life in the shadow of death.
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THE TRIPLE SIX

With regard to nature, they say that they have authority over it, and also take mankind as their property, including all that is in the world. They also say that God's authority should constantly be delegated down to them, for they have control and will administer it as they see fit — as the proper way of managing mankind.

The pact (ensumiko) of the divine world is in goodness and ruthlessness: goodness is for nine (9), and ruthlessness is for six (6). The bad side — the Triple Six (666) — made a pact to fight God. In this pact, they joined as three different groups, each containing six people, making six, six, and six — which is the Triple Six (666).

Six, like the shape of the number six, stands for God letting authority be delegated downward, from which it ascends to the top, so that the Triple Six may administer that authority below in every aspect, including over mankind. And nine, like the shape of that number, stands for the position that power and authority should remain with God to administer from above downward — as it has always been.

God also sent His helpers in three groups of nine, working in the number nine, nine, and nine — which is 999. In those three groups, the Divine World (Obutonzi) sends, the Nature Entity (Obutonde) sends, and the Reproductive Entity (Obuzaale) sends. From that point forward, God sends Prophets (Bannabi) and Foretellers (Abalanzi), Spiritual Bishops (Ssenkulu), Seers (Abalabi), and the Divinely Enlightened (Abatangaavu) to advance the work of God. All of these collectively form a pact of servants of God, commonly known as the Messengers, in the different periods and renaissances.

The first six is where the authority of God descends through the divine hierarchy and those within it begin to exercise judgment on earth — removing or installing as they see fit. Specifically, six chosen Mega Rich people determine the agenda in the world.

In the second six, authority is given over all natural entities to cause change — either to sustain or to exterminate. These are the six chosen leading scientists who determine the agenda in the world.

The third six is where authority is given over leadership — to rule and to determine absolutely where mankind and all that is in the universe is taken as their property: in deciding, in sustaining, and in extermination. This authority resides with them here in the world, under the control of Satan — whom God sent down into the world long before mankind was brought here, and who, at the time of man's creation, was part of the Council alongside other Angels as helpers of God. The last six are therefore the six chosen world leaders who determine the agenda in the world.

And so: Six (6), Six (6), and Six (6) — the pact of Nimrod, the grandson of Noah — was made with Satan after the great floods. It formed the three divisions through which they would do their work in opposition to God. God agreed to this, in order to see which method was better, right, and fitting for humanity.

God would try His own way, and Nimrod and Satan would try theirs. Nimrod and Satan argued that God should abstain from retaining authority above for Himself and instead leave it to them below — from where it ascends, as in the shape of the number six. That authority would be manifested across three expanses: the area of the Black people, the area of the White and Red peoples, and the area of the Brown — or what some call the Yellow — peoples.

The hidden truth of the matter is this: by the time Nimrod put forward his case, Satan had already made pacts with some of the other groups — such as some from the Yellow Race (of Abyssinian origin) and some from the Red Race (of Asian origin). That is why some of those groups are generally in a state of suspension, like floating seaweed, which explains why they do not have fixed beliefs or established kingdom structures, though at times you may find among them some who hold belief in one True God.

Surprisingly, the alien race of mankind — sometimes called the green race, including those from other planets — left it to God to continue administering as before. The Triple Six pleaded with God to try His ways on the agreed group while they also tried their methods on the same group — but urged God to refrain from mass obliteration as He had done with the floods of Noah, and as He had done in various earlier periods. For God, whenever He saw that matters had gone to the extremes, His response was to destroy all within that period, sparing only a righteous few who obeyed His commandments, so that they might rebuild the world again.

Because of the pigheadedness of mankind and the severe punishments God had inflicted upon them so that they might learn from their mistakes, Satan and Nimrod argued that this approach was contrary to what was needed. Satan and Nimrod made their case: "How far would God reach by inflicting bloodshed, and yet at the same time call Himself gracious, after exterminating and then rebuilding the world again?"

They proceeded to argue: "What we ask of you is to give us the authority and permission to supervise and move them forward, but along our way of thinking." They further argued: "Whatever mankind does should bring pain upon them accordingly. In the event of committing infidelity, let them get horrible sexually transmitted diseases so that they may fear it. If someone makes themselves a great scholar, let an unlearned, primitive person be made far richer than them. Whoever provokes hostilities, let bad results come out of it — for them and their people — so that from then on they will fear hostility and desist from it. And for those who make weapons and wipe out people, let them be fought against, brought to account, and then exterminated, so that those on their side who remain will, from then on, fear and absolutely desist from such poor conduct."

"Such that when a person makes themselves wise, wealthy, and powerful, the Triple Six brings problems, confrontations, or diseases upon them — because problems, confrontations, and diseases do not segregate the rich, the powerful, or the clever — resulting in their extermination along with their people."

"Such that when a person seeks help through traditional spiritual means, the Triple Six may check the spirit through which the person is seeking divination, and the motives behind it, so that poor actions may be turned into judgment and pain."

The Triple Six argued that people should be killed one at a time — or a hundred, or fifty, or a thousand, or five hundred, or a million, or ten million — depending on the period in time and the motive, so that the numbers of deaths would go down because of people's natural inclination toward caution, and so that they would be able to reflect on the causes of the problems at hand.



THE SPIRITUAL DEVIL

WALUMBE
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The Spiritual Devil's role is to knock and invigorate mankind and other beings into righteousness. It is the Spiritual Devil that God uses to rid the world of insubordination, working in collaboration with other power centers, so that the world may know and fear God.

The Spiritual Devil may also be known as "Killer," and can collectively be referred to as bad spirits. On the other hand, the Spiritual Devil is also doing work on behalf of the Almighty. The Spiritual Devil is like a prison officer: within people, it can act as a spiritual guide, yet at the same time its purpose is to monitor and follow whatever is taking place on the ground.

The Spiritual Devil is manifested in almost everything, if not all things:


	In terms of the senses, it can be identified as temper.

	In what is consumed, it can be categorized as excretion.

	In birds, the Spiritual Devil is identified with the hornbill, the hadada ibis, and owls.

	In life, the Spiritual Devil is identified with illness.

	In God's Ministry of Movement or Paths, when it comes among mankind, it can be identified with the night dancers.

	When the spirit of the Spiritual Devil Power manifests itself upon a being, within the space of three hours a person would be swarming with houseflies and giving off a stench.

	In God's Divine Ministry of Connections (Obwakitinda), the Spiritual Devil can be identified in nature with bad stagnant water such as quicksand.

	In the event of fires, it can be identified with burning wet wood, which bubbles out warm water and steam.



If the Spiritual Devil were to attack a person and manifest itself — let us say upon a bride on her wedding day — however smartly dressed the couple might be, the bride would immediately begin giving off a foul smell, with maggots and flies emerging from her. The result would be that everyone would start fleeing in shock, ruining a very well-prepared celebration.

What the Spiritual Devil Wants and Does Not Want:


	Wants respect, obedience, and caution.

	Does not want people who despise.

	Does not want ego to the point of asking others, "What will you do to me?"

	Prefers that when you are wrong, you calm down and show remorse instead of bragging.

	Prefers that you leave what has failed — because when one agrees to surrender, the Spiritual Devil then turns its force onto the other perpetrator or opponent, knocking them into righteousness and subordination.

BAD CHANCE POWER

EKIFIIRIRIZA
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Witchcraft — call it bad chance or bad luck — involves the Spiritual Devil directly orchestrating wicked measures. In causing loss, the Bad Chance Division plays its role on behalf of the Spiritual Devil as one of His Divisions, punishing the individual who has made himself or herself supreme or matchless.

For instance, if you mistreat your spouse and your spouse requests bad prayers against you, you may end up getting bad luck and thus suffering losses. There are many such examples, including poor conduct towards workers, employers, or others — such as the abuse of power as seen in the example of Kawuulu.

Kawuulu caused great upset among workers of the palace during the reign of King Kigala in Buganda by telling lies about the palace subjects, who lost their positions as a result. What followed was that a spell was cast upon him, and he began to go berserk — and then ended up eating his own spouse. He turned cannibalistic because of the curse.

Then another King became derogatory toward the Illumination Spiritual Council of the Kingdom of Buganda (Olukiiko lw'eTtaala). He adopted dictatorial tendencies and began to commit disgraces that were contrary to the divine covenants (Nnono) — such as consuming excessive brew and undressing in the villages he visited, as well as issuing laws that were repressive and unworkable. Because of his reversed conduct, the divine world put a curse upon him and he became mad.

It was from that time that a saying was adopted in which mental illness was labeled with his name, Ttembo. From then on, when someone said that an individual was turning into a Ttembo, it carried the negative connotation that the individual was as mad as King Ttembo. It was during this time that the Nation of Buganda also began to experience unexplainable losses as a result of King Ttembo's transgressions — which led to the pronouncement of Bad Chance Spirits attacks upon the entire Kingdom of Buganda during that period.



DESTRUCTION POWER

OBUKKO
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This is a misalignment that sets off the power of destruction. The power of destruction is caused by hostilities within the household setting — among those who are fighting each other and who commit abominations that distort the practices supporting family unity. These include: incest, denial of a child, homosexuality, bestiality, domestic violence, mental torture, and many others.

Those hostilities and confrontations between one another are what is called destruction, which falls in the category of misalignment. This means that such actions cause a misalignment of divine powers, leading those people to experience problems such as miscarriages, suicides, accidents, abnormal tallness, abnormal quarreling, abnormal skin lightening, abnormal skin darkening, abnormal bed-wetting, abnormal pallor, abnormal consumption, abnormal temper flares, abnormal excitement, abnormal weight loss, abnormal snoring, abnormal hatred, abnormal groaning, abnormal refusals, abnormal greed, abnormal mucus congestion and flow, abnormal grinding of teeth, abnormal exposure of the teeth like a goat, abnormal sharpening of the mouth, abnormal eyesight and head pains, abnormal stiffening of the jaws — and so many more that fall in that category of oddity.

When a person suffers misalignment, their body organs begin to malfunction, and by observation it is easily noticeable that something is wrong with that person, with clear visible signs such as dribbling of saliva and many more. The person's natural link with the synergies of the celestial or divine power becomes disoriented, and it is thus concluded that there is a natural dysfunction within the individual.

The spirit or angel responsible for the spiritual defectiveness that causes the body to malfunction is known as the Goodness Spirit (Omusambwa gw'Abalongo), as it is this Ministry that provides the link or conducive environment through which the dual power of both the natural or earthly world and the celestial or divine world are connected.

After a person has committed transgressions, they are disowned. Upon being disowned, this is referred to as disassociation by the divine power, because those powers and controls originate from the celestial or Godly world. The misalignments may result from: those who have been aggrieved taking up a case against the individual; the divine world seeing that the individual is not righteous and therefore delivering condemnation through the destruction power for the transgressions committed; or the individual facing that condemnation simply for being unrighteous.



FAKING POWER

EKIKWA
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This means something fake — when a person does things that do not merit what they claim. This energy enters from behind and is known as "Faking Power." It is used by the Angel of Madness, known as Bammweyana in the native language — the angel responsible for ruling vision and for connecting the receivers of information, whether physical or spiritual.

When someone subscribes to improper works, what follows is that the individual gets improper or fake luck, which inevitably results in loss or bad chance. Whatever the individual becomes involved in — whatever is being done or said — it fails miserably. It is equivalent to a severe loss, or what one might call a loss in the trinity: if the individual transports goods by boat, the boat capsizes and sinks, the merchandise is lost, and the passengers fall in and die — all because of associating and traveling with a condemned, fake being.

It could also be an accident in which the same person suffers the loss of life, the loss of a vehicle, and the loss of personal possessions. A person might be detained and taken to jail — and what follows is that while the individual is locked up, their merchandise of tomatoes rots, the well-tended garden from which those tomatoes were harvested becomes an overgrown bush, and eventually the authorities come and the situation collapses entirely.

This is what is identified as a curse or bad omen: a loss within a loss. The curse or bad omen carries a power that follows that individual, such that whatever they become part of fails completely — as a result of fake influence or bogus authority triggered by the individual's performance of falsehoods.

This can be witnessed in Afghanistan, which was abandoned by America, then by Russia, then by France, and by almost so many other nations. The fundamentalists took over power, war erupted within the nation, and it is now fought against because of this very syndrome. Irrespective of all this, they still fail to change their conduct and keep making fake laws to govern the nation, ending up being hated by the whole world. The question once more arises: "What happened to the people of Afghanistan?" The answer is that they suffer condemnation under the faking power for being a source of falsehoods.

The same applies to Sudan. They deviated from the covenants of the scriptures, became severely drunk with lust for authority, manipulated the Islamic faith of God for their own indulgences, and at the same time relied on their intoxicating imaginations. The Creator therefore decided to pronounce upon them the condemnation of a "Dead Season" through the means of the faking power.



BODY DRYER OR BURNS POWER

ENKALA
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This is brought on by a power or spirits known as "Pullover Wear Spirits," called Lumaama in the native language. Lumaama is the power that reinforces the world so that it does not crumble — call it concrete. For instance, a person may have done wrong without humiliation and boldly denies having done so. Consequently, the Pullover Wear Spirits cause the person to suffer the condition of Burns Power.

The Body Dryer or Burns Power Phenomenon brings general dryness to the body — such as the cracking of heels, the skin, and the lips. Burns Power also causes general dryness of the environment and crystallization.

What follows is the loss of personal possessions, such as land being stolen or bought off cheaply. At times, the forebears or parents may have stolen or confiscated possessions that were not theirs, then went ahead and educated their offspring from those spoils, showed off, and swaggered — forgetting that they may appear elite but do not have good luck or blessings. Whatever is done that is not good turns into ailments for those beneficiaries — both those in the know and those who are not. From that point on, any person who has been cursed in this way, once they enter into any undertaking, causes that undertaking to turn into something bogus.
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
