        Who are the Yoruba?

      

      

      The Yoruba are in modern-day Nigeria. This is also the homeland of the spirits we call the Orishas. Over twelve million people were taken from this region into slavery, many being Yoruba men, women, and children. We have access to the Orishas here in the Western Hemisphere because the ancestors brought over a rich oral tradition that has had very few written sources up until recently. There is still much of this tradition that is not covered in books.

      

      Among Yoruba Spiritual practitioners, there is a strong belief not just in the Orishas but also in the spirits of our deceased ancestors (Egun), who are believed to have always been present in our lives, guiding us here on earth to help us fulfill the destinies we chose before we came here, which is believed to be the main purpose of life. The issue is, we get distracted with other less important things while we are here. To the Yoruba, the ancestors, nature and the Orishas play an intimate part in all our lives regardless of if we acknowledge it. The name Egun is what the Yoruba refer to as a collective spiritual, ancestral energy that helps to support us in our lives. Egun mean "bone" in the Yoruba language. When we either communicate with our Egun or the Orishas, we utilize various types of divination techniques.

      

      Orisha spirituality isn't merely a religion; it's a way of life that shapes our perspective on the world. It governs how we behave and how we perceive the things around us including our respect for the Earth’s ecosystem and respect for each other.  It is common to see Orisha devotees, getting involved in their communities to help make this world we all live in a better place. The Yoruba way of life influences how we engage with the world in every aspect. For instance, something as simple as cleaning up trash along the riverside holds spiritual significance. This act may be viewed as a form of sacrifice, symbolizing devotion or love for a specific Orisha. Additionally, it reflects our reverence and care for nature and the Earth we inhabit. The Orishas are often seen by the Yoruba as aspects of the supreme God referred to as Olodumare who tend to rule over various places or natural forces in nature such as the river, woods, sky etc. Let’s take the example of the river used above. This is believed to be the domain of the Orisha Oshun. She is believed to not only rule over all the rivers on Earth but also all the fresh water on earth. Oshun is seen as the divine force that rules over this natural element and is believed to manifest as it. Without fresh water, we would all die and much of the life on earth would be unable to continue to survive.  The power of Love is another significant aspect of Oshun's domain. Without love and passion, reproduction would be difficult. Love fosters emotional bonds between individuals, creating a sense of belonging and support which makes our existence more meaningful. It's believed that the Orishas contribute to making our world habitable, ensuring our comfort and well-being. 

      

      An Orisha devotee might offer a food item to Oshun by placing it near the riverside. They may do this, asking her to improve their love life. If someone desires a romantic partner or spouse, they may visit the river and leave an offering to seek Oshun's assistance in their pursuit. However, it is important to note that one should never leave plastic or other non-biodegradable items as offerings. Non-biodegradable items are not acceptable offerings and are seen as littering. This is considered disrespectful to both the Orishas and to the planet. Organic food items are seen as natural and permissible. Often these items will become food for non-human critters. This is perhaps a way to give back to nature for all we take from her. Cleaning up the unnatural debris by the riverside, as mentioned in the example above, might also be perceived by an Orisha devotee as an attempt to earn Oshun's favor.

      

      Last week, when I did my divination reading, it was told to me that I needed to leave some honey on the side of the river as a part of my offerings to Oshun. I asked if money could come my way during the reading. Honey and the honeybee are symbols of Oshun. Oshun helps with bringing not only love but sweetness into our lives as well as wealth. Once I returned home, I noticed a honeybee inside my window trying to escape. I saw this as a sign that Oshun accepted the offerings, I left for her earlier that day. I happily caught the little honeybee and put it outside. For me, such an act became a form of devotion to this Orisha, demonstrating their eternal presence in our lives and their ongoing support.  These are some examples of how Orisha devotion operates under the Yoruba World view. Such practices are a common part of everyday life for the Yoruba and for Yoruba practitioners living in the diaspora. As Orisha practitioners, we believe we have access to eternal guidance and wisdom. All we must do is tune into the natural cycle of the earth and to the natural cycles of our own mind, body and spirit. This wisdom and guidance is all around us. We just need to open ourselves up to receive it.

      
        
        Have you ever realized that the ground you walk upon is sacred because the bones of the ancestors and those who have passed away before us are all buried beneath our feet?

      

      

       We tend to say that it is the ancestors whose shoulders we stand upon; this can be taken literally when we stand upon the earth and walk upon the ground where their bones are, in fact, buried. It is true that almost all of humanity is buried in the ground beneath us and yet we continue to live our daily lives walking from place to place without often realizing this fact. Nature can teach us truths about the world we otherwise would never have thought about prior. We just need to open our minds and disconnect from the human rat race construct   of our complex modern society. No matter the challenges we face, it's likely someone in the past has walked a similar path and this person is buried beneath our feet.

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            EXPLORING YORUBA CIVILIZATION
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      It's widely accepted that humanity originated in Africa. Nigeria is home to an ancient city called Ile Ife, believed to be the earliest known city. Some explorers have even likened it to the mythical lost city of Atlantis. This city holds immense significance in Yoruba culture, serving as the primal cradle of their civilization. In the mid-19th century, explorers were fascinated by artifacts discovered near Ile Ife located in Osun State in the southwest part of Nigeria. Speculating that these artifacts might be remnants of the mythical city of Atlantis, sparking scholarly discussion. The essence of Yoruba tradition lies in oral history, passed down through generations via spoken word until recent times when it was finally documented. For over a century, the Yoruba have preserved their cultural knowledge, myths, rituals, and beliefs through oral transmission before they were recorded in writing.

      

      Uncovering Yoruba History, We will start chapter one by delving into the history of the ancient Yoruba people from the Yoruba creation myth to all the way up to the modern times. Olorun then gave Obatala several tools to complete his task, including a hen, a chameleon, and a snail shell with some dirt contained inside. Obatala then sought counsel from Orunmila, who provided him with many heavenly seeds from many different plants in heaven, including the seeds of the palm nut that Obatala would then plant upon the land once it was created.

        Orunmila then gave Obatala a warning and told him to complete all he needed to do on the earth before returning to heaven. Obatala then went out to begin this task of creating land upon the earth, but he had to see Ogun first and give Ogun the silver Ogun needed to create a chain that Obatala could use to descend to the earth.  Once Ogun forged the chain, Obatala began to climb down the chain from the heavens into the darkness below until the chain had no more length. The chameleon then instructed him to pour out the dirt he had contained in the snail shell to form dry land. Obatala did this, and a mountain grew out of the ocean forming dry land. Afterwards, he was instructed to let out the hen which began spreading the dirt far and wide making more dry land. He then released the chameleon from the bag to test the firmness of the ground and stepped upon the land to begin the task of planting the seeds. After a while, Obatala noticed the palm tree he planted earlier from a palm nut had become so tall that it reached the gates of heaven. He decided to climb the tree to rest in it for a little bit, so exhausted from his work.

        After resting, he awoke to the sounds of the Orishas in heaven having a celebration and a feast. He also noticed all the beautiful fruit that grew upon the palm tree in its branches around him. Due to hunger and thirst, Obatala decided to attend the feast in heaven and forgot Orunmila’s warning but first gathered the palm fruit to bring to the party. Once Obatala arrived at the party, Shango and the other Orishas asked him what he had gathered and Obatala told them that it was the fruit from the palm tree he planted upon the earth that grew so tall it reached the gates of heaven. Seeing how beautiful and delicious the fruit was after tasting it, the other Orishas decided to make an intoxicating and powerful alcoholic drink from the palm fruit Obatala had gathered, which they all drank.

        

        Obatala became drunk and returned to earth to finish his work. When creating humans, due to drinking the palm wine, he became very careless and caused these people to be created deformed. Obatala then realized the error he had made and felt terrible remorse. He then called for Oduduwa, who descended to Earth. Obatala then put Oduduwa in charge of the earth. Oduduwa is believed to be the first king of the Yoruba people and the ancient city-state of Ile Ife. Many of the Orishas as well as humans continued to use the palm tree to travel back and forth from heaven to earth in those days. After creating people, Olokun became angry and did not want people upon the earth. Olokun made every attempt to eradicate the humans. Olokun decided to challenge Obatala on who could make the most colorful tapestries. Obatala then sent down to Olokun’s palace the chameleon, who with his vibrant color-changing abilities, defeated Olokun in the challenge. From this day forward, Olokun allowed for the earth to be used for human habitation.

We are all interconnected with nature and each other, which is the fundamental truth that Orisha spirituality teaches us.         Yoruba History: From Ile Ife to the Oyo Empire

      

      

      Tradition holds that Ile Ife was established around 1000 BCE, but evidence suggests people lived there even earlier. According to Yoruba myth, Oduduwa, the first King of Ile Ife and of all Yoruba people, came from the heavens and governed humanity from the city, which was the world's first. Sixteen major Yoruba kingdoms, each led by descendants known as Obas (kings), emerged from Oduduwa's lineage. One of Oduduwa's descendants, Oranmiyan, played a crucial role in Yoruba history by expanding Yoruba influence. Around 500 BCE, Oranmiyan left Ile Ife and founded the powerful Oyo Empire to the north. Legend says a revered diviner guided him, and a sacred serpent led him to the site for Oyo. The Oyo Empire became a significant force in West Africa, known for its military strength, advanced administration, and economic prosperity. However, by the mid-18th century, Oyo's power declined due to internal conflicts and the impact of the European Slave Trade, which saw millions of Africans enslaved and led to a decrease in its population.

        The Slave Trade

      

      

      The Spread of Yoruba Culture to the Americas through the Trans-Atlantic Slave Trade occurred between the 15th and 17th centuries. During this period, more than four million people were sold into slavery and brought to the Caribbean and other parts of the Americas from Nigeria and other regions on the coast of West Africa. Many did not survive the journey across the ocean and perished deep in its waters. Many of the people who did survive fell terribly ill due to malnourishment and disease once they reached the shores of the Caribbean Islands. There is a belief today, as there was in the past that the Orishas protected those ancestors who crossed the Atlantic. Unfortunately, many lost their lives on the journey across the ocean, but it is also believed that these ancestors are guarded by the Orishas who rule over the vast Ocean. Many believe that the Orishas still protect them today from the current oppression they face in modern times.

      

      Arriving in the Americas The Yoruba, like many other Africans, found themselves in a very strange land once they arrived, with a culture, language, and strange belief system that they were totally unfamiliar with. They did not know where they were nor had any understanding of their European captors. The Yoruba, like other West African Peoples brought to the Americas as slaves, struggled to keep the little identity they had from their homelands alive. The slave owners in the new world, on the other hand, did everything they could to rid the Africans of their own culture. They forced the slaves to become Christians and forbade them from speaking their native languages or practicing their native spirituality. The Slave traders went as far as to separate and mix people up from different locations to prevent them from being able to recognize one another from the same place. This was intentionally done to prevent cultural or linguistic relations among the enslaved captives. What the Europeans failed to recognize is that there was a universal commonality among all Africans regardless of what regional language they spoke or what area they came from. This commonality was found in the way they honored the spirits of nature.

      

      
        
        Religious and Cultural Syncretism

      

      

      Syncretism emerged from the blending of traditions and beliefs among native Africans and the dominant cultures of Europeans and Native Americans in the New World. The Orisha spiritual tradition, encompassing various forms like Santeria, Candomblé, Ifa, Umbanda, Trinidad Orisha, or as it's known in Yoruba, Ìṣẹ̀ṣe ("tradition"), Surprisingly, still thrives in rural Nigerian villages today, despite the presence of Christian and Muslim missionaries. This resilience underscores the enduring legacy of the Yoruba people. Similar traditions have spread to the Caribbean, North, South, and Central America due to the trans-Atlantic slave trade and the presence of Yoruba people in these regions. These diaspora traditions are not purely Yoruba; they blend Yoruba spiritual practices with other cultural influences present in the regions where these traditions developed.  These influences include Catholicism, Indigenous spiritual practices, Spiritism, and other beliefs and practices brought from various regions of Africa, such as Congolese traditions from the Congo and Vodou from Dahomey. A notable illustration of this can be found in Cuba, where Catholic saints have been integrated with the Yoruba Orishas deities, as demonstrated in the following list of Orishas and their Catholic Saint Equivalencies:

      It is crucial to acknowledge that the associations between Orishas and Catholic saints in Santeria/Lucumi practice in Cuba may differ among practitioners and regions. Another example of syncretism is the mixture of the Yoruba beliefs with the Native American beliefs. For instance, the use of tobacco smoke and corn as offerings to the Orishas and the honoring of the ‘Ceiba Pentandra’ tree, traditionally revered by the Native Arawak tribes who resided in the Caribbean. The Yoruba also believe that each person has a unique purpose, chosen in the heavens before birth. Earthly life is an opportunity to grow spiritually and become the best version of ourselves. Through life's challenges, we gain Ase, a spiritual force that empowers us to command our own destinies.

      

      The Yoruba describe Ase as the magical power God gave to the Orishas to help create the universe. God is considered pure Ase. This power can be collected and accumulated, and Orisha devotees believe it can be acquired by consulting the Orishas through divination, following one's chosen destiny, practicing good character (Iwa Pele), avoiding taboos, and performing necessary sacrifices (Ebos) to realign one's life if off course. These practices help accumulate more Ase. This power, given to the Orishas by God, is then bestowed upon humans and animals for righteous actions. Maintaining and accumulating Ase is crucial for spiritual well-being. Improper behavior can lead to a loss of this power, resulting in illness or loss of blessings. Ase permeates all aspects of creation and functions as a spiritual currency in both 'Aye' (earth) and 'Orun' (heaven). The word Ase is often used at the end of prayers or rituals to seal their power, like saying "amen" in Abrahamic traditions. Through divination and Ebo, the Orishas provide guidance and courage to overcome life's difficulties, ensuring the natural balance and fair distribution of Ase. The Yoruba believe in personal responsibility for one's actions. The Orishas, created by Olodumare, help govern and maintain the universe, guiding individuals to live correctly and accumulate Ase for spiritual growth and balance.
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
