10 - LOCATION

In a place sacred to you: Any location that you personally consider sacred or significant to your relationship can be the perfect setting, as your emotional and spiritual connection with the place will enhance the ritual's energy.

Weddings of Darkness

The Weddings of Darkness ritual requires a somber environment charged with dark energy to honor its deep and mysterious nature. Some suitable places are:

Under a withered tree: A withered and twisted tree, devoid of life, represents decay and darkness. Celebrating the ritual beneath it symbolizes the acceptance of shadows and the connection with the profound.

In a cave: Caves, with their darkness and echo, are natural places to delve into the mystery and essence of darkness. They provide an intimate atmosphere and direct contact with the deep energies of the earth.

In a scorched forest: A forest consumed by fire, showing the scars of the past, can be the appropriate setting. The devastation and rebirth it represents reflect the transformative nature of darkness.

In an abandoned building: An abandoned place, with its aura of desolation and mystery, provides a suitable environment. The decay and abandonment evoke the sense of transcending limits and exploring the unknown.

May this ceremony illuminate your path and strengthen the bonds of love you share with your beloved. With every step, may the divine light guide your way, and may this union be a celebration full of love and happiness. So mote it be, so shall it be done.

The Wedding of Light ritual unfolds in two magical parts. Below are the necessary components for the first part:



First Part: Necessities and Ingredients:


	
A white wedding dress: Crafted from threads of light and dreams, it envelops the bride in a mantle of purity and radiant beauty. Each stitch is a love spell that makes her spirit shine in this sacred union.


	
22.05 lbs of coarse salt: Pure and crystalline, it represents protection and purification. Scattering it creates a circle of light that wards off negative energies, making space for love and harmony.




*(10 kg ≈ 22.05 lbs)

	
22.05 lbs of sugar: Symbolizes the sweetness of love.


*(10 kg ≈ 22.05 lbs)


	
101 white candles: Sacred candles, bearers of the eternal flame, that illuminate the couple's path toward divine union. Each one burns with hope and love, carrying blessings from ancestors and spiritual guides.


	
One blue candle: Represents enduring love through the years.


	
Approximately 33.8 fl oz (1.06 quarts) of the bride's preferred fragrance: This could be vanilla, for example (choose the one you desire).




(1 liter ≈ 33.8 fl oz)

	
Approximately 33.8 fl oz (1.06 quarts) of the groom's preferred fragrance: This could be orange, for example (choose the one you desire).


(1 liter ≈ 33.8 fl oz)


	
A box of matches: Bearer of the sacred fire, they light the candles representing the light and passion of this bond. With every spark, love is rekindled and the union is sealed in an eternal flame.


	
A white and blue ribbon, approximately 9.84 ft long: Symbolizes the unity and deep connection between hearts. Tying the sacred knots intertwines their destinies in an unbreakable bond.




(3 m ≈ 9.84 ft)


	
Stainless steel wedding rings engraved with their names: Symbols of love and commitment. Engraved with their names, they seal the union in an infinite circle of happiness and fidelity.


	
A small pouch with pepper and cinnamon: Contains the passion and sweetness of love. The pepper ignites the burning fire in their hearts; the cinnamon brings warmth and delight.


	
A small pouch with salt and vanilla: Embodies stability and the sweet aroma of happiness. The salt symbolizes protection and solidity; the vanilla evokes love and tenderness.


	
A ceremonial dagger: Forged with natural elements, it symbolizes the strength and courage that will accompany them. With it, they will cut the ties of the past and clear a path toward a future of adventure and mutual growth.






A shovel: A magical tool that delves into the earth, invoking the energy of Mother Nature. With every movement, a portal to ancestral connection is opened, and a solid foundation is established for their lasting love.

The written vows of love: In these magical words, the lovers capture their promises and desires. With every letter, the invisible thread that unites them is woven, ensuring a life of love, respect, and complicity.

Guide circles: To trace them, you will need to review the second part of this ritual.

With these elements charged with meaning, the Wedding of Light becomes a transcendental ceremony full of magic. May each object symbolize love, protection, and happiness, and may your union be surrounded by blessings and positive energies.



Second Part: Foundations of the Ritual:

Preparation of the Sacred Space

Step 1: If you have already found the suitable place to carry out the ritual, proceed. Remember this can be a garden, a forest, or any natural space that inspires connection and harmony. Keep instruction ten strongly in mind.

Step 2: Trace the two guide circles on the ground where you will perform the ritual. Follow the instructions below:

Materials:


	
Two stakes 12 inches long and 2 inches in diameter.


	A tape measure.

	
A 65-foot roll of rope.


	Scissors or a knife for cutting the rope.

	
A 10-pound sledgehammer.


	Chalk or paint to mark the circle.



Instructions:


	Choose a safe place to trace the circles. It should be clear of trees, bushes, other plants, and away from buildings or other structures.

	Drive a 12-inch stake into the center of the area where you wish to trace the circles.

	Measure a 20-foot radius from the stake.

	Tie one end of the rope to the stake at the 20-foot point you marked.

	Pull the rope taut to draw a circle on the ground.

	Drive the other 12-inch stake into the center of the circle you just drew.

	Measure a 23-foot radius from this second stake.

	Tie the end of the rope to the stake at the 23-foot point you marked.

	Pull the rope taut to draw a second circle.

	Use chalk or paint to visibly mark both circles.



Detailed Explanation of Each Step


	
Step One: Choose a safe place to trace the circles. This step is important to prevent accidents.


	
Step Two: Drive a 12-inch stake into the center of the area. This step is important to establish the center of the circles.


	
Step Three: Measure a 20-foot radius from the stake. This step is important to determine the size of the first circle.


	
Step Four: Tie the rope to the stake. This step is important to fix the rope at the correct radius.


	
Step Five: Pull the rope to draw a circle. This step is important for tracing the first circle.


	
Step Six: Drive the other stake into the center of the first circle. This step is important to establish the center of the second circle.


	
Step Seven: Measure a 23-foot radius from the second stake. This step is important to determine the size of the second circle.


	
Step Eight: Tie the rope to the second stake. This step is important to fix the rope at the new radius.


	
Step Nine: Pull the rope to draw the second circle. This step is important for tracing the outer circle.


	
Step Ten: Use chalk or paint to mark the circles. This step is important to highlight the circles and make them visible during the ritual.




Tips:


	Use gloves and safety goggles to protect yourself from cuts and paint splashes.

	Be careful when driving the stakes to avoid accidents.

	For the circles to be more uniform, use stakes of the same thickness.

	For the circles to be more durable, use a resistant rope.



Final Note: The bride and groom must help trace the circles.



Third Part: Ring of Light

Step 1: Bless the place with holy water and with the following prayer.

"Blessing of Lovers”

Between the groom and the bride, a bond has formed,

In the garden, beneath the silvery moon and the stars,

Lies the promise of a love that knows no frontiers,

In this sacred space, their love blossoms and is nourished,

With the backing of the place, their union finds its route.

IV. Bride:

The murmur of the wind whispers secrets to the ear,

Nature as a witness, their love is blessed,

The chosen place for their destiny, for their meeting,

Is the magical setting of their love that is so true.

V. Groom:

Without rings or vows, their love is strengthened,

The place, a silent witness to their confidence,

In this sacred union, their hearts meet,

Prepared for the future they face together.

VI. Bride:

May the light of the place illuminate their path,

May, in this ritual of love, their souls fuse into one,

With the power of light, may it bless their relationship,

May this site be the beginning of their eternal blessing.

VII. Groom and Bride:

So mote it be, so shall it be done,

In this space consecrated by the light,

The groom and the bride, in love, are joined,

In the place where their union begins, and their destiny is translated.

May this prayer be the prelude,

To a love that endures and never fades,

May their path be filled with happiness,

In this beginning of love, with serenity.

Step 2: Place the necessities and ingredients you will use in the ritual inside the circle. Do not forget to place them in a spot where you can easily reach them and where they will not be in the way.

Step 3: Place 50 white candles around the 20-foot radius circle and 51 candles around the 23-foot radius circle.

Step 4: The bride must scatter the 22.05 pounds of sugar on the right side of the circle, and the groom must scatter the 22.05 pounds of coarse salt on the left side. If you have doubts about the right and left, remember that north should be facing you.

Important Note: You must scatter the ingredients in the space that remains between the two circles.

Step 5: The bride must pour her preferred essence onto the salt, and the groom must do the same with his essence onto the sugar.

Step 6: Light the candles using the matches, allowing the sacred flame to illuminate the surroundings.

Step 7: Both of you must recite the Ring of Light prayer together.



“Ring of Light”

I. Bride:

With the ring of light, our love is sealed,

In sacred union, the fairest promise revealed,

May it shine on our path, eternal and radiant,

The ring of light, a symbol of brilliant love.

II. Groom:

In every circle of gold, the union is mirrored,

The unbreakable bond, which time has sheltered,

Consecrated in the soul, in every heart's sound,

The ring of light, a symbol of union profound.

III. Bride:

In the eternal gleam, love intertwines,

With divine strength, our alliance defines,

In the ring of light, the promise we make,

May our love flourish, for light's everlasting sake.

In this solemn act, our destiny is drawn,

With the ring of light, love is linked from dusk till dawn,
