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The outward man
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​The inward and outward man
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John 3:3-5 “Jesus answered and said to him, "Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God."  (4)  Nicodemus said to Him, "How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter a second time into his mother's womb and be born?"  (5)  Jesus answered, "Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.”



There are certain truths revealed to us in the New Testament that cannot be understood unless we have a clear understanding of the nature of man. It is only in the New Testament that our Lord Jesus reveals to us the full make-up of God’s creation called man. In the above quoted passage of scripture our Lord revealed for the first time the fact that it is the spirit of man that is born-again. Because Nicodemus had no understanding of the make-up of man he couldn’t grasp the truth that our Lord was trying to teach him. This is just one illustration of why it is important for us as believers to have a clear understanding of just how God has created us, for without that understanding we will be like Nicodemus and miss out on spiritual truths as revealed to us in God’s word. In this series of teachings we examine each part of man as revealed to us in the scriptures and the role each part plays in our walk as believers.


2 Corinthians 4:16 “Therefore we do not lose heart. Even though our outward man is perishing, yet the inward man is being renewed day by day.” 



There is a lot more to man than that which we see in the natural, i.e. the physical body of man. In the above quoted passage of scripture the apostle Paul teaches us that there is an inward man and that there is also an outward man. Our outward man consists of our physical bodies, which includes the physical organ of our brain. This is the part of man that is mortal, and so this is the part of man that is growing older day by day, which is why the scripture states that our outward man is perishing.




2 Corinthians 5:8 “We are confident, yes, well pleased rather to be absent from the body and to be present with the Lord.” 



It is the inward man which is the real person and it is the inner man that is an eternal being, for it is our inward man that leaves the earth when we die. The inner man of believers departs to be with the Lord Jesus in heaven, while the inner man of unbelievers departs to Hades where they are held in torment. The apostle Paul teaches us in the above quoted passage of scripture that as far as believers are concerned to be absent from the body is to be present with the Lord, referring to our inner man leaving our earthly bodies to ascend into heaven.


Psalms 139:13-14 “For You formed my inward parts; You covered me in my mother's womb.  (14) I will praise You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; Marvelous are Your works, and that my soul knows very well.”



In scripture, the inward man is sometimes referred to as the “soul”, i.e. when Noah and his family were saved from the flood the Holy Spirit tells us that eight souls were saved (1 Peter 3:20). The inward man is also sometimes referred to as the “heart”, for the Holy Spirit also speaks of the hidden person of the heart (1 Peter 3:4). And so just as the outward man i.e. our physical body, is made up of different parts which all have different functions, so our inward man is also made up of different parts which also have different functions. In the above quoted passage of scripture the Holy Spirit reveals to us that God has formed our inward parts (plural), thus indicating that the inward man is made up of more than one part. In that same passage of scripture we read that God covers us in our mother’s womb, which speaks of the physical body (our outward man) that God prepares for our inward man to dwell in. To more clearly understand the concept of our inward man being made up of different parts we can look at the natural. In the natural the physical body of man is a complete whole. But our bodies are made up of different parts and each part of the body of man has a different function. For example the brain has one function and the heart another. And so just as in the natural, so the inward man also has different parts and each part has a different function. Nevertheless just as all the parts of the body make up the whole body, so all the different parts of our inward man make up the whole man.




1 Thessalonians 5:23 “Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.”



There are three major components to the make up of mankind and the Holy Spirit through the apostle Paul lists those three components for us in the above quoted passage of scripture, i.e. the spirit, the soul and the body. The body as we have already mentioned, is the outward man while the spirit and the soul are the two main components of the inward man. It is because these two components are the main parts of the inward man that when referring to the inward man as a whole, scripture very often refers to mankind as either a soul or a spirit.


Deuteronomy 6:5 “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your strength.” 



In the above quoted passage of scripture from the Old Testament the Holy Spirit again refers to the three main components of mankind which we have already mentioned, for He refers to the heart, soul and strength of man. The previous scripture we quoted from the New Testament referred to the spirit, soul and body of man. And so we see that both passages of scripture are in fact referring to the same parts of man, for what the Old Testament calls the heart, the New Testament calls the spirit, and what the Old Testament calls the strength of man, the New Testament calls the body, and both passages refer to the soul. The word translated soul in both New and Old Testaments can also be translated mind, depending on the context of the passage.


Hebrews 4:12 “For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.”



As we can clearly see in the above quoted passage of scripture the spirit and the soul are not the same parts of the inward man, for the scripture teaches us that the two parts can be separated. I want you to notice however that it is only the word of God that can separate the spirit and the soul, for God has created them to function together. Nevertheless just as the brain and heart of the physical body have different functions to perform within the body of man, so it is that the spirit and the soul also perform different functions within the inward man. It is the spirit of man that is born-again and becomes a new creation in Christ (2 Corinthians 5:17). The soul of man does not change at the new birth however, for as we will see in a later section, the will, mind and conscience of man (which make up the soul) do not change when we are born-again.

The inner and outer man
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The above diagram shows the three components of God’s creation called mankind. The soul and spirit in this diagram make up the inner man, while the body in the diagram is the outer man. The reason the soul is shown at the top of the diagram is because it is in the soul of man that the will of man resides, and it is the will of man that governs the various components of man. 
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​The spirit of man
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The spirit of man is actually the primary part of the inward man and as we have already seen, it is this part of the inward man that is born-again. The apostle Paul confirms this truth when he teaches us that the saints become new creations in Christ Jesus (2 Corinthians 5:17). The spirit of man is located in the centre of man i.e. the area of the abdomen, for it is from this region of man i.e. the belly of man that the rivers of living water flow out of the man. The Lord Jesus taught us that truth when He spoke about the baptism if the Holy Spirit while teaching in the temple (John 7:38). 

The Sprit of Man
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The above diagram is an illustration of the various parts of the spirit of man and how they function in relation to the rest of man’s makeup. As we can see from this diagram, the spirit works through the mind of man in order to exert its influence on both the will and the body of man. This concept is discussed in detail my book “The Spirit of Man”. We can also see from this diagram that the spirit can actually be divided into two separate parts i.e. the spirit and the understanding of the spirit. These two components of man’s spirit are also explained in detail in my book “The Spirit of Man”. I have shown the Holy Spirit in this diagram just to highlight the fact that the Holy Spirit resides in the spirit of the born-again believer. 
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​​​The soul of man

Luke 22:42 “saying, "Father, if it is Your will, take this cup away from Me; nevertheless, not My will, but Yours, be done.”



The soul of man can be further divided into three separate parts. The first part of the soul of man which we will discuss in this section is the will of man. Unlike our spirits which become new creations when we are born-again, the will of man does not change after salvation. In other words after we are saved we have the same will that we had before we were saved. Let me say at the outset of this discussion, that if God had created us without a free will we would be no better than an extremely sophisticated machine incapable of having true fellowship with our Creator. Sadly there is a strong belief among many ministers in the church that the sovereignty of God precludes any possibility of any of His creations having a free will, for in their carnal thinking they naturally assume that the moment God gives any of His creations free will then He loses sovereignty over that creation. However God is well able to give His creations free will and still maintain His sovereignty over them. Without realising it these same ministers almost accuse God of narcissism. So why do I say that? I say that, because when these individuals accuse God of being incapable of creating any of His beings with a free will they therefore imply that God pretends that His creations desire to worship and have fellowship with Him, whereas all they are doing is simply what He has “in His sovereignty” programmed them to do. I have noticed that “ministers” of the gospel that hold this view are very intellectual in their arguments, but display no close relationship with the Lord. And the reason for that is obvious, for their erroneous belief forces them to view their relationship with God as one of Master and slave, not Father and Son and certainly not friend. So what about the free will of man? We all know the account of how Adam and Eve sinned against God by rebelling against their creator. Because God knows everything, when He created Adam He knew that Adam would rebel against Him, but He gave Adam his free will anyway. And so we see from that account that man’s will reigns supreme in the makeup of man, to the point of even being able to rebel against his maker, for it was as an act of Adam’s will that he rebelled against God. As revealed to us in the above quoted passage of scripture, the Lord Jesus who came to the earth as the Son of Man also has a free will. Unlike Adam however, who as an act of his free will rebelled against God, our Lord Jesus, as an act of His free will, submitted His will wholeheartedly to the will of God our Father. 
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
