1. One-Sentence Summary of the Story

What is it?

It’s a concise description of the main plot in a single sentence that captures the essence of the story. Think of it as a “pitch” or “logline”—something that summarizes the central conflict, the protagonist, and the context.

Why is it important?

-It helps maintain focus on the core idea.

-It serves as a guide throughout the writing process, always reminding you of the story’s heart.

-It’s useful for quickly conveying the idea to others (editors, illustrators, colleagues).

Tips for Children’s Literature:

Try to mention who the child or main character is (e.g., “a curious girl” or “a timid little dragon”).

Highlight the conflict in a simple, appealing way (e.g., “who discovers a secret in the basement that could change her school forever”).

2. Expand into a Paragraph

What is it?

You now transform the one-sentence summary into a paragraph (around four to six lines) that outlines the main points of the narrative: the initial situation, the conflict, the main obstacles, the climax, and a general conclusion.

Why is it important?

-It helps visualize the basic structure of the story.

-It provides an expanded yet concise view to understand how everything begins, unfolds, and ends.

Tips for Children’s Literature:

3. Create Character Profiles

What is it?

Develop small profiles (or sheets) for the main characters: name, age, appearance, personality, motivations, and the role each one plays in the story. You can also include secondary characters, but the focus should be on the main ones.

Why is it important?

-It adds depth and consistency to each character.

-It helps you understand how they will act and react to the conflicts presented.

-It makes it easier to maintain coherence throughout the text.

Tips for Children’s Literature:

Think of traits children can identify with: fears, dreams, likes, habits.

Characters in children's books often have distinctive and memorable features (both physically and in terms of personality).

4. Expand into a One-Page Synopsis

What is it?

Building on the one-sentence summary and the paragraph, now you create a synopsis of about one page in length. This describes the plot in chronological order but in a condensed way. It expands on the initial paragraph, offering a bit more detail about each act or sequence of events.

Why is it important?

-It helps maintain the story’s coherence before you start writing detailed scenes.

-It acts as an intermediate step to ensure the story “works” as a whole.

-It can serve as a “condensed version” to share with collaborators (illustrators, editors), if needed.

Tips for Children’s Literature:

Include playful and imaginative elements that are appropriate for the target age group.

Keep the logical progression of the plot but already reveal some key turning points or moments of excitement/discovery.

5. Write Character Biographies

What is it?

Here, you expand on what you started in Step 3, but now in the form of more comprehensive biographies. You might write one or two pages for each main character, detailing their background, relationships, goals, fears, strengths, and flaws.

Why is it important?

-It ensures you know each character intimately.

-It makes writing dialogue easier because you understand how each character would speak and react.

-It adds consistency and prevents characters from feeling shallow or inconsistent.

Tips for Children’s Literature:

Think about how each character relates to a child’s world (family, school, friends, pets, etc.).

If the story contains fantastical elements (talking animals, magical beings, etc.), include their origin, special abilities, and limitations.

6. Expand the Synopsis to Four Pages
