The International Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea (COLREGs) are a set of rules established by the International Maritime Organization (IMO) to govern the conduct of vessels at sea and prevent collisions. These regulations are universally adopted and apply to all vessels on the high seas and in all waters connected therewith navigable by seagoing vessels.
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​Purpose of COLREGs
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The primary purpose of COLREGs is to enhance maritime safety by providing clear and unambiguous rules for navigation, lighting, and sound signals. COLREGs are divided into several parts, each addressing specific aspects of maritime navigation.

​Part A: General


This part covers general provisions, definitions, and the application of the rules. It emphasizes that the rules apply in all weathers and to all vessels.

​Part B: Steering and Sailing Rules


This is a crucial section that outlines the actions vessels must take to avoid collisions. It includes:


●  Rule 4: Application: Specifies that these rules apply in any condition of visibility.

●  Rule 5: Look-out: Requires every vessel to at all times maintain a proper look-out by sight and hearing as well as by all available means appropriate in the prevailing circumstances and conditions.

●  Rule 6: Safe Speed: Mandates that every vessel shall at all times proceed at a safe speed so that she can take proper and effective action to avoid collision and be stopped within a distance appropriate to the prevailing circumstances and conditions.

●  Rule 7: Risk of Collision: Details how to determine if a risk of collision exists, emphasizing the use of all available means appropriate to the prevailing circumstances.

●  Rule 9: Narrow Channels: Special rules for navigating in narrow channels.

●  Rule 10: Traffic Separation Schemes: Rules for vessels operating in traffic separation schemes.



​Part C: Lights and Shapes


This section details the types and positions of lights and shapes that vessels must display to indicate their status, such as power-driven vessel, sailing vessel, vessel engaged in fishing, or vessel at anchor.

​Part D: Sound and Light Signals


This part specifies the sound signals to be used in various situations, particularly in restricted visibility, and also covers light signals for communication.

​Part E: Exemptions


This section provides for certain exemptions for vessels constructed before the coming into force of these Regulations.
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​Importance of Compliance
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Strict compliance with COLREGs is essential for safe navigation and preventing maritime accidents. Violations of these rules can lead to serious consequences, including collisions, environmental damage, and loss of life. Mariners are required to have a thorough understanding of these regulations and to apply them diligently in all navigational situations.

●  PART D - SOUND AND LIGHT SIGNALS (Rules 32-37): Defines whistle blasts, outlines equipment for sound signals, and details maneuvering and warning signals, sound signals in restricted visibility, signals to attract attention, and distress signals.

●  PART E - EXEMPTIONS (Rule 38): Provides exemptions for vessels built before the entry into force of these regulations, particularly concerning light installations, repositioning of lights, and sound signal appliances.
