If the 2nd house is strong and Rahu-Ketu are not causing obstacles, wealth arrives through tradition.

Arjun then showed his horoscope to the local “research traveler” Anurag Sharma. He explained—“Rahu is in your fourth house, Mars in the eighth house, and Venus is aspecting in the navamsa. These are rare yogas.”

Arjun got an iron rod made from a blacksmith and began digging. After two days, an old brass chest was found there, containing some silver coins and copper idols.

The treasure was not very big, but an old copper plate letter found with it mentioned another treasure—buried near the ‘water-bearing Peepal tree’.

Arjun was now searching for that clue. He researched for three months, studied maps, and examined old books.

Finally, he found a dried Peepal tree some distance from the village, whose roots were near a water pond.

During digging there, he found a gold ring and a silver plate.

The elders of the village said—“This was the treasure of kings, hidden as a sign of the Kali Yuga.”

Arjun was now not rich from the treasure, but he had become wealthy in recognition.

Answer :-

The auspicious yoga for finding hidden treasure depends on the eighth house, Rahu, Ketu, Mars, and Saturn.

If Rahu or Ketu is in the eighth house and is aspected by Mars, hidden treasure yoga is formed.

If Ketu is in Cancer, Scorpio, or Pisces in the navamsa chart, this yoga becomes stronger.

If Rahu is in the fourth, eighth, or twelfth house and has a relationship with the house lord of gains, it indicates hidden treasure.

If Saturn’s aspect supports these yogas, the treasure manifests in a lawful manner.

Dream signs, specific dashas (planetary periods), and locational combinations manifest this yoga.

Deep Astrological Principle :-

The eighth house represents hidden objects, treasures, secrets, and ancestral property.

Rahu represents hidden secrets, Ketu represents ancient objects, and Mars is the planet of excavation—the combination gives a special sign.

If Rahu is in the fourth house and Mars in the eighth, hidden treasure can emerge from the earth.

Ketu in Cancer, Scorpio, or Pisces, especially aspected by the eighth lord, strengthens the combination.

If Rahu-Ketu or the eighth lord is active in the dasha period and the timing is favorable, the person can coincidentally find treasure.

If the navamsa chart has predominance of water element, the chances of revealing secrets increase.

If Saturn guides these yogas, the treasure is obtained after legal obstacles.

If Jupiter aspects the hidden house, the person receives treasure without any fault.

The twelfth house sometimes indicates foreign or archaeological hidden treasures.

Ultimately, dasha (period), direction, and divinity—the combination of all three manifests the yoga.

Solution :-

On every new moon, light a mustard oil lamp under a Peepal tree and silently chant 108 times “Om Kem Ketave Namah”.

If the treasure repeatedly appears in dreams, pay attention to its direction and object—this may indicate Rahu and the eighth house.

On Monday, chant the Moon’s seed mantra to clarify dream signs.

On Tuesday, do some work connected to soil, like planting in a pot or performing land worship.
