[moudrý návod na cestu životem].  This publication was originally published in 1913 as part of a series known as "Nedeľní čtení" or "Sunday reading" in English. 

The booklet, akin to the popular "Think and Grow Rich" series, aimed to provide guidance on financial prosperity and was published by the Holešov: District of the National Unity in Holešov. It is worth noting that this edition was approved by the Union of Czech Savers in Prague.
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Translator’s Introduction
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In 1913, The Czech Republic as we know it now did not exist as an independent country. The region was part of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, specifically the Kingdom of Bohemia and Moravia. 

During this time, there were significant events and developments in the region which will give you a context in which this booklet was written.
