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I-THE OUIJA
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1-ORIGIN 

The Ouija board has a mysterious origin that dates back to the Middle Ages in the region of Central Europe. 11-OUIJA RITUAL

On this sacred night, we gather to invoke the spirits of the afterlife. We come with respect and humility, seeking wisdom and knowledge. Before we begin the ritual, we must take a moment to reflect. Why are we here? What do we seek? It is important that we are sure of our intentions. If we are here to learn about the spiritual world, we must do so with respect and humility. We must not forget that we are dealing with beings who are superior to us in wisdom and knowledge. If we are here to seek help or advice, we must do so with sincerity and honesty. The spirits can see right through us, so let's not try to deceive them. And if we are here simply out of curiosity, we must be careful. The spiritual world can be a dangerous place, and we must not take it lightly. Now, close your eyes and take a deep breath. Concentrate your mind on your intentions. When you are ready, open your eyes. We are ready to begin the ritual.



First Part: Tools and Ingredients:


	You will require a set of typical carpentry tools, including a pyrography pen with various specialized tips.

	The wood is a crucial point; it must come from the coffin of a condemned individual, be it a murderer, a rapist, a thief, a usurer, or an infamous soul who sacrificed the lives of their children for abominable vices.

	If you manage to obtain wood from the tree where witches or necromancers were hanged, it is highly recommended, although these cases rarely occurred. If viable, you can also consider obtaining wood from these cursed places.



Note: In case you cannot find coffin wood, you can substitute it with a pair of bones from those who died in violent circumstances. Nothing surpasses a soul unaware of its fatal destiny.


	The wings of a raven are required.

	All the teeth of a black cat.

	A knife appropriate for the purpose.

	It is essential to acquire the glasses of a deceased person, preferably with circular lenses.

	2.2 pounds of earth from a cemetery (graveyard soil).




(1 kilogram ≈ 2.2 lbs)




	Varnish, either white or red in tone.

	A total of 101 red candles.

	15.4 pounds of coarse salt.




(7 kilograms ≈ 15.4 lbs)




	A set of matches.

	One gallon of gasoline.

	A guide circle; the necessary materials for outlining it are detailed in the fourth part of this ritual.





Second Part: Fabrication of the Board:

Step 1: Preparation of Materials: Gather all the materials mentioned in the list above, making sure to have the proper tools at hand.

Step 2: Cutting the Wooden Boards: Use a hand saw to cut the two boards of cursed wood to the specified measurements. Ensure that both boards and the support strips have the following dimensions:

	Two boards of cursed wood (19.9 inches x 14 inches).



(50.5 cm ≈ 19.9 in, 35.5 cm ≈ 14 in)



	Two wood strips (19.9 inches x 1.2 inches).



(50.5 cm ≈ 19.9 in, 3 cm ≈ 1.2 in)



	Two wood strips (14 inches x 1.2 inches).



(35.5 cm ≈ 14 in, 3 cm ≈ 1.2 in)



Step 3: Sanding the Edges and Surfaces: Use fine-grit sandpaper to carefully sand the edges and surfaces of the boards and strips. This process will ensure that the wood is smooth and without imperfections.  

Step 4: Writing with Blood and Dagger: With the aid of a dagger and your own blood, write the following phrases in Latin on each board:


	"You have my eternal loyalty."

	"Open the portal to hell."



Step 5: Applying the Ouija Board Symbols: On the reverse of each board, draw the Ouija board symbols as indicated. Two symbols should be placed on each board.

Pagan Symbol I: The Eye of Devouring

This is the first symbol that must be engraved with the pyrography pen. It represents the Threshold of the Void, the point where flesh yields to the shadow. It is drawn as an asymmetrical, elongated oval, mimicking a half-open eye. In its center, instead of a pupil, a serrated spiral is carved, spinning inward, symbolizing the suction of consciousness from the physical world to the astral planes. Red varnish ink must be applied with a fine brush only within the lines of this spiral, activating the board's greed for vital energy.

Pagan Symbol II: The Chronicler's Wings

This symbol invokes the presence of the messenger spirit. It consists of the stylized representation of two raven wings crossed diagonally, ending in sharp points. At the central junction point of the wings, a small, interwoven triple circle (Triquetra) is drawn, representing the trinity of Death, Destiny, and Oblivion. This symbol not only facilitates the movement of the planchette but also ensures that the invoked spirit is ancient enough to possess knowledge of forbidden history. It must be filled with white varnish, symbolizing the coldness and clarity of the communication from the underworld.

Pagan Symbol III: The Chain of the Vow

The third symbol is crucial, as it represents the inescapable binding between the invoker and the spirit. It is a series of three horizontally interwoven rings, drawn at the bottom of the board. Each ring has small cross-incisions that resemble stitches or wounds. The "Chain of the Vow" serves to ensure the invoked spirit is bound to the physical plane during the session and reinforces the oath of loyalty written in blood in the previous step. This symbol must remain unvarnished, allowing the natural darkness of the cursed wood to confer its power.

Pagan Symbol IV: Charon's Gate

This last symbol is drawn as a semicircular portal with three descending steps at its base. It represents the spirit's path of return. It is not an exit, but a promise of return: the entity knows that, upon closing the ritual, it must pass through this gate, leaving it ready for the next invocation. A horizontal straight line crosses the center of the semicircle, acting as a temporary seal. It is advised to completely cover this symbol with a thick layer of red varnish, symbolizing the fire that seals and guards the gate to the underworld until the next call.

Step 6: Assembly: Once the symbols are applied, use wood glue to attach the strips to the back of one of the boards. Identify the back by the blood writing. Wait for the glue to dry before continuing.

Step 7: Placement of Elements on the Board: Inside the board where you glued the wood strips, place the murderer's hand (if applicable, see 'First Part'), the raven's wings, the cat's teeth, and cover them with cemetery earth.

Step 8: Recitation of the Prayer: Place your hands on the earth and recite a prayer that will give life to the board.



The Threshold Between Life and Death

I From among the bones of the dead A groan is heard in the distance, An icy wind that crosses The veil between the two planes.

II A black raven crosses the sky, Its flight is like a dark shadow, It carries a message from the underworld, A call from hell.

III A black cat meows in the night, Its voice is like a funeral lament, It is the spirit of a deceased person, Who returns to this world.

IV In a dark and cold crypt, A witch performs a ritual, Invoking the spirits of the dead, To answer her call.

V The candles are lit in the darkness, The smoke rises to the sky, The witch recites a spell, And opens the portal to hell.

Step 9: Gluing the Boards: Apply glue to the four wood strips and join the other board. Ensure that the blood writing remains on the inside.

Step 10: Reinforcement: Once the glue is dry, secure both boards along the edges with small headless nails.

Step 11: Pyrography Inscriptions: Using a pyrography pen, write the following phrases in Latin on the sides of the board:

The Dead Awaken I Salute the Dead Pact with the Dead I Thank the Dead for Their Favor I Bid Farewell to the Dead The Dead Sleep

Step 12: Repairing Imperfections: Before applying the sealant, check and repair any imperfections on the board. Then, apply at least two coats of sealant.

Step 13: Application of Varnish: Once the sealant is dry, apply a coat of varnish to protect and seal the board.



Third Part: Fabrication of the Pointer and Guide Heart


Step 1: Preparation of Materials



	Cut two pieces of wood measuring 4 x 4 inches and at least 1.2 inches thick.



(10 x 10 cm, 3 cm thick)




	Choose a hard, resistant wood, such as oak or cedar.

	If you do not have carpentry experience, you can ask a professional for help.




Step 2: Cutting the Shapes




	With a pencil and a ruler, draw a heart on one of the pieces of wood.

	With a jigsaw, carefully cut out the heart.

	Repeat the previous steps to cut a triangle on the other piece of wood.




Step 3: Cutting the Openings




	With a compass, draw a circle in the center of the heart and the triangle.

	The diameter of the circle must be equal to the size of the lenses of the deceased's glasses.

	With a drill bit, perforate the circles.




Step 4: Engraving the Symbols




	On the heart, write the symbols you desire.

	You can use symbols of magic, occultism, or simply personal symbols that you like.

	On the triangle, write the symbols that complement those of the heart.




Step 5: Painting and Varnish




	Paint the wood pieces with the color you desire.

	You can use a varnish to protect the paint.




Step 6: Placement of the Lenses



	Place the lenses in the openings of the heart and the triangle. You can use glue or silicone to secure them in place.



Important Note:




	It is important to be discreet when making the board.

	You must not tell anyone about the purpose of the board.




Tip:




	If you wish, you can make a wood box to store the board.

	The box can help to protect the board from damage.





Fourth Part: Protection Circle

Introduction

The protection circle is an energy barrier that helps protect the participants of a ritual from negative influences. It is important to have a protection circle, especially if you are trying to contact spirits.

Step 1: Selection of the Location

The location where the ritual will be performed must be quiet and secluded. You must ensure that you will not be disturbed during the ritual. The location must also be large enough to accommodate the protection circle.

Step 2: Tracing the Circle

The circle must be traced with a substance that is sacred to you. You can use salt, herbs, earth, or even your own blood. The circle must have a diameter of at least 3 meters (10 feet). Follow the instructions below to trace a circle.

Materials:

	Two stakes 12 inches long and 2 inches in diameter.


(30 cm long, 5 cm radius)


	A tape measure.

	A roll of rope 65 feet (20 meters) long.

	Scissors or a utility knife to cut the rope.

	A 12-pound sledgehammer (or similar heavy hammer/mallet).

	Chalk or paint to mark the circle.



Instructions:


	
Measuring the Circle's Radius: Use the tape measure to measure the desired distance from the center of the circle to any point on the circumference. In this case, the radius is 3 meters (10 feet).

	
Tying the Ends of the Rope: Make sure the rope is in good condition and tie the ends to each stake with a simple knot. Adjust the rope so it is taut, but not overly tight.

	
Driving the First Stake: Use the sledgehammer to firmly drive the first stake into the center of the spot where you will be tracing. Make sure it is securely fixed so the circle is stable.

	
Tensioning the Rope and Marking the Circle: Pull the rope taut and, with the tip of the second stake, start from the center and follow the rope, marking the circumference on the ground.

	
Painting the Circle: If you deem it necessary, highlight the circle with the paint.



Additional Tips:


	
Soft Ground: If the ground is soft, you can drive the second stake into the center of the circle before tensioning the rope to mark with greater precision. Simply press the stake into the ground.


	
Hard Ground: For harder grounds, you can use a hammer to drive the second stake. Place the stake in the center and hit it gently with the hammer to secure it.


	
Rope Length: If the rope is too short or too long, adjust its length by cutting the excess or winding the extra around the stake.




These steps will help you trace an accurate and stable circle. Always make sure to work safely when handling tools and materials.

Step 3: Placement of Ingredients

Place the ingredients you will be using for the ritual inside the circle. Make sure they are arranged so they do not obstruct you. Do not forget to place the Ouija board inside the circle as well.

Step 4: Placement of Candles

Place the 101 candles around the protection circle. The candles must be placed uniformly so that the circle is well lit.

Step 5: Sprinkling the Salt

Scatter the salt around the protection circle. Salt helps to create an energy barrier that repels negative influences.

Step 6: Lighting the Candles

Light the candles while reciting the profane prayer of protective specters. The prayer helps to invoke protective spirits to help keep you safe.



The Protectors of the Night

I In the darkness of the night, The protective specters, Gather in the circle, To protect the invokers.

II With their weapons of light and fire, The specters repel the shadows, That seek to disturb the ritual, And cause harm to the invokers.

III The specters are strong and powerful, But they are also benevolent, Their only purpose is to protect, The invokers from the spirits.

IV The invokers must be calm, And focused on the ritual, The specters will help them, But they cannot do everything.

V If the invokers are afraid, Or are disturbed, The specters will not be able to help them, And the spirits may cause harm.

VI Therefore, the invokers must be prepared, And must have confidence in themselves, If they want the ritual to be a success, And for the specters to protect them.

VII The protective specters, Are the guardians of the ritual, Their presence is a guarantee, That the invokers will be safe.
