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If you’ve spent time in healthcare, you know what it’s like when things go wrong. Many of us have been part of those “if there’s a pandemic” conversations—the ones where we imagine triaging patients outside, reserving beds for the most critical, diverting others to clinics, anything to keep the system afloat. We think about it, we discuss it, and maybe we even feel prepared. But when COVID-19 arrived, those hypothetical plans were thrust into harsh reality.

I should start by saying that while I grew up in a “healthcare family,” I’m not a nurse. My background is in psychology, healthcare, and business. My mom was the nurse, a fixture in acute care and the Emergency Department where she worked. She’d often start difficult conversations with, “Now let’s just think,” a phrase that meant it was time to pause, analytically weigh every angle, and find a way forward. That thoughtful, strategic approach is something I carry with me, especially in the work I do today.

I was privileged to study at Johns Hopkins University’s Carey School of Business, where they emphasize the intersection of healthcare and leadership. On my first day of class, our advisor—also the program director—talked at length about our responsibility to bring our education, our insights, and our compassion back to our workplaces. He urged us to consider our impact on patients, families, and the healthcare organizations we would serve. I sat, listening, thinking this would be a brief introduction.

To let this collective experience fade without taking the lessons forward would be a disservice to every healthcare worker, every patient, and every community. In that spirit, I’ve written this book. I offer here what I’ve learned, from my time at Johns Hopkins to my work in healthcare and business, to contribute to a vision of healthcare that’s more resilient, compassionate, and sustainable.
