To have a successful channel, it is essential to have a significant number of subscribers, which means you need this number to grow exponentially over a short period. YouTube viewers are not too reluctant to pay for their favorite videos. Although popular videos receive the highest views, many channels have garnered great crowds. 

Understanding how views work as a measure to quantify video quality is essential. It usually involves ad revenue divided by the number of subscribers and ideas, which allows you to know how many views a particular channel within YouTube gets in a month.

YouTube's revenue-sharing model is based on the number of views your videos receive. YouTube's revenue sharing algorithm does not consider the number of subscribers you have, nor does it assess whether you have a large or small audience. Revenue made from advertising is shared equally by every creator, no matter how many channels they have. This means that even if there are multiple channels on your channel, income will be split equally among creators appearing on a video as an "uploader."

YouTube's revenue sharing model is designed to give everyone an equal chance to make money and reward YouTubers with a large audience who can maintain a strong enough subscriber base. YouTube takes 15% of all ad revenue earned on ads uploaded to your YouTube channel (this figure also includes content uploaded by other users). YouTube splits the remainder of your ad revenue between all creators who appear in your video.

The amount of income you will receive from your YouTube channel depends on several factors. One of the best ways you can help increase your revenue from YouTubing is to build up a solid subscriber base: not only will this help increase your chances of making more money, but having a larger audience means that you'll have more dedicated viewers who will stay subscribed and engage with your content. Revenue sharing is tracked by YouTuber, but also by "channel." A channel is every creator featured on any video uploaded to YouTube and that creator's subscriber base. When you add all channels of every creator appearing in any video, this count becomes the denominator determining how much money YouTube will share (in theory).

Many creators want to build an audience quickly to make enough money off ads to cover costs. However, the time required to build a solid subscriber base can vary significantly between different creators. At the same time, it's important to remember that earning an income from YouTube does not happen overnight. It is not a matter of "lucky" or "good" creators - consistency is the key to earning money from YouTube.

YouTube requires you to apply for revenue sharing, which can take up to ten days. During this time, YouTube will analyze your channel and determine how much revenue you've earned as a whole over the period they've been tracking your statistics. Sometimes, determining your revenue share eligibility may take more than ten days. As you would expect, a successful YouTube channel with millions of views will have different revenue-sharing requirements than a channel with just a couple of hundred subscribers.

A solid subscriber base can make all the difference in how much you earn from YouTube. This concept applies to getting paid through advertising revenue, gaining subscribers, and keeping them. The more reliable and consistent your YouTube channel is, the higher your chances are of earning money.

If you have multiple people working on the same YouTube channel (often the case), you can add them as "channel members" to your account. You also need to upload a profile picture for each person and make sure that name appears in the Channel Members section.

When you're done with your changes, click on the "Save and Close" button at the bottom of the page. This ensures your settings won't get deleted or changed when you upload a new video or edit an existing one.
