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Introduction 

                            Traditional methods of studying the past have always given greater importance to nationalist, religious and moral interests, which subordinated the historical fact to the System point of view. 

That’s how we have been educated. 

The time has come to simplify and show respect for our ancestors, striving to know what really happened in the past, and not just what they want to inform us about. 

After so many years of studying History, I came to the conclusion that the best study system is through an impartial, objective Chronology that just put each event in its exact place in time, revealing History without manipulation. 

This Chronology contains not only purely political facts, such as the foundation of cities, the birth of kingdoms and empires, scientific and geographical discoveries, natural disasters and epidemics; it also includes information on the most different fields of human activity: chemistry, astronomy, geography, mathematics, and so on. In parallel, the chronology is complemented by data that do not belong to a specific date, but to an entire epoch, they are each society generalities, curiosities, customs, the religion of each civilization, inventions or discoveries that cannot be placed in an exact date, etc. 

The result of all this set is one of the most complete chronologies within its reach, periodically updated with the latest archaeological and scientific discoveries, and that transforms the reader into an eyewitness of the past, understanding the relation of geographically distant facts to each other, but closely connected in time and influencing unexpected consequences. This is something that traditional history has generally ignored when it was not usable. 

A work of this magnitude could not be published in a single book, so I have divided it into several collections, and the Spanish originals are being translated into French, English, Italian and Portuguese. 

The chronology goes from prehistory to the present day year by year, as far as possible. 

For those who prefer a deeper and more detailed study, I have prepared a second chronology, day by day, which for now covers from 1789 to 1946, divided into five collections. 
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THE HOLOCENE PERIOD- Duration: from 15,000 BC to the present day.  

The animals evolve towards the present forms, first songbirds. Humanity takes a new evolutionary step: from the last glaciation emerges the Cro-Magnon Man (modern Homo Sapiens). 

In the Holocene the climate presents a series of great oscillations. 

The last Glacial period ends between 15,000 and 13,000 BC.  The temperature becomes more pleasant, the ice slowly retreats, as a consequence the melting causes the rise of the sea level, the continents acquire the current contours, this period has been called Holocene Climate Optimum, an increase in global temperatures that reached 4° near the North Pole, (According to a study, winter warming was 3 to 9 °C while in the stellum ranged between 2 º and 6 °C in northern Central Siberia). 

Research indicates that Arctic sea ice was substantially less during that period compared to the present. The current desert regions of Central Asia were extensively forested due to increased rainfall, and the warm belts of temperate forests in China and Japan extended northward. 

The sediments of West Africa also recorded the "African Humid Period", an interval between 16 and 6 millennia ago, when Africa was much more humid due to a strengthening of the African monsoons due to changes in summer radiation as a result of long-term variations in the Earth's orbit around the sun, Lake Chad is reborn fed by rainwater received from the massif of Tibesti, reaching a volume and extension similar to the modern Caspian Sea. 

In the same way, two African inter-plouvial periods have been identified, called Malakian and Nakurian, presenting a reduction in rainfall, which affected plant and animal life. 

After that period the world temperatures begin a slow decline in a process that lasted until about two thousand years ago, when again begins the rise in global temperatures, a process that continues today. 



15.000- The ice continues to retreat, the climate is temperate, the sea level continues to rise as a result of the melting of ice, the sea current in the Gulf is restored and the Beringia Bridge is definitively interrupted. Maritime waters invade a large freshwater lake in northern Europe, forming the Baltic Sea. 

In Europe, forests of new species are formed, such as black pine, birch, holm oak and willow. Canorous birds and modern corves appear. France: paintings of bison in Le Tuc d'Audoubert, in Ariège. 

Egypt: Homo sapiens by Waddi Kubbaniya. In the region of Kom Ombo: SEBILIAN 

CULTURE, with stone objects and the first chisels, derived from the Levalloisian’s technique. 

In Eastern and Southern Africa, the Magosien culture, with an original stone industry. 

In Europe, the woolly mammoth, the woolly rhinoceros and the wild horse entered the process of extinction. 
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America: in Meadowcroft Rockshelter, Pennsylvania, vestiges of human presence, stone tools and consumption of animals such as deer, reindeer, bird eggs, mussels and also corn, fruits, nuts and seeds. Many species of mammals are becoming extinct in North America, including camelids, tapir and yak. In the north, in Blue Fish Cave: new stone industry, with microliths, grooved leaves of possible Siberian origin. In Wilson Butte Cave in Idaho, there are bones associated with stone tools. 

 14.800- Africa: Homo Sapiens sets up stable camps on the coasts and water areas of the Maghreb, and in Egypt produces rock art at the Qurta site in Kom Ombo, south of Aswan. 

America: in Monteverde, Chile, the oldest signs of human presence, with stone tools, camping with up to twelve rectangular houses made with wooden poles, covered with mastodon skins, and the ground also covered with skins; all had a space for a bonfire, and we know they used medicinal herbs (boldo).They were base camps of nomadic groups in whose interior there was a kind of central square of 3 x 5 mts. They were hunters and gatherers who made vegetable ropes, which they used in the construction of the huts and to elaborate artifacts, using complex knots. They also made projectile points, sticks to make holes, mortars and bone tools, used boleadoras and spears for hunting. 

14.700- Europe: Climate change is causing the extinction of the mégalocéros, the cave bear, the cave hyena and the Saiga antelope; the wild horse only survives in some regions of Asia. MAGDALENIAN CULTURE of Homo sapiens is widespread in France, Switzerland, Spain and Germany; in the Iberian Peninsula, the most famous example of Magdalenian is in the caves of Altamira. This culture can be considered as the first western European civilization, because due to a demographic increase, they surpass the limits of their original focus and extends practically by the entire European continent. The search for good quality stone raw materials displaces human groups, sometimes tens of kilometres away. Utensils of a special flint called Urbasa type from the Navarrese mountain range of the same name have been found along the Cantabrian coast and southwest of France, 400 

kilometres away. The members of this culture buried their dead, but very few graves have been discovered, commonly they are simple shallow graves. Extensive open-air camps have been found in tents or huts. This tendency to grouping was demonstrated in several sites, which are authentic necropolis. In Western Europe, the Magdalenian hunter specialized in horse hunting, while in Eastern Europe the mammoth was the preferred species, although a full exploitation of various animal species is generally noted. 

THE ORIGIN OF EGYPT'S NAME 

The primitive name of Egypt was KEMET, which means "black earth" due to the fertile black silt deposited by the rising Nile. This differentiated the territory from the desert, which was known as "Red Land". In the future Coptic language, the country was known as KIMI, and its Near Eastern neighbors knew it as KHEMIA. In the pre-pharaonic period, Lower Egypt was called TAMEHEW, northern land, and Upper Egypt was TASHEMEAW, the land of the juncia, an aromatic plant. The ancient 
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Mycenaean called it HAKPHTAH, "home of Ptá", which was the name of Memphis, the capital of the unified country. Eventually that term was altered, until AIGYPTAH 

emerged, from which derives its modern name, Egypt. 

 

14.500- OLDER DRYAS PERIOD- Apparently lasted between 200 years and 500 years, we do not know the causes and extent of the phenomenon, temperatures fell sharply, there are signs of advancing glaciers in the northern hemisphere and declining ocean level. Warm and cold, humid and dry oscillations have a great influence on both fauna and flora. In the temperate stages, horses, deciduous forests and extensive grassland predominate, while in the coldest seasons, the representative species is the reindeer and there is a regression of the forests in benefit of the grasslands. 

In Russia, south of the Urals: rock art in Kapova Cave. 

China: human fossils from the Red Deer cave, not yet classified, were very different from Neanderthal or H. Sapiens. 

America: Wilson Butte Cave, (Idaho, US): stone tools and human bones. In Calico (California): bifacial tools. Eskimo groups colonize the Tanana Valley in Alaska. New human remains, now in the state of Puebla, Mexico, nomad hunting camps, mammoth bones, horses, antelopes and other minor species with enough traces of having been driven there as to a slaughterhouse. Among the associated tools are two mono-facial spearheads. 

14.400- The climate change of the Older Dryas pushed numerous human waves towards the Nile River, where there was a violent dispute over natural resources, as many discoveries in the QADAN CULTURE sites have revealed. 

14.200- Nile River, Egypt, Jebel Sahaba Cemetery: 61 human skeletons, most of them with marks of wounds by arrows and blows, in what would be the oldest evidence of battle in history, perhaps tribes disputing some local hunting or gathering. 

14.000- BOLLING OSCILLATION: warm and humid period that marks the end of the Older Dryas period, the gradual increase of the level of the oceans is registered again, the lands of Great Britain, Japan, Australia, New Zealand and other islands are separated from their respective continental masses. East Africa has a rainy and warm climate, and the volume of rivers and lakes, forests and savannas are increasing to their current density and coverage. Caverna de Abauntz, Navarra, Spain: stone map indicating mountains, river curves and hunting areas, is the oldest known map. In the Altamira Cave: Paintings of bison. Also in Spain, a 35 cm stone head, half man and half lion, was found in the Cueva del Juyo, in Cantabria, perhaps a sanctuary for magical rituals. Russia, Amur River: the oldest ceramics in the country. Great Britain: death of the last woolly mammoth specimens on the island. Europe: the cave lion and the steppe bison become extinct. South America: the climate of the continent begins to drift towards an increase in temperature and humidity that produces sequels almost immediately, first a rise in sea level, then the appearance of 
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species such as birch and finally the extinction of large mammals such as Glyptodont. The Mammuthus columbium disappears from California and only survives in Florida and Central America. There are vestiges of the presence of Homo sapiens in Missouri, Idaho and Oregon. Venezuela: Very coarse stone tools in El Muaco and El Jobo. In Mexico City: fossil of the Woman of the Rock. United States, Oregon, Paisley Caves: coprolites and stone tools. 



 HOLOCENE CLIMATIC CHANGES                                                                                                                    

During the Last Glaciation there were about twenty heat peaks, called Dansgaard-Oeschger events, during which there were strong temperature rises in very short periods of time, of only a dozen years. These events have been recorded in the oxygen isotopes of Greenland ice and also in carbonate sediments in some Central European lakes. Temperature rises in Dansgaard-Oeschger events were between 5ºC and 8ºC, although in a recent detailed study of the DO-19 episode, some 70,000 

years ago, the isotopic study of nitrogen trapped in the ice indicates a much greater thermal rise, up to 16ºC.  At the end of the last Pleistocene Ice Age, which was also the hardest, a climatic change began, marked by an alternation of temperate and cold phases: (18,000 to 15,000: Primitive Dryas period, cold phase. From 15,000 to 14,000- Bölling Oscillation, warm phase. From 14,000 to 13,000- Old Dryas: cold phase. From 13,000 to 12,500, Allerod Oscillation, warm phase, from 12,500 to 11,700, Recent Dryas, cold phase, from 11,700 to 9,000, warm phase (Boreal Period). From 9000 to 8000: cold phase known as Atlantic Period. From 8000 to 6000, warm phase, between 6000 to 5000 cold phase, between 5000 to 3200 warm period, from 3200 to 2100 the Piora Oscillation, with low temperatures, intense snowfalls and the Great Dry that punished the Middle East, followed by the warm phase that goes from 2000 to 1200, when there are records of climatic changes and a great drought that affected Anatolia, the Black Sea region and Ukraine. All these alterations allowed the extension of the forest masses in Eurasia and North America, but also provoked the formation of wide steppe and/or semi-desert bands around the tropics. As a consequence of these modifications, the large mammals that had formed the basis of man's diet in the Upper Paleolithic became extinct or emigrated: the woolly mammoth and the woolly rhinoceros, among others, and animals such as reindeer and bison migrated northwards. On the other hand, animals with less gregarious customs prospered, whose hunting was more complex: deer, wild boar, roe deer, rabbits, etc. To hunt them, man used dogs, the first animal he had already domesticated at the end of the Upper Paleolithic in Western Europe. 

The diet diversified enormously, including then other small mammals and birds such as geese, thrushes, pheasants, jays, pigeons, etc.. The collection of fruits and roots spread, and the consumption of snails and shells increased spectacularly, as shown by the enormous shells of the European Atlantic slope and the snail shells of the Pyrenean caves. Offshore fishing also began to develop in the open sea. Sleds 
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were made, first pulled by men and then by dogs, and canoes made from skins or tree bark. The stone industry shows a clear tendency to the manufacture of small utensils adapted to the new situations and uses, very specialized, the microliths. 

These were used for the collection of mollusks and their opening, arrowheads, in harpoons, as scrapers, chisels, etc. The most abundant weapons were bows, made of wood and animal tendons, with arrows that incorporated in their tips microliths of various geometric shapes: triangles, trapeziums, and so on. Arrows and harpoons made entirely of bone, horn or wood were also used. 



13.800- In East Africa, the climate is becoming humid and mountain forests are spreading, the monsoon is strengthening, lake levels and river flows are increasing. In North America: a large steam explosion forms a 5 km diameter crater at Mary Bay, on the edge of Yellowstone Lake, at the centre of the Yellowstone caldera. 

13.700 - Antarctic Cold Inversion begins in the southern hemisphere: temperatures slowly fall again. The Andean climate returned to the cold conditions of the last glacial peak along with increased rainfall in the lakes of the Andean highlands.  Spain, Basque Country: rock art from the Armintxe cave. 

13.500 - In Europe, the temperate climatic oscillations followed by the last cold period known as Older Dryas destabilized the Magdalenian culture, favoring the entrance of Homo sapiens groups from the Middle East or the Caucasus, they are the ancestors of the current Basques and Finno-Ugric peoples. South America: the first human groups colonize Patagonia reaching the southern tip of the continent. 

13.400 - Mas dÁzil, France: spear-throwers carved with animal figures, always with the motif of a fallow deer from whose back emerges a species of bird. There are also bone harpoons, bone engravings, sculptures of animal heads, flutes and whistles, needles and perforated discs. The Cave of Rouffignac, in the Périgord, presents more than 250 

engravings, paintings and drawings that extend more than 8 kms, animals, tectiformes signs and four human figures. In Sicily, in a burial on the site of San Theodor: the corpse of an adult woman with an arrowhead embedded in her pelvis, next to a trousseau of deer antlers and pebbles. 

13.300 - Siberia, Russia: spear made from the horn of a hairy rhinoceros. In the settlement of hunters of large mammals in Mezhirich, Ukraine, about 50 people live, and between their huts was a circular plan construction of 5 meters in diameter built with 385 

mammoth bones, which are covered with skins. Inside there are bonfires, pantry and workshop area where flint and bone were worked. Art was also cultivated, as revealed by the shoulder blades of animals painted with parallel broken lines, amber beads and an unusual element, an engraved plate that looks like a map. 
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13.000 - In a large area of southwest Asia (Palestine, Israel and surrounding areas) it is common to grind wild seeds, specifically wheat and rye, as well as eating fruits and other vegetables. The proteins are provided by onagers, gazelles, hares, foxes and birds, and the conservation of food is done in wells outside the huts. In Syria, the village of Abu Hureyra has semi-underground round huts with wooden pole roofs covered with reeds and bushes.  In Sudan and the Nile a new culture, the Sebilienne, presents a geometric microlithiques industry on slabs with Levallois technique. The floods of the Nile are much greater now due to the climatic changes of sub-Saharan Africa, and the floods reach a very extensive territory. 

Tomb of Oberkassel, Germany: skeleton of a man, a woman and a dog. 

Kow Marsh, Australia: Homo sapiens fossil. 

Japan: beginning of the JOMON cultural period: emergence of pottery in the country, commonly associated with early agricultural cultures, however, the subsistence of the inhabitants will depend mainly on hunting, fishing and gathering for several millennia. 

America: Cavern of Piquimachay, Peru: first signs of human presence in the Andes (some vestiges were dated to 20,000 BC. which has led to intense scientific debate) Florida, United States: mammal bone with a carved mammoth figure. 

12.950 - Germany: large volcanic eruption of Laacher See, Rhineland-Palatinate. 

 

12.900- RECENT DRYAS PERIOD: temperatures drop sharply in North America and Siberia, possibly the impact of comet Clovis by this date in Mexico, originating a crater where Lake Cuitzeo was formed, has been the direct cause of the phenomenon. There is intense scientific debate, discussing the relationship of this impact with the extinction of many animal species in North America. That small Ice Age lasted about a thousand years, almost all of Scotland was again covered by ice and there is evidence that in the Swiss Alps the level of perpetual snow was again 300 meters lower than the current one. The cooling of the Recent Dryas was very clear in Europe and there are indications that it affected other regions and latitudes: from Patagonia, in Argentina, to the Sulu Sea, in the Philippines.  In Scandinavia: there is a substitution of forests by glacial tundra. 
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
