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Three Important Reminders

A) The writings in this book are sacred text interpretations made with utmost Ontological and Epistemological precision. They are by no means arbitrary approaches. B) Our book consists of interpretations of sacred texts that align with scientific data accepted by academic circles, especially in the fields of Biology, Archaeology, and Anthropology. Our primary source is the texts themselves, surprisingly fitting with this scientific data, based on their word choices and holistic designs. C) In the book, the interpretation of the texts always follows an Allegorical, Hermeneutic, and Archetypal language. From the beginning to the end of the book, this language and discipline persist in every topic and article.

The book also has three significant benefits:

1- The book concludes the diachronic dialectic and conflict between religion and science that has been present for eight thousand years, especially in the last thousand years and notably in the past two hundred years. It elevates religious belief to the level of sacred knowledge.

2- It completely ends the historically costly animosities between Christianity-Islam and Judaism-Islam that have burdened humanity both in the past and today. It proves that all are equal in this world, the hereafter, and in all human rights.

3- It interprets existence and life in such a reasonable and sacred manner that life and existence turn into a paradise bursting with happiness from every corner. The dialectical process becomes an oven that bakes the fruits of that paradise. Only materialism and nihilism, which advocate absurdity, remain outside.
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Ten Reminders and Presentation

1) The Torah, in the words of the Quran (6/154), is “Spirituality (Ihsan) and explanation (tafsir) of everything and eternity and success (Guidance and Mercy). “From now on, you are expected to have firm faith in the resurrection and meeting with Allah.” Yes, when we interpret the narratives of the Torah metaphysically, as archetypes and collective personalities and concepts, it becomes clear that the Quran’s judgment is accurate. Indeed, archetypes are the most scientific data that explain immortality and meeting with Allah.

2) Thus, no story in this Sacred Book is merely historical. The ancient Prophets, through pure insight (metaphysical discovery), conveyed universal laws, archetypes, and truths using a mythological style that was relevant to their era. Most of them look to the future rather than the past. Unfortunately, mistaking these as History has confused humanity for a long time. And it made some of the Jewish Nation racist. Yes, they are not history. Because there is no historical, archaeological or paleontological data on such matters. However, humanity has scanned every part of the earth. Furthermore, if they were history, numerous contradictions would arise in those sacred scriptures.

However, these holy books seem to be universal knowledge and laws that are far above contradictions. To see the contradictions that arise if they are history, see the book Izhar’ul-Haq by Rahmatullah-i Hindi.

However, the Qur’an unequivocally rejects contradiction and falsification in that Holy Book. It insists, repeatedly and repeatedly, that humanity, especially the Jews, should work with it. (Maide, 44-48) It presents it as the memory and software of the universe. (Qur’an, Book Article.)

3) When we examine this Holy Book from a metaphysical and archetypal perspective and evaluate this very valuable human heritage; it seems that there should not be texts that alienated Westerners from religion 300 years ago because they considered them superstitious. Yes, if the West, in this scientific age, would once again embrace the Torah and the Bible, which is the explanation of the spiritual dimension of the Torah, peace between religion and science would be achieved. In a real sense, the Messiah will come and humanity will enter a golden age.

4) However, both this old understanding and excuses of the West and the Jewish scholars’ embrace of Kabbalah, which does not see these as abstract and metaphysical truths and shows the universe and existence as a world of evil and devils, contrary to absolute Divine sovereignty, have devastated humanity for 300 years.

5) Yes, faith, which truly means understanding existence and the universe and gaining spiritual and material enlightenment and trust, does not turn into morality when it is not miraculously known. This is why the followers of this unfounded faith resort to religious trickery and live immorally, that is, unbalanced lives. Yes, the most immoral and unbalanced societies and those who resort to evil deception are the bigoted Jews and the political Muslims who follow them. Yes, the kippa that Jews wear on their heads is also a religious trick. It is a trick of covering one’s head, which is a symbol of religion and piety.

6) This book is in two parts. The first part is the answers I gave to Turan Dursun and Muazzez Ilmiye Cig 26 years ago. They said: “There is no such thing as religion and faith. The Quran is a copy of the Torah and the Bible. The Torah and the Bible are also copies of Sumerian Legends. Therefore, religion and belief have no basis.” This first part, as an accumulation of Muslim scholars, silenced that view and their books at that time. The second part is highly scientific, the expression of universal laws that I wrote down over the next twenty years. It shows that a true believer can also be enlightened. They are proof that Religion does not contradict Science. It is the proof and explanation that the thousands of sentences of the Torah are visible universal laws.

Let us remind you that since the Torah is a book compiled over two thousand years, there are some repetitions in it. But each repetition has different meanings and subjects. That’s why Uzeyir (Ezra), who received the Torah as a revelation again and wrote it down, did not remove those repetitions. I was able to write this book in thirty years. That’s why there are some repetitions in it. However, I did not remove them because each repetition made the section it was in unshakable and the important facts explained in those repetitions were strengthened by the evidence explained in that section. Yes, revelations are software. Even though 0-1s repeat in the software, they are different numbers everywhere and have a different meaning; creates separate new files. This is also the case with the repetitions of the Quran, which are much criticized. Each sura has a different composition.

7) The fatwas given in the Torah against violence in wars are either historical or, as described in Isaiah, Chapter 34, they are a Divine trigger so that primitive and unevolved groups can evolve. It does not fall within the scope of universal fundamental human rights. Because at that time, Ben-i Israel (Children of Israel, a civilized nation that believed in one God), were only Jews. Other nations around were either primitive or pagan.

Unfortunately, both these local fatwas and the 10 thousand sentences of the Torah, which are being conflicted with science, bring humanity to the brink of meaninglessness, nihilism and atheism. A spiritual apocalypse is not far off.

8) The reason why the Torah uses the concept of Beni Israel (Children of Israel) as different subjects is because that concept, in the sense of a religious civilized nation, is not specific to the Jews only and has been applied to every religious civilized nation. As a matter of fact, as can be understood from the texts; sometimes these are Jews, sometimes Arabs, sometimes Ottomans and sometimes Europeans. In fact, it is also the case that they show indulgence and sometimes abandon religion and civilization and indulge in idolatry. The word Israel means the person who overcomes all the natural laws imposed by God, especially hunger and disease, and dominates the universe. It is the second adjective name of Jacob. Archetypally, it signifies all civilized humanity with the essence of Adam.

9) In the Torah, the concept of Allah is primarily Elohim (God of Everyone). But this is not the ultimate goal. The ultimate goal is for people to understand and experience Allah in the sense of YAHWE (YA HUVE: O He, O Eternal One) and to place this in the world. In other words, the entire humanity should become the “Children of Israel. (See the Book of Exodus. Exodus: Passover in Hebrew means freedom from all oppression.)

In fact, since God is not understood in this last sense, religion and faith do not turn into morality and science for many religious people. Indeed, pagans have no laws or morals. Therefore, today, as this feature has disappeared, religiosity has become something to be ashamed of.

Even the names like healing and sustenance, which mean attributing Allah to a defined, limited characteristic, serve solely as a reference to a specific meaning and will not be spoken without a purpose, i.e., understanding a specific meaning. This has become an important principle of the Ten Commandments. In Turkish translations, instead of the word vainly, the Arabic translation uses the word “thou shalt not use it vainly”. Yes, the words (names) used for a certain, limited quality are not used for the Infinite Original Being of God. If used, it becomes invalid, which is not real naming. Because one is infinite, the other is finite and has a human characteristic.

The word Allah in the Quran etymologically means “O Eternal One”. Ibn Arabi, who knew this difference and mistakenly used the word Allah in the sense of mabud (worshipped), said that the original first being of Allah has no name other than “EY O” (Hebrew: Yahwe). I like Ibn Arabi very much. I learned the unity of existence first from the Holy Books and science, and then from him. But it is wrong for him to call the original existence of Allah before creation the level of Ehadiyet (being everywhere one) and to accept the word Ilah (God), which means infinite in its root, in the second stage. Because only the Infinite is worshiped, otherwise worshiping a finite thing, even if it is sacred, is a form of idolatry; because religion and faith in that state do not turn into morality and science. So, we can say that Ibn Arabi uses the concepts of Ehadiyet (having unity everywhere) and Vahidiyet (having eternal unity) incorrectly. For the explanation of these two concepts, see 16th Word of Said Nursi and Davud-u Kayseri, Füsusu’l -Hikem Prefaces.

In summary: Two of the Ten Commandments deal with faith and mental health. One is not to express the Infinite mentioned here as if it were a finite entity without any purpose or meaning. The other is not to make your finite, mortal self or a concrete finite object an idol in the sense of an eternal worshiped being.

In both cases, faith does not turn into morality and science. Because morality and science never forgive mistakes and errors. These four truths, namely knowing the infinite as finite and believing the finite as infinite; the weakness of morality and science shows how difficult the situation of eight billion people is today.

The Jewish Nation is aware of this; they feel responsible. But they can’t do anything without finding the Ark of the Covenant.

Here I declare to the entire world: The Ark of the Covenant is the Torah itself that has been carried in the ark for three thousand years. But it is lost. Because what makes a chest a chest is the substance inside; what makes a book a book is the meanings within it. Yes, when the Jews learn its miraculous universal meanings, they will fully become the Children of Israel and they will return and make other nations the Children of Israel (Ben-i Israel) too. This time the Jews will do this job deservedly; other nations will also recognize their real, not racial, superiority. Cruelty will end in the world, fighting will end, and there will be enough peace and abundance for fifty billion people.

10) As for the positive history of the Hebrew Nation, the original, first owners of the Torah; I am not a Historian, but I know History with its main schemes.

After the Ice Age, people gathered around rivers such as the Nile, Euphrates and Tigris and established civilizations. The first civilization identified by history is the civilization of the Sumerians, 6 thousand years before Christ. Later, the Akkadians coming from the South invaded and developed that civilization. After ruling an empire for two thousand years, the Akkadians were replaced by the Assyrians and other empires. This Akkadian Empire converted Arabic, Assyrian, Aramaic and early cuneiform script into normal script; hence it gave birth to the cultured Hebrew nation. Even today, we can document this historical reality from the common roots of the languages and alphabets of these four nations.

It is a historical fact that the Hebrews established two kingdoms in Palestine, named Israel and Judah. These two kingdoms were destroyed by the Babylonian Emperor, and the Jews were exiled. From now on, Jewish History can now be documented by the science of History. However, it has not yet been documented that Jews moved from Palestine to Egypt and lived there.

Most likely, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, and David and Solomon as written in the Torah are archetypes, like Adam, who lived for 930 years, and Noah, who lived for 950 years.

Of the Aramaeans, were in contact with every nation of the region because they were engaged in trade. Therefore, from the Egyptian Hieroglyphics, which were on the verge of abstraction, and the Akkadian cuneiform script they developed; they developed a common Alphabet that starts from the left rather than the right. They first transferred this to the Greek civilization. From there, that alphabet passed to the Roman and Latin world. This is the alphabet we use today. Therefore, this script is half similar to the Arabic script. However, it starts from the left, not from the right, like the Akkadian script.

Initially, letters were used instead of numbers throughout the region. Therefore, abjad, that is, the numerical values of the Alphabet, has always existed as a deep-rooted culture in both Jews, Arabs, Greeks and Romans. So, sentences telling time were also historical information and codes. Those who do not know this are denying an important and rich aspect of the Torah.

The alphabet developed by the Phoenicians worldwide has 28 letters in accordance with the decimal system. One branch of this was adapted to the Arabian Peninsula, the other branch was adapted to the Latin world. The first letter is A and the last letter is Omega, soft g in Turkish. In Arabic pronunciation, the first letter is Elif and the last letter is Ghayn... Jesus also addresses God in the Bible: You are the Alpha and Omega; so, he says, you are the first and the last, the one and the thousand. Despite this, I do not know exactly why the Greek alphabet has 16 letters and the Hebrew and Syriac alphabets have 22 letters. Most likely, they had an alphabet early because they were very intelligent as a nation. But they remained barren. They could not be like the Phoenician alphabet that developed worldwide.
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A Concise Report on Kabbalah

Human studies such as Kabbalah are subconscious vomits that are not based on science, especially physical sciences, and are not based on clear texts of revelation, especially the Torah, that make Adam (humanity) the caliph on earth on behalf of of God. These are mostly satanic nonsense that have led humanity to today’s nihilism and atheism. Kabbalah is never balanced. Yes, Balance (Sırat-ı Müstakim), which means the peace of soul-body, abstract-concrete, world-afterlife, matter-spirit, science-faith, rich-poor, has existed for seven thousand years under the name of Islam. In Judaism, this balance was established with Moses and Aaron. In Christianity, this balance has been established with the Torah and the Bible. Vomits like Kabbalah serve no purpose other than separating people from the truth, which means balance and creation. First of all, there is no pure soul, so they give everything to the soul. They also equate the ontological and religiously prescribed spirit with subconscious images.

Unfortunately, humanity is suffering from atheism today because two great scholars, Rene Guenon in Europe and Bediuzzaman in the Islamic world, based themselves on pure abstraction, that is, they excluded physical sciences and concrete realities to some extent. In fact, most of the believers believe either out of need and desperation or in the style of nationalism. In summary, those two great scholars of our century could not create a complete alternative to atheism. Especially today’s sects, which have never tasted knowledge and swim in the swamp of ignorance, can never give an answer. I exempt the balanced, wise men who led the Sect throughout history.
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Part One


Introduction

Years ago, I saw many and unfair criticisms of the Torah and the Bible from both non-religious people and devout religious people (for example, some radical Muslims). The common tone of these criticisms was that the people living in this century were too materialistic and positivist. Secondly, these criticisms stemmed from the transformation of ideologies and religions into nationalism, which is a concrete and spiritual data. While some religious people were more materialistic than communists, most communists were more committed to their ideology than the average religious person. As a result, both the Western world, the communist world, the Islamic world, creationists and evolutionists had locked themselves in with complex claims. There was a violent chaos in the world of thought.

In order to solve such a deadlock and provide a new breath of relief to the scientific world, I wanted to select and interpret certain verses and sentences from the Torah, at least from the book of Genesis, that had preserved the essence of revelation. But when I got into it, I saw that almost one hundred percent of all the verses and sentences were the work of revelation and miraculous information. Even the chapter and verse numbers revealed interesting relationships and signs...

Let me state right away that I am not a Bible or Hebrew expert. However, I have been thinking and researching concepts such as revelation, miracle, history, Adam and law for 23 years. And I have been working on the Arabic language and literature, a younger sibling of Hebrew, for 28 years (now it has been fifty years).

My preparation in these two areas and my sincere, holistic approach have put me - God willing - ahead of many interpretations of the Bible. Maybe this success is a divine blessing given not to me but to the needs of this century.

Three concrete reasons for the success of this study in terms of method are as follows:

(1) I do not interpret the texts without any religious or academic concerns and according to the concerns that people have accumulated over the ages. I always base these comments on reason and positive sciences. This free thought gave me great clarity of mind.

(2) In fact, as in all religious texts, these sacred texts do not require additional explanation from outside. Their explanation is hidden in the very design of sentences, verses and chapters and in the root science of their words. With a little attention, these come to the surface, pointing at each other. But this requires reason and science, which is the mind of humanity.

All we did was hold tightly to this basic method. Before us, sometimes sufficient, sometimes inadequate, Thinkers such as Spinoza, Réne Guénon, M. Iqbal, Ali Shariati, Bediüzzaman Said Nursi have seen that the individual events mentioned in the texts of this holy book are actually great sociological and historical rules and notifications. My advantage is that I have evaluated all the main sections of this holy book, not in one or two issues, but in their holistic, material, spiritual, literary, linguistic and even unseen (archetypal) dimensions.

And this holism has been the third biggest reason for my success.

Religious texts are revealed for the purpose of conveying the message and guidance, their text structure is primarily based on sentence and verse design and word choice. It does not depend on additional information that the addressees of those texts do not know. And it shouldn’t be. Yes, since God never has a shortage of words; The words he uses are the most accurate words.

So much so that, although these sacred texts carry great scientific data, their primary purpose is to guide and warn their addressees, so they sometimes caress their feelings. And at first glance, these texts seem to be contrary to science.

We can encrypt the most distinctive features of these sacred texts with the following words:

Revelation

Revelation is a spirit and a command. It gives vitality and tranquility to the language, heart, family and society it enters. Revelation is a divine genetic code. These digital, electronic, magnetic and command (extraordinary) codes are dominant everywhere in the universe. There is no real chaos and pure evil in the universe. The amount that exists also has a place and benefit in that universal, infinite genetic structure.

Universe is like a painting decorated with perfect patterns reflecting God, the universe and humanity. This trio is not opposite or opposite of each other. They are different manifestations of a universal supreme truth. And we can say that, literally, everything in the universe is sacred. Yes, it is sacred, but we should not confuse the main and the shadows. Or we have to avoid tearing reality apart in a way that is disconnected from each other. Materialistic, primitive minds want to divide the work. They want to shatter reality. They both tear themselves apart and emit bad radiation to their surroundings. And they call it “progressivism”. To put it briefly, a holy state of faith, no matter how false, is more productive, more beneficial and more peaceful than a highly materialized way of life.

Yes, gold is always gold. Even if it gets dusty and dirty, it is still gold. Tin, there isn’t always even tin left. Faith is a diamond. Matter is like a disposable casing. In fact, in dreams, in the world of instance, money appears as stool.

Holy books are like gold and diamonds. Whatever the way they are transferred to us, it does not diminish their value. Yes, ancient artifacts gain value both as gems and as history. But their true values are still hidden in their essence. Therefore, even if the Torah was written down 500 years after Moses, this does not reduce its religious value. In fact, ancient people used memory computers rather than writing. All culture and civilization were passed down from generation to generation, like a genetic code. Since people in this century are overwhelmed by multitude and abundance and have suffered a degree of memory loss, they are trying to compensate for this deficiency with writing and technology.

Yes, 1there is degeneration of religions. But this is not what some religious researchers think; it does not mean that the first human being was the owner of an abstract religion and after then polytheism became effective. This degeneration is a natural, sociological reality. With the secret that Allah is in a new activity every moment,2 “He always conveyed that universal dhikr (message) with a language and understanding appropriate to every age and every generation in every century. And He preserves the universal remembrance through this renewed and continuous revelation.” Not so that one can badmouth the other. Maybe these changes and revelations are the re-sprouting of the same substance in accordance with the needs and healing of the society.

The fact that the Bible is a revelation is different from other books. Because Jesus himself was a word of extraordinary power, a concrete revelation. Since the Bible is the collection of his biography and words, it is also considered a heavenly book. Moreover, since there is divine guidance, inspiration and success in both the compilation of the Gospels and some of the commentary sections of the Torah, they are also considered revelation according to the Hebrew tradition.

The Quran also says: Allah revealed to the Apostles. (Maide, 111). In the Ark of Revelation, there is both the word of Allah and the culture of the Ahl al-Bayt of Moses and Aaron. (Quran, Baqara, 248) 

Symbol and Language Logic

Language is an active and practiced emotion that connects parts of the human inner world. Language is a psychogenetic bond of interest and love that binds family members together. Therefore, apart from normal words, even accent and sound form are passed on to the next generations. Language is a sharia that makes society orderly and healthy in almost every field. It too has rules, prohibitions, beautiful aspects and even miracles.

Language is like flying messengers that take people to the other worlds, the unseen, the essence of things and their archetypes. For this last miracle and skill, the language uses symbols, metaphors and story forms that dramatize events in every field, especially in religious matters.

The real source of this interpretation of the Torah is this linguistic logic. For example, the expression “And Allah saw this situation as beautiful and it became a day and a night” in Chapter 1 is a very simple but wonderful expression that “beautiful and solid things are selected and continued over the period of time and the rotten parts are eliminated” in nature and the universe. He even explains it to the public with his style. If the mullahs and priests did not see the meaning of the words as an insurmountable reality, the people could always understand from that text a spiritual and scientific meaning similar to the meaning above.

The intellectual world (the West and Egypt) mummifies their religious knowledge, their Jacob and Joseph (spirituality and religion) and is content with his flesh and bones. Mullahs and rabbis are content with words that have become meaningless over time. But the Bedouin and pure people bury their dead in the ground. They continue their lives with his religious practices, his voice and his knowledge.

Most religious fights arise from this different way of perception, and most of the problems arise from this.

The Logic of Religion

Religion; although it means faith practices, it is said that “Religion is sincerity” since these practices are a measure of sincerity. There are verses and hadiths that say, “Religion is advice, that is, sincerity.”

After sincerity, the importance of words and shapes becomes secondary. Therefore, a true Torah believer must also believe in the Bible and the Quran after understanding them thoroughly. Because they all have the same essence and purpose. Can you love one piece of gold and not love the same amount of another?

Ancient people had holiness, otherworldliness, and therefore sincerity. Their wars with each other stemmed not from insincerity but from narrow-mindedness. However, the people of this century love their own ego, not God, and always want to be praised, no matter how religious they appear to be. They attribute the basic perfect qualities of Allah to themselves. Because the way of their perception is concrete. Because the soul, which only perceives the concrete, has been agitated a lot in this century.

A person with such a psychology cannot easily believe in sacred religious texts. Even if he believes it, he clings to it by saying, “This book is our national culture, it is a heirloom from our ancestors.” And, as if on a team, he begins to criticize other holy books. Such a type is not religious; he is just a nationalist.

Yes, universal sacred kingdoms have been replaced by secular states. Instead of transcendental values, material and flavorful data are taken as basis. “Seeing” instead of “intuition” has been accepted as the source of information. Our comments on this holy book are not for such people. On the contrary, it is for sincere people who are oppressed by such people and are trying to find a way out. Yes, even though these contemporary materialistic people feel the need for spirituality (Jacob) (after losing Joseph), they cannot be sincere. They show a false tear and a false shirt of suffering.

Historical Cores

Time is a field, people are seeds. Events are the decay or sprouting movements of those seeds. In this evaluation of the Torah, we examine the historical realities of these cores; we do not deny their existence as individuals. On the contrary, we wrote the historical dimension of these events as a separate section. Despite this, much material has emerged regarding the symbolic, metaphysical and archetypal aspects of these figures.

Yes, along with historical realities, real names and adjectives in the book of Genesis define first-degree universal laws and rules. For example, all humans are expressed under the personality of Adam. This reality always exists in history, in the past and in the future. In other words, those stories are not imaginary or fantasy. But when we move on to text analysis, it seems that the archetype describes the abstract metaphysical dimension. For example, Zuleikha (whose name is mentioned in the narrations, not in the Torah) is the name of a person, meaning the one who is in love with Joseph; in terms of the root of the word, he is a type of person who “loses his footing, closes the door and isolates himself for the satisfaction of his ego”. (Müncid, Dictionary)

Shown at the end of this book and proven to some extent within the general design, Egyptian (Western) civilization is in dire need of a beautiful religious tradition that will give it sanctity. However, they isolate themselves from the whole world in order to continue their spiritual and material lives. They impose heavy obstacles such as visa and customs. And as a result, because they cannot attain that spirituality, they “lose their feet”, which means a big mistake. And they take only carnal pleasure from those sublime and beautiful religious traditions. They don’t even announce this to the world. They say that they are the ladies of the saint (under the domination of matter).

Don’t say: “How can you interpret these texts with such broad meanings?”. Because these heavenly (divine) texts are holographic and multidimensional, these different layers of meaning do not contradict each other. On the contrary, one confirms the other. It becomes evidence and sample. Isn’t the nature and existence of everything in the universe which is natural, holographic?

The Question of Science

Another area where people degenerate, just as they degenerate religious subjects, is Science. In a way, science is the twin brother of religion. And their common points are as follows: 

a) They both try to achieve a certain order and a beautiful, level-headed lifestyle. 

b) Both of them show that there is no complete chaos in the universe. Because science means rules. Rule, on the other hand, accepts the existence of order. The main basis in religion is monotheism and unity.

c) Both are sublime, divine blessings that belong only to the human species.

d) Both of them protect people from selfishness and concreteness; it aims to elevate it to the sublime and the abstract.

Here is how some states in the Middle Ages used religion in some worldly and material matters; the science of the twentieth century, which has become so materialized and does not recognize any value other than a concrete life, has taken the form of a poisonous ray that tries to drown people in endless false pleasures and massacres nature and the environment. And against this negative position of science in this way, two groups of people took action.

1) A group that appears religious but is not sincere; they want to destroy the reign of the West based on positivist sciences; let them sit on that throne with artificial, fraudulent and unrealistic theses. Mevlana Jalaluddin Rumi expressed this false opposition in his Mathnawi with a very appropriate expression with the famous donkey story:

“The woman who, after secretly frightening the woman committing adultery with her donkey in her own barn with a distant tool, turns around and tries to commit adultery with the same donkey, without using any tools...” model.

Yes, most people actually aspire to the ugliness that prevents others from doing so. Yes, those who do not know the sublime, transcendent beauty, those who live under the domination of the soul, see the donkey as Joseph and fall in love with him.

Yes, both the irreligious and some nominally religious have become unprincipled because they have forgotten the supreme values and principles; they want to take advantage of science in an undue and inappropriate way.

2) The second group of those who oppose positivist sciences are sincerely religious people. They do not distinguish between religion and empirical science. According to them; science, matter, body are the infrastructure of the system. Religion, meaning and spirit are the active direction and essence of things. In their view, reality, with its substance and meaning, is an indivisible whole. They are trying to ascend to the throne of meaning and spirit by embarking on the ascension of body and science. They are simply opposing the one-sided course of science, its abuses and misuse that destroy nature and the environment. They want to save humanity from this unstable, unruly way of life.

The encouragement, guidance and development that all religions and religious books provide to man’s empirical knowledge and research are included in this second group. The use of scientific expressions in those books is in this direction.

Contrary to what some people think, the fact that the holy books use scientific data and point to those data in an extraordinary way is not contrary to the “sunnah of Allah” (Laws that God constantly operates). The strongest evidence for this is this: There is really no text in these holy books that contradicts scientific and empirical data; after their true meaning is understood... However, there are hundreds of mistakes and traces of nature worship in the myths and legends that had cultural influence in the age when those texts were revealed. This interpretation of the book of Genesis in your hand is strong evidence of our claim.

In addition, statements and narratives of the holy books based on scientific data have five or six more benefits:

1- To show that there is no chaos in the universe and that divine power creates orderly.

2- To show that those books were miracles, even in terms of the symbolism and mythical knowledge that dominated those centuries. Yes, the Torah is truly a miracle among other mythical information.

3- To encourage people to be in order, to move from the concrete to the abstract, and to live planned and based on reality.

4- To show people that the past and the future exist and do not disappear in those scientific narratives and cinema.

5- Keeping people alive in the past and future; to save him from his momentary animal life.

6- It is to plant solid seeds of knowledge in the hearts and thoughts of those first generations in order to meet the needs of people in future ages.3

Diversity of Life and Tribulations for Examination and Development

Human beings are always faced with two basic concepts: existence and non-existence. In other words, maturity and deficiency. Since Allah is the absolute being and the ultimate perfection, He created the universe. But the universe remains very relative to God. In order for this relative existence and perfection in the universe to develop further and to receive a greater share of the essence and net existence, Allah creates the essences and opposites in the beings; it pits light against darkness, good against evil, heaven against hell. And as a result of this collision, countless levels and degrees of existence emerge. Then Allah will evaluate those degrees of existence as real existence in other dimensions and worlds (afterlife).

In other words, in order to operate this colliding and progressively developing system, God creates and evaluates, with a small amount of energy and force, almost infinite levels of existence, meanings (drama, tragedies), and calamities that give the color of existence to non-existence.

So, as evidenced by all sciences, although there is no chaos or confusion in the universe, infinitely different formations, developments, and useful and meaningful structures are taking place. And nothing, good or bad, is wasted in this system.

However, narrow-minded, selfish, materialistic and hedonistic people accuse God of cruelty and injustice because they cannot look at this large, beautiful painting with a broad perspective and cannot see the beauty in it. They pretend to be scientific by saying, “The God in the Torah is a product of despotic, human-like, primitive belief.” (A separate chapter is written in the book about the concept of Allah.)

Just like a vagabond who does not understand the intricacies of the complex order of the machines in the factory tries to organize those perfect machines according to his own whim; some simple-minded atheists, who are defeated by a microbe, do not like this perfect universe as God created it and object to God. They are trying to extinguish that eternal sun with their mouths and propaganda. Because when the sun rises, such microbes no longer have the right to survive. However, if they do not come face to face with that sun and stay in their own nests, they also have a place and rights in this universal system.

Their example is like some wild beggars who were offered billions of liras but turned away and rebelled. They do not know themselves; they cannot create themselves. They cannot save themselves from death and non-existence. They do not have a thesis or view that can solve and interpret the universe and life.

They object to why there is wrong, death, and calamity in life. These can be answered with a simple objection: Why do you spend money to live? Do you always want it to be daytime, do you always like the heat? Is life just about flesh and bones and material pleasures? How can you believe that these situations and calamities that you find unpleasant are wasteful and in vain, when there is no waste or absurdity in the entire universe?

Yes, God makes all living things, especially the human world, seek sustenance in order to constantly work and develop them. He trains them through wounds and calamities to gain resilience and strength. From time to time, wars have been a warning lightning to prevent corruption in social life.

In this social testing mechanism, the Hebrew tradition and the adventure of Ben-i Israel have always been a great motor force. That is why examples in the holy books are always given from their lives.

Yes, the function of Ben-i Israel has been great in trade, politics, even science, and even some additional services. And it still is. That is why this adventure has survived to this day in the holy books.

The Quran divides humanity’s adventure within these wheels of development into four main periods. “God created these four periods as a measure of distinction and development,” he says. (See 3/33)

• Adamic period: The period when people learned abstract values.

• Period of Noah: The period when people learned religious values.

• Al-i Ibrahim (Family of Abraham) period: The period when religious practices were dominant, the period when religion dominated family life. (This tradition has survived to this day as two separate branches, Hebrew and Islamic). (Âl-i İbrahim means relatives of Abraham.)

• Al-i Imran (Family of Imran) period: 4The period of Jewish tradition that began with Moses; the period when religion became a state. This period also includes the development of Jews through migrations, causing humanity to develop in a new and active way. And humanity still continues its progress in this position.

An elegant coincidence: A sign of this new era that started with Moses and the Jewish migration is this: Just as Imran is the name of Moses’ father as a proper name, the word “Imran” means civilization and public works. Jesus is also from Al-i Imran (family of Imran). So, he belongs to that dynasty. Mary’s lineage goes back to Imran.

So, in order to express the four main periods of humanity with these four words, it is necessary to know all times, past and future. The interesting thing is that the verse does not say “we divided it into four periods”. It says “We chose these four periods,”. Because during these periods, other tribes that did not benefit from their distinction always existed.

The Quran and the Bible 

It should be noted right away that; the Quran’s severe warnings to Jews and Christians do not have the meaning and tone of “The books you have are wrong, leave them alone and come and become Muslims.” On the contrary, he said to them, “Why don’t you act according to the Torah and the Bible?” the Quran condemns them (5/44-48).

When we look at the context, context, past and future of verses such as “Do not take Jews and Christians as friends” (5/51), it will be seen that; this ban is not a ban against some religious people. In fact, Muhammad himself became friends with the Christians of Najran and cooperated with them.

Considering the previous verse (verse 50); this prohibition here looks at a group that refuses to act according to the provisions of the Torah and cooperates with atheist infidels against devout Muslims. And the “el” suffix in Arabic gives this meaning. That means, do not be friends with that group of Jews and Christians who do not act according to the Torah and cooperate with the polytheists. That means, “Don’t be friends with those who are known only as such.” This is called the preposition of ma’hudiyet (determination).

There is a second issue: warning and guidance statements that are necessary for the generality of humanity; it is expressed through Jewish history and type. For two reasons:

a) They needed that warning and guidance more than anyone else.

b) And if they were reformed, all humanity would be reformed. Because they were the engine-power of humanity.

The Quran says in various verses that it was sent down to confirm and protect the old books (5/48). Moreover, the allegorical expression expressed in (3/7) is also related to those old religious texts in a way. In other words, the Quran says with this verse (3/7): “Those texts are true. But only Allah and those who have depth in knowledge know them.” “And those who have crookedness in their hearts will misunderstand them and go astray.”

The verses of the Anbiya Surah (48-49-50.) express this difference between the holy books and their wisdom very well:

48- “Truly, we sent down to Moses and Aaron Furqan (discriminating [just] law), ziya (explanatory science) and dhikr (spiritual values) for the pious. “

49- “Those who are so pious that they respect Allah without seeing Him (in absentia). And they are afraid of the apocalypse. (The people mentioned in this verse are mostly Christians... In other words, law and science are in the first place in the Torah. In the Bible, dhikr and spirituality are in the first place.)

50- “This Quran is a blessed message. (In other words, it has become a fruitful book because it combines knowledge and remembrance. [That is, when hot and cold combine, a fertile spring appears.]) And yet, how can you deny Him! (In other words, to deny Him, you must also deny the Torah and the Bible. However, all three of them are sincere, solid branches of the universal Abrahamic tradition.)

Yes, the Quran looks at these books like this. However, in some narrations, nationalistic selfish behaviors such as “My religion beats your religion” have occurred in history. Islam, and indeed no other religion, is and should not be responsible for such evil, selfish psychoses. As for the stories in the Quran and the Bible; these stories must first be divided into two parts: the story of Joseph and other stories.

1) There is very little difference between the two books in the story of Joseph. And this difference stems from minor differences between the two Abrahamic traditions, the Islamic and the Hebrew tradition. Allah has revealed the story of Joseph in the Quran as an example of the destiny of the Islamic tradition. He revealed the same story in the Torah as a mirror to the destiny of the Hebrew tradition. We will get into some of these subtle differences shortly.

2) In other stories of the Quran, there is no region, tribe, date, and even the names of individuals are very few. These stories were expressed in a more universal style and understood as abstract truths. There are several reasons for this:

a) In the period of the Bible, mythical and historical narration was essential. Literary expression was essential in the environment in which the Quran was revealed and in the period after that until the end of time.

b) The first addressees of the Quran and the people whose minds were filled with scientific data in the end times would get tired in understanding those mythical details; at least they would have trouble. However, the primary purpose of these texts is guidance.

c) Since the Quran is a book of the end times, it focuses on basic issues rather than details. Because in the end times, details will lose their importance and since the fundamentals will be lost, it has become necessary to dwell on them a lot.

d) Ancient people had difficulty understanding abstract values. That is why the style in the Torah is more concrete. In the Bible, although the style is abstract, it is concretized in the person of Jesus. In the Quran, truths such as resurrection and tawhid are expressed more abstractly (as much as possible) and within the framework of eternity. So, with all these reasons, why did the Quran use Bible stories? There are two main reasons for this:

1) The Quran, like the Bible, is an Abrahamic tradition and is a branch of the same tree. The Torah itself gives the good news that “Ishmael will have a great nation and religion.”

2) It was necessary to use these stories for the guidance of the first addressees of the Quran and for the reform of the Christian world, which dominated the entire world at that time and still does. But when the Qur’an uses these parables, there is never a trace of imitation. Otherwise, the misunderstandings of the rabbis and priests would have interfered with the Quran as it was then. However, there is no trace of error. As we see in this book of Genesis; the divine and universal dimension of those texts is also used in the Quran with all its strength and liveliness. And it is right on point. Otherwise, if it were an imitation, those misunderstandings would definitely be involved.

Yes, the painter (Allah) of those holy books is one, and the framework (universe) is one. Since the painting and the paint are the same, some atheists say, “These are copies of each other and therefore of the Sumerian legends.” But those who understand real art and imitation can clearly see that this is not the case. The book titled Universality of the Quran and this commentary I wrote on the book of Genesis are two irrefutable evidences of this claim.

 

The Story of Joseph in the Torah and the Quran Their Differences and the Wisdom of These Differences

 

(1) In the Quran, when Joseph (pbuh) tells his dream to his father, his father becomes happy and says, “Don’t tell your dreams to your brothers.” In the Torah, his father seems to be angry with this dream. And it appears that Joseph told the dream to his brothers. Let us first state that; the representatives of the heroes in this story on the stage of world history are: Jacob (divine universal dimension), Joseph (religious tradition), the King and Egypt (the West, the civilized world), the brothers (eleven other human traditions besides the Hebrew and Islamic ones—at the end of the book there is an explanation about these), mother of Joseph (material aspects of religious traditions such as buildings and temples).

Accordingly, although the universal structure in the West is devoted to religion, it is not (that much) fond of Joseph. In the east, this structure is more fond of religion.

The other 11 brothers know the dream, the development of the Hebrew tradition. However, no nation expected that Islam would shine so suddenly and make a tremendous progress. (Otherwise, they would have killed him out of jealousy).

In the West, religion (Joseph) has been released into the general system, the humanity of civilization. However, the Islamic tradition did not involve Joseph (religion) in worldly matters as much as possible. However, in the end he too had to let go. And Muslims have become more worldly than a Westerner.

(2) There are “Midianites” and “Ishmaelites” in the story(s). “Midian” literally means merchant who puts people in debt. Ismailis means Arab merchants. Yes, the Hebrew tradition was spread around the world by powerful Jewish merchants; the Islamic tradition also spread throughout the world through wealthy Muslim merchants. Here “Ismaili” means Bedouin; most of the Muslims were Bedouins. (3) In the Torah, Joseph shaves when he gets out of prison. There is no such mention in the Quran. This shows two different aspects of the religious person: Civilized and Bedouin. (4) In the Torah, it is said that “Joseph” could not resist the woman. In the Quran, it is the opposite... Yes, the Hebrew tradition could not resist Western materialism for long. The Islamic tradition, on the other hand, resisted quite a bit. Then his clothes (land) were torn to shreds and he could only escape.5

(5) In the Quran, Joseph desires to die and pass on to the afterlife. There is no such mention in the Torah. Yes, the Islamic tradition is more otherworldly. The Jewish tradition is mummified and material. (See Genesis, chapter 50: “And Joseph was mummified”).

(6 There is no mention of Genesis, Chapter 38 in the Qur’an. Because that chapter is entirely related to Jewish (Hebrew) tradition and history (See the commentary of that chapter in the book).

(7) Since the archetype of “Joseph” completely coincides with the Islamic tradition and Islamic history is, in a sense, a new structuring and creation of the Jewish tradition, the Quran sometimes uses the name “Bani Israel” for Muslims, both symbolically and even explicitly (61/4 and 14). In Genesis 49 and Baqara 48-102, Beni Israel is used to mean humanity (all nations). So, these stories are not copies of each other - as some atheists say. Such people lack the knowledge and comprehension capacity to understand the difference between Abu Jahl and Abu Bakr, tin and gold. For this reason, they might be excused.

Although their understanding of revelation is different, British orientalist Montgomery While thousands of scholars and thinkers, like Watt, who spent their lives on this path, did not make such a claim, the -deliberate-claims of a few atheists have no scientific or conscientious value. The only benefit of these claims is that they cause people like us to turn more towards and understand such sacred texts; they act as devils. Because there is nothing meaningless in the universe. And there is no place for fraudsters in the universe.

I present this book to the public in the hope of making a small contribution to the world of science and religion.


CHAPTER ONE


Linguistic Structure of Religious Books, Especially the Bible

Since religious books and sacred texts exist to guide people and societies, each of these texts is considered a highly literary text. Because the most important issue and feature in guidance is that the text of that guidance has a literary expression. This is an indispensable fact. Because the subject of religion is generally abstract, supreme values. The most beautiful robe and dress to express beautiful and sublime abstract values is a literary expression decorated with symbols, similes, stories and examples. So, it would not be nice to explain sciences such as physics, chemistry and mathematics, which are based on concrete data, in a literary style. These concrete sciences must be explained in clear and simple terms.

Since concrete data and sciences are very popular in this last age, societies make two important mistakes: a) They want to reduce religious and supreme values to a material and concrete level; b) They are not aware that they have failed in lofty values and literary texts.

However, the first and most important purpose of both religion and literature is; it is to elevate people from the concrete to the abstract, from selfishness to mind and heart, from animality to humanity. In other words, religion and literature are sister fields. It is Allah who taught languages (abstract values, names) to Adam (mankind). It is also Allah who sends religious information through revelations.

In addition, the purpose of religion is to guide people from the concrete to the abstract, from worldly to otherworldly, from earthly things. Since the aim is to raise one’s heart to heart, people had to be tested in order to develop and grow in this regard. The reality of testing also requires religious truths to be somewhat allegorical and closed. Yes, if everything were one hundred percent clear, there would be no testing and there would be no development. It has become necessary to use a literary style in religious texts to preserve their guidance and propagation feature and to keep those texts closed in a sense.

I recently met a young English language and literature major who was excommunicated by the American Catholic Church and then began researching world religions. After our three-day, nine-hour dialogue on the interpretation of religious texts, that friend made an important confession:

“Allegorical (ambiguous) texts are the most powerful weapon of religions, as well as the most difficult problems of religions.”

In addition to such a sincere confession, a man who grew up in Turkish society, learned the analysis of religious texts and became a professor in law, which was based on abstract values, and then escaped to America, sold his conscience just for the sake of political and ideological interests, and then turned to all religious values, especially the concept of God. He wrote a book that is like a blasphemy - devoid of scientific analysis.

To prevent such low-level books from poisoning our youth, I previously wrote about issues such as the creation of Adam and humanity, the 950-year lifespan of Noah, and the interpretation of details in Jewish history in our book titled “Universality of the Quran” and in October 1997 and published it.

Here, we will only give the interpretation of nearly 300 issues in 50 chapters of the Torah book of Genesis. Then, if God gives me life, I will do a ‘research-commentary’ on the Torah in general.

However, since the most allegorical and allegorical texts are found in this book of Genesis, after understanding this part of the Torah, a positive opinion is formed about the other parts. Also, take a look at the articles titled The Problem of the Distortion of the Torah and the Logic of Semitic Languages, which we will give at the end of this book; because there are great misconceptions about this issue by both Muslims, Ahl-i Kitap (People of the Book, Christians, Jews…), and atheists.

Our request to all religious people is not to perceive religion as a phenomenon of nationalism, not to seek help from non-religious people against each other, and not to engage in such an attempt; let them cooperate with each other and form a front and an answer to the aggressive disease of atheism, which is an insult to humanity and existence. I believe that true religious people will say yes to this call.

Here I move on to those universal issues that those aggressive atheists call superstition:

CHAPTER 1

1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 2 And the land was desolate and empty; and darkness was upon the face of the deep; and the Spirit of God was moving upon the face of the waters. 3 And God said, Let there be light; and there was light. 4 And God saw that the light was good; and God separated the light from the darkness. 5 And God called the light Day, and the darkness Night. And there was evening, and there was morning, one day.

6 And God said, Let there be a dome in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the waters. 7 And God made the vault, and separated the waters that were under the vault from the waters that were above the vault; and so it happened. 8 And God called the vault Heaven. And there was evening, and there was morning, the second day.

9 And God said, Let the waters under the heaven be gathered together into one place, and let the dry ground appear; and so it happened. 10 And God called the dry land Earth; and he called the pool of waters Seas; and God saw that it was good. 11 And God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, herbs yielding seed, and let the earth bring forth on it trees bearing fruit according to their kinds, the seed of which is in it; and so it happened. 12 And the earth brought forth grass, herbs yielding seed according to their kinds, and trees bearing fruit according to their kinds, the seed of which was in them; and God saw that it was good. 13 And there was evening, and there was morning, the third day.

14 And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to separate the day from the night; and let them be for signs, and for times, and for days, and for years; 15 And let them be lights in the firmament of the heavens, to give light upon the earth; And so it happened. 16 And God made two great lights, the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night; He also made stars. 17 And God set them in the vault of the heavens, to give light upon the earth, and to rule over the day and over the night, and to separate the light from darkness; and God saw that it was good. 19 And there was evening, and there was morning, the fourth day.

20 And God said, Let the waters swarm with flocks of living creatures; and let the birds fly above the earth, on the face of the vault of the heavens. 21 And God created great sea beasts, and every living creature that moves after its kind, with which the waters mingle, and every winged bird after its kind; and God saw that it was good. 22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the waters of the seas, and let the birds multiply on the land. 23 And there came evening, and there was morning, the fifth day.

24 And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living creatures after their kinds, the cattle, and the creeping things, and the beasts of the earth after their kinds; And so it happened. 25 And God made the beasts of the earth after their kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground after its kind; and God saw that it was good. 26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness; and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth. 27 And God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; He created them male and female. 28 And God blessed them; and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it; and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth. 29 And God said, Behold, I have given you every vegetable yielding seed that is on all the face of the earth, and every tree bearing fruit bearing seed; there will be food for you; 30 And to every beast of the earth, and to every bird of the air, and to every creeping thing that has the breath of life, I gave all the green herb for food; And so it happened. 31 And God saw all that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And there was evening, and there was morning, the sixth day.

I) Creation

In the chapters on creation, the physical (formal), spiritual, cultural, religious and even unseen - unseen, archetypal - aspects of beings, especially the earth, the sky and humans, are expressed. Since these different aspects of beings, especially humans, are described, the narratives about these different areas sometimes seem to seemingly contradict each other.

For example, in Chapter 1, verses 1-5; we see that the world is covered with seas, that the atmosphere does not reflect light because it is not yet fully formed or is dense with gases, that the life expressed by the spirit of God moves in the waters, then the atmosphere is cleaned and formed, and with this, day and night are noticed. These facts are one hundred percent compatible with scientific findings.

In verses 6-8, we see that the atmosphere is enriched with water vapor and other transparent gases and, like the dome of the palace, protects the earth from harmful rays. This is also a depiction, a religious knowledge, that shows the universe as a palace and that it has been prepared for human beings to develop and benefit from it comfortably.

The communicative and instructive aspect of such statements is more important and more useful than the aspect of expressing scientific data. In fact, since most people are ignorant of scientific data, most of these statements seemingly caress their misguided feelings and serve as a guidance to them.

In Chapter 1, verses 9-13, he describes the formation of the earth and soil, the development of plants and trees, and the formation of genetic structure. And it points to the genetic relationship of the plant and the seeds. So, here it indicates normal rainfall and the blooming of plants and trees. However, in Chapter 2, verse 4-8, “The Lord had not yet sent rain on the earth; there is the expression “the wildflower was not finished.” Because the purpose of the narrative in these 4-8 is rather than physical rain, ‘the human being grows up and becomes a wildflower with a civil, cultural, social principle and spiritual rain.

In fact, in Chapter 1, verses 24-31, the biological creation of humans is described after other species, while in Chapter 2, verses 4-7, this cultural and spiritual formation of humans is explained again.

So, first the universe was created, then plants, then fish, then birds, then mammals; then came the biological creation of man, then his spiritual and cultural formation. Explaining the creation in this order in this first chapter is a miracle itself.

In Chapter 1, verses 14-19, although it informs that the atmosphere has become completely transparent in one respect, so that the stars, moon and sun can be seen clearly, it also has a spiritual narrative aspect similar to the expression in Chapter 2, verses 4-7. Namely;

“The palace of the universe is built on realities such as earth, sky, land, sea and plants as foundations; in its fine works, in terms of art, it is decorated with material and spiritual ornaments, stars and flowers, and patterns such as light and darkness. Then living servants and conscious guests were invited into that palace. “In accordance with the time and place, first plants, then fish, then birds, then mammals, then humans, and finally with the emergence of man as Adam, that universe was honored and enlivened with social realities.”

Since man is the only fruit of the tree of the universe and creation, he has the characteristics of all layers of that tree. In Mevlana’s words, man is both matter, bird, animal and Adam.

CHAPTER 2

1 And the heavens and the earth were put to rest, and all their hosts. 2 And God finished his work on the seventh day; and on the seventh day he rested from all his work. 3 And God blessed the seventh day and sanctified it; because on that day God rested from all the work He had created and done.

4 These are the origins of the heavens and the earth when they were created in the day when the Lord God made the earth and the heavens. 5 And there was not yet a sampling of the field on the earth, nor a herb of the field yet sprung up; for the Lord God had not sent rain upon the earth; and there were no men to till the ground; 6 And a mist rose up from the earth, and watered the whole face of the earth. 7 And the Lord God formed man from the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and the man became a living soul. 8 And the Lord God planted a garden in Eden toward the east; and there he put the man whom he had made. 9 And the Lord God caused to grow from the ground every tree that was beautiful to look at and good for food, and the tree of life in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. 10 And a river went out of Eden to water the garden; and from there it divided, and became four branches. 11 The name of one is Pishon; it encompasses all the land of Havilah, which has gold in it; 12 And the gold of this land is good; There are white frankincense and agate stones there. 13 And the name of the second river is Gihon; It is the one that encompasses the entire province of Kush. 14 And the name of the third river is Tigris; It is the one that flows in front of Ashur. And the fourth river is the Euphrates. 15 And the Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to care for him and to keep him. 16 And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, “You may freely eat of every tree of the garden; 17 But you shall not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil; for in the day, you eat of it you will surely die.

18 And the Lord God said, It is not good for the man to be alone; I will make a suitable helper for him. 19 And the Lord God formed from the ground every beast of the field and every bird of the air; and brought them to the man to see what he would call them; And whatever the man called to each living creature, that was its name. 20 And the man gave names to all the cattle, and to the birds of the air, and to every beast of the field; But no suitable helper was found for the man. 21 And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and he slept; And he took one of his ribs, and closed the place thereof with flesh; 22 And from the rib which the Lord God had taken from the man, he made a woman, and brought her to the man. 23 And the man said, now this is bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh; It will be called Nisa, because it was taken from Man. 24 Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and cleave to his wife, and they shall become one flesh. 25 And the man and his wife were both naked, and had no shame.

II) The Matter of Adam:

As stated in Chapter 1, verses 26-28, after a perfect infrastructure was established on earth, man was created as a divine caliph (God’s representative on earth) who would rule and own all beings on earth; and was created in the image of God. In other words, he was created to understand and possess abstract, sublime values. Yes, among all creatures, humans are the only creatures that have intelligence and ideas, know the past and the future, and know abstract and sublime values.6

But this creature was like a kind of animal in its early childhood. As stated in Chapter 1, verses 29-31, it lived and ate by hunting plants, trees and animals, similar to other animal species. And in this way, with the human species, a perfect balance was established in the world. There was no need to create a new species.

As stated in Chapter 2, verses 1-3; this seventh day (period) was stable, calm and fruitful. There is no need for a new decoration in ecological construction. Natural development came to a kind of rest. Since this natural system is a beautiful mirror that reflects the thousand and one names of Allah, and since Allah watches His beauty in this great and also very beautiful mirror, it is expressed as “Today Allah rested “. Otherwise, God cannot be tired. There are expressions similar to this expression in the Quran. 7In other words, the general universal system in the universe is expressed with the name Allah. In fact, one of the names of Allah is al- Muhit; that is, it encompasses everything. Since some Jews and some polytheists understood such expressions as “Allah rested due to fatigue”, the Quran corrected their misinterpretation by saying 8“ There is no fatigue in Allah”. Otherwise, the Quran did not correct this verse of the Torah. Please refer to the 5th entry of the Anfal Surah of our book titled “Universality of the Quran” and the Creation Processes article of this book.

In Jewish tradition, the Saturday holiday has a religious value. In other words, although a person works hard six days a week; he should remember that one day he will leave this world, he should spare time for contemplation, which is his ultimate duty, he should pray, and he should think that he will find survival with spiritual and divine values... That is why this week-long holiday has survived to this day as a religious value and tradition. But sometimes it is misunderstood by some Jews. It is believed that not even cooking should be done that day. Let us get back to our issue:

When humans find their place in the universal ecological balance; humanity began to move towards a new structure, that is, after material and horizontal development, it entered vertical and spiritual development.

As it is said in Chapter 2, verses 4-8, at the beginning of this period, not even a wildflower 9had grown on the earth due to the rain and water and fertility of the revelation. And there were no people who received revelation. In other words, there was no person yet to receive that revelation, put it to use and implement it.

As described in Chapter 6, verse 4, after humanity was disciplined by revelation suffering in the time of Noah, there were “Nephilim “, people who remained wild-at ease in the world, deprived of revelation and knowledge. This word means redundant men who cannot find a place in the system, that is, do not take on a duty, do not suffer, and therefore remain big and fat. As a root word, it comes together with the word “Nephil”, which means excess, and the suffix “im”, which means plural.

Although the normal biological creation of man is explained by saying “man was created” in Chapter 1, the fact that in this Chapter 2 the creation of man is mentioned again - this time with the word Adam, not with the word man - shows that the creation here refers to the spiritual creation of man, is its cultural creation. In fact, the Quran uses the words “basher” (human being) and “insan” (man) when describing the material creation of man; he uses the word “Adam” when describing the spiritual and cultural aspects of man. This word is mentioned in one or two verses in the Torah, and sometimes it refers to all of humanity (including men and women) (See Chapter 5, verses 1-5).10

Chapter 2, verse 6, says; with the mist of prayers and cries of need rising from people, the earth became a candidate to produce a new crop. There has been a movement and development towards understanding abstract values. Here there is only a mist of needs and desires. There has been no rain of revelation yet. With this fog of social needs, humanity started to cultivate the land and settled down.

In other words, social life was breathed into human noses. So, people started to smell social life. And a social collective community, that is, personality (soul), emerged. The social community organization has a collective spirit that this human personality with its men and women is expressed as “Adam”.

In this period, although humanity lives in small units, it is not at a level to take responsibility. He is not yet strong enough to bear the burden and suffering of responsibility; he was living as comfortably, happily and in an idyllic environment as a child.

The word “Eastern” in verse 8 means a warm, comfortable environment. The word “Eden” means a comfortable and beautiful place of residence. Otherwise, these are not the names of special regions. (Thousands of such adjectives were understood as nouns and proper names in religious books, and the essence intended to be told was lost.)

In this period, humanity has not yet met the trees of life and consciousness such as honor, marriage, responsibility, knowledge and law. As an extraordinary blessing, four great rivers have flowed in this paradise-like region of humanity, which will green that paradise and cause the spiritual development of man.

Since the income, consumption and blessings of these four rivers are extraordinary, it has been said that “These four rivers come from Heaven “.

Then, when humanity ate the fruits of consciousness from the tree of marriage and lust, quarrels, evil and contradictions arose, and as stated in the 17th verse of this chapter, they were condemned to many deaths and began to kill each other. Even though they rose to a new level and a new world, since the old peace and tranquility was no longer there, they descended to the earth, soil, and profit, and became enemies to each other. But with this reactor of contradiction and hostility, God wants to take them to higher levels and help them with the messages of revelation.

Yes, as described in Chapter 2, verses 18-25, humanity did not have abstract values when it was deprived of a consciousness that could distinguish between good and evil; he could not speak, he could not name things. Then, when he came to know good and evil and the concepts, he gave a name to each thing; it became clear who was male, who was female, and whose duty was what.

But these opposites remained separate for a while. Adam (spiritual dimension) searched for the material dimension (Eve) for a long time. Adam (spiritual dimension) was first found in India; after a long search, they met on the mountain (state) of Arafat (knowledge and wisdom). Yes, even Mount Arafat in Mecca, which is a symbol, is an important landmark in informing, socializing and nationalizing people. In fact, the Quran does not say, “Hajj has been made obligatory (law) for the believers.” It says “This law is for all people,”. (Quran, 3/97). Yes, other religious people do not have to go to the Kaaba. However, every nation must revolve around a certain transcendent, spiritual center, get in order, and show that it is human. Yes, Muslims have acted wrongly, contrary to the Quran, in more than fifty places regarding the People of the Book. And for the solution of these problems, see our work “Quran and People of the Book”, published in 2022.)

 

Chapter 2, Verses 18-24

18 And the Lord God said, It is not good for the man to be alone; I will make a suitable helper for him. 19 And the Lord God formed from the ground every beast of the field and every bird of the air; and brought them to the man to see what he would call them; And whatever the man called to each living creature, that was its name. 20 And the man gave names to all the cattle, and to the birds of the air, and to every beast of the field; But no suitable helper was found for the man. 21 And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and he slept; And he took one of his ribs, and closed the place thereof with flesh; 22 And from the rib which the Lord God had taken from the man, he made a woman, and brought her to the man. 23 And the man said, Now this is bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh; It will be called Nisa, because it was taken from Man. 24 Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and cleave to his wife, and they shall become one flesh.

***

Yes, when opposites conflicted with each other, they had to come together at a point. Each opposite gave up a piece of its own existence, that is, gave up a rib and began to merge with the other, and a new structure emerged. A spring was formed. However, there was no religious knowledge (revelation) yet to compensate for the deficiencies of this level of knowledge. Yes, religion appears in the world of symbols as “a dress that covers a person’s deficit”.

CHAPTER 3

1 And it was the serpent, the most deceitful of all the beasts of the field which the Lord God had made. And he said to the woman, “Did God say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree of the garden?’ 2 And the woman said to the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden; 3 But concerning the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God said, Do not eat of it, nor touch it, lest you die. 4 And the serpent said to the woman, You will never die; 5 For God knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil. 6 And the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and pleasant to the eyes, and desirable for giving understanding; and he took of its fruit, and ate; and she gave also to her husband with her, and he ate. 7 And their eyes were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made aprons for themselves. 8 And they heard the voice of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the day; And the man and his wife hid themselves among the trees of the garden from the face of the Lord God.

9 And the LORD God called to the man and said to him, Where are you? 10 And he said, I heard your voice in the garden, and I was afraid, for I was naked and hid myself. 11 And he said, Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you not to eat from it? 12 And the man said, The woman whom you gave to me gave me of that tree, and I ate. 13 And the Lord God said to the woman, What is this that you have done? And the woman said, The serpent deceived me, and I ate. 14 And the Lord God said to the serpent, Because you have done this, you are cursed above all the cattle and all the beasts of the field; You shall walk on your belly, and you shall eat dust all the days of your life; 15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your seed and her seed; He will attack your head, and you will attack his heel. 16 And he said to the woman, I will greatly increase her toil and her pregnancy; You will give birth to children with pain; and your desire shall be to your husband, and he shall have dominion over you.

17 And he said to Adam, Because you obeyed the voice of your wife and ate from the tree of which I commanded you, saying, “You shall not eat from it, cursed is the ground because of you.” You shall eat of it with toil all the days of your life; 18 And he will cause thorns and thistles to grow for you; and you shall eat the herb of the field; 19 By the sweat of your face you will eat bread, until you return to dust; because you were taken from him; For you are dust, and to dust you will return. 20 And the man called his wife’s name Eve; for she became the mother of all living things. 21 And the Lord God made tunics of leather for Adam and for his wife, and clothed them.

22 And the Lord God said, Behold, the man has become as one of us, knowing good and evil; And now lest he put forth his hand, and take of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever— 23 So the Lord God brought him out of the garden of Eden, to till the ground from which he was taken. 24 And he drove the man away; And he placed the cherubim at the east of the garden of Eden, and the flame of the sword that turned on every side, to guard the way to the tree of life.

***

When humanity consciously ate from the tree of knowledge and lust - and this knowledge came about under the forced guidance of harmful creatures such as the devil and snakes - humanity received some inspiration (the voice of the Lord), heard it, and became aware of its nakedness. Maybe he found this situation strange; but they began to cover themselves, albeit a little, with the fig tree - which represents life. 11And they hid in the forest. “Shame” indicates the formation of the superego. “Hiding” also indicates hiding libidinal impulses in the subconscious. Truly the subconscious is like a forest.

Then came the custom, law and responsibility of marriage. The man (Adam) was punished with the trouble of earning a living and the woman (Eve) was punished with the pain of childbirth. Then there was a development towards luxurious clothing such as kaftans and leather work. Humanity became aware of the issues of social life and became a shadow of Allah on earth. That is, it became the possessor of abstract, organized knowledge (Chapter 2, verse 22). Then material development was prepared as an infrastructure for this humanity. And this material development functioned like a human being. And man left everything and clung to it (Chapter 2, verses 23-25).

And humanity became like God... Because there is a God who knows abstract values, humans and angels. That is why it is said in one expression: “He became like us (Allah and His angels)” (3/22).

CHAPTER 4

1 And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived and bare Cain; and he said, By the help of the Lord I have gained a man. 2 And again she bare his brother Abel. And Abel became a shepherd of sheep, but Cain became a farmer. 3 And after the days had passed, Cain brought an offering of the fruit of the ground to the Lord. 4 And Abel himself brought the firstlings of the flock and their fat. And the Lord looked upon Abel and his offering; 5 But he did not look at Cain or his offering. And Cain was very angry, and he grieved his countenance. 6 And the Lord said to Cain, “Why are you angry? And why did you hide your face? 7 If you do good, will it not be lifted up? and if you do not do well, sin is lurking at the door; and you are what he wants; but be superior to him. 8 And Cain spake unto Abel his brother. And it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother, and slew him.

9 And the Lord said to Cain, Where is your brother Abel? And he said, I know not; Am I my brother’s keeper? 10 And he said, What have you done? The voice of your brother’s blood shouts to me from the ground. 11 And now you are cursed by the earth, which opened its mouth to receive your brother’s blood from your hand. 12 When you till the ground, it will no longer give you strength; You will be a fugitive and a vagabond on the earth. 13 And Cain said unto the LORD, My punishment is too great to bear. 14 Behold, this day you have driven me out from the face of the ground; and because of you I will remain hidden; and I will be a fugitive and a vagabond on the earth; and it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall find me shall slay me. 15 And the LORD said unto him, Therefore whosoever slayeth Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold. And the Lord set a mark on Cain, so that whoever found him would not smite him.

16 And Cain went out from before the Lord, and dwelt in the land of Nod, east of Eden. 17 And Cain knew his wife, and she conceived and bare Enoch; and he built a city, and called the name of the city Enoch after the name of his son. 18 And to Enoch will was born; and Will He became the father of Mehujael; and Mehujael He became the father of Methushael; and Methushael He became the father of Lamech. 19 And Lamech took two wives for himself; the name of the one was Ada, and the name of the other was Zillah. 20 And Ada gave birth to Jabal; This was the ancestor of those who lived in tents and those who owned flocks. 21 And his brother’s name was Jubal; This was the ancestor of all harp and trumpet players. 22 And Zillah herself bare Tubal-cain; bronze and iron; This was the one who forged all the sharp tools; and Tubal-cain sister It was Naama. 23 And Lamech said to his wives,

O Ada and Tsilla, listen to my voice;

O wives of Lamech, heed my voice;

Because I hurt a man for wounding me,

And I killed a young man because he bruised me;

24 If Cain be avenged seven times,

Lamech will also be taken seventy-seven times.

25 And Adam knew his wife again; and she bare a son, and called his name Seth: For God hath given me another seed instead of Abel; for Cain killed him, he said. 26 And to Seth a son was born to him; and she called his name Enosh. Then they began to call on the name of the Lord.

***

Then, when lust and population increased due to consciousness and therefore food became insufficient, professions such as shepherding and establishing tent cities emerged. As a result, class differences arose; people started killing each other because of profit and women. The cheating mechanism was revealed; humanity was divided into two: Cain and Abel. (Regarding the story of Cain and Cain, see Ali Shariati’s book, Sociology of Islam, and M. Iqbal’s work, The Re-Establishment of Religious Thought in Islam.)

After this class difference, humanity started to bury the dead and had certain beliefs. And after that, the holy family structure was established and has survived to this day. But some reactionaries want to destroy that home. They want to go backwards.

 

CHAPTER 5

1 This is the book of the descendants of Adam. In the day that God created man, He made him in the image of God; 2 He created them male and female; and he blessed them, and called their name Adam in the day they were created. 3 And when Adam was one hundred and thirty years old, he became the father of a son in his likeness, after his image; And he called his name Seth, 4 And the days of Adam were eight years after he begat Seth; and he became the father of sons and daughters. 5 And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years; and he died.

6 And when Seth was one hundred and five years old, he became the father of Enosh; 7 And after he begat Enosh, Seth lived eight hundred and seven years, and begat sons and daughters; 8 And all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years; and he died.

9 And Enosh became the father of Canaan when he was ninety years old; 10 And after Enosh became the father of Canaan, eight hundred He lived fifteen years and became the father of sons and daughters; 11 And all the days of Enosh were nine hundred and five years; and he died.

12 And when Canaan was seventy years old, he became the father of Mahalalel; 13 And after he begat Mahalalel, Canaan lived eight hundred and forty years, and begat sons and daughters; 14 And all the days of Canaan were nine hundred and ten years; and he died.

15 And when Mahalalel was sixty and five years old, he became the father of Jared; 16 And after he begat Jared, Mahalalel lived eight hundred and thirty years, and begat sons and daughters; 17 And all the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred and ninety-five years; and he died.

18 And when Jared was one hundred and sixty-two years old, he became the father of Enoch; 19 And Jared lived eight hundred years after he begat Enoch, and begat sons and daughters; 20 And all the days of Jared were nine hundred sixty and two years; and he died.

21 And Enoch was sixty and five years old, and became the father of Methuselah; 22 And after he begat Methuselah, Enoch walked with God three hundred years, and begat sons and daughters; 23 And all the days of Enoch were three hundred and sixty-five years; 24 And Enoch walked with God; and disappeared from sight; because God took it.

25 And when Methuselah was one hundred and eighty and seven years old, he became the father of Lamech; 26 And after he begat Lamech, Methuselah lived seven hundred and eighty-two years, and begat sons and daughters; 27 And all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred and sixty-nine years; and he died.

28 And when Lamech was one hundred and eighty-two years old, he became the father of a son; 29 And she called his name Noah, saying, This will comfort us from our work, from the toil of our hands, which is from the ground that the Lord has cursed. 30 And Lamech lived after he begat Noah five hundred and ninety-five years, and begat sons and daughters; 31 And all the days of Lamech were seven hundred and seventy-seven years; and he died.

32 And Noah was five hundred years old; and he became the father of Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

***

This is the story of Adam (humanity). God created them as males and females. And he made it look like himself. In other words, humanity has learned abstract values after a long adventure. He became God’s caliph on earth.

And Adam became 130 years old. This number 130 may be an allusion to the word “kul”, which means “word” and “say” in Hebrew and Arabic. Because the numerical value of this word is 130. When Adam was 130 years old, that is, when he started to understand words, that is, when he had inspiration and spiritual knowledge, a new generation developed. So, Seth was born. Seth means having wonderful spirituality and knowledge. The root of the word Şit (Seth) means innovation and wonder; it means extraordinary.

In this way, the culture of each new generation prevailed for a period of approximately a thousand years. Then humanity entered a winter period and chaos arose. Humanity was destined for material and spiritual disasters. Everyone was waiting for a savior to get out of this darkness (see Chapter 5, verses 28-30). And the era of Noah began. In some narrations, “Enosh”, who was the first to mention the name of God’s Lord, and “Noah”, who received this revelation, are confused. Chapter 4/26, to Enosh; this chapter looks at the Prophet Noah. Yes, they both look alike.

CHAPTER 6

1 And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and daughters were born to them, 2 that the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful, and they took wives for themselves from all they chose. 3 And the Lord said, My spirit shall not strive with man for ever, for he also is flesh; therefore his days shall be one hundred and twenty years. 4 When the sons of God came to the daughters of men, and they bare children to them, there were Nephilim on the earth in those days, and even after that; These were tyrants of old, men of fame.

5 And the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that the thoughts and desires of his heart were only evil day by day. 6 And the Lord was sorry that he had made man on the earth, and he was filled with sorrow in his heart. 7 And the Lord said, I will wipe out from the face of the earth man whom I have created, and the beasts and the creeping things and the birds of the air; Because I’m sorry I did them. 8 But Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord.

9 These are the descendants of Noah. Noah was a faithful man, and perfect in his times; Noah walked with God. 10 And Noah begat three sons: Shem, Ham, and Japheth. 11 And the earth was corrupt before God, and the earth was filled with violence. 12 And God saw the earth, and behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted its way on the earth.

13 And God said to Noah, The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth is filled with violence because of them, and behold, I will destroy them with the earth. 14 Make for yourself an ark of gopher wood; You shall make rooms in the ship, and you shall pitch it within and without with pitch. 15 And thus shalt thou build it: The length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, its breadth fifty cubits, and its height thirty cubits. 16 You shall make a skylight for the ark, and you shall complete it one cubit upward; and you shall set the door of the ship on its side; You shall build it as a lower, second, and third storey. 17 And I, behold, I bring a flood of waters upon the earth, to destroy every flesh in which is the breath of life under the heaven; All who are on the earth will die. 18 But I will establish my covenant with you; and you shall go into the ark, you and your sons with you, and your wife, and your sons’ wives. 19 And of every living thing, of every flesh, you shall bring into the ship two of every kind, that they may live with you; They will be male and female. 20 They will come to you, two of each kind, of the birds after their kind, and of the cattle after their kind, and of every creeping thing of the earth after its kind, to keep them alive. 21 And take for yourself all that is eaten, and gather it unto you, and it shall be food for you and for them.

22 And Noah did according to all that God commanded him; He did so.

***

After these floods, darkness and collapse, humanity sprouted a new world and a new generation. In its true sense, Noah, as the first prophet and messenger, saved the world from savagery, polytheism, and anarchism.

We see Noah as the first messenger and first prophet in the Quran and hadith (see 4/163 and Riyâzü’s-Sâlihin). Adam’s prophethood is the spiritual and unseen aspect of humanity, looks at the collective personality. Because humanity is the only species that has complete prophecy, He is the caliph of Allah on earth.

And this personality appears in the unseen world with a height of 60 cubits and a wonderful structure that knows all the sciences. See the appendix of this book on “Adam”.

Adam is the collective spiritual personality of humanity; Noah is sometimes used as the name of the collective personality of humanity after receiving revelation and prophethood. As stated in Chapter 6, verse 18, the “divine covenant,” or revelation, was established in this time of Noah. In other words, concrete forms of revelation appeared in social life.

Revelation is a divine knowledge, word and covenant that elevates and honors man and saves him from chaos and animality. When Abraham (pbuh) was circumcised, Allah said to him, “I will continue my covenant in your flesh.” In other words, by being circumcised, man shows that he is not an animal and that he is responsible for the duties of religion. And this circumcision has been a sign of this greatness and duty of humanity. In fact, although most of the prophets came from the lineage of Abraham, this divine covenant continued in His flesh. In other words, only balanced people like Abraham bore the burden of revelation.

And as stated in Chapter 9, verses 12-16, the rainbow became the symbol of this covenant and revelation. In other words, revelation is like a merciful, fertile rain and cloud that carries the seven colors of religion. The true personality of humanity (Adam) grows with this water and turns into a tree of eternity.

In fact, in some narrations it is said that “Gabriel kneaded Adam’s soil for forty days, then left it to heaven.” In other words, after humanity had been kneaded for a long time, it received revelation through Gabriel; Humanity began to live in a paradise environment. Then, when people ate each other’s flesh - which is forbidden - through cannibalism and wars, he was expelled from heaven and lost the revelation. As a matter of fact, the blood of 90 million people was wasted in the First and Second World Wars... And they were thrown into the trash. At least the ancient cannibals did not waste the meat of those they killed...

(We will return to this issue after a few words about the Flood.)

The Nature of the Flood

CHAPTER 7

1 And the Lord said to Noah, Go into the ark with all your household; for I have seen you righteous before me in this generation. 2 Of every clean animal, male and female, he shall take seven of them, and of unclean animals, two each, male and female, for the survival of their offspring on all the face of the earth; 3 And of the birds of the air you shall take seven by seven, male and female. 4 For after seven days I will send rain upon the earth forty days and forty nights; I will wipe out from the face of the earth every living thing that I have made. 5 And Noah did according to all that the LORD commanded him.

6 And Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of waters came upon the earth. 7 And Noah, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons’ wives, went into the ark with him, because of the waters of the flood. 8 And of the clean animals, and of the unclean animals, and of the birds, and of everything that creeps upon the ground, 9 came into the ark to Noah, two by two, male and female, according to what God had commanded Noah. 10 And it came to pass, after seven days, that the waters of the flood were upon the earth. 11 In the six hundredth year of the life of Noah, in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, on that day all the fountains of the great deep were rent, and the windows of the heavens were opened. 12 And it rained on the earth forty days and forty nights.

13 On that very day Noah, and Noah’s sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth, and Noah’s wife, and his sons’ three wives, went into the ark with them; 14 And they entered, and every beast after its kind, and every cattle after its kind, and every creeping thing on the ground after its kind, and every bird after its kind, every bird of every kind. 15 And they entered the ark unto Noah, two by two, of everybody in which was the breath of life. 16 And those who entered came of all flesh, male and female, as God had commanded him, and the Lord closed the door upon him. 17 And there was a flood upon the earth for forty days, and the waters increased, and they lifted up the ark, and it was lifted up from the earth. 18 And the waters rose up and multiplied exceedingly upon the earth; and the ship walked on the face of the waters. 19 And the waters rose up greatly upon the earth, and all the high mountains that were under the heavens were covered. 20 The waters rose fifteen cubits further; and the mountains were covered. 21 And all that moved upon the earth died, both birds and cattle and beasts, and every creeping thing that crawled on the earth, and every man; 22 And all those on the land who had the breath of the spirit of life in their nostrils died. 23 And every living thing that lived on the face of the earth was wiped out, from man to cattle, to every creeping thing, even to the birds of the air; and they were destroyed from the face of the earth; and only Noah and those with him in the ark remained. 24 And the waters rose above the earth an hundred and fifty days.

CHAPTER 8

1 And God remembered Noah, and all the beasts that were with him in the ark, and all the cattle; and God caused a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters subsided; 2 And the springs of the deep and the windows of the heavens were closed, and the rain from heaven ceased; 3 And as they went on, the waters receded from the earth; And when the hundred and fifty days had passed, the waters diminished. 4 And the ark came to rest on the mountains of Ararat, in the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of the month. 5 And the waters diminished more and more, until the tenth month; In the tenth month, on the first of the month, the tops of the mountains appeared.

6 And it came to pass, after the forty days had passed, that Noah opened the window of the ark which he had made; 7 And he sent the raven, and it went hither and thither, until the waters dried up on the earth. 8 And he sent the dove from beside him, to see if the waters had ceased from the face of the earth; 9 But the dove could not find a resting place for the sole of her foot, and returned to him in the ark; for the waters were over all the earth; And he put out his hand and took him, and took him into the ship with him. 10 And he waited another seven days; And he sent the dove out of the ship again; 11 And the dove came in to him at even; and, behold, there was an olive leaf freshly plucked in his mouth; and Noah knew that the waters had ceased from the earth. 12 And he waited another seven days, and sent out the dove; and he returned no more to himself.

13 And it came to pass in the six hundred and first year, in the first month, on the first of the month, that the waters dried up from the face of the earth; And Noah lifted up the covering of the ark, and looked, and behold, the face of the earth was dried up. 14 And in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, the ground was dry. 15 And God spoke to Noah, saying, 16 Go out of the ship, you and your wife, and your sons and your sons’ wives with you. 17 Take out with you every living creature that is with you, including birds and cattle and every creeping thing that creeps on the ground; that they may spring up on the earth and be fruitful and multiply on the earth. 18 And Noah went up with him, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons’ wives; 19 And every animal, every creeping thing, and every bird, and every moving thing on the earth, came out of the ark according to their kind.

20 And Noah built an altar to the Lord. And he took of every clean animal and every clean bird, and offered burnt offerings on the altar. 21 And the Lord smelled the sweet smell; And the Lord said to his heart, “I will not curse the ground again because of the man; for the mind of man’s heart is evil from his youth; and I will no longer strike every living thing, as I have done. 22 Sowing and reaping, cold and heat, summer and winter, day and night, shall not cease during all the days of the earth.

As can be understood from the above explanation, like all religious issues, this flood event is a universal law and reality. It is not an event that happened only once in history. Like other species, humanity has been exposed to numerous floods, and they have continued their lineage and culture with limited samples.

However, it is a historical fact that humanity was subjected to a severe ice age, floods and deluges before it was exposed to revelation and prophethood.

As understood from archaeological documents and historical epics, Noah’s flood appears to have been regional in the Mesopotamian region. However, since the Torah and the Quran identified (concretized) and dramatized the material and spiritual floods in the human world with this historical event, Noah’s flood was thought to be general and universal.

The Quran gives this incident in two ways:

(a) A historical event and story. And the shares derived from this story. As a matter of fact, in the beginning, no one else boarded the ship of Islam except the Ahl al- Bayt and a few Muslims. All living creatures and wild animals were saved along with Noah and his family on the ship. But the unbelievers were drowned. Because the infidels were more savage.

(b) It shows it as a universal law and a form of apocalypse. See the article on the life of Noah.

Although the Torah describes the Flood event universally, it is understood only as a historical event, since its form of expression is more concrete and focuses on specific names.

And the Torah clearly says, “With Noah, only three of his children survived, and all humanity multiplied from the offspring of these three children.” However, as can be understood from other verses of the Torah, the people who proliferate from the descendants of these three children come face to face with people who are not descendants of those three children - Hittites and Egyptians - in other parts of the world. So, these three children represent the three main development arteries of humanity. Otherwise, neither a nation other than the descendants of Noah’s three children nor any living species living on other continents could survive on earth. So, the generality of the Flood stems from its use only in the sense of notification and guidance and in the sense of apocalypse. As described in the Epic of Gilgamesh during the Flood, the expression “the gods flocked onto the ark “resulted from either lack of language or incorrect translation. As a matter of fact, in Genesis, Chapter 11, the angels are translated as the descent of the Lord.

The dove used in the Flood is also a symbol of peace. In other words, after there is peace, tranquility and tranquility on earth, there is no need to discipline humanity with floods and disasters. Allah says, “I will not subject people to such floods again (as long as there is peace and faith)” (See chapter 8, verses 20-22).12

Children of Adam (Read Chapter 4!)


Lowercase (a) is used in the initial letter of Adam, whose creation and development are described in Chapter 2. It is a sign that humanity had not yet gained a full concrete personality in that early period. It is used with capital letters in the 1st and 25th verses of the 4th chapter and in the 21st verse of the 2nd chapter. Yes, when humanity bears the responsibility of marriage, becomes a father, and wears a robe that reflects its personality, it means that it has gained a certain personality. It is used again in lowercase letters in the 22nd verse of the 2nd chapter. It is said that “Adam became (conscious) like one of us (spirituals) by knowing good and evil.” Because, if humanity does not get stuck in egoism and the darkness of personality, it will gain and possess divine knowledge and monotheism, which is pure consciousness.

In this 4th chapter and the following, “Adam” is always used with capital letters. Because when a person remembers his spouse, that is, when he knows him and has him, and when he lives within the framework of certain rules such as honor, he has a distinct personality. And in the unseen (archetype) world, this collective personality of humanity begins to be reflected as a concrete spiritual personality. Angels, who are spiritual figures, prostrate themselves before this spiritual Adam. In the material world, all useful beings bearing angels serve human beings, Adam and their children.

The honorable people who made this valuable Turkish translation of the Bible have used these lowercase and uppercase letters very accurately. Either they found a sign indicating this in the Hebrew and Greek originals, or they have done such an accurate job based on the meaning. I do not know Hebrew or Greek, but I compared this Turkish translation (which was originally translated during the Ottoman period) with the Arabic translation published in Beirut in 1908. I found it to be a better translation than the Arabic translation. However, since Arabic and Hebrew are sister dialect languages, the Arabic translation could have been better. But the high literary structure of the Ottoman language is reflected in this Turkish translation. The translations made after 1960 with made-up words have strayed far from the original and the meaning. Yes, every word is the result of a man, but the characters are very different...

Even the Qur’an - and in Arabic there are no uppercase or lowercase letters - has used two different expressions to describe the two periods when the human personality is clear and uncertain. When describing the period of uncertainty: “Allah created you from one soul, and His spouse from her kind. Then they joined together, and when she became pregnant and felt the pregnancy, they said, ‘O Lord, if You give us a useful son, we will be grateful to You. Then when Allah gave the husband and wife a useful son, the two of them (man and woman) ascribed partners to Allah.” (7/190)

In verse 7/11 of the Qur’an, there is a collective statement: “Allah created you, then formed you, then said to the angels, ‘Prostrate yourselves for Adam’.” So, in 7/190 the biological and psychological aspects of the human being are expressed by the word “Nafs”. The word “nafs” literally means “man himself,” and the term “nafs” means the subconscious impulses of man.

In verse 7/11 of the Qur’an, the cultural, religious and spiritual aspect of man is expressed by the word “Adam”, which is a subtle reminder of the truth of “six truths of faith + worship”. It points to the fact that man is truly human (Adam) with these seven truths. So, if we do not make this distinction, we would have to say that “Adam was the first human being and a prophet, but he and his wife were partners to Allah and he committed the first sin of mankind”, which would not be a coherent claim and scientific statement.

Yes, Adam is a prophet. He is sixty cubits tall (a sign of sixty years of life). He knows all kinds of information and languages. But this information is related to the collective spiritual personality of humanity.

When religious people confuse this unseen knowledge with material knowledge, they obstruct the path of scientists who want to enter religion. And they become responsible in the sight of Allah. Because religious knowledge comes from Allah, who created man and the universe. They do not contradict the natural and rational realities that are God’s law.

Let’s return to our main topic again... It is narrated in both hadith books and some commentaries of the Torah that; Adam and Eve named their first child Abdullah (servant of Allah). Satan said, “No, do not name him Abdullah, if you do not name him Abdulharis (servant of the ambitious), I will kill him.” And this debate continued for four births. Finally, he had his children named Abdulharis. He didn’t kill him anymore.

Yes, whatever the source of this narration, it is a literary explanation of a major sociological issue. Because humanity was starving when Abdullah was pure. Then, with the help of Satan and delusion, greed and a sense of ownership developed in people. They owned and cultivated land and property and were saved from hunger and death. Dr Abdullah Aydemir, in his work titled History of the Prophets, published among the publications of the Turkish Religious Foundation, stated that because he did not understand the interpretation of this and similar literary texts, he said: “This information is Israeliyat; therefore, he wanted to exclude it by saying “it is a superstition”. However, this information above is mentioned even in the book Kutub-u Sitte (in Tirmidhi, and in M. Hakim).

Verse 7/190 is the verse that points to the purity of this first social period, which was not evident, and then, as a result of this contradiction, it began to become evident. The number 19 and its 10 multiples indicate a perfect result in one aspect, and it is also an indication of the word “Vesvas” (the giver of mischief and contradiction). This is because the numerical value of the word “Vesvas” is 133. This is 7 times the number 19. Yes, 19 points to both good and evil. The contradiction is that the devil and mischiefs, while in some ways elevating people towards paradise, sometimes - mostly in this century - lead them to harm and hell. That is, “There are 19 above that Hell.” The chapter describing the torment of the people of Lot is in Genesis, Chapter 19. There Allah describes the “brimstone hell”.

Yes, while the personality of humanity was susceptible to fifty percent good and fifty percent evil and was uncertain, it was shaped by delusions and contradictions, rose to the level of abstract perception, and showed ambition; He was saved from hunger and destruction. Then it is divided into good and bad classes 13. Abel (shepherd, nomad) and Cain (Cain) (city dweller) became.

Someone has chosen the meaning and the time. The other has taken matter and space. He built buildings, skyscrapers and pyramids in these places (Chapter 4, verse 16-21). These cities have been subjected to attacks from time to time. But with certain signs; for example, it was protected by weapons, walls, and castles. Sometimes seven to one, seventy to one revenge was taken against the savages who attacked these cities (Chapter 4, verses 15, 23, 24).

Then a group of these city dwellers started to migrate, some of them started to live in tents like Gypsies, and some of them started to engage in animal husbandry (Chapter 4, verse 20). Then the bronze and iron age began in the descendants of this generation (v. 22).

Then humanity went to a new family structure. Humanity gave birth to a new generation, they named it “Seth”. As far as the root meaning of this word suggests, this is a period of new and wonderful spirituality.

Both in Ancient Egypt, among the Sabians, and in some extreme Alevi groups, “Seth” was accepted as a spiritual, extraordinary person. In fact, in some narrations, he is Adam himself. And humanity’s first prophethood (i.e., divine knowledge) was realized in the form of a pure, esoteric spirituality, which the Sabians and some esoteric Alevis claim (Seth) (see the article “Shis” in the Encyclopedia of Islam). This word comes from the Arabic root “shaz,” meaning new and extraordinary.

Eve is also an aspect, a member, of this Family of Being, the Rib of Adam.

Adam means the spiritual, cultural, religious and divine dimension of humanity; In this sense, women are also partners with humanity. Faith and law are equal. But woman, nature; therefore, it represents matter. Therefore, we can say that within the general existence of humanity, matter and nature are at the level of a crooked and greasy bone. Yes, it cannot be without matter, but humanity is not just stomach and matter. Those who think like this become as passive as matter. They are doomed to break and be defeated like a rib.

Oh man! If you do not want to remain a solid, hard, fat substance, become Adam (human). Be a mirror to the attributes of Allah, which consist of supreme values. Rise to the level of a legitimate caliph of Allah on earth. Yes, spiritual development of humanity alone is not enough. He needs a helper who will be his partner and share his loneliness. It is matter.

So, this rib is a symbolic expression. Because, as explained before, the biological creation of humanity (including men and women) was completed in the first chapter.

Since Hebrew and Arabic are sister dialects, we can say that the word “Eve” means the feminine substance that has thin and flexible features and contains the spiritual dimension and offspring of the human being (see dictionary Munjid). The note “Eve means living thing” is not from the Torah. It is a footnote provided as an explanation.

Adam means earth-colored creature. Eve’s abjad value is 22, and Adam’s is 46. 14Yes, humans, both men and women, come together from 46 chromosomes. 15And 4 + 6 = 10, indicating at a perfect ending. 22 and 2+2=4 look at order, matter and the quadrangularity of matter. The numerical values of the letters abjad in Arabic and Hebrew are both a historical fact and their numerical values are equal in both languages.

CHAPTER 9

8 And God spoke to Noah and to his sons with him, saying, 9 And I, behold, I am with you, and your descendants after you, 10 and every living creature that is with you, the birds and the cattle that are with you, from all that came out of the ark to all the beasts of the earth., and I establish my covenant with all the animals of the earth. 11 And I will establish my covenant with you; and all flesh shall no longer be cut off by the waters of the flood; and there will be no more flood to destroy the earth. 12 And God said, This is the sign of the covenant that I have made between me and you, and between every living creature that is with you for ever and ever: 13 I have set my bow in the cloud, and it will be a sign of the covenant between me and the earth. 14 And it shall come to pass, when I bring a cloud upon the earth, that the bow also shall appear in the cloud, 15 And I will remember my covenant between me and you, and between me and every living creature, and there shall be no more a flood of waters to destroy all flesh. 16 And there shall be a bow in the cloud; and I will see it to remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh on the earth. 17 And God said to Noah, This is the sign of the covenant which I have established between me and every fleshly person on the earth.

18 And Noah’s sons came out of the ark, Shem and Ham and Japheth. were; and Ham is the ancestor of Canaan. 19 These three were the sons of Noah; and it was from these that spread over all the earth.

20 And Noah began to be a farmer and planted a vineyard; 21 And he drank of the wine and became drunk; and he became naked in his tent. 22 And Ham, the ancestor of Canaan, saw his father’s nakedness, and told his two brothers without. 23 And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and laid it on their respective shoulders, and went back and covered their father’s nakedness; and their faces were set back, and they did not see their father’s nakedness. 24 And Noah awoke from his wine and realized what his younger son had done to him. 25 And he said:
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
