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For those who kept going,

long after certainty disappeared.
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This book was not written to provide answers.

It was written because questions linger—quietly, persistently—in people who appear to be doing well. Questions that do not arrive as crises, but as pauses. As moments when achievement no longer satisfies, certainty no longer convinces, and effort begins to feel heavier than it once did.
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
