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The Question That Would Not Leave

For years, I carried a question deep in my spirit: What does it mean to be firstborn? Not just in my family, but in the kingdom of God?

I watched my mother live out her faith with a intensity that sometimes frightened me. She prayed with authority. She fought spiritual battles with a fierceness that seemed beyond her natural strength. She spoke words over my life that I did not understand at the time—prophecies that only make sense now, years after her passing.

When she died in 2013, I inherited more than memories. I inherited a mantle I did not fully understand, a spiritual inheritance I had not asked for but could not escape.

This book is my attempt to understand that mantle. To trace its biblical roots back to Samuel, the firstborn dedicated to God before conception. To explore the weight, the responsibility, and the incredible privilege of being set apart for divine purpose.
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Why Samuel?

The story of Samuel has haunted me since childhood. A woman desperate for a child. A vow made in the temple. A son given back to God before he was even conceived. A boy sleeping in the Holy Place, hearing voices in the night, carrying words from heaven to earth.

Samuel's life is a blueprint for every firstborn who has been consecrated to God. His journey from child to prophet, from servant to leader, from anointed to anointer—it mirrors the path of every person called to carry spiritual weight.

And Samuel's name? It means "God has heard."
