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Author’s Note
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This book was written slowly, even where it reads quickly.

It does not aim to persuade through outrage or to simplify complex realities into slogans. It was written to restore memory—to place modern conversations about migration back into the longer human story they often ignore.

Migration is discussed today as though it were an exception. It is not. It is a constant.

The chapters that follow move across history, language, power, and responsibility, not to assign blame to any one group, but to question the habits of forgetting that shape public debate. Some of what is written may feel uncomfortable. That discomfort is intentional.

This book is short by design. It is meant to be read in one or two sittings, then carried forward in thought rather than argument.



How to Read This Book

This is not a policy book.

It is not a manifesto.

It does not demand agreement.

Each chapter stands on its own, but together they form a single arc—from memory to myth, from movement to responsibility. Readers are encouraged to pause between chapters, not rush them.
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
