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Basic gypsy signs
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Signs related to hair color

Gypsies also like curly-haired people. This is a sign of great luck in life and a healthy body. It is difficult to jinx such people, because all evil is repelled from them. These people themselves also have a genetic predisposition to curly hair.
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Signs associated with eye color
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Many gypsy women learn fortune telling from childhood. Not necessarily by hand. A very sure way to determine fate and read a person is fortune telling by the eyes. It’s not for nothing that they say that the eyes are the mirror of the soul. Those with a green iris are given a special sign. It is easier for them to see subtle worlds and communicate with spirits, which is why such people often become witches or sorcerers.

There is a belief that they hardly age, which greatly surprises others and attracts attention.
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Signs about money and love associated with the Moon
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The energy connection between gypsies and our Earth’s satellite, the Moon, is especially developed. This night luminary symbolizes mysticism, witchcraft, mystery.

Among the main gypsy signs about the Moon: look at the new month by turning over the coin in your left pocket. This way you can attract material well-being and fortune.

The Moon is approached with a request for mutual love through various rituals. It’s very good to go to a pond on a moonlit night and swim. At the same time, they mentally imagine how everything bad goes into the water.
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Signs related to money
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Gypsies are not too eager to adopt modern ways of life, which is why they do not care about bank cards and accounts. It is customary for these people to keep their savings to themselves, since money also has energy. They do not like to exchange banknotes - this leads to impoverishment.

A crow perched on the roof, a neighing horse and a howling dog also have a terrible effect on them - for the same reasons.

But bats bring only wealth and good luck.

When the sun sets, gypsies are not allowed to look at themselves in the mirror.

It is forbidden to leave the house with an empty bucket.

Superstitious gypsies give three names to a child. Only one of these names is allowed to be spoken out loud. The others do not allow the demons to take possession of the child's soul.

Each family member is obliged to come to say goodbye to the deceased and ask for forgiveness for all the grievances caused during life. This way they avoid the revenge of the dead man's soul.

Gypsies greatly value the color red and red things, endowing them with mystical meaning. They protect against the evil eye and damage.

In gypsy philosophy and folklore - happiness and luck (considered the same phenomenon, denoted by the word "bakht").

Especially gypsy happiness (“romani bakht”) occupies a huge place of honor. This is what generally practical gypsies focus on in all important matters, including business matters.

Even the basic gypsy greeting is translated as “So that you are happy!”.

“Bakht” is, first of all, an inherent quality of a person, such as character, intelligence, health, height and eye color. Some people have one “bakht” (and the word is feminine, by the way), others have another. Naturally, among gypsies it is not the same as among non-gypsies. Moreover, on average, the gypsy “bakht” is larger than the non-gypsy one, but it is also more capricious and uneven.
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
