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Introduction
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One of the grand and best kept secrets of the Christian faith is the Sabbath. And before launching in to the deep with a deeper thesis; it would be good to navigate first the narrow or shallow waters. Here in the basic version or the basic thesis we endeavor to delve a little further in to the subject of Sabbath.

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The Sabbath though mentioned as early as the second chapter of the first book of the Holy Bible being Genesis remains a mystery that many are yet to unravel. This mostly being owed to or being the product of the revelation given by/to Prophet Moses; the Lord did not indwell the reason why He and Adam and Eve had to meet only on Saturdays being once a week. Moses just says the Lord finished His work and so rested and established the day a Sabbath; because He rested on the day.

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Genesis 2:2-3 KJV And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.

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Moses simply says He rested from the work that He had made. He does not elaborate further that God Himself did go in to separation even in heaven. Where He separated self in to the Holy of Holies until man’s redemption was sort and was due. One has to look carefully that with man being only a day old; God instantly goes in to Sabbath; a thing that means He takes a leave of absence from the matters of earth( a Sabbatical Leave); except for His once a week visit. He does separate self even from others who are in heaven by getting in to the tabernacle and being in the Holy of Holies as Moses was told to build the shadow of this tent that is in heaven; the actual being the one Christ actually after the crucifix bearing His own blood being both sacrifice and priest do enter therein.

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Hebrews 9:8-24 KJV The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing: Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience; Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation. But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building; Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us. For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator. For a testament is of force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator liveth. Whereupon neither the first testament was dedicated without blood. For when Moses had spoken every precept to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with water, and scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book, and all the people, Saying, This is the blood of the testament which God hath enjoined unto you. Moreover he sprinkled with blood both the tabernacle, and all the vessels of the ministry. And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission. It was therefore necessary that the patterns of things in the heavens should be purified with these; but the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these. For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us:

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Exodus 25:8-9 KJV And let them make me a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them. According to all that I shew thee, after the pattern of the tabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even so shall ye make it.

––––––––
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The words of the book of Hebrews do announce the first covenant or old testament concluded; a thing that makes it old and out of date and place and there Jews kept the Sabbath by the clause that is in the concluded Covenant or the Mosaic Law. The deadening thing about the Jews keeping the Sabbath was that it was simply added therein and enacted by the simple quick reason; God also kept it, and by default most people deem it an act of The Mosaic Law so, like the Jews they are up to now still keeping it because God kept it; no reasoning no short or foresight, just that God kept it. The Sabbath just as the first three principles of Christianity comes from way earlier than the Old Testament; a thing that means one should reach a little deeper than the Old Testament to comprehend its depth of feel and essence.

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Until you look beyond The Law And The Prophets; the Sabbath remains a mystery to you. The ideal being one has to look beyond humanity to discern why God started the walk with man from the Sabbath. The ideal being the reason yeans from way yonder man’s creation and call. The mistakes of the past quantitatives did arm the Lord with ingenious gaps to fill with the algorithm of probability; the ideal being; What if?.

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Isaiah 14:20-21 KJV Thou shalt not be joined with them in burial, because thou hast destroyed thy land, and slain thy people: the seed of evildoers shall never be renowned. Prepare slaughter for his children for the iniquity of their fathers; that they do not rise, nor possess the land, nor fill the face of the world with cities.

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Mark 2:27 KJV And he said unto them, The sabbath was made for man, and not man for the sabbath:

Some how to Him it was over stated and it had reached its purpose for Him; He somehow did out grow it and it was desolate to Him there forth.

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Why Did Christ Stop Keeping The Sabbath?

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This has to be deliberately on check; for it was not so from the beginning.

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Yet from a certain time in Christ’s life He just did dump the Sabbath and kept it no more. It was so deliberate everyone could openly see it and no one could support Him on that lot. It was obvious He was not on to it and was not hiding it.

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John 9:16 KJV Therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath day. Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And there was a division among them.

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It was not a hidden thing, for He did it deliberately and openly in the light of the Jews. It was not just conclusive but pared the act of rebellion before the Jews. It did break their legions and alliance with Him. One could tell they fain pleasing without knowing why; A thing that means their doctrine and purpose was not to educate and deliberate but rather to be deemed pleasing to God. Yet no one did ask Him, why if you have been keeping the way since a child now that you are you getting out of it? This the same Jesus who as a child was found to have been in the synagogue for some days arguing with lawyers and doctors of the Law. Deeming it His Father’s work.

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Luke 2:43-49 KJV And when they had fulfilled the days, as they returned, the child Jesus tarried behind in Jerusalem; and Joseph and his mother knew not of it. But they, supposing him to have been in the company, went a day's journey; and they sought him among their kinsfolk and acquaintance. And when they found him not, they turned back again to Jerusalem, seeking him. And it came to pass, that after three days they found him in the temple, sitting in the midst of the doctors, both hearing them, and asking them questions. And all that heard him were astonished at his understanding and answers. And when they saw him, they were amazed: and his mother said unto him, Son, why hast thou thus dealt with us? behold, thy father and I have sought thee sorrowing. And he said unto them, How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business?

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He did not just keep the Sabbath but even the ordinances and water rites like washing before He touched or ate anything. He literally grew up in Mary and Joseph’s house where all these things were even done for Him while HE was but a babe. Since a babe He did keep Himself according to their conduct until He said a thing.

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John 5:17 KJV But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh hitherto, and I work.

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The moment He says the Father works. Which means He is out of the Sabbath, He no longer deems it a thing to keep. He did not just do it Himself but also He allowed His disciples also to trample upon it. A thing that would mean He indeed is justifying the ideal that His Father is back at work. One thing that means He is out of the Sabbath.

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Luke 6:1-5 KJV And it came to pass on the second sabbath after the first, that he went through the corn fields; and his disciples plucked the ears of corn, and did eat, rubbing them in their hands. And certain of the Pharisees said unto them, Why do ye that which is not lawful to do on the sabbath days? And Jesus answering them said, Have ye not read so much as this, what David did, when himself was an hungred, and they which were with him; How he went into the house of God, and did take and eat the shewbread, and gave also to them that were with him; which it is not lawful to eat but for the priests alone? And he said unto them, That the Son of man is Lord also of the sabbath.

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Christ does not just justify the acts of His disciples but also announces Himself to Lord over Sabbath. A thing that seals His authority over the keeping of the Sabbath and a thing that means even His disciples are over it. One could and would easily tell. Christ did keep the fullness of the Law until He was baptized in water. Since then He cared of the Sabbath no more. He did not just abscond but He even did let all His disciples not care for either the Sabbath nor keep the ordinances of the Law. He did openly shutter Moses in comparison with the dispensation of Grace He was due to offer.

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The following question gives tough love to those who think they can be called Christians while they live and love by Law. The Jews did not keep the Sabbath because of its origins in Genesis 2:3; they kept it by Law. Jesus one could tell the rebirth of baptism did reject a thing; the Law. That is why He openly tells them that the Law was until John; there after it calls for something new to be saved. A thing that means even during the gap three years of the John The Baptist Order; the Law was defunct and awaiting a replacement. Though yet the more Christ cautioned them that were kept by it that they cannot go against it; that is until the door of grace is opened to them. Meaning when John began baptizing; it nullified the power of the Law upon those he baptized.

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Luke 16:16 KJV The law and the prophets were until John: since that time the kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it.

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Christ simply understood if Jewry kept the Sabbath because of the Law; then when Gods is activity taking part in the miracles He Himself Jesus is performing. It would simply means He is working against God who has just come out of the Sabbath to perform those miracles through Him.

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A sure thing for later when we have opened up the meaning of Sabbath.

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This is the same reason Paul was asking the Galatians who has bewitched them. They were trying to serve the God of Grace by keeping the Law. An obvious paradox they somehow were misled to and ended up trying to please God by going back to keep the Law again. A thing that gave birth to a new teaching called Galatianism.

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Galatians 3:1-13 KJV O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you? This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? Are ye so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? Have ye suffered so many things in vain? If it be yet in vain. He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham. And the scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the heathen through faith, preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be blessed. So then they which be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham. For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them. But that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith. And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them. Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:

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Galatians 3:20-28 KJV  Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God is one. Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily righteousness should have been by the law. But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe. But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed. Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster. For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus. For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.

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The Law and the Sabbath was given exclusively to a Jew not a Christian. So any Christian cannot keep Sabbath or they are keeping the Law and try to live by Grace. A thing that means they are partaking of the Monotheistic and the Triune at the same time. It is an impossibility and it amounts to Freemasonry; the same path as forged by King Solomon.

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Going back to the former earth.

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Contrary to popular believe: it was not the devil who destroyed the time past or the former world. For this they willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water: Whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with water, perished: But the heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.

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These above words do not spell an easily taken decision but outlines the work of conclusion that God did His best to rescue earth from its former Christ being a creature; Lucifer. Though he was caught in the wrong, he would not allow any to replace him nor be saved by his replacement. He rather made ready to swallow the next Christ as soon as He was born. That is the same reason even in the latter earth when Moses is born there is a massacre; it means someone is sure a form of rescuer is born. And she brought forth a man child, who was to rule all nations with a rod of iron: and her child was caught up unto God, and to his throne. And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a place prepared of God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred and threescore days. And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night. And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death. Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! For the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time. And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the woman which brought forth the man child. And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent. And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that he might cause her to be carried away of the flood. And the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth. And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.
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
