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Chapter 1 - Engaging with Students
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Overview: This chapter teaches how to create positive first impressions with students, trainees, and clients to foster engagement.

Notes: Ms. Noor builds rapport with enthusiasm and addresses Ali’s concerns.

Tips:





	Use a warm, enthusiastic tone to welcome students.

	Ask about interests to build connection.

	Provide clear next steps like syllabi to ease anxiety.



Conversation 2: Trainer Meeting a Corporate Client

Context: A trainer meets a client for a leadership workshop.

Characters: Sarah (Trainer), Omar (Client Manager).

Dialogue:

Omar: Maybe conflict resolution too? hesitates

Sarah: Great call. takes notes I’ll weave that in. Expect the agenda by tomorrow. Sound good?

Omar: Excellent. Thanks, Sarah!

Sarah: My pleasure, Omar. smiles Let’s make this impactful!

Notes: Sarah aligns the workshop with client needs and confirms next steps.

Tom: I can test polls in my class this week. pauses Maybe a tech tool like Kahoot?
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
