This chapter defines the nature of true faith—not as a blind leap, but as a settled assurance in the character and word of the Lord. Through these examples, we see that faith is the essential ingredient for pleasing God and receiving His commendation.

Hebrews 11
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1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.
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Commentary Verse 1
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Faith is the "substance" or the underlying foundation that gives reality to our future hope. It is not a vague wish but a spiritual certainty. Just as a physical object has weight and dimensions, faith provides the "evidence" of things that are currently invisible to the human eye. This mirrors the sentiment in 2 Corinthians 4:18, where we are told to look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen.
