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In the work of the cross you can only transfer to others what the work of the cross has done in you.

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The cross imparts life.

––––––––
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If you have knowledge, you will only impart knowledge. If you have intellect, you impart intellect, which cannot give life. 

––––––––
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But if you have life, you impart life. However, the paradox is that death must first work in you before life can come out of you into others. 

––––––––
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It is a hard lesson to learn. But one must learn it if you are going to be used by God to heal the nations. 

––––––––
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The diagnosis of mental illness is the cloak of darkness that I wear, which is my mantle of death.

––––––––
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But inside that cloak is the light that proceeds from the work of the cross, which is life. 

––––––––
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The paradox is that light needs darkness to define it and darkness needs light to define it. 

––––––––
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There will be a day coming where there will be no darkness. But for now, we live in a world where there is both light and darkness. 

––––––––
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Here is where the light is proved to be stronger than the darkness as it has always been in heaven. 

––––––––
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By growing in love, we also grow in authority over the things that kept us in the dark. 

––––––––
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By conquering our adverse situations with love, we are given the grace to set those who are suffering in the areas that we have conquered through love free. 

––––––––
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I believe it is how the apostolic grace was given to me and how it works in me. 

––––––––
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That greater light is Christ. He is the light of all men. 

––––––––
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He is even the light of our flesh and blood enemies even though we do not wrestle against flesh and blood. 

––––––––
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In this way, you grow in right standing with God and by turning from the darkness in your heart to the light.

––––––––
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And because we love the light in Christ, we grow in faith towards intimacy with God. 
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When Adam sinned by disobeying God’s command not to eat of the tree of knowledge he died. In a sense, faith became fear. 

––––––––
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When God called out to him, he said that he was afraid. The conversation is recorded in Genesis 3:8-9. That fear brought into Eden death and death was transferred to all of humanity until Christ. 

––––––––
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Therefore, Adam’s faith became fear. Fear had been multiplied in the heart of all humanity until Christ died on the cross. 

––––––––
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The seed that fear planted in Adam bore fruit in the lives of his children Cain and Abel. Those seeds of fear produced the fruit of death and led to the murder of Abel. 

––––––––
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Fear produced the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil in the heart of man. Therefore, where there was life through faith death became the force that upheld the life in man. 

––––––––
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I believe that fear can create emotions such as shame and guilt. However, is shame an emotion that is created through fear? Or is it force that fear channels itself through?

––––––––
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However, if both shame and guilt are emotions then these emotions became the garment that had replaced the glory that Adam was clothed in. 
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
