THE FISH GOAT

THE MORPHOLOGY OF THE TENTH

In Scorpio (Eighth) and Sagittarius (Ninth), the origins of expressive energy were carefully considered, in Capricorn and the Tenth House, we become concerned with the dimensions of the fields of expressive energy. We are concerned not only with the length, breadth and depth of expression associated with its most concrete forms, but also with the heights of expression, height seen here as a greater dimension than the other three. Dane Rhudyar calls this the house of civilisation, and when all civilisations are said and done, there remains the one surviving argument in their favour . . . that they have provided opportunities for expansions in human expression, albeit mainly objective expression, which would not have been his without them.

It is the initiates, incarnating in groups, that will decide the where and when of the irruption of a new civilisation. First, the Manu of the Root Race selects and isolates a racial group, sometimes incarnating in it to strengthen certain biological strains. When all is prepared, when the young tribe has been directed to the right terrain, and when the Ray patterns of Humanity are suitable, groups of souls will be introduced into appropriate bodies which will foster qualities of the new civilisation in the selected race. First, there will incarnate souls on the Ray of Will and Power who will act as frontiersmen. They will establish new horizons of thought in politics, culture and social life. Through their tenacity, these frail and sensitive patterns of growth will be nurtured, protected and even force-fed until they are ready for elaboration and expansion. Then souls on the Second Ray of Love-Wisdom will incarnate in the new civilisation, giving it cohesiveness and resilience to stand up to the stress of continuous growth.

Then Fourth Ray souls assist the expansion and add cultural features in terms of art and science, giving all a harmony and beauty with the new individualistic trend. The Seventh Ray souls add detail and order to the new civilisation so that ceremonial in the form of religion, militarism and commerce can carry the civilisation to heights of its expression - so that it can truly “do its thing,” which is to add a new quality of life to the consciousness of the planetary Logos. At this stage. Sixth Ray souls will reinforce and sustain the impetus with idealism, faith and devotion; Fifth Ray souls will further consolidate, focus and begin to crystallise; whilst throughout the whole elaborate process, the Third Ray has correlated the civilisation with others and with the lower kingdoms.

The true initiates do not remain for long in the civilisation once their work is done...once the note of the new planetary quality has been adequately sounded. They are withdrawn and anchored at some new site where another sub-race is to be born. Centuries may pass before the effects of removing the initiates begin to set in motion the harvest of such a retrograding action. But inevitably, consolidation and crystallisation will lead to decay. With vital contributions of illuminated souls no longer available, the aged civilisation falters in its path, blunders and acts unwisely, having lost its spiritualizing, vitalizing and motivating forces; it crumbles and ends in ruins. History demonstrates the inexorable mechanisms of these divine extensions in planetary consciousness, which we call civilisations.

Capricorn symbolises the Path of the Initiate, his sacrificial tendencies, his search for causes, his use of every available means (both in persons and property), his adaptability, his courage, his one — pointedness, his cruel obsession for the hard work of moving irresistibly towards final synthesis, his employment instinctively of tried and tested methods won from lessons learned in previous lives. These Capricorn qualities find powerful expression in the Tenth House, in the midheaven of Man’s efforts which culminate in the flowering of a civilisation.

There are certain psychological processes which have grown alongside civilisation that can assist in evolving a man spiritually with unbelievable rapidity. The bearing of responsibility is one ... the suffering of pain for a prolonged period is another. The Christ depicted both of these symbolically in His life as the Essene Jesus. There is another process which, as a Capricornian incarnation. He was bound to experience in full measure, viz., “bearing blame,” which is a consequence of shouldering responsibility. Becoming a scapegoat - being the target of sustained attack, whether you have earned it or not - is as elevating to the Soul as it is testing to the personality.

Whilst history records many famous examples of scapegoats - such as Dr. Dreyfuss, Paracelsus and not a few of the saints themselves, to say nothing of those in the Old Testament - it is easier to understand just how significant the effects of this experience are if we take the Jewish people as a national example of the process. Indeed, the Jews originated the term, and they embodied it in themselves as a single, racial entity. Saturn is the ruler of both the Sign of Capricorn and the Nation of Israel. The Jews have become the scapegoat of the nations, and it is said with much truth that if anyone has an excess of difficult karma, he is bound to be able to work this off by incarnating today (or in previous millennia) in the body of a Jew. There he is bound to be placed in a position of intense suffering through stress arising from life as a Jew. It remains to be seen how rapidly the spiritualizing effects of Saturn will operate in the case of Israel.

India, ruled by Capricorn, is an example of a nation accepting passively the psychological processes described above. Her long history is one of patient and humble suffering, a suffering which, until now, the Jews have steadfastly refused to accept with the keywords governing the national thought, word and deed of, “An eye for an eye.”
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It is not hard to unravel characteristics of Capricorn and the Tenth House in the nature of the Scottish temperament. The land itself, especially the highlands, is rugged, rock-strewn, mountain peaks prominent everywhere, it is cold, and it is said that more snow falls on the Scottish peaks in one year than on the whole of the Arctic. These are all typical of Saturn. The people are hardy, long-lived, ascetic and are famous for their cautiousness over matters concerning expenditure.

Whether in the highlands or the lowlands, people originally lived in clans, isolated from each other, and they loved this way of life. Despite this dour sort of existence, the Scots have always been an ambitious people not hesitating to aspire to the throne of England, alliances with the French monarchy, expeditions abroad, colonization of Ireland, etc. The Scots are famous for their ability to infiltrate regions all over the world where skill in engineering is needed, especially in areas and frontiers where hardiness and persistence are watchwords for the successful.

The squared kilts are a tribute to the quaternary nature of Saturn and to the bare knees (Capricorn), free to scramble over rocky glens and up precipitous mountainsides.
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WHERE THE MOUNTAIN GOAT RESIDES.

THE MOUNTAIN GOAT

Carl Jung has taught us not to ignore the deep significance of symbols, especially those which go far back into the dawn of Man’s history. The Signs of the Zodiac represent in symbolic form great categories of complexes in human behaviour, and not the least of these in significance is that of the mountain goat. We shall use this symbol to illustrate the general importance of all Zodiacal glyphs, images and patterns as these impinge upon human consciousness.

The mountain goat reigns in regions where only eagles can reach, even though he is a four-footed and sure-footed animal. He defies gravity, implying that he is a lord over earthly things. He rules a “no man’s land” of rock or ice with the same equanimity that he gives to the gigantic leaps that defy gravity.

The mountain goat seeks ever for forage, and the Capricornian (or those with the Tenth House prominent) are ever seeking the material wherewithal or forage that sustains those who seek the highest places in human society. The capacity of the mountain goat to balance itself on a scant foothold when the whole mountain- side is moving in earthquake, or when he is being jostled by others, makes him a noteworthy creature, standing out in almost human-like emphasis when he is compared with other animals. Even his hooves are non-skid, that splay wide for a steady grip.

The many qualities of the mountain goat’s life make this symbol an adequate expression for Saturn, which is the Ruler of Capricorn and the Lord of the Tenth House. The cold winds of Saturn are like those of the mountain-top, but they are as nothing to the mountain goat or the Capricornian, who can sustain himself no matter how long the wind blows or how bitter its cutting.

The Capricornian is able to sink into his background with almost no effort at all. His needs are tiny, and the more precarious the environment, the more challenging it is to his capacities. The history of the mountain goat is steeped in myth, and not so long ago, many thought the mountain goat to be a figment of the imagination. The strange thing is that these are very prominent individuals who prefer, however, to sink into the vastnesses of the mountains which they occupy. It is in the Tenth House that one most frequently finds very important persons (V.I.P.’s), and Capricornians themselves are very frequently very important people, although they do not seek out the spotlight of Leo or become the martinets, more characteristic of the ascendant.

The Tenth House is a high place, and it is in high places in the order of things that the Capricornian goat is found. They have a wonderful capacity to insulate themselves against those conditions which normally ravage the less hardy. Whilst the long, harsh, wintry conditions found on mountain-tops, as well as in the arid regions of human society, menace the multitudes, those with Capricorn or the Tenth House strong in their chart only find these periods to be tempering to their steel. Such dour conditions make them one-pointed; they have to be. Some even call them bloody-minded. Their attitudes, however, can only be understood in terms of the Rays that permeate this house.

RAYS IN THE TENTH HOUSE

The First Ray is dominant, though it may show only in the physical body. It frequently is presented as the Soul Ray, and it is not rare amongst such individuals to find a First Ray personality. usually, where the latter exists, there is reinforcement of the Fifth Ray of some sort, and this is most often the mental Ray. The Third Ray of Active Intelligence, however, is almost universally found in the equipment of the Capricornian, either when this Sign is on the ascendant or has the Sun placed in it. Whereas the Third Ray is easily scattered in Signs like Libra and Cancer, in Capricorn it can be very malevolent and devastatingly concentrated through the First and Fifth Rays. This is why First Ray personalities need to have the harmonizing and softening influence of the Second Ray of Love- Wisdom, especially flooding their Souls.
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The Capricornian frequently suffers from a lack of love or, where there is a Second Ray Soul, difficulty in bringing through the Love Rays. So easy is it for him to flaunt his Will Rays for all the world to see - in the marketplace (Tenth House), on bill hoardings (Tenth House), in the family escutcheon (Tenth House) or on the rooftops - that sometimes the Love Rays hardly ever get a chance of expression. It is very good to have such an individual in the group. He will give it drive and direction so badly needed in esoteric organizations. However, unless his presence is leavened with an adequate number of individuals polarized towards the Love Rays, the group can become very easily crystallized, for Saturn is the great crystallizer.
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(Above image) The Tenth House is the Market Place, the Public Square, the Rooftops and the House of Occupations and Professions. Mercury, seen at the top of the picture, in Esoteric Astrology is ruler of Aries and is concerned with commerce and the documentation of it.

The success of the mountain goat lies in a physiological factor incorporated into his structure. With the assistance of his glorious coat and his undoubted wisdom and adaptability, he is able to maintain homeostasis in the face of blistering heat, as well as during the most torturous blizzard. This is true of the highly evolved Capricornian, the Initiate . . . the ability to maintain spiritual homeostasis. *

* In order to maintain the body in homeostasis, energy is required’. Every action during our waking and sleeping hours upsets homeostasis to some degree. Laughing, running, eating and even sleeping bring into play forces that consume body energy and put homeostasis at risk. When bacteria invade massively, when persistent hard, physical labour or prolonged mental strain are imposed, then damaging stress may occur, viz., distress. In healthy individuals, the correction of the various imbalances is automatic and occurs in certain well-defined stages, which Hans Selye calls resistance to stress.”

The important point for the disciple and for the esoteric healer to remember is that, in health, resistance to stress should operate at all levels of consciousness, that is, in all the inner bodies as well'. In their own planes, these bodies are units which possess their own physiological laws and have to maintain their own homeostasis, despite changes in their emotional, mental or spiritual consciousnesses'. Constant exercise of these inner vehicles and their restoration to homeostasis gives them the same staying power so earnestly sought in their outward expression, the physical body. The highest qualities thus gained are reflected inwards, ultimately reaching the level of the Monad, the purpose of Whose whole involvement in a material body is just that — to gain spiritual staying power at its own levels in order that a cosmic transition can be achieved. The structures that lie in the region of the Tenth House encourage the growth and integration of psychological complexes which one might regard as manifestations of precociousness in the young. The goat, however, is always precocious, no matter what his age. He may also be precocious in extreme old age, even if for different reasons to those which drove him when he was a kid bristling with energy, leaping and climbing within an hour or two of his birth. These types are precocious in spiritual growth as well, and often very hard to tame. They place themselves in the ashram of a Master as a probationary disciple.

Another quality of the goat is his large eyes. It was C. W. Leadbeater who pointed out that the large, soulful eyes of the Master are one of his greatest characteristics.

Not only is the Tenth House a place where great heights can be reached, but Capricorn is sensitive to heights, it is nonsense to say that a mountain goat is not sensitive to heights. He must be in order to be able to judge the great gaps which he must leap. Occasionally, even he experiences a lack of confidence in defying gravity, as has been evidenced recently in observations of mountain goats in Alaska.

In the astrology of human psychology, spiritual heights are offered to those who aspire to mountain paths, and it frequently occurs that even they suffer from the curse of spiritual vertigo. They have climbed too high too soon. There has not been enough time to develop spiritual integrity before power has been thrust upon them. The view from the mountain peaks, the lovely vistas offered - our spiritual growth - can prove too much for some disciples, and when they fall, they fall like Lucifer, never to rise again.

It is so true that Capricorn can "live on the smell of an oil rag," for during long blizzards when winter ledges are covered with layers of snow and icy crusts, the mountain goat can take to the sheer, rock walls between ledges. There they find tiny ferns, mosses and lichens growing in cracks and half-hidden crevices, and there they can survive on this tiny diet.

The Tenth House, especially when the midheaven is involved, is a very versatile region even though it tends towards crystallization. The author has written about the qualities of supergifted children and pointed out the two types. The first is specialized in some particular gift, and with planets in the Tenth, this gift can become fixed, entrenched, crystallized. The second type is a versatile individual capable of developing many gifts to their highest expression, and it is he who is best placed in the Tenth and the midheaven. His versatility extends even into aggressiveness. The world is full of highly gifted souls capable of depositing the seeds of their spiritual prowess, but who lack the necessary aggression or phallus to implant their seeds and to sustain them thereafter.

The mountain goat can make a formidable foe. The older goats’ horns are rapier-sharp and extremely quick. This is true of the intellect of Capricorn and the Tenth, which can be one-pointed and incisive. Indeed, many goats display the single horn of the unicorn between their eyes to demonstrate symbolically these capacities, it is only the eagle (Scorpio) that can endure and even overcome the aggressiveness of the goat. Aries, the Ram, has the energy and the power, but lacks subtlety and versatility.

As a Capricornian, the author has known many a mountainside in his endeavours and has known the peril of the landslide, which the goat fears most. So often, he would have vacated his post had it not been for the quiet encouragement of the English Master R.B., his Voice of the Silence.

Capricorn loves to maintain his prowess by constant work and the overcoming of challenges. This is witnessed in young goats who constantly enact rivalries with the butting of their heads and arching of their backs, the whirling of their tails, etc. It’s good for them, and Capricorn is an exact replica of this animal symbology. The Capricornian child should never be pampered. He should be encouraged to be independent, and he learns independence very quickly.

There is one last factor worthy of consideration here, it is immensely important in discipleship and, indeed, the Path of Initiation, which is ruled by Capricorn. It is the tendency of Capricornians on reaching maturity to withdraw from society, not because they are ineffectual, but because of an urge that grows within them to lead a solitary life, using their prowess only to defend their withdrawal or to maintain it. This is seen in the life of mountain goats who, on becoming adult, range very widely across the mountains, no longer posing aggression and threats to younger animals in mixed groups. He leaves that world of competition for sex and food and ranges on his own. The parallel in discipleship is celibacy, harmlessness, withdrawal, a shift of dependency from man-made laws to those of an eternal nature and self-dependence.

PLANETS RETROGRADE IN THE TENTH HOUSE.

We all know how Saturn’s passage around the Zodiac in the first 29 years provides a hard, drawn-out process of learning so that when the second passage begins around the twelve Signs, Saturn is well equipped and begins to feed back some of his patient and not so obvious rewards. When planets go retrograde, they perform a sort of somersault or cartwheel in the heavens, and this provides a basis for a different interpretation of the planet during this cavorting.

When Saturn is retrograde or when planets are retrograde in the Tenth House, the implication is not necessarily malefic. For instance, Saturn X might indicate that a cold-shouldering by society or of society is necessary so that some quality can be developed within the character of the individual, or so that some project might be given the chance to materialize that would be aborted without a retrograding influence.

If you watch with care the antics of mountain goats, you may sometimes observe them approach the end of a mountain trail on a cliff face, with nothing but a precipice before them, and you might wonder how they will be able to continue further or even produce an about-face, it is then that you might stand back amazed at the way the goat will plant its front feet and slowly walk its rear end over its head across the rock face, as if it were performing a cartwheel, finally pointed in the direction from which it had come, in the face of a cul-de-sac blockage, a retrograding planet in the Tenth House can provide a way out.

The Tenth House upholds authority - the head office, it is the place of the juggernaut * where prominent people, especially in business, crush all opposition, use and abuse and assert themselves under the blessings of the high noon of Western “healthy competition.” Here “fronts” are established, coats of arms are emblazoned, billboards and hoardings erected, and branded lines flaunted, It is a conservative house where caution rules and contrasts with the Eleventh, where revolution and the overthrow of “the system” is preferred. The Tenth is entrenchment, crystallisation, big business, the establishment, and vested interests, upholding of tradition and authority. The nearness to the Ninth carries over with prowess at university, with “letters after the name” being the incentive rather than aspiration to higher knowledge. Everything is used - even the love of history, contemporary and ancient, is put to use in a profession such as diplomacy ... the “front” man.

* From the Hindu “Jagannatha,” the form under which the Hindu god Krishna is worshipped. During the most important of numerous yearly festivals, the image is place in a car so heavy that the efforts of hundreds of devotees are required to move it, dragging it through deep sand to the country house of the god. The journey takes several days, and thousands of pilgrims participate. Presumably, the English word “juggernaut,” with its connotation of a force crushing whatever is in its path, is derived from this festival.

With several Rays focusing through Capricorn, the Tenth is adaptable (Third Ray) and diverse. He is a city man who will climb the peaks of the city - he is always a potential “Manhattan.” Here, there is affinity with heavy industry, the really BIG stuff like mining, local government, the city centre.

Juggernaut or not, the Tenth House pays tribute to the established rules or codes and will use with dexterity. The Tenth builds on tradition in every field of human endeavour - arts, sciences, religion, philosophy. The lodestone of the first thirty years becomes the flywheel of those that follow, when Saturn makes its second and even third round of the Zodiac.

With great extension of life, in the next centuries, longevity will give the features of the Tenth House new meaning. “Occupation” will bear something more than the concept of profession. There will arise the concept of “retired professions” (but not geriatrics) in association with the Tenth as more and more nonagenarians find themselves “fit” and work-worthy.
