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Where is that?

South Korea occupies the southern half of the Korean Peninsula in East Asia. 

Japan is located to the south of the Korean Strait. Jeju (jay-joo) is South Korea's largest island; it is positioned within this strait.

Other major islands include Ulleungdo (ool-leh-ung-do), Dokdo (dok-doh), and Ganghwa (gang-hwah) Island.

More than 3,000 islands are officially recognized as part of South Korea, many of these are uninhabited.
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To the north is North Korea, and to the west is the Yellow Sea.

I live in the capital city of Seoul. (so-ool). Seoul is in the northwestern part of the country.

The typical residences in Seoul include apartments, villas, and townhomes. Additionally, there are officetels, which blend both residential and commercial spaces.

Goshiwons are compact living spaces within communal facilities, often occupied mostly by college students.
