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rophet Yusuf (alayhis-salam) was not born into just any household. He was the son of Prophet Yaqub ( Jacob, alayhis-salam), who was the son of Ishaq (Isaac, alayhis-salam), and the grandson of Ibrahim (Abraham, alayhis-salam).  This was a family chosen by Allah, one

generation after another.

Yusuf was raised in a house of faith, knowledge, and responsibility. His father, Yaqub, taught him about Tawheed (the oneness of Allah), about good character, about honesty, and about the importance of being just with others. It was a home where the children saw what it meant to follow Allah’s commands in daily life — in how you treat your brothers, in how you speak, and in how you act when nobody is watching. Yaqub had many sons, and Yusuf was among the youngest. From early on, it was clear that Yusuf was different. He was
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intelligent, calm, respectful, and beloved by his father. He asked deep questions. He paid attention when Yaqub spoke about Allah and the Prophets. His brothers noticed that Yaqub seemed to love Yusuf more than them — and this became a problem.

But Yaqub was not unfair. He loved all his sons, but he saw something special in Yusuf. And indeed, Allah had chosen Yusuf for a unique mission — a mission that none of them could yet imagine.

One night, young Yusuf came to his father with a dream. He said:

“O my father, indeed I have seen eleven stars and the sun and the moon; I saw them prostrating to me.”


(Surah Yusuf, 12:4)



Yaqub immediately understood that this dream was not ordi- nary. It was a sign of prophethood — a message from Allah that Yusuf would be honored in the future. But Yaqub also feared for his son. He replied:

“O my son, do not relate your vision to your brothers or they will devise a plan against you. Indeed, Satan is to man a clear enemy.”


(Surah Yusuf, 12:5)



From this early moment, we see the first reality of life: even in a family of prophets, jealousy can enter. Even among brothers, the whispers of Shaytan can bring division.

Yaqub wanted to protect Yusuf — not only from physical harm, but from the jealousy that was already growing. He told him to keep his dream secret. But Yusuf’s brothers were
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
