PART I – THE FIRST QUESTIONS: AWAKENING THE SEEKER




Chapter 1 – Does God Exist? The Fundamental Question

Seeker: Master, I have come with a question that has haunted humankind since the dawn of time. Does God exist?

Master: Beloved one, before I answer, let us look deeply into the question itself. Who is it that asks? And what do you mean when you speak the word God?

Seeker: I mean the One beyond us—the Creator of the universe, the Being worshipped by religions, the Lord who governs all things. Is there such a One?

Master: If by God you imagine an old man in the sky, with white hair and beard, holding power like a king upon a throne—then such a God does not exist. That is the invention of human imagination, a projection of the mind, born of fear and longing.

But if by God you mean the unfathomable Source from which all arises, the Mystery beyond all thought, the Heart of all existence, the Light of Awareness in which even your question appears—then yes, God not only exists, God is. God is existence itself.

Seeker: Yet if God is everywhere, why do we not see Him?

Master: Because you seek with the eyes of flesh, not with the eye of spirit. The senses can perceive form, but God is formless. The mind can grasp concepts, but God is beyond all concepts. Just as a fish does not see the water in which it swims, so too do you overlook the Presence in which you live, move, and have your being.

Seeker: Then how can I know God, if not through senses or thoughts?

Master: You cannot know God as you know an object, for God is not an object among other objects. God is the knower, the seeing itself, the awareness in which all knowledge shines. To seek God as something separate is to miss the truth. To be still, to turn inward, to rest in pure awareness—this is to awaken to the Reality that is God.

Seeker: So God is not apart from me?

Master: God is nearer to you than your breath. God is the innermost Self, the ground of your being, the silent witness of all that passes. To say “God exists” is already too much—for existence belongs to things, while God is beyond being and non-being. Better to say: God is. God is the Is-ness, the eternal Now, the boundless Emptiness that is fullness.

Seeker: Then, Master, why do people argue, fight, even kill in the name of God?

Master: Because they cling to names and forms, to doctrines and idols of the mind. They confuse the finger with the moon, the cup with the water it holds. Religion, at its heart, is a path pointing to the Infinite. But when the path is mistaken for the goal, conflict arises. Truth is One; the wise call It by many names.

Seeker: Master, my heart trembles. I feel that what you say is true, yet it is vast and beyond me. What must I do?

Master: Do not strive to grasp the Infinite with thought. Simply open your heart, be still, and allow yourself to rest in That which is always here. When the mind grows quiet, the veil is lifted, and the One Reality shines of its own accord.

Remember this, child: asking “Does God exist?” is like a wave asking, “Does the ocean exist?” The very asking is already taking place within God.

Seeker: Then the question has dissolved. For if all is God, what more can be asked?

Master: Exactly so. When the question dissolves, the Answer is revealed—not in words, but in silence, in presence, in being.

 


Chapter 2 – What Is God Beyond All Names and Forms?

Seeker: Master, in the last teaching you said that God is beyond all concepts and forms. Yet religions give God many names—Allah, Brahman, Yahweh, Tao, Father, Śūnyatā. If God is beyond names, what then is God?

Master: Beloved, listen carefully.
Whatever can be named is not the Eternal.
Whatever can be imagined is not the Absolute.
The moment you call the Infinite by a name, you confine the boundless within the limits of sound and thought. God is that which cannot be spoken, yet through which speech is possible. God is that which cannot be conceived, yet without which no thought can arise.

Seeker: Then why do names exist at all?

Master: Names are boats to cross the river. But when you have crossed, you do not carry the boat on your back—you leave it behind. Religions give names so that the human mind, weak and restless, may have something to hold onto, a direction to turn its face. But the wise know that every name is only a doorway, never the dwelling itself.

Seeker: If God has no form, then is God nothingness?

Master: Not nothingness, but No-thing-ness.
God is not a thing among things, but the space in which all things appear and disappear. Like the sky—empty, yet holding the sun, the stars, the clouds, and the storms—God is the vastness in which the universe dances. Do not mistake the silence for absence. The silence is presence in its purest form.

Seeker: How then can I relate to this God? If God cannot be seen, touched, or thought of, how do I approach the Formless?

Master: By becoming formless yourself.
When you loosen your grip on identity—“I am this, I am that”—you become transparent, open, vast. In the stillness of your being, you will feel the Presence that cannot be described. Do not try to see God as an object before you. Realize God as the essence within you.

Seeker: Master, when I pray, should I still use names—like Father, Lord, Beloved?

Master: Yes, child, if your heart longs for it. Names can be like songs of love, bridges of devotion. Call the Divine “Father” or “Mother,” “Beloved” or “Light.” The Infinite smiles through all names. But remember: the name is a song, not the Singer. Do not stop at the sound; follow it into the silence from which it was born.

Seeker: So all names and forms dissolve back into the One?

Master: Indeed. As rivers flow into the ocean, so do all names, all forms, all paths, return to the Source. When you taste the ocean directly, do you ask which river brought you there?

Seeker: No, Master. For in the ocean, all rivers are one.

Master: Exactly so. When you rest in the Nameless, all divisions disappear. God is not this or that, but the limitless field in which this and that arise. Beyond names, beyond forms, beyond all opposites—there you find the Supreme.

 


Chapter 3 – Why Do Religions Describe God Differently?

Seeker: Master, if God is one, boundless and beyond names, why do religions describe God so differently? Why does one say “God the Father,” another “the Tao,” another “Śūnyatā,” another “Allah”? Why is there not one common language for all?

Master: Child, imagine a mountain whose peak is hidden in the clouds. From one side, the mountain appears steep and rocky. From another side, it is green with forests. From yet another, it is covered in snow. Each traveler, climbing from their path, describes the mountain according to the face they see. Yet the peak is one.
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
