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This book may contain the mentioning of, or writings of, and articles from both Priscilla Wade’s and Marcus Ford’s previous writings, that are written within their previous books entitled, “The Crossing, The Cleansing and The Healing of the Nations,” Volumes 1, 2, and 3, and the books “The Inheritance, After The Crossing,” Volumes 1, 2, 3, and 4.

This book is the compiling of both Priscilla Wade’s and Marcus Ford’s writings from the Facebook group called, “The Harvest,” which was used to share their personal crossing over journey over into this place called, “The Inheritance, After The Crossing,” and “The Harvest, The Gathering.”
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​​The Harvest, The Gathering, The Writings From Facebook Group Called “The Harvest”
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As we were doing many of our writings through the years God would suddenly shift us from one physical place as well as spiritual place to another. As He did these shifts He would let us know He had shifted us by Him giving us new titles or new names for these new places we were entering with Him.

It was understood that as we entered these places with Him we were now writing what was on His heart those things which He wanted shared within each of these new physical and spiritual places. As we entered these places with Him, we continued to write all those things He caused us both to see and hear.

We were drawn to and found very interesting the flow of the Spirit of the Lord and how He led and would take us in and out of places in our writings as we just flowed with Him.

The writings in this book were words that both Marcus and I continued to see and hear as we continued to travel with the Lord beyond the writings within “The Crossing” group, which is now the books “The Crossing, The Cleansing and The Healing of The Nations,” Volumes 1, 2, and 3. We started these writings for “The Harvest” in the midst of still writing within the group “The Inheritance” in which these writing are now “The Inheritance, After The Crossing,” Volumes 1, 2, 3, and 4.  During this time the Lord introduced us to the group called, “The Harvest” in which these writings are now called, “The Harvest, The Gathering,” Volumes 1, 2, 3, and 4.

As we entered this series of writings for this group called “The Harvest,” as well as forming this group on Facebook under the Lord’s instruction, we were still writing and posting within “The Inheritance” group. The Lord hadn’t shifted us from this group “The Inheritance” as He started having us to write within “The Harvest” group. Therefore, He had us posting within both these groups at the same time, mostly posting the same things with some additional things added to “The Harvest” group.

Therefore some of these writings within these books “The Harvest, The Gathering,” Volumes 1, 2, 3, and 4 mirror those writings that are written within the books “The Inheritance, After The Crossing,” Volumes 1, 2, 3, and 4. These writings were shared within both groups in their proper timing, under the Lord’s instructions and directions to do so.

At the time of hearing, writing, and posting of all these postings within this group neither one of us realized the full implications of what we were doing at the time. It wasn’t until later that we both realized and understood that everything that we both heard, seen, and wrote out was to be later put into book form for others to read.

Some of these writings have been edited, making those necessary corrections in spelling and grammar, also adding valuable missing pieces such as scripture references and prayers as the Lord has led us to do so.

He had us posting simultaneously within both groups. This making it pretty much a repeat of what was being said in “The Inheritance” group. We did notice there were a few extra postings that were different from each other, but for the most part it was a repeat of what we were hearing and posting within “The Inheritance” group.

It’s important to see how these writings pertain to “The Inheritance, After The Crossing,” and also how these writings pertain to “The Harvest, The Gathering.”

The best way we can explain for the reason the Lord had us writing and posting the same things within both places at the same time is that the same things that pertain to the inheritance also pertain to the harvest.

It’s important to know that at the time of these writings the Lord was still showing us many things about our new life with Him and all that He had in store for this life in Him. He also at this time had us continuing to do a lot of gathering by faith of those many things and those connections (people) we were going to need for this new life in Him. Reasons for the Repeats
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If you are holding and reading of any of these books called “The Harvest, The Gathering” Volumes 1, 2, 3, and 4 it’s important to know that these came after “The Crossing, The Cleansing and Healing of The Nations” books and “The Inheritance, After The Crossing” books. 

To get the full benefit of “The Harvest” and to be able to enter into that which comes next you must first go through this place of the harvest. 

The harvest represents the same experience the children of Israel had with God in the gathering of spoils that they got through battling, with it being Him that gave them the victories through them being led by Him, then them taking possession of the spoils and the promised land. Unlike back then we do not battle as the children of Israel did, but God gives us an inheritance of many things as we battle doing those things, He instructs us to do, being Spirit led. It represents the gathering of the harvest of those promises that God has promised us as well as the gathering of the harvest of soul to salvation. There is also the element in harvest of reaping what we have sown, whether it be good or bad.

The Reason For The Repeat

As you continue to read our writing you will come across the repeating of words as well as postings. We would like to take the time to explain the reason for this.

We noticed as we continued to travel on with the Lord, we started to see that He repeated many words and posting to us. Many times, He would send us back to previous written words and postings. This caused us to seek Him for the reason for the repeats. 

We must always remember what the Lord has already said to us about certain words when we hear these words again. Also, in seeing or hearing these for the first time, it's always a good idea to first go to the word of God to see what the word has to say about those things that He causes us to see and hear.

He showed us that the repeated words come when there was the need to reiterate things with us to be sure that we had heard right and understood. This was also for the purpose of gleaning additional revelation, and clarity from those things that we had already seen, heard, and thought we knew and understood.

Remember the word of God is alive, it is living and active. This means we will be forever getting more things, more light, revelation, and life from it. It is living, powerful, miraculous and is forever multiplying. 

For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. -Hebrews 4:12

Jesus’s Words

It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life. -John 6:63

So, remember that in all the repeated things that you begin to see and hear that there may be additional revelation that the Lord is yet wanting to give to you/us. This is especially after we have walked out and lived out those good things we have seen and heard written in His word, being doers of His word.

Being Doers of the Word of God

Know too as well, that words are repeated for the purpose of its establishment.

We came to understand as well as we traveled on with the Lord that with every word that He gave us He was preparing us for the next place that He was about to take us into. 

When we read, seeing and hearing repeated words and as we gain more revelation from these words, we can now go forth having a deeper meaning and better understanding of His word. This is all for the purpose of applying these good things we find in His word to our lives.

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Word Established in the Mouth of Two or Three Witnesses

This is the third time I am coming to you. In the mouth of two or three witnesses shall every word be established. -2 Corinthians 13:1 

We are never to think we have arrived or that we know it all, because there is always more to know about any given thing. There is always room for growth, improvement as well as for the need for more revelation, knowledge, understanding, and clarity that we can gain from those things we continue to see and hear.

Just before our crossing experience came to an end the Lord directed us to come out of this group and start “The Inheritance” group on Facebook. Then shortly after this He directed us to form “The Harvest” group as well. This having three open groups at one time.

We quickly saw that with “The Crossing” group the Lord had us to create on Facebook that when people were suppose to be in “The Crossing” group they had completely bypassed this group going straight into “The Inheritance” group. The Lord caused us to see the spiritual significance in this, showing us that as it is in the Spirit it is in the natural. 

He showed us that people didn't want the crossing experience, but they wanted the blessings that come after this experience. This showing us that many want the blessing without doing that which is required for the blessing.

As the Lord allowed us to see this, there was a sense that there needed to be a redirected of the people back to “The Crossing” group/experience which must be first. This created the need to address two, then three different audiences all at once. This leading us to post the same things in all three groups.

Don’t Become Weary

Do Not Faint

There is the need between planting seed and harvest that we not to become weary or faint due to the wait.

Abraham waited 25 years for the fulfillment of the promise God made him.

This which follows says this concerning Joseph. It speaks of how the word of the LORD tried him. We see that he too had to wait for the time of the fulfilment of those dreams he had, for 13 years.

Within “The Inheritance” is “The Harvest, The Gathering” of all those things that the Lord has promised you. With every word that the Lord speaks, it is seed that gets planted in our hearts.

Many in thinking about these two words, ”Harvest’ and “Gathering” they may want to think and keep their minds on all the good things, and not those bad things, but we must know that there are spiritual laws that have been put in place, and established by God which were set in motion from the foundations of the world which will determine what we shall have and can expect in return for our words, and actions.

The word of God says that whatsoever we sow we shall also reap. When we sow good things, we should expect to receive, or to reap good things in return. If we choose to sow bad things we can expect to reap bad things in return.

Example: If we sow goodness and kindness to others expect goodness and kindness to come back to you.

As we traveled with the Lord He spoke and said that we were to document everything we heard Him say. These many things we heard were things that the Lord spoke to us for the purpose of our personal cleansing, healing, and training for reigning with Christ.

If you haven’t sown or lived a good life start today. Repent then you can start to turn your life around today heading in the right direction for receiving the benefits or harvest of living a good life. Start today by sowing righteousness and the fruit of the Spirit.

Think about a natural sowing/planting of a garden. Also think about a natural gathering of the fruits of this garden at harvest time. Each and every day of each and every one of our lives we are either sowing/planting something good or something bad. After the sowing/planting then comes harvest time and depending on what we have sown/planted we can expect a good, bountiful harvest or a bad, pitiful harvest.

What is the opposite of a Harvest? No harvest or a bad harvest. What is the opposite of an Inheritance? No inheritance. You can’t have what you haven’t prepared for.

With the words Harvest and the word Inheritance both of these words represent increase.
