      Once the land was made, Obatala planted the palm nut, and the first tree grew. From that tree, other trees and plants began to grow, covering the land with life.

      Obatala looked around at what he had made and was pleased. But his work wasn’t finished. Now that the land was ready, it was time to shape something even more precious: human beings.

      Obatala and the Clay People
