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Chapter 1

He Speaks To Us Through The Bible
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So far, in Volume 1 of the “He Speaks” series, we have covered the Father speaking to us through the Holy Spirit. Secondly, He speaks to us through His Word, the Bible.

He Speaks Through The Bible

Many married couples still have the love letters that our spouses and we penned to one another. Although we can treasure our spouses’ love letters, our focus is not on the letters but on our spouses. The letters may reveal how much our spouse loves us and a great deal about them as a person, but the truth is, we will not truly understand the depth of love until we spend time with our spouse, not just reading their letters. If the man and woman had never come together in marriage, it would greatly diminish the purpose of the letters.

Suppose that we had memorized the love letters from our loved ones. Assume we framed them and hung them all over the house (okay, getting a little weird). Imagine writing books about the beauty of letters and how much they mean to us. However, if we had never come into fellowship with the author of the letters, the words would be empty and void of life.

It is the same with the Scriptures, the Word of God, which we lovingly call the Bible. Some would say that the highest level of authority in Christianity is the Bible. Many of us should disagree. The highest level of authority we have in our lives is the manifested presence of God. The Bible says that the letter of the law without the Spirit is death. It also states that the Word of God comes to the world spiritually discerned, and our eyes are closed to it if we do not engage with the author. Without the leadership of God’s Spirit, we do not have eyes to see and ears to hear, nor can we understand the written Word of God. This spiritual discernment of God’s Word was the motivation for writing this book, as the primary way to hear God’s voice is through the Holy Spirit.


Not that we are sufficient in ourselves to claim anything as coming from us, but our sufficiency is from God, (6) who has made us sufficient to be ministers of a new covenant, not of the letter but of the Spirit. For the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life. (7) Now if the ministry of death, carved in letters on stone, came with such glory that the Israelites could not gaze at Moses’ face because of its glory, which was being brought to an end, (8) will not the ministry of the Spirit have even more glory? (9) For if there was glory in the ministry of condemnation, the ministry of righteousness must far exceed it in glory (2 Corinthians 3:5-9).




And we impart this in words not taught by human wisdom but taught by the Spirit, interpreting spiritual truths to those who are spiritual. (14) The natural person does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are folly to him, and he is not able to understand them because they are spiritually discerned (1 Corinthians 2:13-14).




And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. (4) In their case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God (2 Corinthians 4:3-4).



The Scriptures are second to the indwelling Holy Spirit as a way that the Father speaks to us. The Bible points the way to a meaningful relationship and ongoing fellowship with God the Father. With the Holy Spirit’s leadership, the Bible brings us into fellowship with the Father, demonstrating His love towards us. The Bible is our love letter from God. When we hear His voice and fellowship with Him, we experience the great honor of fellowshipping with the author of the letter.

The Pharisees believed they were acceptable to God because they devoted their lives to studying the Scriptures. Our Lord Jesus told them that eternal life is not found in the Scriptures, but rather in the Father through the Son and the Spirit.


And the Father who sent me has himself borne witness about me. His voice you have never heard, his form you have never seen, (38) and you do not have his word abiding in you, for you do not believe the one whom he has sent. (39) You search the Scriptures because you think that in them you have eternal life; and it is they that bear witness about me, (40) yet you refuse to come to me that you may have life (John 5:37-40).
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
