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			Foreword

			by Eric Metaxas

			Everyone knows that one plus one equals two—and that two plus two equals four. What could be more obvious? But in a world in which some people assert that two plus two may equal five, we suddenly find ourselves in an unprecedented situation. Either we are silent—and go along with the silly and yet pernicious lie—or we speak out. If we are silent in the face of what we must describe as evil, we help bring the whole world and everyone in it another rung lower down the ladder to tyranny and enslavement. But if we speak out, we stand against these lies, and we help the world climb its way back upward to the truth. What could be more important? Let me tell you: nothing. This book by my friend Albin Sadar is about doing the right thing in this regard. Obviously.

			So we need to be clear about our current situation. We rather suddenly find ourselves living at a time when simply stating the obvious—for example, that two plus two equals four and cannot under any circumstances equal anything but four—has become a necessary and a heroic act. Indeed we are suddenly living at a time when saying many things that are still obvious to most of us has become necessary and heroic.

			But the reason that stating what’s obvious—and true—is necessary and heroic is because each of us has a solemn duty to encourage others in the truth. This book means to be a part of that. This duty to encourage others toward the truth comes with our birthright as human beings. But if we are Americans it is even more important that we take the duty seriously, because American patriots have suffered and died for our right to speak freely. These rights are enshrined in our founding documents, and many have died so that they would stay in those documents. But if we are people of faith, we have an even deeper duty to speak the truth. Our duty is to God Himself, who is Truth.

			So during those halcyon times in most of our lives until recently, when everyone was saying that two plus two equals four, saying it out loud didn’t matter very much. But when some adults suddenly begin to doubt this, or to say that there is no right answer, or that four is actually the wrong answer—thereby causing others to doubt the truth or to be themselves afraid to say what is true—then simply saying what is obvious—that two plus two equals four—becomes a serious thing and a vital thing. As we say, a necessary and a heroic thing. We are living in such a time.

			Suddenly one thing after the other has become subject to the diabolical acid of deconstructive thinking. We are living at a time when the serpent is asking: “Is that really true?” And saying: “Surely that is not true…” We are living at a time when Truth itself is under attack in a way that it has never been during our lifetimes. That is why we are talking about this right now—and why this book exists, and why right now—today and tomorrow and the next day—we must step up and do our very best to restate every obvious thing.

			While we are on the subject of obvious things, let us here remember and say that men and women are made by God in His image and are therefore sacred and to be treated with dignity, under all circumstances. The color of their skin or their age or intellectual capacity is immaterial. Their simple status as human beings makes them sacred in a way we can never overstate. Human beings are different from shrubs or insects or cats or cattle. In many cultures this was not ever obvious, and it is still not obvious in many cultures today. But in modern Western culture—which has largely been Christian culture—it has always been obvious. Until lately.

			It was also for centuries obvious that it is God’s will—or at least Nature’s very obvious design—that the overwhelming majority of men and women should unite in marriage for life and bring children into the world, and raise those children self-sacrificially, in loving families. These things were once so obvious as to be taken for granted, but today we have to remind ourselves of them over and over, lest we forget that they are as true as they ever were.

			While we are speaking of what is obvious to most people, did you know that men cannot become women, and that women cannot become men any more than lions can become bats or bats can become pine trees—or pine trees can become lions or bats or motor scooters or clouds? For most of modern history people have known these things, but today we must remind ourselves of them as often as possible. We have a duty to do so.

			We must also suddenly remind ourselves that nations having borders is as normal and healthy an idea as houses having walls and doors with locks. Did not Robert Frost say “Good fences make good neighbors?” We used to know these things, but now we have to remind ourselves, and this book does precisely that, with many more obvious things, as you will see.

			While we are on the subject of what is obvious, did you happen to notice that the 2020 presidential election actually wasn’t “the safest in our history” as some said over and over—as though it needed to be said because many people didn’t believe it one bit and still don’t believe it? You’re not alone in noticing that. Scores of millions noticed precisely the same thing. So will you encourage them by saying it out loud when you can, as Albin Sadar does in this book? Will you help them know they are not alone in seeing what is obvious? Will you help them know they are not crazy in seeing that many people are saying crazy things? Will you help them know that they are not only not crazy, but are perfectly sane, because they are seeing what so many of us are seeing along with them—and seeing what they are seeing is how they can know they are sane?

			Did you notice that many journalists no longer feel the need to tell the unvarnished truth as we all once expected them to do? And as they themselves expected themselves to do? Did you notice they have abdicated the solemn trust they had, along with their role as the Fourth Estate in helping us keep the republic free? But if we take this duty seriously, I promise you that God will help us as we do so. I also promise you that if we are silent—and do not say what is obvious and true when we can—we help make all these things a little less obvious, and have ourselves become part of the very problem we were put on this Earth to help remedy. 			How and why has our society changed so dramatically and so quickly, especially in the last fifty years?

			Today, the changes mock and seek to re-create the basic tenets of God’s creation:

			ogender identities of men and women

			othe sanctity of human life

			othe structure of family and society

			othe relationship with and care of the earth

			othe Ten Commandments.

			These changes also undermine the Judeo-Christian values inherent in the creation of America:

			ofreedom vs. authoritarianism

			onational sovereignty vs. globalism

			opersonal privacy vs. state surveillance

			ounified national identity vs. racial and ethnic divisiveness

			oequality of opportunity vs. equity or equality of outcome.

			Without a basic agreement on a value system that underpins government, everyone will do what is right in their own eyes.

			With changes accelerating at an ever-increasing pace for at least a dozen years, why are people en masse not saying:

			o“This is crazy!” when they hear boys are identifying and competing as girls in swimming and track.

			o“That’s racist!” when they hear kindergarten teachers are teaching little children that skin color matters.

			o“Where’s the investigation?!” when they hear key swing states stopped counting election night and four days later determined the incumbent’s challenger—who was behind when the counting stopped—the winner.1

			Though people en masse may see the obvious, fear often prevents them from pointing it out and taking a stand against what they see. But somebody must speak. Somebody ordinary and average. And every time somebody does, more do, and their observations create a ripple effect that can become a rallying cry that changes the direction of an entire nation.

			In 1992, Rush Limbaugh’s first book, The Way Things Ought to Be, resonated with my own observations of the world, and I wondered, “Why doesn’t everyone see what Rush is talking about?”

			Today conservative pundits like Tucker Carlson are using the word “obvious” more frequently when describing the subterfuge and power struggles happening around the world and right here in America. Coincidentally, acknowledging the obvious was also necessary at the beginning of the American Revolution when a pundit of that day named Thomas Paine wrote a book—Common Sense—that helped turn the tide of public opinion.

			Often, the more deviant life becomes, the more obvious the truth becomes. But pressure is increasing to conform rather than take a stand for the truth. Unfortunately, silence implies (and confers) consent.

			The good news is that we are beginning to see ordinary citizens take a stand to bring down the destroyers of culture and society. The “gaslight” is starting to dim and even go out for many people. I hope this book will help to awaken the masses to action and offer a path to an optimistic future.

			In America today, “sheep” are beginning to rise in various sectors of culture and politics, and our self-appointed, self-important, all-powerful elite class is receiving increasing opposition after deceptively using the COVID-19 scare and fear of death to trample human rights and reset (fundamentally transform) the world through authoritarian mandates, censorship, and lockdowns.

			While the man proceeded to eat the donut, the first man yelled over to him, “Hey, you’re a sailor, aren’t you?”

			At this point, my friend’s dad stopped and posed a serious question: “So, how did the first man know that the second man was a sailor?”

			My friends and I ruminated amongst ourselves and tried to figure out the deeper meaning of the split donut and two cups of coffee phenomenon.

			After a fair amount of head-scratching, my friend’s dad gave us the solution: “Because he was wearing a sailor suit.”

			Once facts previously not in evidence are presented, the full picture comes into focus. That is why the mainstream media controlled by the elites silences dissent, pronounces science settled, intentionally fails to cover major news stories, and plays the “conspiracy theory” card, self-righteously working their censorship mischief.
