      This acronym H3C stands for the values that I want to pass on to generations to come. It stands for a method in which not only a person should live their life, but the way business should be conducted.

      The H stands for Honesty and to me it is the most crucial factor of the process. It will either draw people to you or push them away. I have seen many times this one trait destroys families, businesses, and churches.

      Honesty does not come easy due to our sinful nature; it must be developed and nurtured. You can relate it to a long-distance runner and the training that takes place prior to the race. You must make a conscious effort to always tell the truth, whether it is large are small. I noticed in the bible “lies” are not color coated, so the little white ones, are still lies.

      There have been many times in my life and business when I have been asked to stretch the truth in such a way that it is deceiving.       Regarding the commitment portion of H3C, be committed to using the natural talents God has given you and notice the way He blesses you.

      Conviction

      Conviction is the second “C” of H3C.

      Conviction represents the person you are when no one is looking. Have you ever been at work or even had a workout where you felt compelled to take a shortcut? Remember how you felt when you fought this emotion and did it the right way? This is what conviction is all about. It is not how you deal with others, but how you deal with yourself.

      I once heard a story about a Native American leader who oversaw a reservation down the road from the National Weather service.

      The chief fell short on reading the signs of the earth, which were needed to predict the winters. He made an anonymous call to the National Weather Service to check on the severity of the winter forecast. He asked their thoughts on the coming winter and was told it was going to be a cold one. He took this information to heart and told his people they must start cutting wood to prepare for the frigid winter that lay ahead. They went to work. In two weeks, the tribe had quite a bit of wood cut and stacked. The chief felt guilty because he cheated. So, the chief called again to the National Weather Service to get an updated forecast and to ask if there had been any changes. They responded, “It appears to be worse than we originally expected!” The chief reported back to his tribe. This report made them cut at an even faster pace after hearing the unwelcome news. They worked extremely hard for the next two weeks, producing wood stacks all over the place. The tribe cut so much wood, the chief felt extremely guilty again. He made another call to the National Weather Service and was told it was even worse than previously forecasted. This time the chief felt bold enough to ask, “Where are you getting your information?” The National Weather Service responded, “By the amount of wood, the Indians are stacking up on the reservation.”

      This is a funny story, but it makes me think. How many people are making decisions based on the actions I make or the convictions that guide my life? We must remember what we do and who we are affect many around us.

      Completion

      Completion is the final C in H3C.

      In every aspect of life, completion is important. Without completing what you started, everything else is a moot point. I used to yell at my children when they were pitching at baseball, telling them to “finish strong.” They would have two strikes against the batter, but if they walked the runner at the end, the two strikes really had no value. Life is the same, no matter how HONEST, COMMITTED or CONVICTED we may be, without completion it is all in vain.

This mule had a mind of his own, but he had an inspiring love for my grandfather, even after the many tongue lashings.
