Most of us grew up believing that schools were in charge of education. We sat in classrooms, listened to teachers, and trusted that the system was designed to give us everything we needed. Now, as parents, it’s tempting to think the same is true for our children—that we can drop them off at the school door, attend the occasional conference, and let the professionals handle the rest.

But here’s the reality: the school system is not built for the individual child—it is built for the group. Classrooms are designed for the “average student,” and the truth is, very few children are truly average. Some kids learn faster, others slower. Some need extra structure, others need flexibility. Some shine in math but struggle with reading, while others are creative thinkers who don’t fit neatly into the boxes schools create.

And this is why your mindset as a parent matters.



It Starts With You

Your child’s education does not belong to the school. It belongs to you and your child. You are the one constant in their life. Teachers change every year, principals come and go, but you are there from kindergarten through graduation.

Taking ownership means adopting the belief:

	“It is my responsibility—not the school’s—to make sure my child is educated.”


That doesn’t mean you have to teach every subject or know how to solve Algebra problems. It means you:


	Ask questions.

	Pay attention.

	Don’t wait for opportunities to fall in your lap.

	Recognize that you are your child’s strongest advocate.





The Passive Parent vs. The Empowered Parent


	
The Passive Parent assumes the school will notice when their child is struggling or when they are excelling. They trust that if there’s a problem, someone will tell them. They sit quietly at meetings and accept whatever plan is given.


	
The Empowered Parent asks questions like: 
	“How do you know my child is reading on grade level?”

	“What opportunities are there for advanced placement?”

	“What’s available if my child fails this class?”
They don’t accept vague answers. They want specifics, data, and options.







💡 Inspiration: I once met a mom who had been told her son was “just average.” She wasn’t convinced. She asked for testing, pushed for enrichment, and discovered he was reading three grade levels ahead. That same boy later earned a full scholarship to college. He wasn’t “average”—he just needed someone to believe in him enough to ask.



Why Schools Won’t Tell You Everything

It’s not because teachers don’t care. Most teachers care deeply. But schools are large, policies are complex, and staff are overworked. They may not have time to explain every program, every loophole, or every opportunity. And in some cases, they may not want to—because fewer parents asking means fewer headaches for them.

That’s why your mindset is everything. If you go in thinking, “The school knows best,” you’ll miss out. But if you go in thinking, “I am the co-leader of my child’s education,” doors will begin to open.



Shifting From Fear to Confidence

It’s easy to feel intimidated. Maybe you didn’t do well in school yourself. Maybe you don’t know the system or the lingo. Maybe you worry that asking questions will make you seem “that parent.”

But here’s the truth: the most successful parents are the ones who speak up.
