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Huldafólk and Hidden Beings

Trolls (Trölls)

Trolls make up a large part of Icelandic lore, and are depicted as massive, moody creatures with formidable strength, fearsome visages, and probably not the brightest of the bunch. They come out at night to lure humans away from the safety of their homes and into the troll caves to be eaten.

Unlike elves, trolls are often portrayed as solitary and reclusive beings, dwelling in remote caves, mountains, or deep forests.

They are associated with natural disasters, such as landslides, earthquakes, or storms, which were often attributed to their wrathful deeds.

Despite their fearsome reputation, trolls exhibit a wide range of characteristics, from cunning tricksters to lumbering brutes. Some tales depict them as tragic figures, cursed by fate or transformed through magic into their monstrous forms. In contrast, others portray them as malevolent adversaries, seeking to ensnare or devour unwary humans who stray too close to their lairs.

Several places throughout Iceland are said to be trolls turned into stone, such as Skessuhorn (Troll Woman’s Peak) in West Iceland. She used to sit on top of the mountain, luring people to eat. 

Tröllaskarð (Troll’s Pass) in the north has a troll who just sits and watches people go through.

Hvítserkru is a 50-foot-tall sea stack in the northwest, which was a troll tearing down the bell from a monastery. This act turned him into stone.

A trio of ocean rocks stand off the shore at Reynisfjara Beach near Vík in the south. These stones were the petrified remains of three trolls who were dragging a three-masted ship to the beach, but the morning sun hit them and, like in The Hobbit, they were turned to stone.
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Hidden People (Huldufólk)

The Huldufólk, or hidden people, embody the blurred boundary between the natural and supernatural worlds. Often nestled in unassuming places, like single boulders or cliffsides, they are often touted as Iceland’s version of elves, though some say elves are different creatures.

Elves are not seen by everyone, even those searching for an encounter. They do a lot of things humans do, such as raise sheep, pick berries, and have families. You might see álfhól along the roadside or hidden within gardens. These are small wooden houses that Icelanders built for the elves.

Notwithstanding the tiny homes, most Icelandic elves are thought to be human-sized, similar to those in Tolkien’s tales; beautiful, powerful, alluring, and free from care. However, there are many types of elves in Icelandic folklore, so your mileage may vary. 

While I won’t go into the many types (the Elf School lists fifty different types!), I can describe the two major classes. Light Elves (Ljósalfar) live in the Elf World (Alfheimar), while the Dark Elves (Dökkalfar) live below the ground.

Despite their invisibility to most humans, they are said to occasionally interact with mortals, appearing at twilight or under certain conditions to offer guidance, protection, or warnings.

They are so much a part of Icelandic belief that there is an Elf School in Reykjavík, to learn about the behavior of these creatures, and to hear tales of those who have had personal contact with them. 

You might see elves in Iceland on one of four annual holidays: New Year’s Eve, Twelfth Night, Midsummer, or Christmas night. The Hidden People change locations on New Year’s Eve, so Icelanders put out candles to help guide their way. 

On January 6, which in Iceland is called Þrettándinn, locals light álfabrennur, or elf bonfires. On Midsummer, folklore states that at crossroads, elves will seduce you with food and gifts. Resistance will bring you great rewards but taking their offers results in grave consequences.
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Even if you don’t see the Huldufólk, you’ll probably find humans dressed as elves making themselves merry with singing, dancing, and telling tales.

According to Icelandic folklore, disturbing an elf’s dwelling or disrespecting their territory can lead to dire consequences, including illness, accidents, or the loss of luck. To appease the elves and ensure their goodwill, Icelanders leave offerings of food, drink, or small trinkets near known elf habitats.

Similar to elves in other traditions, the Huldufólk are said to be sensitive to human actions and attitudes, rewarding those who show respect for the land and its inhabitants while punishing those who cause harm or disruption.

While this all may seem like ancient mythology, a recent survey was taken of Icelandic people, asking about their belief in Huldafólk. In that survey, 35% believed hidden people might exist. 18% said “probably,” 9% were convinced they existed, while 38% said it was unlikely or impossible.

Tales of encounters with the hidden people abound in Icelandic folklore, passed down through generations as cautionary tales or sources of wonder and fascination.
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The Yule Lads and Yule Cat

During the Christmas season, Iceland has thirteen Yule Lads, a group of brothers who are ostensibly helpers but prefer to perform pranks, one for each day leading up to the holiday. 

They’re said to live near Lake Myvátn in Dimmuborgir, an area of huge lava structures. Their parents are the ogress, Grýla and the troll, Leppalúði. 

Each of the Yule Lads offers a small gift, but they aren’t necessarily nice ones. While one might give Skyr (Icelandic liquid cheese, similar to yogurt), another might bring rotten potatoes for misbehaving children. 

The thirteen Yule Lads are as follows: 


	Sheep-Cote Clod: Known for attempting to nurse from ewes in the farmer’s sheds.

	Gully Gawk: Notorious for stealing foam from buckets of cow milk.

	Stubby: Recognizable by his short stature and love for filching food from frying pans.

	Spoon Licker: As his name implies, his specialty lies in licking spoons clean.

	Pot Scraper, aka Pot Licker: He’s infamous for taking unwashed pots and giving them a thorough licking.

	Bowl Licker: Known for stealing bowls of food, particularly those stowed under beds. This was a common practice for late-night snacks.

	Door Slammer: His antics include stomping about and slamming doors, so nobody gets a peaceful night’s sleep.

	Skyr Gobbler: His appetite is aimed at devouring all the Icelandic yogurt (Skyr) in sight.

	Sausage Swiper: A master of stolen sausages, he simply can’t resist a juicy link.

	Window Peeper: Enjoys lurking outside windows, occasionally grabbing items spotted indoors for his own collection.

	Door Sniffer: His oversized nose and insatiable craving lead him to seek out and steal baked goods.

	Meat Hook: Quick to snatch up any exposed meat, particularly favoring smoked lamb.
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
