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People in the Book
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Releasing the Impossible records true events and are written to the best of the author’s ability to recall them.  Individuals mentioned in this book are real but given fictitious names, other than the name of Jeanne’s husband and their only son[3].  Since it has been more than 20 years since this book was initially written, it is possible that, today, the characters spoken about within the book might recollect the events differently.  Should this occur, first note that Jeanne wrote these stories from an intercessor’s point of view, and thus the individuals involved were not privileged to hear, see or realize the behind the scene events in her life s they took place.



Secondly, Jeanne was not physically present in all places where these events took place but received only the information by spiritual insight.  Lastly, remember that the intent of this book is to reveal intercession’s power, therefore, no malicious intent was intended toward any individual mentioned in the book, (real name or fictitious), for in the eyes of God and His servant, individuals are perceived in the best light possible, regardless of the issues with which they struggle.  In intercession, no individual is ever condemned or seen in a negative light. Why Two Volumes

Therefore, dividing “Releasing the Impossible” into two volumes, seemed a good solution.  With two volumes, each one becoming a separate Bible Study, teachers and students have opportunity for a shorter commitment and can also implement a break in between.  This solution, therefore, makes sense as people can learn at a slower rate, and thus, walk away with a far greater understanding.

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Introduction

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THERE IS A PLACE, near the heart of YeHoVaH, where every believer is invited to come.  That special place echoes with His Holiness; reveals the warmth of His Presence, the Tendnerness of His Embrace and the Radiance of His Love.  This is the place of His Glory, the place where we are tucked safely away in the cleft of the rock, covered with His Hand. 


This place summons every believer, but it takes a journey to reach the destination.  No one arrives in an instant.  There are no overnight success stories.  This place is obtained by faith as we walk step by step towards it.  This place of intimacy with YeHoVaH and its journey is a process that is part of the believer’s destiny. 

It begins the moment we seriously embark on our excursion to truly know YeHoVaH.  As we pursue Him, every step we take will bring us closer and closer to that holy and sure place where we encounter His glory, but that place of intimacy with YeHoVaH has a price tag.

In my opinion, these lessons were taught at very inconvenient times and went on far too long.  Many lessons seemed too difficult for me to manage and I wondered why I had to learn these lessons at all!  I could neither see, nor appreciate their importance at the time, but eventually it became apparent that each lesson had a value hidden beneath the surface.  The hardest lessons, the ones I struggled with the most, were the ones that required me to totally abandon my own desires and forsake my quests to fulfill my deepest dreams.  The lessons learned at the greatest personal cost ended up to be the lessons of the deepest worth, revealing the Divine and Holy character of YeHoVaH, exposing to me His deepest Desires and the quests that would obtain His Dreams. 


As YeHoVaH began to reveal these things to me, as He came closer through every lesson, I discovered a certain humility that He emitted whenever I was in His Presence; hard to explain, but wonderful to experience.  I saw the passions of His Heart; the treasures He pursued; what He longed for.  I learned to rest in the righteousness of His Choices, and eventually, after accepting His full claim on my life, I saw great effectiveness of His methods.  I began to grip what it really meant to know Him. 

Receiving more revelation brought His amazing qualities to light.  The more alive He became to me, and the more I understood His character, I recognized my obvious lack of it.  Every circumstance, every situation, every incident that touched my life afforded opportunities for His character to be forged in me.  Every moment of every day became one more adventure to know Him, but again, each encounter had a purpose, a lesson to be learned in this classroom of life. 


As with all education, there is a unique direction, a focus to the training, a “major” or “specialty” in your training. This major or specialty is usually the “pivot” or “center” of your career.  Educational development with YeHoVaH takes a lifetime and although graduation day is not until we leave for the realms of glory, we can have a major or specialty in our training that we constantly use while on earth.  My “major” or “specialty” placed certain keys in my hand.  These keys helped me to understand how to release YeHoVaH’s Power, so that His plans and purposes would be fulfilled on this earth.  My major was, and still is, “intercession”. 


I was introduced to intercession in the early months of my Christian experience, at a time when I was feeling overwhelmed and desperate.  My only son, five years old, was given a diagnosis that offered no hope for his survival.  During this darkened hour, when my heart was breaking and my mind was drowning in emotional torrents, YeHoVaH encouraged me to press in closer to His heart to discover His Intentions.  Once discovered, I found His will for my son was “life” and not “death”.

Agony & Ecstasy of Intercession
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THE INTERCESSION EVENT


ANYONE WHO HAS lost a child, or has even come close to losing one, will tell you that it is a devastating experience.  The very thought of your child’s death brings a lump into your throat and a sick feeling into the pit of your stomach.  I remember every emotion I experienced when the doctors told me my five-year-old son, Steve, would not make it through the night.  Moment by moment, I agonized through what seemed like an eternity. 


Various emotions churned mercilessly within me as I struggled to make sense of it all.  I just wanted the ordeal over and with a happy ending.  Desperation engulfed me.  Thoughts bombarded my mind with questions such as: “Why did this happen?  How could YeHoVaH allow my only child to die?”  I examined every detail of the events that led up to that moment and aggressively probed them for some clues to answer my many questions. 

As I recalled the events, my mind went back to a week earlier.  My husband Gary, our son Steve and I were invited to be part of a family holiday with my parents at a summer cottage on a lake approximately 45 minutes from our home.  Although my husband declined the offer to go, choosing instead to stay behind and take care of some unfinished business, Steve and I accepted the invitation to enjoy the summer sun.  I packed the car with holiday supplies, and we travelled to the lake with my husband’s blessing. 

When we arrived at our destination, my parents were waiting for us.  Excitedly, they came to the car and greeted us.  This promised to be a wonderful, intimate family time!  When Steve saw the lake glistening in the afternoon sun, he raced out of the car towards the beach with his plastic pail and shovel in his hand.

He spied out some bright, multi-coloured pebbles shining along the shoreline and set about to collect these treasures.  One by one, he scooped up each pebble, examined it, and then placed it safely in his little pail.  The adults kept a watchful eye on him, chuckling over the amount of energy Steve put into this task.

About ten minutes later, Steve, a normally calm, cool, and collected child, let out a horrifying scream, shocking everyone.  Immediately we raced towards him.  It was not clear to us what the fuss was all about.  Even after we examined him, we could not see a problem.  Finally, Steve told us that his eye hurt.  Investigating his eye and the area around it, we noticed a small white sore the size of a pinhead, protruding from the bridge of his nose.  It resembled a pimple in appearance, and on its own, should not merit any concern. 

We dismissed the incident as nothing too serious and tried to distract Steve with more beach fun.  Try as we might, Steve still insisted he was in pain.  We examined him again, but still no problem was evident.  Steve continued to be agitated, insisting he was in pain. 

After a while, we decided to take Steve to the local hospital.  The doctor on duty carefully examined Steve, taking a close look at the small pimple-like injury on the bridge of his nose.  He concluded there was no problem to concern us, other than the fact that Steve had a very low-grade fever.  He suggested we give him aspirin to control it.  If the “sore” didn’t disappear in a day or two, he suggested we then take Steve to our family doctor. 

We returned to the cottage around 10 p.m. and tried to put Steve to bed.  He just would not settle down.  He kept insisting that his eye hurt.  After giving him the suggested dose of aspirin, I cradled him in my arms and told him stories until he fell asleep.  I turned out the light, walked away and left him to sleep, but often throughout the night, I tiptoed into the room to check on him.  I placed my hand on his forehead to check for an increased fever, but I left the light off not to disturb him.  His fever remained low grade and Steve slept peacefully until morning. 

At the crack of dawn, I went into Steve’s room to check on him again.  As I entered his room, I almost screamed with shock.  What I could not see in the dark as I tiptoed into his room, I could see in the light of day.  The right side of Steve’s face had grown massive.  His right eye, now the size of a golf ball, protruded out in front of an enlarged, deformed face.  Immediately I picked him up, and without hesitation, put him in the car and headed for home to take Steve to our family doctor. 


One look at Steve and the doctor ordered hospital admittance to an isolation room.  Steve was quarantined with no visitors and no parents allowed.  By the end of the day, the doctors advised that they could not identify the infection causing the massive swelling, nor could they stop its rapid advancement.  Somehow, an unusual infection resistant to antibiotics had entered through the small pimple on the bridge of Steve’s nose, and the doctors were powerless to stop it.


They estimated that within five to ten hours, the infection would invade the brain and shortly thereafter, probably by morning, take Steve’s life.  Since they did not know what they “had on their hands”, they would not allow anyone near him, except for nursing staff dressed in sterile gowns.  I was sent home to wait.  Forbidden near my own child, I had no choice but to leave him to die in the arms of strangers. 

These events left me numbed, and so much so that I could not relate Steve’s condition to anyone.  I told my parents that Steve had been admitted to the hospital and was quarantined.  I said I would advise them of any changes.  Around 10:00 p.m., my husband came home.  He was surprised to find someone home.  I was so distressed that I neglected to call him.  I then related to him quickly about the incident and concluded with the same information I had given to my parents.  I could not bring myself to tell anyone the seriousness of Steve’s condition.  I was frozen in shock. 

Gary ate his supper then went to bed for the evening.  I paced the floor for hours.  About 1:30 a.m., I lowered my exhausted body onto the living room floor, rested my tear-stained face on the carpet, and somehow drifted off to sleep.  An hour or so later, I was awakened by the presence of someone in the room. 

At first, I thought my husband, Gary, came to inquire why I was not in bed, but as I became more conscious of the form, I noticed a supernatural stream of love and compassion flowing towards me.  I knew it was YeHoVaH.  His Spirit began to speak to me.  He told me that I needed to completely release Steve to Him.

It seemed to me at that moment, YeHoVaH placed Steve in my hands.  With my hands cupped together as if I were holding Steve, and with tears filling my eyes, I released Steve to YeHoVaH.  With a wavering, shaky voice I declared: “Whether Steve lives or dies, he belongs to You, YeHoVaH.” 


Moments after my prayer, along with an intense crying and weeping, I felt a groaning arise from deep within. The groaning increased with intensity.  To me this resembled the labour pains I experienced when I gave birth to Steve, but this time, there was no pain, only the groaning. 


Amidst my groaning, my thoughts began to reflect on my inexperience in YeHoVaH and my past religious beliefs.  I was just a new Christian, not even a year in YeHoVaH.  I had never heard of “groaning” as a form of prayer!  I had grown up in a family that did not share a born-again faith.

When I married, since I did not know YeHoVaH at that time, I married into a family where no one, not my husband nor in-laws, shared the born-again experience.  When YeHoVaH saved me ten years into my marriage, I was the first one saved on both sides of the family.  This meant unexplained ground without a point of reference.  It was new territory for me to travel on.  Often, I was uncomfortable, but trust in YeHoVaH budded as we walked together in this somewhat lonely place.  All this time, while I was groaning and reflecting, the Presence of YeHoVaH surrounded me and reassured me of the Holy Spirit’s help.

My thoughts came full circle to my new faith, where I had recently learned to cling to the scriptures, especially the passage that promised to save my household.  I remembered Steve was not yet born again, so I reminded YeHoVaH of the condition of my young son … unsaved.  For some five-year-old children, that might not be a problem, but Steve was past the age of reason.  He was a bright little boy, with a very high IQ.  He clearly knew right from wrong.  I knew he must make a choice for salvation. 
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
