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Prologue – Opening the Box

THE FIRST TIME I ENCOUNTERED a Kiri box, it was quietly unassuming. A rectangular wooden container, its grain pale and even, its lid fitting with a gentle precision that spoke of centuries of craft, sat on a low shelf in a small Japanese home. At first glance, it seemed ordinary, a simple receptacle for objects long forgotten. Each box is a locus of interaction, a space in which objects are preserved, observed, and engaged. The lids open and close with a rhythm that invites presence. 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​Chapter 1 — The Materiality of Kiri
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Before there was furniture, before architecture learned how to enclose space with intention, there was the human gesture of setting something aside. Not discarding it, not abandoning it, but placing it where it could remain. Storage begins not with accumulation, but with hesitation, the pause that asks whether an object deserves continuity.

To store is to decide that something must outlast the present moment.

This decision is older than ownership. Long before objects were counted, traded, or insured, they were protected from weather, from animals, from fire, from forgetting.
