2.1 Integration of Rajasthan — The Seven Phases



The integration of Rajasthan represents one of India's most complex state formation processes, accomplished through seven distinct phases between 1948 and 1956. [19]

 

1st: March 18, 1948; Matsya Union (Alwar, Bharatpur, Dholpur, Karauli, Neemrana); Maharaj Udaybhan Singh (Rajpramukh) [19]

 

2nd: March 25, 1948; Rajasthan Union (Kota, Bundi, Jhalawar, Tonk, Kishangarh, Shahpura, Pratapgarh, Banswara, Dungarpur, Kushalgarh); Maharaj Bhim Singh (Kota) [19]

 

3rd: April 18, 1948; United Rajasthan (Udaipur (Mewar) merged into Rajasthan Union); Maharana Bhupal Singh [19]

 

4th: March 30, 1949; Greater Rajasthan (Jaipur, Jodhpur, Bikaner, Jaisalmer merged); Maharaj Sawai Man Singh II (Rajpramukh) [19]

 

5th: May 15, 1949; United Greater Rajasthan (Matsya Union merged into Greater Rajasthan); Hiralal Shastri (CM) [19]

 

6th: January 26, 1950; Rajasthan (B Category State - Sirohi merged except Abu Road (Bombay State)); Hiralal Shastri (CM) [19]

 

7th: November 1, 1956; Modern Rajasthan (Ajmer-Merwara & Abu-Dilwara added; Sironj transferred to MP); Mohanlal Sukhadia (CM) [19]

Capital - Udaipur; Modern Districts - Udaipur, Chittorgarh, Rajsamand, Bhilwara, Pratapgarh, Dungarpur, Banswara; Sisodia dynasty; symbol of Rajput resistance; Maharana Pratap [20]

 

Marwar:

Capital – Jodhpur; Modern Districts - Jodhpur, Barmer, Jaisalmer, Jalore, Pali, Nagaur, Sirohi, Bikaner; Rathore dynasty; desert culture; folk music traditions [20]

 

Dhundhar:

Capital – Jaipur; Modern Districts - Jaipur, Alwar, Dausa, Sawai Madhopur, Tonk; Kachwaha dynasty; Jaipur city; planned capital [20]

 

Shekhawati:

Capital - Sikar; Modern Districts - Sikar, Jhunjhunu, Churu; Frescoed havelis; merchant heritage; 'open art gallery' [20]

 

Hadoti:

Capital – Kota; Modern Districts - Kota, Bundi, Baran, Jhalawar; Hada Rajput dynasty; Chambal river; black soil region [20]

 

Matsya:

Capital – Alwar; Modern Districts - Alwar, Bharatpur, Dholpur, Karauli; Ancient Matsya kingdom; Keoladeo bird sanctuary [20]

 

★ 'Mewar' = Udaipur, Chittorgarh, Rajsamand and surrounding districts, frequently asked in competitive exams. [20]
