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In search of the original primordial germ and the very source of life ....

First of all, let's be clear about what we are talking about : the very original germs, whether on this earth, in some space of the solar system or some other part of the infinite universe, which trigger the appearance of the very first particles, the elemental constituents of the structural units (atoms) of matters (rocks, stones, sand, water, ...) and organisms (plants, animal or human bodies, ...).

Every matter, every organism, no matter when and where in the cosmos, must naturally have its original antecedent.

Nothing could possibly derive from an absolute void, the one that could not even have infinitesimal traces of something; none of something called original primordial germs, could originate in a plain nothingness.  

All must have its source, no matter when in the very past. Let’s say one comes from one’s ancestor; or the warming heat for outdoor space can be generated by wood; or foods and air provide energy for one’s body; or crude oil is the source of gasoline.  Whatever exists in the cosmos, no matter when, where, must have derived from some source; and very specifically from some very original source.

Let 's now explore this utmost enigma that puzzles science and intrigues people of all walks of life, throughout history. To start to dive into this mystery, an absolute void must necessarily be set forth as starting point ...







++ Side-notes

1)  An absolute void mentioned here cannot have any particles under any form, or any of their traces of energy, however small they are, say typically, some minute waves or tiny particles of energy, served as physical base for the modern quantum theory.

A physical entity, however tiny, but still detected by whatever scientific means, will let one think that it spontaneously appears in the void.  

But a self-generated existence in an absolute void surely contradicts the logic. Even the super tiny point-like quark particle, one of the elemental constituents of matter, discovered in modern day by science, must have originated in some source or must have developed from some original primordial germ.

2) Concerning any events that trigger the expansion of the universe, basically there must exist a certain triggering root cause.  ...  Also, in our world, where is the most original source of energy in all of its forms?

* Concerning specifically the “Big Bang” theory :

According to this theory, billions years ago, every original primordial physical particles (matter particles) in our whole universe (“whole” used in the loose sense as it relates only to the observable one of today, “our universe”) as being infinitely condensed into a super- super small mass, explosively expanded due to its infinite temperature and energy density...

(at that time, the universe as being infinitely condensed, whether into a ball of “infinitely small” or some small size [based on various sources], due to its infinite density and temperature, explosively expanded and continued several times, all in just a fraction of a second.  How come these stunning  jerky outbursts of energy sprang from a super-super dense tiny mass of matter particles in the range of a billionth of a second] ...?)  

What is the root-cause (the original primordial cause; not any other subsequent ones, even any of these is directly accountable) that led to that phenomenally extreme pressure which led to that phenomenal density and temperature?

Anyhow,  there must be some root-cause that originates that singularity chemical composition – the ensemble of constituents of that s ingularity in connection with that uni verse in that most primordial era, when absolute darkness permeated the infinite plain void, a plain nothingness ...

Any astronomical star, such as the sun, could not have its composition proceeded from a void space.   

And any small amount of energy must have its source (let ’s say the light and heat of flames generated from wood [say wildfire, campfire]).   

Let ’s have concrete illustrative examples as to the primary versus the secondary cause :

Let’s say a [explosive] destruction is caused by an ATM [anti-tank mine] (secondary cause of destruction), the manufacture of which originates in a company (primary source), and is triggered by a certain operator (primary cause) at distance. Or let’s say, one’s body movement (secondary cause of movement) is due to one’s will to move. The will is at the origin of the movement (primary cause) as any movement of the body is directed by the will (primary cause) of it’s “owner”. Which is clear, when compared with a dead body, devoid of even the slightest sign of consciousness.

POSTULATE 1

Postulate 1 – a

The void surrounds everything all the time, which shows that it has these two unique properties in Nature :

- undefined in time; it exists from the infinite past to the infinite future

(which means that this empty space doesn’t originate in anything and that it exists before anything).  Also, one would not wonder how the void, this “nothingness”, came first into existence or even where did it derive from, as it is just the “nothing” !  It simply always exists; it is.

- unlimited in space; it is forever infinite (as nothing can limit the void).  

Around and beyond anything, no matter how big, it’s always and always the void, extending infinitely.

Indeed this nothingness defies time, space and knowledge.

The nothingness indeed conveys the sense of those 2 properties :

one sees  that the “nothing” comes before anything as any thing exists only inside the   nothingness and also the void encloses everything forever.

So, of that infinite property, it affects all – the physical and anything verging on it – as to the magnitude, typically ...

Let ’s say shadows (which are per se quasi-physical forms; as it could be concretely seen), light quanta [the photons] (which, properly speaking are quasi-physical entities, as they have no rest mass, provide physical impact, however), or say waves of thought (abstract and quasi-physical, a form of wave energy, very delicate; it propagates, could be intuitively sensed), sound, ... –  in brief, everything, whether perceived by the eyes or not, except the purely abstract mind [the consciousness] that is utterly invisible (it’s a “living void” entity, so to speak – postulate 4)

(That is why the Milky Way Galaxy could not be the whole universe as thought decades ago.

Today it is discovered that the universe encompasses so many billion of galaxies. This does not look quite right, however. The void as being without bound, infinite, so the number of galaxies must still be increasing to an ... infinite number).  

The answer to the question that Nature presents to science, about a finite or infinite universe, will remain forever elusive, as no physical scientific means, no matter when in the far future, could fully probe into the infinite universe. In other words, science could only get an extremely limited view of the infinite at best).

* Using finite means to discover the infinite, will just yield little result.

(generally speaking, one could only guess about the infinite, based on what one sees, knows at best).

* The Gautama Buddha said “there is an illimited number of  worlds in the infinite”

Postulate 1-b (a corollary to 1-a)

There is uniquely one void (which is naturally, intuitively evident).

As the void is infinite (the term used in its strict sense), so, there cannot be more than one void, say 2 or more voids.

Postulate 1 -c

There can’t be any self-generated existence in an absolute void (a perfectly empty space devoid of anything whatsoever).  

Even the presence of any super tiny particle or thinly minute wave of energy (served as the very base for the quantum theory) could not occur. Why?

It ’s simply because everything physical cannot be produced out of nothing.

In other words, a void space cannot serve as base for the growth, development of any matter, however small. Why it must be so? One sees that :

The development then decomposition is in the nature of things ...

In the makeup of a matter, elementary particles (electrons, quarks) aggregate together into atoms that in turn, coalesce, into a mass.

Let ’s say a plant in development; it’s every cell that develops, grows; one cell transforming into two cells, and so on; the forgoer cells gradually give rise to derivative cells.  And so, the development must have a base –  cells develop from cells. Not from the void.

Anywhere in the process of the development of a matter, there is no discontinuity – no void –  at all. From elemental particles gradually moving up to atoms, then to cells, which in turn multiply into a mass – the plant. The process runs smoothly, gradually – as the process of development / growth shows no discontinuity at all, so, by natural deduction, elemental particles must have derived from something else that gradually developed into them; they could not derive from the void.

Thinking that they don’t necessarily have primogenitors is like thinking that the compact “ball” of energy of the Big Bang does not necessarily have any source.

* An absolute nothingness can no way generate any light amount of energy, however else.  Let alone create any amount of super charged particles or whatever, to be then transformed, by some way of interaction, to a sufficiently condensed, compacted “ball”   of energy quite capable to expand the universe.

* Science applies only to things it can detect, as, unfortunately, it could not probe farther what it is capable of.

There will never ever exist any scientific means that could fully probe into the infinite,  and also some form that verge on the nothing, speaking specifically of the elemental particles   of matter (say the quark, one of the elementary particles of the atom) : theoretically, when at the very last stage of an “infinite” decomposition, i.e. at the indivisible stage, those primary constituents must be metamorphosed into some extremely delicate form, verging on the absolute nothing, which are naturally undetectable by the always limited power of physical means.

(* those invisible constituents must then be still there in terms of the law of conservation of energy, ”Energy can neither be created nor destroyed” !  [a law stating that energy, whatever form, is always present in nature – viewed as being always available, as a natural “gift” of  “Mother Nature” to human beings – since the “Beginning of the time”, i.e. the “Big Bang” !])

* Generally speaking, science’s view of the real world is moderately correct, at best.

At times conflicting theoretical views arise, due to methodological limitations in the research / study.  Indeed, say the original source of water on our planet earth, or say the scary phenomenon, the moving (at an alarming rate) mud puddle (near the Salton sea), being on its way to ruin the infrastructure along its course, still baffles science.  

And particularly the origin of the abstract primate mind, is a total mystery to science.

* The moving bubbling mud puddle near Salton sea is one of the weirdest natural events in history. One can check it out from these 2 typical websites :

- An unstoppable Geyser of mud is slowly creeping across...[from “Science Alert”]

-  A gurgling “mud pot” is crawling across Southern California [Smithsonian Magazine]

** There is an “infinite” number of matters in our world.

However, everything is formed of an “infinite” number of atoms super close packed together, in various ways (say the diamond lattice, which consists of the tetrahedral atoms).

It ’s kind of like every word is formed by a certain number of characters united together.  

Let ’s say every English word is formed by a certain combination of all the 26 characters of its alphabet which provides hundreds of thousands of words. Or say the Japanese language contains about 40000 characters; or say the Chinese language  of thousands and thousands various geometric trait characters.

Matters, formed of a multitude of atoms, are analogically like words formed of many characters.

POSTULATE 2

Postulate 2 -a

An existence of any individual, very original (most primordial) germ in an undefined past is   just virtual reality.

In the depth of an infinite past, precursors (living or plain inanimate), always exist in an ever increasing ascendant order; one before another, “in turn” ... continually !

This indicates that there is definitely no real existence of any individual primogenitor germ  (whatever one).  

The number of original antecedents is undefined; in other words there seems to have no  existence of the root - precursors at all.

To be noted also (a corollary to 2 -a) :

The line of original antecedents (whatever ones; no matter the kind or size) cannot go up indefinitely. Which then leads to the following question :

“the most distant antecedents, where did they derive from anyway?  

Of science,  specifically speaking, elemental particles – the very elementary constituent   particles (say the quarks) that make up the atom, how spontaneous did they first exist?

There are only two options to set forth :

a) they suddenly appear in the absolute void

b) they developed from something, no matter how fast or slow.

Option “a” straightforwardly shows nonsense.  A nothingness cannot yield a something, even tiny (“the void itself conveys the idea of nonexistence” !). So, the only remaining option, “b”, is valid; which means that the ones called elemental are not really elemental. They must have originated from something else, not yet discovered (by chance or not).

So, what is the very source of every elemental particle?  

* In the matter makeup : elemental particles (the smallest particles, so, these are not composed of any ones smaller) unite into atoms which in turn coalesce into matters (whatever ones; i.e. everything measurable by any means whatever).

* The history of an infinite past is infinite as the past itself; any attempt to dig in a past that has no starting point to bring to light the dim existence of any very original germs, at best, has just a paucity of common sense.

Postulate 2 -b (based on the correlation between mass and energy found by the physicist Albert Einstein)

The essence of anything in the universe is either physical or abstract energy (say waves of thought [mentioned in the postulate 4]), as there can’t be any subtler form than that.

In other words, it must derive from some original primordial source of energy, just because its very last stage of decomposition must be energy – as there is indeed no other subtler essence (except the “astral”, this quasi-physical force, of the body form, that animates living beings) that could exist.

{* Einstein found that both mass and energy are [equally] the measure of any physical / material entity – Say a chunk of matter (be it inert or living) has its value in energy as its mass multiplied by c squared (c, the speed of light).

Say, cold water vapor energy condensed gives cold water which, in turn when condensed, gives solid, compact energy blocs – the ice.

Any matter (whether in gaseous, liquid, solid form) is itself energy condensed.  

Say a mere 10 gr of a bit of wood, or of a bit of cotton, or say of a bit of hair or food, is a super compacted infinitely high amount of energy; the value of which is found by taking the mass value [10 gr] multiplied by c (the speed light) squared.  An extremely high amount of [mass in the form of] energy results; a so small mass of matter could yield such an extremely enormous amount of energy when completely transformed to it }.
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
