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INTRODUCTION

The circumflex* is a mark (â) used to indicate an accent. It may indicate quality of contraction. It gives a specificity to the letter over which it is placed, suggesting how the letter is pronounced. Anatomically it suggests, for instance, an artery turning round some anatomical part, like the blood vessel that arches over the cleft between the thumb and forefinger. In proof-reading it means an omission.

* Latin circumflex — circum + flexus, past participle of “flectere”, to bend.

“Intercepted” in astrology means a Sign which lies between two houses without occupying the cusp of either. Thus, in the example below, Taurus is intercepted in the Twelfth House and Scorpio is therefore intercepted in the Sixth House:

Intercepted charts usually emerge where the native is born in extreme latitudes, north or south, and may even produce four intercepted Signs:
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Going even further north (to the Eskimos) poses the interesting situation whereby there is no Sign on the Ascendant at all in lands where “the sun never sets” or, indeed, in winter, never rises!

The aetiology of the word suggests its astrological classification. Things that are bent indicate the Twelfth House. Those that are suggestive of a mark (e.g., “The man made his mark on the document.”) are under the First House. The First and Twelfth Houses combined always suggest accentuation of spiritual qualities, and the ruler of the Ascendant is, of course, always the lord of the First and Twelfth Houses and attempts to express spiritual qualities. It is as if the sacred word of the individual is sounded with its particular (existential) circumflex accent, through the esoteric ruler of the Ascendant and the lord of the First and Twelfth Houses.

Thus, in the esoteric sense, the interception may mean any or all of the following:

The glyph (Z) is not just suggestive of confinement, constriction and contraction, but of higher connections (spiritual) symbolised especially in Egyptian and other dancers who place the palms of their hands together above their heads (7 1st House).

An intercepted Sign indicates the element of being “boxed in”, if only in the sense of peoples ice-bound during winter in the far northern hemisphere and in the sea-locked fiords (â). But, out of even these extremes may emerge the superlative (First House) of some quality which carries in it genius and existentialism* reminiscent of the fiery Norsemen themselves, with their red, flaming hair, First Ray physical bodies and propensity (bent — Twelfth House) for navigation, exploration and colonization, thereby expressing and spreading the initial and rare qualities of the emerging Anglo-Saxon sub-race.

* Existentialism — the affirmation of human dignity.

Intercepted Signs are not a rarity. Probably a quarter of the world’s population is involved. It is a rarity to find them adequately dealt with in a horoscope. This book helps to remedy this situation.

Hypothesis as to the structure of matter, foreshadowed by Democritus, put forward as a formal explanation of chemical facts and laws by Dalton in the beginning of the nineteenth century. Assumes that matter is made up of small indivisible particles called atoms; the atoms of any one element are identical in all respects, but differ from those of other elements at least in weight. Chemical compounds are formed by the union of atoms of different elements in simple numerical proportions.
