This is actually not a lot, and is not even as heavy as the dwarf planet-class battleships built by the Federation.

At this time, the execution ability of individuals is amazing. In addition, the individuals of the Olive Branch Civilization can move in outer space, so all individuals are fully equipped within 1 month and the warships are ready to start.

At this time, several stars in the core of the Geis star city also began to collide. They will probably complete the fusion within a few months, and then collapse due to their excessive mass.
