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In the famous paint “Eve & Adam caught”, disclosed just in recent years, the anonymous Master shows us the surprise of a couple -formed by a mature nude woman (Eve) and a much younger man (Adam)-, as being caught by someone unknown to us. Even when she was not a young woman, she wanted to enjoy freedoms and not to be locked in any castle or palace (as was the common destiny of women of her rank). So, why is she surprised or horrified? Were they caught by her husband? Another clue is the nature of the paradise that paint Eve and Adam inhabit: a cozy velvet’d hotel room or a private chamber of a palace. 

The young captain Fontanarrosa was Lady G’s lover and sexual mate by longtime. He was her last lover, and it’s said Fontanarrosa secretly fathered all Lady Glenda's six children. They had indeed a private chamber, in the familiar palace, where both discretely met to mate or simply to stay together. As Lady G’s biographer reported it, the luxurious Love Chamber secretly connected to her official marital chamber. So, when she was in her fertile days or simply bored, Lady G slid away to Fontanarrosa’s arms. All happened, more or less, to her husband’s knowledge. Were they caught by him? Apparently, she had nothing to fear from him. Some critics say that her expression is not terror but anger (contrary to fear in Adam’s face). If it was the husband's intromission so he was violating the marital agreement, to Lady G's ire. This could be the case of the painting. Besides, “Adam” (Fontanarrosa) firmly grips to Lady Glenda’s belly. Could be this a sign that the paint is about the just moment Emilio Fontanarrosa impregnated her?
