Foreword


It gives me immense pleasure in writing this foreword when virtually whole world has been forced to recognize the usefulness of astrology, as would be evident from 282,00,000 websites. One can imagine number of astrology lovers throughout the world in the light of number of websites.


In astrology, studies are made in the light of input of astronomical data on one hand and the observations based on empirical studies by Rishis in thousands of years and transformed into Astro-Sutras. Replication of these principles made by ancient seers in more than 75% cases has placed these Astro-Sutras more or less at par with medical science, where medicines are accepted if they could cure specific ailments in around 75% cases.


Prashna or Horary indeed is the most useful branch of Vedic astrology. Here instant answer is given based on chart cast at the time and place of query. The problem regarding doubt about accuracy of time of birth of the native and thereby planetary position is automatically removed.

Preface


Prashna or horary is the most important branch of the astrological sciences, the other two being Jatak (predictive) and Mahurat & Shakun (electional). Jatak is based on a chart based on birth details, which in most of the cases are not correct; hence the prediction fails. In case of electional astrology, the procedure is neither easy nor simple and is based on assumptions which are difficult to understand by a normal person. In Prashna even a complicated or vexed question can be analyzed and solved with ease and without many calculations. The rules of Prashna are very simple, but their application requires a sound judgement.


From time immemorial Prashna has been very popular and of great importance because it can answer questions of immediate concern or worry affecting our day to day life for which often natal astrology has no answer. For those whose birth details are not known, the Prashna chart is the only answer to reveal the mystics of unknown future through a magnifying glass. However the basic principles of natal astrology hold good. The concepts of signs, Nakshtras, planets/ significators and houses are equally important and relevant. Both predictive and horary astrology have their own limitations and are complementary to each other.


This branch of astrology was founded by Bhrigu, the ancient sage & astrologer of India. Since then astrologers of various countries have discovered/ formulated many techniques to analyze and solve various problems of the querists. Many astrologers world over have acquired perfection of various degrees to predict the incidents of life to different degrees of success. Therefore the last chapter of the book has been devoted to miscellaneous predictive techniques being followed to solve Prashna in their own ways.


I have studied many books on Prashna and have found that many authors even today talk about outdated queries like siege of a fort, defeat/ victory of a king, strength & numbers of animal force, hidden wealth etc. As these issues have lost relevance, I have deleted these and have included current important issues like Mook queries, education, marriage, children, property& vehicles, litigation& conflicts, theft, disease, travel& missing person, career& financial prospects and some other queries which frequently worry a common person in day to day life. In current books on horary, little attention has been paid to the illustrations. I have tried to supplement various principles of horary with illustrations (93 in number) mostly from my experience although some have been assumed in order to prove a particular astrological point. In the chapter on frequently asked queries, it is also explained how to answer a query for an event which is expected to happen within a day but is a cause of great worry all the same, with the help of Ruling planets.


Some natives ask, in which direction should an astrologer or the querist face at the time of query. In present scenario it does not make any difference. What matters is that the querist should be genuine and curious about the question. In some cases, a native may ask the same question again after some time. In such case answer does not change, if the native is genuinely worried about the query. Similarly in case of any match or sports between two teams, if the query is which team will win, then answer will surely come correct if the querist is emotionally attached to one of the team.


I do not claim to present something totally new to the august readers, but I do hope that the readers would certainly find this book more useful as it tries to resolve most of our day to day problems in a scientific and rational manner. I have tried to make this book more useful for beginners and professionals as well. I do not claim infallibility and may face some criticism. Constructive criticism is welcome, as it will help me improve my knowledge. Therefore any correspondence in this regard is most welcome.
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Chapter 1


Introduction


1.1   Vedic Background


1.1.1It is widely accepted that the Vedas represent quintessence of all knowledge. They teach us the Truth, which is one in which all distinctions of mind, matter and universe cease to exist. Western psychology has miserably failed to cope with the super-conscious aspects and laws of human nature. Where Western Science has stopped short, Indian philosophy comes in and explains, illustrates and teaches how to render the laws pertaining to higher states of existence. If science can give two quite different results in determining the nature of light, how scientific is science itself? Heisenberg's principles of uncertainty showed that at the subatomic level, there is no such thing as exact science. The science of the self is the only scientific science in the realm of great Vedic rishis who declared that Truth which is self-effulgent is hidden in the heart and "Tat Twam As!' That thou art- is the goal, the ideal to be realized.


1.1.2The Vedas manifested themselves in the beginning of creation through the sages of yore who were plunged in the bliss of the self. Their perennial wisdom is available to people by means of ancillary sciences known as Vedangas-limbs of the supreme being. They are six in numbers-(i) Shiksha (Phonology or phonetics), (2) Kalpa (Procedure code for vedic rituals), (3) Nirkuta (Etymology), (4) Chhandas (Prosody), (5) Vyakarana (Grammar) and (6) Jyotish (Astronomy-Astrology).


1.2. Origin of the Horary Science


1.2.1The Jyotish was initially divided into three Skandhs as under-


(1)Ganita- It is compiled into 18 Sidhantas dealing with Astronomy and mathematical astrology.


(2)Samhitaor Mundane astrology- It deals with natural phenomenon like earthquakes, wars, epidemics, famines, weather etc. and


(3)Hora or Jatak - It deals with natal predictive astrology


Subsequent developments in this field led to three additional Skandhs viz.-


(4)Shakun or Omens- It deals with the effects of certain occurrences or phenomenon on future events.


(5)Mahurator electional astrology which deals with finding out the most auspicious moment for doing any work based on Nakshatra, Tithi, Vaaretc and related to the natal as well as transit position of the planets.


(6)Prashna or Horary - It deals with casting of horoscope for the time of query, event or thought and forms the subject matter of the book.


No Skandh can be dealt in isolation. Astrology is a complete blend of all the branches or Skandhs as stated above.


1.2.2The purpose of astrology is to wean humanity away from the path of evil deeds resulting in misery & destruction and to lead them towards the path of light, virtue and glorious life. This science teaches neither fatalism nor passism. Geeta enjoins that "Man ought to raise himself to a higher level by his own effort and should never have recourse to the path of self-destruction." The Prashna Shastra or Horary science is an important branch of astrology. This and other two Shastras Viz. Mantra-Shastra-which deals with the method of employing various incantations or spells for securing benefits or removing obstacles & the enemies and Nimitta , Omens or Augury- which may be good or evil seen or experienced by a native before a corresponding good or evil event follow, are very popular in Kerala.


1.2.3In Kerala, astrologers speak of two kinds of charts- immovable and movable, the first being fixed on earth and the other is always moving in the heavens. For the purpose of Prashna, both the charts are utilized. Out of Lagnas - Arudha and ascendant - the stronger of the two should be made use of to delineate a query. According to the commentator of "Krishneeya, this science is otherwise known as ChintajnanamY or thought reading of the querist. This must have inspired the famous 'PrashnaMlarga written in Kerala in 17th century. The Prashna Shastra or Krishneeya had been written much earlier as many reference of it have been quoted in Prashna Marg. In the North, Brihat Jatak by Varah Mihir and Shatpanchasika (56 shlokas) by his son, Prithuyasas were written in 7th century A.D. covering the entire gamut of Prashna Shastra. There are any numbers of treatises on this branch of astrology written by ancient masters, such as Shatpanchasika, Lampaka, Prasnagnana, Prasnabhushana, Prasnasindhu, Prasnachintamini, Bhuvana Dipika, Jinendramala, Krishneeya, Prashnamarg and Prashna Tantra. All subsequent works have drawn knowledge from them.


1.3. Need of Prashna


1.3.1In most of the cases, the cause of incorrect astrological prediction is undoubtedly the non-availability of accurate birth horoscope. The time of birth in most cases is incorrect. There are different views about exact time of birth which include the time of first appearance of head or the whole body of the child or Bhu-sparsh-the first touch of the body with the ground or the time of first cry of the child or the time of severing of umbical chord. Then at the time of delivery, even today, the doctor or the midwife is so busy to ensure the safety of the new born baby and the mother that they have no time to look at the watch to record the time of birth. In olden days even the watches were either not available or people never bothered to look at them for the correct time. There fore, time of birth is only approximate which may vary from 10 to 20 minutes from the exact birth.


1.3.2In olden days, at times there was confusion regarding even the day, month or year of birth. The elders often remember the time of birth coinciding or close to some notable event in the family or around. Again there are certain social evils attached to the marriage of a girl child like dowry and the role of unscrupulous astrologers. Therefore in some families birth details of girl children are not kept. Should such persons be denied the benefits of astrology? In all such cases, Prashna chart gives amazingly good results. We are therefore going to discuss in this book what is popularly known as Prashna or Horary astrology.


1.4. Prashna and Birth Charts


1.4.1The importance of birth chart can not be underestimated. Whenever a birth chart is available, in addition to Prashna chart, it is prudent to refer to both charts. Any event promised in both the charts is certain to happen. The reverse may, however, be not true. The inter-relationship between Prashna and birth charts also indicate the position of present and past karmas. The birth chart is a map of celestial bodies in the heaven at the time of birth and indicates the Prarbdha- the part of accumulated Sanchit Karmas allowed for this life. The benefic or malefic influences in the birth chart indicate good or evil karmas of past lives. A good or bad period in both the charts will indicate the relevant good or bad Dridha Karmas of past lives.


1.4.2The Prashna chart is like a divisional chart in certain aspects. Like a divisional chart, its analysis will supplement the inferences of birth chart but will not supplant it. A promise absent in birth chart, but present in Prashna chart may not fructify. However where accurate birth charts are not available, the Prashna chart not only answers the present query, but it can also be read as a birth chart with amazingly accurate results.


1.4.3The correctness of the ascendant of the birth chart is very important to figure out the true functional nature of the planets in a particular nativity. When the ascendant is either in the ending degrees or in the beginning of a new sign, there is a doubt about its correctness because of a possible error in the birth time. In such cases, the ascendant rising in the Prashna chart generally matches with the ascendant of the birth chart, thus correcting the birth chart itself.


1.4.4The birth chart is constructed for the precise moment of birth of a child. Similarly the Prashna chart is constructed for the exact moment when a querist approaches an astrologer for answer/ guidance to his problem/ query.


1.4.5The birth chart through periods, sub and sub-sub periods and transit of planets indicate good or evil events of human life. However immediate or short term yet important human problems remain untouched. This is the area of Horary science. For prediction through birth chart, one has to do complex calculations, consider numerous aspects and Yogas (which are over 300), where as use of Prashnachart is much simpler using 7-8 yogas and gives quick results.


1.4.6Prashna chart is movable with time. Its life is short. Normally each question requires a fresh Prashna chart. Whereas in birth chart, the Bhavas and their significator planets are firm and immovable. In Prashna chart the results of Bhavas and their significance changes with the type of query. At times, the meaning of Bhavas and their significance change with the statement of query, although the position of ascendant and the planets remain unchanged.


1.5 Utility of the Prashna Chart


1.5.1Acharya Neelkanth had stated that once the creator and the expert of all shastras, Lord Brahma went to the sustainer and caretaker of the universe, Lord Vishnu, to ask question about his own future. It indicates that the originator of Prashna Shastra is Lord Vishnu Himself who had taught about it to Lord Brahma for the benefit of the general mankind. Hence the origin of the Horary is very ancient.


1.5.2There are innumerable areas of queries which can best be answered by Prashna only. Some times, a person's horoscope shows good period, sub-period and transit, but his experience is quite the contrary. The querist might feel that he might have committed some mistake of which he is not aware and as a result, he is suffering physically, mentally or professionally. In such cases, he has to approach a specialist i.e. expert in horary science. For knowing immediate future or for solving urgent day today problems and anxieties of querists, Prashna chart is the only answer. The role of birth chart in such cases at best be supplementary. For example birth chart can indicate time of marriage or colour, place or nature of the spouse, but if the query is also to know whether the proposed match will materialize, one has to refer to Prashna chart only.


1.5.3There are numerous types of queries for which analysis of Prashna chart is the answer. With the help of this, even difficult and complex problems can be solved with comparative ease. Some of these are grouped below and are discussed in details in subsequent chapters-


a)Queries regarding illness, likelihood of recovery or death, whether doctor, diagnosis and medicine is appropriate/ correct.


b)Theft or missing article- Time & mode of theft, details about thief, present location of missing article, whether & when it will be recovered.


c)Dispute, litigation, election or competition- success, compromise or failure, who will win matches, election or competition etc.


d)Education, admission, property and vehicles.


e)Marriage- early, late or denial; problems before, during & after marriage, divorce, separation & court cases etc.


f)Children- Pregnancy problems- sterility, infertility, impotency, miscarriage or abortion; sex & number of children, early, delayed or type of delivery.


g)Traveler and missing/ abducted person- Present state of well-being, if dead or alive and time of return and foreign travel/ settlement.


h)Profession, business or employment- various types; getting employment, change or obstacles in business, success, failure or change in profession, suspension, reinstatement, posting, transfers & promotions etc.


i)Curse or evil spirits- types of Karmas, their identification & influences; various curses and remedial actions etc.


1.5.4As per Dr B. V. Raman, one gets urge, inspiration and desires to consult an astrologer as a result of his good Prabdha Karma for knowing his future and for guidance & counseling to solve his immediate problems. The main purpose of astrology is in the area of future planning, counseling and channelising of energy & efforts in the right direction. Hence the aim of Prashna Shastra is to satisfy the queries, anxieties & fears of the querist and to provide him with correct guidance. We notice around us, so many misfits who keep on putting their efforts in one direction and end up as mediocre in a totally different field. If only appropriate counseling had been given at a suitable time, the entire picture could have been different. It is also said that an astrologer, who does not listen properly or mistreat a worried and grief stricken querist, loses his knowledge of astrology very fast.


1.6   Qualities of an Astrologer


1.6.1Astrology is thus a very important discipline of life for those living in this mundane sphere. It is therefore a natural desire of any person to consult a good astrologer. Varah Mihir in Brihat Samhita has given the characteristics of a good astrologer which among others include the deep knowledge of mathematical and predictive astrology, a religious and righteous disposition, truthful, humble, disciplined, austere, free from vices and jealousy, unbiased, undeformed, devoted to gods and Brahmans, engaged in virtuous acts, well versed with desh kaal and patra and local traditions etc. The central theme of qualities is knowledge, humility and devotion to God which imparts divine grace to an astrologer.


1.6.2Similarly Bhattotpala is of the opinion that a true a astrologer should be well conversant with the ten sub - divisions of astronomy and then predict the results of a nativity/ query with unerring success. These sub-divisions are-


1.Calculation of ahirgana i.e - sum of solar days elapsed since the beginning of kalyug upto the required day.


2.Computing the mean positions of planets.


3.Calculating true positions of planets.


4.Calculations regarding solar eclipse.


5.Calculations regarding lunar eclipse.


6.Computing eclipse of planets.


7.Finding out correctly about planetary war.


8.Calculating conjunction of planets.


9.Calculating emergence of planets after their disappearance.


10.Finding out planetary conjunctions with the constellations during the movement of planets along the belt of stars.


1.6.3The Prashnamarg adds that an astrologer should be a regular worshipper of planetary deities. He must have mastered Mantra shastra which deals with the methods of employing various incantations or spells for securing benefits or removing obstacles and enemies. He must get up at dawn and meditate on his ishta devta after doing his daily religious duties.


1.6.4Mahirishi Vyaas in Mahabharata has stated that everyone takes birth as'shudra'. It is his subsequent karmas which make him either a brahmin, kshatriya, vaish or he remains as a shudraonly. In our Hindu Society even Malechhas or Yavanas having immense knowledge of religious scripture and astrology have been held in high esteem as brahmin. A Brahmin by birth or by karmas as such having the knowledge and qualities narrated above is certain to get the honour and respect of public as an astrologer.


1.6.5It is surprising to note that what modern day scientists have been able to know after decades of research with more and more sophisticated instruments and what they have not been able to find out or explain even today, our sages have been doing for centuries based on their astronomical calculations with astonishing accuracy. Astrology is a science to know the effects of position and motion of various celestial bodies and points in the universe on the state of happiness and sorrow and good or bad times of human life according to their prarabdh or karmas of previous lives. It is an art also because in addition to deep knowledge and perception of the subject for correct astrological prediction, it definitely requires the intuition which comes only by divine grace. Jyotish is not only the effects of celestial bodies on human life but is also the worship of brahma represented by kaal (time) which has its clear stamp on all objects whether living or innate. Thus an astrologer is a Daivagya - one who knows the laws of future and fate as a messenger of God himself.


1.7   Duties of Querist


1.7.1Just like there are so many characteristics for a good or ideal astrologer, there are certain duties for a querist too, if he wants to have maximum benefit of horary science. In sacrificial Yajna of horary, the querist is not only the host, but is the presiding deity, the recitor of Mantra and offerator of oblations also, all molded into one. Therefore a querist should go to an astrologer with the same faith, urge and humility and with a clean body and mind, as one goes to a temple, mosque, gurdwara or church. He should have an urge to ask the question to alleviate those anxieties which are troubling him at the moment. He must approach an astrologer truthfully and sincerely without any intention either to test or make fun of. He must accept the astrologer as a Daivagya or messenger of God who is capable of bailing him out of a difficult situation .


1.7.2A querist should go to an astrologer without fixing an appointment when he is troubled with a serious anxiety/ worry. He should go to astrologer after paying due obeisance to God with folded hands, taking some fruits or flowers as his offering facing or standing preferably in East and ask one question which is his foremost worry at that moment. The purpose of making an offering must be understood. Any act done by an individual is part of a Kriyaman Karma which gets accumulated as Sanchita and manifest as Prarbdh. If the astrologer is doing some Karma by his effort, the burden of this debt should not be carried over by the querist, hence at least some token offering must be made. It is said that a querist who goes to an astrologer empty handed, return from there empty handed only.


1.8    Insincere or Immoral Queries


1.8.1Astrology is a wonderfully divine science handed down to us by great seers of yore. Therefore asking question from an astrologer to test his knowledge or for mere entertainment is showing disrespect to great seers only. So an astrologer should first find out the motive of the querist. In addition to insincere queries, an astrologer should not reply immoral queries also. For example, if a query is put about the death of an ailing father, the answer should be given or ignored depending on the motive of the querist-whether it is out of love and concern or for sinister motive of grabbing the father's property. Similarly the question regarding the character of a spouse should not be answered, if the motives are suspect.


1.8.2A person who is not sincere or is immoral in his approach should not be entertained. He may be politely asked to come some other time. Some of the combinations of an insincere query are as under-


a)If Moon is in Lagna and is aspected by Mercury or Mars.


b)If Moon is in Lagna, Saturn in a Kendra and Mercury is combust.


c)Lagna or Lagnesh is conjunct or aspected by malefic planets.


d)7th lord is aspected by Jupiter, Mercury or a planet which is inimical to the 7th house without any benefic association.


e)Lords of Lagna & 7th are aspected by Moon and Jupiter with malefics.
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1.8.3In a Prashna chart, normally Lagna indicates the query or the querist (more accurately the former) and 7th house the astrologer. Therefore if either of the two is afflicted, the query should not be answered because contrary results may follow. So before answering any query, the strength of Lagna, Lagnesh and Moon should be ascertained. The astrologer should use his wisdom whom or whether to answer a query. As a general guide, following types of persons should not be entertained-


a) One who asks in a casual manner.


b) One who is atheist or heretic.


c) One who uses abuses/ indecent language while asking.


d) One who is answering call of nature.


e) One who is asking while lying on a bed.


f) One who is proceeding on a journey.


g) One who comes empty handed.


h) One who does it in a non-chalant manner.


i) One who ask question at dawn or dusk.


j) One who is disrespectful to astrologer or to his elders.


1.9   Self Prashna


It is often argued whether an astrologer should analyze a self Prashna or not. Whenever any unfavourale combination like adverse Tithi, Nakshtra or transit is running, an astrologer is tempted to put off his query. This should be avoided. As long as one is truthful and sincere in his approach, self Prashna is equally useful and rewarding.




Chapter-2


Concepts - Signs & Nakshtra


2.1The august readers are presumed to be well versed with the principles and concepts of vedicastrology. But even at the cost of repetition, some of the concepts and significations of signs, planets, nakshatras and houses as relevant to Prashna are clarified in next few chapters for developing better understanding of theirs, while applying them in Prashna. Every horoscope has 12 signs, 9 planets, 27 nakshatras and 12houses. The inter-relationships of these reveal all the information required in the astrology for various purposes. Hence let us first understand their significations or Karkatwas.


Signs of the Zodiac-


2.2.1Signs and their Lords- The two luminaries-Sun and Moon-are lords of one sign each-Leo and Cancer; other planets have dual lordship as shown. It may be bserved that these lordships follow a set order depending upon the increasing distance from Sun and increasing sideral period from Moon. There is some doubt about ownership by Rahu and Ketu. They are supposed to own Gemini/ Virgo and Sagittarius/ Pisces. Similarly extra-Saturnine planets-Uranus and Neptune- own Aquarius and Pisces respectively.
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The signs possess the positive and negative aspects of their lords according to the nature and strength of their lords. While delineating the chart, they lead us to infer the extent of fructifications of the significations of a particular house. For example, if the sign Libra falls in a house, and its lord Venus is in full strength, the significations of the house in particular will flourish to a very affluent level of the society in which the native is living.


2.2.2Results of a sign in Lagna- It helps in understanding the nature of disease, thief or a native in general and specially in cases of quarrel/ litigation, as under-


1.Aries- It is a fiery sign ruled by Mars, Karka of energy. Sun signifying vitality gets exalted and Saturn, the planet of lethargy, is debilitated here. It is Mooltrikone sign of Mars. Such a person is ambitious, authoritative, brave, courageous, impulsive, full of vitality & energy. He has scarce affinity with women and picks up quarrel or gets violent easily. He does not like to compromise or work under others. It is a dry and barren sign. It is bilious and controls vitality, lunacy and meningitis.


2.Taurus- It is an earthy sign ruled by Venus. Moon and Rahu gets exalted here and it is Mooltrikone sign of Moon. It makes native follow materialistic pursuits & comforts and enjoy good food. He may even leave his brothers/ friends to achieve his goal of prosperity. He is patient, dutiful and of firm determination. He does not easily forgets insults and is uncompromising and revengeful. It is windy and controls bones and flesh. It is dry & semi-fruitful sign.


3.Gemini- It is an airy sign ruled by Mercury and is also owned by Rahu. The native is a happy go, worriless, wise, efficient and friendly person. He is young talkative, dutiful, playful, expert in fine arts and sex. He does not want to be tied down with rules of law and society. It controls breath and cough. It is dry, barren and human sign.


4.Cancer- It is a watery sign owned by Moon, which is fast changing by nature and is tender. Jupiter gets exalted and Mars is debilitated here. The native is inconsistent in behaviour, but sentimental, sensitive, honest, farsighted, helpful and imaginative by nature. He is diligent and good strategist. He loves water resorts and water games. It is phlegmatic and controls blood and emotions. It is feminine, movable, watery and fruitful sign. In Prashna, it is considered as Mooltrikone sign of Moon.


5.Leo- It is a fiery and Mooltrikone sign of Sun, the karka of vitality, authority and royalty. It indicates male progeny, intelligence, social status and magnificence. It makes the person noble, generous and of majestic appearance. It is dry, fixed and barren sign. It is bilious and controls heart, spine & upper back.


6.Virgo- It is an earthy & Mooltrikone sign of Mercury who gets exalted here. Some attributes it to Rahu also. It is debilitation sign of Venus. It makes one charming, wise, witty, learned, educationist and expert in fine arts. He is sweet tongued, peace & comfort loving, reliable, methodical and logical in his approach. It controls voice, intellect and psychic activity. It is dry, barren & human sign.


7.Libra- It is an airy & Mooltrikone sign of Venus. Saturn gets exalted and Sun is debilitated here. The native is kind, just, law-abiding, swift moving with attractive personality, but likes self-praise. He is patient, wise, well mannered, liked by opposite sex and expert in business. It is a sign of justice and balance. It is barren & human sign.


8.Scorpio- It is a watery sign ruled by negative Mars. Moon & Rahu gets debilitated but Ketu is exalted here. The native face adverse and difficult situations with calm, courage, confidence and firm determination. He has excellent ability to work with full concentration for long periods to achieve difficult and dangerous tasks. It is a secretive, mysterious, emotional sign denoting occult, research and medical knowledge. It is watery, Keet & fruitful sign.


9.Sagittarius- It is fiery and Mooltrikone sign of Jupiter. Ketu also is said to own it. The native is swift working, healthy, active with agitated mind. It is not possible to control him by fear or force but he is amenable to affection and love. He is clever, wise, fearless, follower of truth, justice and religion. He is best suited for training or advisory role due to pleasant nature and analytical bent of mind. It is dry, semi-fruitful and human (in 1st half) sign.


10.Capricorn- It is an earthy sign ruled by Saturn. Mars gets exalted and Jupiter is debilitated here. It signifies tact, cheating, lethargy, and melancholy but ambitious and a ruler by nature. He gets annoyed if disturbed and loves self-praise. He is susceptible to learn and adapt traits of either extreme upto a very large extent, but is generally honest, prudent and reliable. It is windy, watery and semi-fruitful sign.


11.Aquarius- It is an airy and Mooltrikone sign of Saturn. Uranus is also said to own it. The native is an expert of many sciences and of human nature. He is a philosopher, original thinker, research scholar, honest and idealist. If the sign or its lord is afflicted, he may set his eyes on other's wealth and woman. It is watery, semi-fruitful and human sign.


12.Pisces- It is a watery sign ruled by Jupiter. As per some, Ketu or Neptune is also supposed to own it. The native is gentle, calm, wise, generous, kind, affectionate, philanthropic and religious/ spiritual minded. He is best suited to be an advisor. He earns from water products, in areas near river/ sea or from export/ import business from areas seperated by sea/ ocean. It is a hidden, intuitive, intellectual, sensitive, watery, fruitful and unstable sign.


Note:- Similar results are expected if any of the signs fall in a strong Arudh Lagna or Moon sign.


2.3.1Habitats of Signs - In horary, the placement of a sign in Lagna, Arudh Lagna or Moon sign (strongest of the three), helps in locating the current position of the missing article or person as under-


1.Aries- forest, grassy meadows, fields, canals, lakes, mines, pits, high rise buildings or mountains.


2.Taurus- Cow-sheds, dairy farms, colony of milk-men, or beautiful places and locations where business is transacted.


3.Gemini- Cinema halls, theatres, gambling dens, pleasure houses, music/ ballet rooms, bed rooms, parks or playfields.


4.Cancer- Places near water, wells, ponds, rivers or forest.


5.Leo- Mountains, caves, difficult living places, uninhibited areas & gymnasium.


6.Virgo- Pasture lands near water or having water, food crop, fisher men's colony, boat, girls' school, pleasure room, near a shop or temple


7.Libra- Shop, market, courts, godowns or places of business.


8.Scorpio- Depleted building, basement, underground or secret room, tunnel, pits, cavity, crevices, ponds or rocky areas.


9.Sagittarius- Fire arms, rest house, inspection bungalow, military cantt. police stations or border areas.


10.Capricorn- Place of pilgrimage, lake, island, sea-shore, tribal homes, artisans' colony, areas full of water.


11.Aquarius- Gambling dens, red-light areas, bar houses, art gallery, habitation in water, pot containing water or pickle.


12.Pisces- Sea shore, island, temple, pilgrimage or deep caves.


2.3.2The residential localities assigned to zodiacal signs are also grouped as under-




a)Virgo, Libra and Sagittarius- represents urban areas.


b)Aries, Taurus, Gemini and Aquarius- villages.


c)Leo, and 1st half of Capricorn- forests.


d)Cancer, Scorpio,2nd half of Capricorn and Pisces-areas near water.





2.4Signs Indicating Part Of Body- In Prashna relating to disease/ injuries to human body, placement of various signs in Lagna indicates various body parts as under-


1.Aries- Head, brain, skull, face, eye, muscles and pineal gland.


2.Taurus- Neck, throat, tonsil, thyroid, chin, ears, food canal and vocal chord.


3.Gemini- Nervous and respiratory system, shoulders, hands, arms, lungs & skin


4.Cancer- Chest, breast, stomach, ribs, womb, digestive and blood flow system.


5.Leo- Spine, back, heart, liver, pancreas and portion above navel.


6.Virgo- Lower digestive system, intestines, appendicitis, and nervous system.


7.Libra- Lumbar and pelvic region, kidney, body luster, semen and uterus


8.Scorpio- Urinary, sexual and generative organs, anus and bladder.


9.Sagittarius- Hips, thighs, liver, sciatica, sacrum and arterial system,


10.Capricorn- Knees, joints, muscles and general weakness.


11.Aquarius- Legs, ankles, shin bone and blood circulation.


12.Pisces- Feet, toes, fat, pituitary gland and lymphatic system.


2.5.1Mode of Rising- The zodiacal signs are divided into following three categories accordingly-


1. Shirshodaya (rising with their head foremost)- Gemini, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio and Aquarius (3,5,6,7,8


2. Pristodaya (rising their hind part first)- Aries, Taurus, Cancer, Sagittarius and Capricorn (1,2,4,9 &10).


3. Ubhayodaya (rising both ways)- Pisces (12).


When a Shirshodaya sign rises, it indicates success of a query. If a Prishtodaya sign rises, it denotes failure of the query, except in matters of destructive, seperative or disintegrating nature. If the rising sign be Ubhaydoya, success would be partial or delayed. The above rules should be applied when there is no planet in the Lagna, otherwise the results get modified according to the nature of the planet.


2.5.2Mobility of Signs- Accordingly signs in the Lagna or with Moon are classified into following three types-


1.Movable- Aries, Cancer, Libra and Capricorn.


2.Immovable- Taurus, Leo, Scorpio and Aquarius.


3.Common or dual- Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius and Pisces.


Note: In Prashna Lagna, movable sign indicates mobility or change of status e.g. going out for travel or returning back, sick person may recover or die, early success in marriage or job etc. A fixed sign shows status quo or no change in present condition as above e.g. journey may not take place, the disease gets prolonged, or the marriage/ job/ transfer gets delayed. The dual sign rising gives mixed or delayed results as per tilt towards movable or fixed. A dual sign rising with 0 to 15 degrees is closer to a fixed sign and the one rising from 15 to 30 degrees is closer to a movable sign and gives results as such. In cases of theft if the Arudh be a dual sign, the stolen article is kept inside the house; if it be a movable sign, it is in the vicinity of house; and if it be a fixed sign, it is away from the house.


2.5.3Sex, Evenness and Beneficence of Signs- All odd signs (Aries, Gemini, Leo etc) are considered male, positive and malefic signs. Such natives are firm, brave, courageous, power/ rights hungry. They become cruel, extremist or extortionist if afflicted by malefic planets. On the other hand, all even signs (Taurus, Cancer, Virgo etc) are considered female, negative and benefic signs. Such natives are kind, affectionate, philanthropic, dutiful, believer in compromises and brotherhood. They are good administrator/ advisor.


2.5.4Usefulness of Signs- The signs are also divided depending on their utility into following three categories when placed in Lagna or with Moon/significator-


1.Fruitful signs- Cancer, Scorpio, Aquarius and Pisces. These signs in Prashna Lagna denotes success of query or good progeny in queries related to children, if placed in 5th house.


2.Semi-fruitful signs- Taurus, Libra, Sagittarius and Capricorn. Presence of these signs in Prashna Lagna indicates that success would come only after sustained efforts and patience.


3.Barren Signs- Aries, Gemini, Leo and Virgo. These signs denote failure of query or serious difficulties / obstacles in the way.


Strength of Signs


2.6.1


1.Based on Feet-1. Bi-ped or human signs- Gemini, Virgo, Libra, 1st half of Sagittarius and Aquarius are strong in Prashna Lagna.


2.Quadripad or animal signs-Aries, Taurus, Leo, 2nd half of Sagittarius and 1st half of Capricorn are strong in 10th house.


3.Watery signs-Cancer, 2nd half of Capricorn& Pisces are strong in 4th house.


4.Keet sign- Scorpio is strong in 7th house. Thus various signs are strong in houses as shown-
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2.6.2


1.Based on time- 1. Following signs are considered strong during night and are called Ratribalior lunar signs- Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer Sagittarius and Capricorn (1,2,3,4,9&10).


2.Following signs are considered strong during day and hence called Divabali or solar signs- Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio, Aquarius and Pisces (5,6,,811&12).


3.Any sign rising at dawn or at dusk is considered weak and may lead to failure.


2.6.3Directions-


Generally fiery signs denote East, earthy- South, airy-West, and watery signs-North. However, in horary, directions are allotted from Arudh Lagna in accordance with the direction from which the querist approaches the astrologer as under:-
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2.6.4 Signs Based on Aspect/ Looks


Depending on the relation with Sun, when a sign rises in a Lagna, it is Grouped into following four groups-


1.Urdhavamukh (upward looking) Sign-one just left behind by Sun or its trine. When it occupies a Lagna in a query, the wishes of the querist would be fulfilled.


2.Adhomukh (downward looking) Sign-One occupied by Sun or its trine.


3.Triyankmukh (sideways looking) Sign- One to be occupied by Sun or its trine. If either of the two above occupies the Lagna, success would be achieved only if the Lagna is associated with or aspected by a benefic.


4.Agramukh (forward looking) Sign- one which is third from Sun or its trine. If it occupies a Lagna, the chances of success of the query are remote.


These looks are considered important in query of thefts. If the Lagna is upward looking sign, thief had entered the house/ room from the roof/top. If it is downward looking sign, the stolen item is buried under ground. If it is sideways looking sign, the item is kept at a height of 3-4 feet in a drawer of shelf or in an almirah and the thief would have entered through a door or through a hole in the side wall. If the sign is forward looking, the stolen/ missing item is definitely outside.
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2.6.5 Stature of Sign


The stature of a sign denotes the size of missing article. Depending on the stature the signs are divided into three groups-


1.Short stature- In ascending order, the size of item is denoted by Pisces, Aries, Taurus and Aquarius.


2.Medium Stature- Size of item in ascending order is denoted by Gemini, Sagittarius, Cancer and Capricorn.


3.Tall Stature- In ascending order the size of item is denoted by Leo, Scorpio, Virgo and Libra.


2.6.6 Colours of Signs
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2.6.7 Dhatu, Mool and Jeeva


Normally all movable signs represent Dhatu; immovable signs-Moola ; and dual signs- Jeeva. However in Mooka/ Musti Prashna, the type of Chinta (query) of the querist is found out from the type of sign in Lagna and in its Navamsha as under-

Material gains, prosperity, rise in profession and maintenance of honour and dignity fall under Dhatu Chinta. Problems relating to agriculture and its allied matters fall under Moola Chinta. Welfare of far away / missing relation, disease or health, marriage, children etc. comes under Jeeva Chinta.


Signs and Profession


2.7.1It is widely accepted that the signs occupying following places have a significant role in denoting the profession of a native-


a)10th from Lagna/ Moon


b)Lagna/ Moon sign


c)Lagna of Dasamsa


d)10th house of Dasamsa


e)The dispositor sign of 10th lord in Navamsha


f)7th house of natal chart(being 10th from 10th and also denoting spouse).


2.7.2.Movable signs in above places indicate ambition, fame and recognition. Such natives are explorers, businesspersons, marketing professionals, sportsperson etc. Fixed signs indicate firm determination, self reliance, patience, endurance and fixity of purpose. Such natives are good administrators, politicians, doctors, engineers etc. Common signs indicate wavering decisions. Such natives are service persons, teachers, accountants, writers, clerks, or persons at sedentary jobs.


2.7.3.Fiery signs provide engineers, surgeons, industrialists, soldiers, butchers, union leaders, politicians etc. Earthy signs provide administrators, economists, civil services, builders, agriculturists, timber or food related workers, mining etc. Airy signs provide intellectuals, scientists, writers, lecturers, advisors, astrologers, pilots etc. Watery signs provide jobs of liquids like dairy farming, chemicals and drugs, shipping, petroleum products, fishing etc.


It is said that fiery and airy signs relate to self employment, whereas earthy and watery signs denote service.


2.7.4General professions indicated by various signs are as under-


1.Aries- Army, police, surgeon, industrialist, mechanic, wrestler, fireman, hotelier, electricity, veterinary doctor etc.


2.Taurus- Luxury goods, cosmetics, tailors, music, actors, revenue official, bankers, cement, property etc.


3.Gemini-Journalism, teaching, accountant, agents, stenos, diplomats, doctors, P&T and railway deptt. and mobile communication etc.


4.Cancer- Naval & marine personnel, nurses, interior decorators, caterers, shipping , fishing, petroleum, chemicals and drugs etc.


5.Leo- Politicians, ministers, ambassadors, chief executives, speculators, soldiers magicians etc.


6.Virgo- Doctors, healers, professors, astrologers, computers, leather works, food& supply deptt. etc.


7.Libra- Judges, artists, photography, fashion designer, beauticians, air hostess, liaison officers, receptionist, lotteries, models, prostitutes etc.


8.Scorpio- Persons connected with hospitals like medicine, equipments, paramedicos, occultists, insurance, hydroelectric works etc.


9.Sagittarius- Sports, judges, lawyers, preachers, financial experts, arms dealers, capitalists, woolen or footwear traders, long journey & voyage.


10.Capricorn- Timber, forests, mining, minerals, geologists, property dealers, artisans, mill workers etc.


11.Aquarius- Consultants, intellectuals, engineers, computers and automobile experts, astrologers etc.


12.Pisces- Naval personnel, doctors, chemicals and oil dealers, painters, jail or ospital authorities, secret societies, sea-products etc.


Note- A combination of more than one strong sign gives a mix or multiple professions. Above indications are more positive if the concerned sign is vacant. However if a planet is placed in the concerned sign, it gives a more definite result.


Nakshtra


2.8.Signs and Nakshatra- Each sign has a 30 degree span containing two and a quarter Nakshatras. Each Nakshatra has a span of 13 degrees 20 minutes with four quarters of 3 degrees and 20 minutes each. The details are as under-


1.Aries- Ashwani, Bharini and 1st quarter of Krittika Nakshatra.


2.Taurus- Three quarters of Krittika, Rohini and two quarters of Mrigshira.


3.Gemini- Two quarters of Mrigshira, Ardra& three quarters of Punurvasu.


4.Cancer- last quarter of Punurvasu, Pushya and Ashlesha .


5.Leo- Magha, Poorva falguni and 1st quarter of Uttar falguni.


6.Virgo- Three quarters of Uttar falguni, Hasta and two quarters of Chitra.


7.Libra- Two quarters of Chitra, Swati and three quarters of Vishakha.


8.Scorpio- Last quarter of Vishakha, Anuradha and Jyestha.


9.Sagittarius- Moola, Poorvashadha and 1st quarter of Uttarashadha.


10.Capricorn- Three quarter Uttarashadha, Shravan and two quarters of Dhanistha.


11.Aquarius- Two quarter Dhanistha, Shatbhisha and three quarters of Poorvashadha.


12.Pisces- Last quarter of Poorvashada, Uttarashada & Revti Nakshtra.


2.9.The classified texts are silent about the exact role of Nakshtras in analyzing Prashna charts. One of the major influences on any planet or Lagna is of its Nakshtra lord, its placement, association or aspects. The real, subtle and invisible strength emerges only when Nakshtras are integrated in analysis of charts. By incorporating them, Prashna chart becomes very dependable, absorbing and thrilling. Their role has been explained in detail in all the chapters with illustrations. This analysis normally takes following steps:-


a)Lagna, lagnesh or karyesh is in Nakshtra whose lord is say planet - A.


b)Planet A is in Nakshtra whose lord is say planet - B.


c)Planet B is in Nakshtra whose lord is say planet - C.


If planets A, B, & C are strong and favourable to the query, the result will be good and favourable.


2.10Calculation of Arudh Lagna- In horary, two Lagnas are calculated- the rising Lagna and the Arudh Lagna. The relationship between the two is called Sutra. If these two are friends, it give good results; if enemy then bad, and if neutral then average results. This Arudh Lagna is totally different than the one calculated by Jaimini method. Ancient saints/ astrologers of yore devoted entire day for consultations; but modern astrologers, because of their other commitments, have only a few fixed hours available in any day. The rising Lagna will remain the same for nearly a month in a fixed time slot. How can the results of all querists approaching the astrologer for the entire month be same? Hence Arudh Lagna becomes essential. In earlier times, the Arudh Lagna was fixed from the direction occupied by the querist. These days an astrologer is confined to a small room where there is no scope for a querist to choose a seat or direction. Hence procedure for determining the Arudh Lagna has also changed. One of the modern methods is to ask querist any number between 1 and 108. Divide this number by 9. The quotient denotes the signs which have already elapsed. Add one to the quotient to give the Arudh sign; the remainder denotes the rising Navamsha. Say the number spoken is 75. Dividing 75 by 9 we get quotient 8 and remainder 3. Add one to 8 giving 9 or Sagittarius as Arudh Lagna with 3rd Navamsha running between 6-40' to 10-00' as its degrees.


2.11.1Calculation of Nakshtra & Sub-lord:- Mr. K S Krishnamurthy had expounded another method of determining not only the Arudh Lagna, but also the Nakshtra lord and Sub-lord who have great influence in the outcome of any query. There are 27 Nakshtras in the zodiac each with an extent of 13-20'. These Nakshtras are ruled by 9 planets in the order of Vimshotri Dasha in the triads of 9 Nakshtras each. The ownership of planets over different Nakshtras have been given in Para 2.8. As per this method, Lagna or any planet posited in a horoscope has three major influences on it. The sign where a planet is posited, influenced by its lord, the Nakshtra in which it is posited again influenced by its lord and finally the Sub-lord calculated on the basis of proportionate Vimshotri Dasha for finer influences. The period of one Nakshtra is 13-20'. If the Dasha period of any planet is multiplied by 20/3', it will give sub-period of the planet in minutes. Say one wants to find out Sub-period of Rahu. Rahu has a Dasha period of 18years. Multiply 18 by 20/3. It gives 120 minutes or 2 degrees as sub-period of Rahu. Based on similar calculations, sub-periods of various planets are as under-
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2.11.2The method involves asking the querist any number between 1and 249. The rationale behind is that every Nakshtra has 9 sub-periods each making the figure 27x9=243. Six additional numbers are added because in Aries, Leo & Sagittarius in Nakshtraof Kritika, U.Falguni & U.Ashada, the sub-period of Rahu and in Gemini, Libra & Aquarius in Nakshtraof Punurvasu, Vishakha & P. Falguni, the sub-period of Moon spills over to the next sign. So in order to give a separate number for each sub-period, a total of 249 numbers are chosen. For ready reference, one can refer to the tables given at the end to ascertain Arudh sign,


2.11.3Nakshtra lord and Sub-lord based on the number given by the querist. Although all the three have an influence on the Prashna concerned, yet the sign lord, the Nakshtra lord and the Sub-lord have their influences on the Prashna in the increasing order. Suppose in a Prashna chart, Sub-lord is posited in the house of significator of the Prashna, aspected by benefics, it would lead to favourable results. If the Sub-lord is in an inauspicious house influenced by malefics or 6,8, 12 lords, Karya siddhi would be difficult to achieve.






Chapter-3


Concepts - Planets/ Significators


3.1   Planetary Council and Friendship


It is universally accepted that various planets in planetary council represent the following-


a)Sun- King


b)Moon- Queen


c)Mars- Commander


d)Mercury- Crown Prince


e)Jupiter & Venus- Minister


f)Saturn- Servant


g)Rahu- Chandaal/ Malechha


h)Ketu- Outcaste


In horary, if Sun is the significator, it indicates some high dignitary/ authority or leader or father may help in success of the work. The Moon indicates female authority or wife of some high authority or mother or a spiritual/social leader might help. Mars indicate an army/ police/ security officer or a lower authority, or a brick-kiln owner or Halwai etc. Mercury denotes some one who is a close favourite of authorities or a scholar/ expert of Shastras. Jupiter and Venus denotes secretaries, advisors, business-person, farmers or PAs. Saturn denotes some old person or lower level followers like clerk, driver, servant, peon etc. Rahu indicates Malechhas, Muslims, foreigners, or persons involved in immoral activities and Ketu denotes other caste like Sikhs or OBC.


3.1.2There are three types of friendships among planets- natural, temporary and Panchada Maitri. In horary, only natural friendship is applicable. As per Bhuvan Deepika, sloka 15 to 17, a planet which by its influence increases the original results of another planet, is called its friend and the one which opposes or reduces the results of another planet is called its enemy. Sun, Moon, Mars and Jupiter are mutual friends; so are Mercury, Venus, Saturn and Rahu. But Sun-Rahu, Jupiter-Venus, Mercury-Moon, MarsVenus and Sun-Saturn are bitter enemies. The details of interrelationship of planets are given below-
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3.2Nature of planets


Natural -


a)Benefics- Jupiter, Venus, Mercury and Moon


b)Malefics- Mercury, Moon, Sun, Saturn, Mars, Rahu and Ketu.


c)Separative-Sun, Saturn and Rahu.


d)Mercury is malefic only if associated with malefics, otherwise it is benefic.


e)Moon is benefic when waxing from Astami of Shukla Paksh to Saptmiof Krishna Pakshand malefic when waning during balance period. Sun is cruel or Kroor.


Functional-


a)Benefic- All planets owning houses other than 3,6,8 and 12.


b)Malefic- All planets owning houses 3,6,8 and 12.


3.3Most Malefic Planet (MMP)- If there is a Mooltrikone sign in the 8th house, its lord is the most malefic planet (MMP). If there is no such sign in the 8th house, but 12th or 6th house has a Mooltrikone sign, then 12th or 6th lord in that order will act as MMP. In case none of the Trika house has any Mooltrikone sign, then Ketu acts as MMP. The list of functional malefics and most malefic planet for each Lagna  is given below-
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3.4Exaltation, Debilitation and Mooltrikone
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a)Some astrologers take Cancer as Mooltrikone sign of Moon in horary.


b)The deep exaltation point is a point along the path of a planet when it is farthest from the center of the earth and the deep debilitation point is the point when it is nearest to the center of the earth.


c)There is a doubt about exaltation and debilitation sign of Rahu and Ketu. It is widely accepted that Taurus is exaltation sign of Rahu and Scorpio is exaltation sign of Ketu. Similarly either sign of Mercury is Mooltrikone sign of Rahu and either sign of Jupiter is Mooltrikone sign of Ketu. Rahu-Ketu, if not afflicted, give good results in signs of Mercury and Jupiter.


d)A debilitated planet gives unfavourable results pertaining to its lordship, as well as for the house where it is posited. Several combinations of cancellation of debilitation, called Neech Bhang Rajyogas have been given as under-


1.When lord of debilitation sign is in Kendra from Lagna/ Moon.


2.When debilitated planet's exaltation sign lord is in Kendra from Lagna/Moon.


3.When debilitated planet is itself posited in a Kendra from Lagna/Moon.


4.When debilitated planet's sign dispositor, which is its exaltation sign lord, influences that planet by conjunction or aspect.


5.When debilitated planet's debilitation sign lord and exaltation lord are in mutual aspect or in Kendra.


6.When the planet which gets exalted in the debilitated planet's sign is posited in a Kendra from Lagna/ Moon.


7.The debilitated planet gets exalted in Navamsha.


8.The debilitated planet is aspected by another debilitated planet.


Note:- If the conditions at (d)- 1, 2, & 3 are studied, it would reveal that the debilitation of Mars, Jupiter and Moon would mostly get cancelled. Mercury and Venus are posited together so often reducing their chances of debilitation. However it must always be remembered that in all cases of Neech Bhang Rajyoga, a debilitated planet would initially give bad results in its period/sub-period before giving some good results in later part of its period.


3.5Elements of planets


Humours and body parts- In Ayurveda, the origin/ cause of all ailments is imbalance among the three humours in human body. When a planet is posited in a Trika house or with a Trika lord, the native suffers from the ailment connected with the relevant humour. Planets which influence Lagna, Lagnesh, 6th house/ lord signifies these humours causing diseases due to their imbalances in body parts indicated by them:

a)Male- Sun, Mars and Jupiter.

Eunuchs gives neutral results. Whenever mixed results are obtained, the majority influence decides the sex of the thief, progeny etc.
